  Another avenue of rev-
enue came under consid-
eration by the Muenster 
Hospital Board of Directors 
at its regular meeting held 
Tuesday, Feb. 18.

  Thundersnow is the rare com-
bination of thunder and light-
ning within a snowstorm, said 
Brent McRoberts of Texas A&M 
University. “This phenomenon 
occurs when a deep convection 
within a snowstorm allows the 
clouds to extend high enough for 
an electrical charge to develop,” 
he explains. “Thundersnow can 
occur along storm fronts, and is 
often associated with lake-effect 
snow, making the Great Lakes 
a prime region in the United 
States for its occurrence. In 
Texas, thundersnow has been 
reported as far south as San An-
gelo, though most events have 
been observed in the Panhan-
dle. Thunder in a snowstorm 

Weather Whys - Thundersnow
is more difficult to hear than in 
a rainstorm because the snow 
muffles the rumble to where it 
can only be heard within a ra-
dius of a couple miles.”
  When a deep layer of solid 
and liquid droplets exists in 
a cloud, a separation between 
positive and negative electri-
cal charges develops within the 
cloud and leads to lightning, 
McRoberts adds. “However, this 
mixed layer has difficulty form-
ing during snowstorms, because 
the convection that produces 
this mixed layer is much less 
common during snowy condi-
tions. Cold temperatures at the 
surface lead to a more stable 
atmosphere, which resists the 
strong upward motion needed 
for lightning-producing clouds. 
Furthermore, temperatures at 
the surface cannot be too far be-
low the freezing point, otherwise 
the liquid content of the cloud 
will not be sufficient to produce 
lightning. Thundersnow usu-
ally occurs when there is wet 
snow or when rain is mixed in 
with snowy precipitation.”

  According to Fr. Ken, the 
Parish plans to put a fence 
around the property.

(GCAA) in 2012.
  This landscaping project 
proposes to build a walking 
trail on the west side of the 
City Park. After the agree-
ment is approved and re-
turned to TxDOT, the design 
plans for the project can be 
started. Administrator En-
dres said that the last he 
heard, construction would 
not begin on the project until 
April 2015.
  The estimated cost of the 
project is $108,273. Endres 
said that Muenster would 
have no cost for the project 
unless they should decide 
to  add anything more to the 
project.
  Muenster has an energy 
service agreement with 
Green Mountain Energy. The 
company contacted Muen-
ster with an offer to extend 
its service agreement. The 
City currently pays 0.05089 
cents per KW. That price is 
good until June 2015.
  The new offer is for 12 
months at $0.05409, 24 
months at $0.05390, or 36 
months at $0.05355. En-
dres recommended the 36 
month extension. He said, 
“The price of natural gas has 
been rising over the last few 
months and looks like it will 
continue to rise.”
  The Council agreed to re-
new the contract with Green 
Mountain for 36 months.

The Yellow-Bellied Sapsucker
  There lives an ignoble scalawag who roams the North and 
South unleashing madness upon on our trees, even here 
in North Texas. No higher in social status than a common 
carpet bagger, this cowardly bottom-feeder is known by no 
other name than the infamous “Yellow-Bellied Sapsucker.” 
  The Yellow-Bellied Sapsucker is a type of woodpecker. 
Creatively named for its yellow belly, and sap-sucking ways, 
this crabby old bird flies from tree to live tree pecking small 
holes in a row pattern in the bark. You may have noticed 
this on live oaks, cedar elms, and numerous other types of 
trees. Once the holes are pecked, sugary tree sap oozes out 
of these holes, attracting insects which come to feed on it. 
The sap-sucker then makes periodic returns and, with its 
specialized brush-shaped tongue, laps up the sap and the 
bugs to eat!   Isn’t that clever? It seems woodpeckers use 
their heads for more than just pecking.
  Now the Sapsucker is a federally protected songbird and 
in actuality, is not so evil. Under typical circumstances, the 
damage they do to trees is tolerable and just a normal part 
of forest ecology. However, these birds do tend to favor some 
individual trees over others, and can target one tree so hard, 
that the damage they inflict can become a concern for the 
tree’s health. When this tree happens to be the one in your 
yard, that’s when it may be time to raise an angry fist and 
wage federally legal war on pesky sapsuckers.
  Spring time is when they do their dirtiest work, and young 
live oaks tend to be favorite targets. Cedar elm, plum, peach, 
and a host of other trees get hit as well. Several deterrent 
options exist. “Tanglefoot,” which is an aerosol spray or 
caulk available at your better lawn and garden stores, can 
be sprayed onto targets areas. Also, a homemade concoction 
of garlic and habanero peppers mashed, strained, and di-
luted into water makes a nice deterrent. It can be kept in a 
spray bottle, and sprayed onto targeted tree trunks once or 
twice a week in the spring. Just don’t let the drift blow back 
into your eyes, or get it on your hands. 
  In fact, on that note, it never hurts to just call a profes-
sional “ISA Certified” arborist to address any of your tree 
care needs, including sapsucker damage. You can go on the 
International Society of Arboriculture website to find a cer-
tified arborist in your area. With proper management, both 
your landscape trees and the infamous Yellow-Bellied Sap-
sucker can live in harmony, adding both beauty and interest 
to these great United States of America.

  For the week ending Feb. 8, 
Texas feeder cattle auctions 
reported prices $4 lower to 
$7 higher per hundredweight 
(cwt). Many locations had 
very light receipts due to cold 
temperatures and icy roads 
that limited cattle move-
ment. Texas direct feeder 
cattle prices were $2 to $4 
lower. Fed cattle cash prices 
declined $3.60 per cwt in very 
light trade, with only 228 
head confirmed by USDA at 
$141. Wholesale beef values 
were sharply lower, with 
Choice-grade offerings down 
$22.72 (10%) for the week 
as retailers caught up on 
purchases and returned to 
more normal buying pat-
terns. Those lower prices also 
pulled fed cattle and feeders 
lower.  
  However, prices across the 
cattle sector remain at his-
torically high levels as tight 
supplies continue to support 
the market. Weekly beef 
export sales totaling 8,100 
metric tons (MT) were down 
19% from a week ago and 21% 
below the prior four-week 
average. Hong Kong, Japan, 
and Taiwan were the leading 
buyers. Shipments of 12,300 

MT were up 1% from a week 
earlier and up 9% from the 
average. 
  Corn and grain sorghum 
prices were higher because of 
hot, dry conditions in South 
America and support from 
higher soybean prices. Corn 
export sales totaled 1.7 mil-
lion MT, down 8% from the 
previous week, but nearly 
double the prior four-week 
average. Japan, Spain, and 
Vietnam were the leading 
buyers. Exports of 747,300 
MT were down 26% from a 
week earlier and 3% lower 

than the average.
  Wheat prices were higher 
due to a decline in crop con-
ditions and concerns about 
possible winter-kill on the 
U.S. Plains and in the Black 
Sea region. Wheat export 
sales totaled 733,600 MT for 
the week, down 15% from 
the previous week, but up 
62% from the average. Gua-
temala, Japan, and Brazil 
were the leading buyers. 
Shipments of 367,900 MT 
were 2% lower than a week 
earlier, and 18% below the 
prior four-week average.

  The buds of many peach 
and other fruit trees were 
not open enough to be dam-
aged by the latest cold front 
that stormed through Texas, 
according to a Texas A&M 
AgriLife Extension Service 
expert.
  Though he doesn’t expect 
wholesale damage, it’s still 
too early after the last bout 
of freezing weather to say 
for certain what the damage 
was, if any, said Dr. Larry 
Stein, AgriLife Extension 
horticulturist, Uvalde.
  “It got a lot colder than 
most people thought it was 
going to get,” Stein said. 
“Unfortunately, we did have 
trees starting to bloom. We 
had some peaches that were 
bloomed out, but most things 
were just starting to bloom, 
so we’re optimistic that we 
had enough buds that were 
tight enough that they will

still develop and set a crop. 
Also, the bud set on most 
trees was excessive due to the 
low or no crop the year before, 
so some thinning was indeed 
needed.”
  The problem is not the 
cold weather per se, but the 
warm periods in between, 
he said. If the weather stays 
cool, even though fruit trees 
like peaches, apricots, pears, 
and plums have enough cold 
hours to bloom, they won’t - 
unless there are at least three 
to five days of spring-like 
warm weather.
  What was interesting about 
this cold spell was that it 
seemed to travel more east-
erly through Texas, sparing 
some of the more southern 
fruit-growing areas like the 
strawberries around Poteet, 
Stein said.

  “We kind of dodged the bul-
let in that regards,” he said.
  Also, it’s good news that 
a lot of fruit and nut crops 
still have tight buds, such 
as blackberries, pecans, and 
apples, so they were not likely 
to be damaged by the cold 
spell, Stein said.
  “If we get another one of 
these in seven to 10 days, it’s 
not going to be good,” he said. 
“But by the same token, if it 
stays cool from now to an-
other freeze, then it’s going to 
slow down the development 
of buds and shoots, lessening 
the chance of damage.”

  American families could 
be hit with higher prices at 
the grocery store if Congress 
fails to pass workable im-
migration legislation this 
year. Because the majority 
of farm workers in the U.S. 
are either undocumented or 
illegally documented, failure 
to provide a usable guest-
worker program for agricul-
ture could mean thousands 
of acres of crops go unpicked 
this year, Robert Klement, 
Cooke County Farm Bureau 
president, said.
  “No farmer wants to leave 
their crops in the field un-
harvested,” Klement said. 
“It’s a waste of food that 
families in this country so 
desperately need and it’s a 
waste of the time, efforts, 
and investments placed into 
a crop by farmers. We need 
people who are willing to 
help us harvest our crops. 
It’s very labor-intensive, and 
people just aren’t lining up 
for these jobs.”
  Fruit and vegetable grow-
ers would especially bear 
the brunt of another year us-
ing the current immigration 
system, which is broken, but 
consumers will also feel the 
effects.
  “If farmers can’t harvest 
their crops, consumers will 
end up paying more in the 
grocery store because there 
will be fewer fruits, vegeta-
bles, and other crops that 
are hand-harvested avail-
able,” Klement said.
  Lawmakers in Washing-
ton, D.C. continue to debate 
whether or not there should 
be wide-spread immigration 
reform in this country.

Lack of 
ag labor 
reform 

could lead 
to higher 
food price

  The American Farm Bureau Federation (AFBF) recently 
urged lawmakers to continue the unrestricted use of cash 
accounting for farmers and ranchers who pay taxes as indi-
viduals, along with calling for comprehensive reform of the 
nation’s tax code.
  The organization addressed tax provisions critical to agri-
culture in comments on the Senate Finance Committee’s Cost 
Recovery and Accounting Tax Reform discussion draft.
  Farm Bureau supports the discussion draft’s proposal for 
an increase in Section 179 Small Business Expensing, but 
the organization is asking lawmakers to maintain the annual 
expensing of preproduction expenditures, including the abil-
ity to deduct fertilizers and other soil conditioners. 
  Depreciation for tangible property—equipment sheds, 
barns, and greenhouses—is a concern. AFBF believes the 
committee’s proposal depreciates property over a time period 
that is longer than the structure’s useful life.

Proposed tax code changes 
could cost agriculture

  Fourteen new varieties of 
peach and nectarine trees 
developed specifically for 
home gardens in Texas are 
now available.

The new varieties 
have been successfully devel-
oped to fit a range of climate 
zones across Texas, as well as 
a range of taste and harvest 
periods.
  The trees are being grown 
by a Texas-based wholesale 
grower, Tree Town USA. They 
will be available at more than 
30 garden centers includ-
ing the Dallas-Fort Worth 
areas.
