County agrees
to participate in
BLM meetings

Cooke County Commissioners Court felt that in order to
be informed of what is taking place, they have little choice
but to approve a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
with the United States Department of the Interior, Bureau
of Land Management (BLM) and Cooke County as a coop-
erating agency for the revision of three current Resource
Management Plans.

Precinct #4 Commissioner Leon Klement warned, “The
tricky part of this is we don’t want to be on the hoof for pay-
ing for their environmental study. Also, understand what
the words cooperating agency really means to the Federal
government. What does that really mean?”

It was noted that those who do not become a part of the
project will not have any say.

The MOU states that the BLM and Bureau of Indian
Affairs (BIA) are responsible for providing Cooke County
Commissioners with meaningful opportunities for partici-
pation including involvement in identifying issues and con-
cerns of relevance to the planning effort and considering
and incorporating information and comments provided by
Cooke County Commissioners into EIS documents to the
extent possible and where appropriate.

“You either become part of it or you sit on the sidelines
and watch it,” Klement said.

A member of the audience asked if being a part of this
means that we agree that they have the right to do this.

County Judge John Roane answered, “We’ve agreed to
nothing. All this MOU does basically is gives us the right to
see what they are up to essentially.”

Commissioner Gary Hollowell expressed concerns that
people would get the misunderstanding that the County
was being a party to the decisions made.

Klement said he spoke to a person in the BLM office
and was told, “You do not understand. We are not taking
anything. We own it.” Klement asked him to clarify that
statement and was told, “It never was anyone’s. So, the
misunderstanding that people are having about us taking
something, we are not taking anything. You are just going
to help us look into the environment and the land use regu-
lations that will be imposed on this land.”

County Attorney Ed Zielinski spoke reporting what the
County has done so far and that as of that time they had not
agreed to anything. He said that many people are contest-
ing that the BLM has the authority to do what it proposes.
He noted that the Attorney General has raised the point
that there is a question as to if the BLM applies to Texas
in the same way it applies to western lands because those
lands were acquired in a different way than the state of

KMB has been notified
an additional $50,000 has
been awarded for amenities
along the proposed walking
trail west of the existing
City Park.

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Cemetery awarded Texas Historical Marker

Warnings of thunder-
storms failed to dampen the
enthusiasm of over 100 pil-
grims who flocked to “The
Bend” Saturday to remem-
ber the past and celebrate
acknowledgement by the
Texas Historical Commission
(THC) of the significance of
their own Illinois Bend Me-
morial Cemetery in the his-
tory of Texas.

The Illinois Bend Cem-
etery Association (IBCA) as-
sembled its annual business
meeting in the Community
Center. Around 50 members
of the organization were on
hand to be greeted by the
ringing of the historical
school bell as they gathered
in to attend to business and
elect officers for the year.
Following lunch, the group
moved from the historical
school to the Tabernacle at
the cemetery.

Sam Campbell and Wassie
Reynolds, “Snow Hill Boys”,
were on hand, picking and
singing sweet sounds of the
past as guests gathered, re-
membering and anticipat-
ing. Rocky Robrts, Dean
Sewell, and Rory Sewell
stood and delivered a rous-
ing trumpet trio medley.
Bob Langford, Precinct 4
commissioner, welcomed the
crowd. Roy Brawner deliv-
ered the invocation. Larry
Cook led in singing the Na-
tional Anthem and pledging
allegiance to the U.S. Flag.
Girl Scout Troop #8577 led
the salute to the Texas Flag
and rendered a lively version
of “Texas Our Texas.”

Montague County His-
torical Commission (MCHC)
Chairperson Janis Sneed in-
troduced honored guests and
recognized the assistance of
MCHC members on hand to
assist in the THC Marker
Dedication. Billie Grigsby,
Panhandle native, related
by marriage to the “Bend,”
IBCA president and author
of the Illinois Bend Memo-
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rial Cemetery essay, shared
her recollections of that pro-
cess, noting that it all started
when they recognized that
“it was do-able!” There were
complications she described
as “..deep water.” “But that’s
not unusual if you deal with
life at the Bend.” In spite of
obstacles she pronounced,
“...we met the deadlines and
in 2011...with encourage-
ment, harmonious relations,
and generous donations, we
were awarded the TEXAS
HISTORICAL MARKER.”

Ray Ashley, “Bend” native,
retired military, local histo-
rian, and author, delivered
the history of the IBMC in
an instructive manner that
clarified understandings
and shared much impor-
tant information. He had
carefully researched the
geneaology of the family of
Nancy Smith, resident of the
earliest marked grave in the
cemetery. The family’s earli-
est known connections were
in Virginia, pre-American
Revolution, and associated
with the presidential Adams
family. They moved through
North Carolina, Tennessee,
Georgia, and apparently
weathered the Civil War in
East Texas, moving to the
“Bend” sometime after the
CW. They raised five-foot
tall cotton on the river and
likely had their own horse
powered cotton gin a little
east of the current Commu-
nity Center.

The formal program con-
tinued with a sentimental
flair as Larry Cook, Laurie
Martin, and Fran Alderman
shared “Pappy” O’Daniel’s
“Beautiful, Beautiful Texas!”
Janis Sneed concluded the
program, turning attention
to the official unveiling of the
marker, handled by Billie
Grigsby and Bob Langford.
Anticipation focused to the
drum roll of Randy Dunbar
as the moment approached,
then concluded with the mov-
ing strains of “Taps” ringing
across the grounds one more
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time. Lemonade and pretty
bluebonnet decorated cup-
cakes were offered to refresh
all who would enjoy.

White settlement began in
the area at about the time
the Civil War commenced.
The hardy pioneers braved
major hardships to see their
community grow and pros-
per, but not without strug-
gle. And not without loss.
Rich soil deposited by the
Red River provided farmers
a setting to grow near leg-
endary, bumper crops. The
low lying landscape also ex-
posed residents to hazards
like flooding and washing
by the river’s untamed wa-
ters, and did little to shelter
those pioneers from raids by
untamed neighbors from In-
dian Terriotory, just across

those waters. Some early
victims of those raids, An-
dersons and Willetts, are
said to have been buried in
nearby Saint Jo.

Toda, the lovely burial
ground stretches up the
front and down the back of
its wildflower studded hill,
with the earliest marked
grave being that of Nancy
Smith, buried there in 1873.
In all likelihood, unmarked
graves preceeded hers on
that hill. In 1873, the In-
dian Wars abated, the Ch-
isholm Trail offered a new
avenue to market Texas cat-
tle, and a log school known
as Valley Branch stood by
the Cemetery. The settle-
ment was known variously
as Maxwell, Maxville, or
Wardville until the Illinois

Thursday, May 8, 2014

Bend Post Office was estab-
lished in 1877, branding the
identity of the settlement
for posterity. The adventure
of being Illinois Bend was
well under way, peaking in
the 30s.

As the community grew
and prospered, the cem-
etery required more space.
Four families are docu-
mented to have donated
parcels of land to accommo-
date the loss of dear friends
and family. A stroll through
the grounds today presents
any area residents with fa-
miliar family names, some
long since passed and oth-
ers only recently departed,
sorely missed. Illinois Bend
lives on in the memories
and lives of its sons and
daughters and exemplifies
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Friday, May 9,2014

much of what has been es-
teemed in the pioneer spir-
it. Hardy pioneers produced
hardy descendents with
strong characters, valuable
resources for the future. As
Ray reminded his listen-
ers, “History does not re-
peat itself. Things change
and things can never be the
same exact way again. It is
human nature that remains
constant. Things change,
people repeat themselves.”
Remember well.

To find the cemetery,
travel Hwy. 677 14.3 miles
north from Saint Jo to ar-
rive in Illinois Bend, then
turn left onto Illinois Bend
Rd and proceed .4 mile
to the entrance of Illinois
Bend Memorial Cemetery.

Texas was.

Commissioners Court vot-
ed unanimously to approve
Cooke County’s draft of the
MOU.

By a vote of 4-1, the Court
approved a resolution sup-
porting a constitutional
amendment to provide for
the transfer of certain gen-
eral revenue to the econom-
ic stabilization fund and
to the state highway fund
and for dedication of the
revenue transferred to the
state highway fund. If ap-
proved, this proposal would
allow revenue transferred
to the state highway fund to
be used only for developing
public roadways, other than
toll roads. These funds would
be allocated to the Texas De-
partment of Transportation
(TxDOT) consistent with ex-
isting formulas to ensure the
entire state benefits from
the additional funding. It is
expected to aid in maintain-
ing the current infrastruc-
ture and to ease congestion
by funding new projects for
added capacity without any
new or increased taxes or
fees.

Commissioner Al Smith
noted that he did not sup-
port the resolution for sev-
eral reasons. He felt that the
amendment was not needed
for the state to spend the
money. He said a constitu-
tional amendment was lim-
iting. As an example, Smith
said that at some time in
the future, it might be re-
ally important to build a toll
road and it would need to be
funded in some way.

Commissioner  Klement
noted that he was not

against the amendment. He
said it was not perfect as to
how it would be funded, but
he did not know how the
State would get any money
for state roads if the amend-
ment did not pass.

Commissioner Hollowell
stated that he felt that if the
County did not support the
Texas Legislature in this ef-
fort, the Legislature might
not support Cooke County.
The 83rd Texas Legislature
passed legislation propos-
ing that this constitutional
amendment be placed on the
Nov. 4, 2014 state ballot.

Support of the resolution
passed with Commissioners
Klement, Hollowell, and B.C.
Lemons and Judge Roane
voting for and Commissioner
Smith voting against.

The Court approved an
amended agreement and
resolution with TxDOT for
acceptance of County Trans-
portation Infrastructure
Fund Grant Program. Judge
Roane was authorized to
sign the revised agreement
when TxDOT has it ready.
The amount of the grant
for Cooke County is being
divided equally between all
four precincts. Commission-

ers had to revise their proj-
ect list so that it shows that
all of the allocated money
is to be spent. Projects can
be moved back or ahead as
needed.

Repairs to the DPS build-
ing roof finally got Court ap-
proval. Parson’s Roofing re-
inspected the roof after the
County withheld payment
of their bill and sent a let-
ter from the County Attor-
ney asking the company to
fix the roof so that water did
not pool on it. The roofing
company agreed to fix two
areas and said they were
happy to do so. The whole
amount of the bill was ap-
proved, but one-fourth of the
payment will be retained by
the County until the repairs
are completed.

In other business con-
ducted at the Monday, April
28 meeting, Commissioners
Court:

* Approved the Duro-Last
Warranty for the Cooke
County DPS building roof.

* Approved relocation of
the Cooke County Law Li-
brary and the relocation of
the Victim Assistance coor-
dinator’s office.

* Approved order allowing
the Cooke County Sheriff’s
Department to apply for and
obtain regular issue license
plates for a Cooke County is-
sued vehicle.

‘Oklahoma-Texas border dispute Market Summary Ei |

has ranchers worried

By RFD-TV News Staff

Most people think the
border between Texas and
Oklahoma is the Red River.
Unfortunately, it’s a little
more complicated than that,
especially along the part
of the river where Tommy
Henderson and his family
ranch.

Henderson lost a lawsuit
30 years ago that moved part
of the northern Texas border
over a mile to the south.

The Bureau of Land Man-
agement [BLM] took 140
acres of his property and
didn’t pay him one cent.

Now, they want to use his
case as precedent to seize
land along a 116-mile stretch
of the river.

“They’re wanting to take
the boundaries that the courts
placed here and extend those
east and west to the forks of
the river north of Vernon and
east to the 98th Meridian
which is about 20 miles east
of us,” Henderson explained.

BLM, which oversees pub-

licland in the United States,
claims this land never be-
longed to Texas.

The Texas landowners who
have lived and cared for that
land for hundreds of years
beg to differ.

BLM plans on taking the
land anyway. Property own-
ers will be forced to spend
money on lawsuits to keep
what is theirs.

For many, that property
has been in their family for
generations.

“How can BLM come in
and say, ‘Hey, this isn’t yours.’
Even though it’s patented
from the state, you've always
paid taxes on it. Our family
has paid taxes for over 100
years on this place. We've
got a deed to it. But yet they
walked in and said it wasn’t
ours,” said Henderson.

Ever since the Louisiana
Purchase in 1803, there has
been controversy over where
Oklahoma ends and Texas
begins.

In layman’s terms, the
boundary is the vegetation

line on the south side of the
Red River.

Over time the river moves.
This movement north toward
Oklahoma is the sticking
point.

The sandy soils erode in
a process called accretion,
which wipes out the bank.
So the property line follows
the river.

BLM claims that the river
moved by another process
called avulsion. With avul-
sion, the land may be changed
by flood or currents, but the
property line isn’t. So BLM
claims that when the river
moved back north, the prop-
erty line stayed put.

It doesn’t help that Okla-
homa defines avulsion dif-
ferently than Texas and the
U.S.

“Originally, here the river
was out there where it is now
and it eroded and accreted up
to here, and then it eroded
and accreted back. Well,
their interpretation is that it
eroded up to here but avulsed
back. So when you listen to
them, it is always erosion to
the south because the prop-
erty line follows it then, but
it’s always avulsion when it
goes north. So the boundary
can move south but it can
never move back north,” said
Henderson.

About 90,000 acres could
be seized by BLM, disappear-
ing across a new state line. If
they are allowed to take the
land, it could also affect farm-
ers and ranchers down river
like Scott Carpenter, who
ranches north of Nocona.

BLM couldn’t take his land,
but there would be nothing to
stop his neighbor across the
river from claiming some of
Scott’s property belongs to
him. That is just one of the
reasons Carpenter wants to
help.

“We have numerous places
that have been in our fam-
ily for over a hundred of
years, and you hate to see
land that people’s worked
hard for would lose,” said
Carpenter. “As producers, we
are always on a defense. We
have to make decisions to try
to help ourselves to help one
another.”

Both ranchers have been in
contact with U.S. Congress-
man Mac Thornberry, who
is working to help stop the
land grab. Henderson’s land
probably won’t be affected
this time, but he’s hoping
what happened to him won’t
happen to his fellow land-

owners.

For the week ending April
26, feeder cattle prices re-
ported by Texas auctions
were mostly steady com-
pared to their previous sale,
though a few locations were
as much as $5 lower per
hundredweight (cwt) on a
portion of their offerings and
some were $5 higher. Texas
direct feeder cattle prices
were steady on cattle weigh-
ing less than 800 pounds
and steady to $3 higher on
heavier weights. Tight sup-
plies and strong demand
continue to support the feed-
er cattle market. Fed cattle
cash prices were $0.67 lower
per cwt. Wholesale beef val-
ues were higher. Beef export
sales of 18,000 metric tons
(MT) were down 18% from
the previous week, but up
7% from the prior four-week
average. The leading buyers
were Mexico, South Korea
and Japan. Shipments to-
taled 11,900 MT, down 6%
from a week earlier and 3%
lower than the average.

Wheat prices were higher
amid concerns about dry con-
ditions in U.S. winter wheat
areas, earlier freeze damage
and the continued turmoil in
Ukraine. Export data were
generally bearish. Wheat
export sales of 339,100 MT
were down 20% from a week
earlier, but up 13% from the
prior four-week average,
and well within the range of
pre-report expectations. The
leading buyers were Japan,
Taiwan and South Korea.
Sales for the 2014/15 crop
year totaled 271,700 MT.
Shipments totaling 519,400
MT were down 4% from the

previous week and down 3%
from the average.

Corn and grain sorghum
prices were higher because
of concerns about planting
delays and reports of a large
U.S. grain sorghum sale
to China. However, plant-
ing was just getting under-
way in the major Corn Belt
states and farmers there
could catch up very quickly.
Export data were neutral
to supportive. Corn export
sales for the week totaled
618,900 MT, up 15% from
the previous week and on the
high end of pre-report expec-
tations, but down 30% from
the prior four-week average.
The top buyers were South
Korea, Japan and Columbia.
An additional 382,900 MT
were sold for the 2014/15
marketing year. Shipments
0f1,621,100 MT were up 52%
from a week earlier and 33%
higher than the average.

Farmland to tell farmers

Parts of East Texas, North
Texas and the Edwards Pla-
teau recorded one-half inch
or more of rainfall last week,
but most of the state saw lit-
tle or no precipitation. Last
week’s U.S. Drought Moni-
tor showed a decline in over-
all conditions in Texas, with
86% of the state now rated
as abnormally dry or in some
degree of drought, compared
to 82% a week ago. Areas
in the two worst categories
of extreme and exceptional
drought increased to cover a
large part of West Texas. Al-
most all the High Plains and
Northern Low Plains are in
exceptional drought. Parts
of East and South Texas
and the Trans-Pecos remain
drought-free. Nationally,
conditions also slipped some-
what with 50% the contigu-
ous states reported in some
degree of abnormal dryness
or drought,.
