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Woman dies in

motorcycle crash

A motorcycle accident occurred around 11:38 a.m. on Sat-
urday, July 19 on the corner of FM 373 where it intersects
with CR 428. The crash resulted in the death of Phyllis Kay
Lawson, age 68 of Oklahoma.

According to Muenster Chief of Police Tom Barr, the cou-
ple riding a motorcycle were southbound on FM 373 and
a pickup pulling a cattle trailer was northbound on FM
373. The motorcycle crossed the center line veering into the
northbound lane and striking the pickup and trailer.

Lawson was CareFlited to a hospital in Plano where she
was pronounced deceased on arrival. An autopsy report on
her from the Collin County Medical Examiner is pending.
The driver of the motorcycle was Larry Gene Beam, age
68 of Sulphur, OK. Beam was taken to Muenster Memo-
rial Hospital by Cooke County EMS and treated for minor
injuries.

Driver of the pickup was Samuel Barksdale Binford, age
46 of Muenster. He was not injured.

DPS and the Muenster Police Department did a recon-
struction of the accident at the scene on Wednesday morn-
ing.

Muenster Police Officer Laura Brock worked the acci-
dent along with DPS Trooper Mike Linnell, Muenster VFD,
Cooke County EMS, and CareFlite.

Sheriff’sOfficeworks
to shut down crime

During the week of July
9, the Cooke County Sher-
iff’s Office assisted Special
Agents with Homeland Se-
curity Investigations (HSI),
Human Smuggling and
Trafficking Unit, with an in-
vestigation in Cooke County
for the purpose of disrupting
prostitution organizations
involving minor aged per-
sons.

According to Cooke County
Sheriff Terry Gilbert, as a re-
sult of the investigation, dep-
uties arrested or detained 10
persons on multiple charges.
One 16-year-old female juve-
nile was detained for Crimi-
nal Attempt Prostitution,
nine adults were arrested on
charges of Criminal Attempt
Prostitution, two arrested for
Possession of a Controlled
substance, cocaine less than
one gram, one was arrested
for possession of marijuana,
and two minor children un-
der the age of three years of
age were referred to Chil-
dren’s Protective Services for
evaluation and placement.

The successful operation
was a result of the multi
agency cooperation involving
the Cooke County Sheriff’s
Office, the Denton County
Sheriff’s Office, the Van
Zandt County Criminal Dis-
trict Attorney’s Office, the
City of Frisco Police Depart-
ment, Homeland Security
Investigations, the Office of
Inspector General with the
State of Texas, the U.S. At-
torney’s Office Eastern Dis-
trict of the State of Texas,
and the Cooke County Attor-

ney’s Office.

The Sheriff of the Cooke
County Sheriff’s Office is
working closely with the lo-
cal, state, and federal agen-
cies in an effort to protect
the children and citizens
of Cooke County from the
negative effects of Prostitu-
tion, Drug involvement, Hu-

Eric Hellman contracts with MMH

Eric Hellman, a Muenster resident and medical stu-
dent, met with the Muenster Hospital District Board
of Directors on Tuesday, July 15. The Board agreed
to furnish funds to cover Eric’s tuition expenses while
he is in medical school at Texas Tech University in
exchange for his commitment
to serve as a physician for the
Muenster Hospital District upon
completion of his residency.

The Board authorized the
Board President, Vice President,
and Administrator Michael Kent
to finalize terms of the subject
contract.

“I am really excited about it and
thankful that the Hospital gave
me the opportunity,” remarked
Eric on signing the contract with
MMH.

He will be leaving for medi-
cal school next week. He should
complete that in May 2017. That
will be followed by three years of
residency before he will return to
Muenster to practice medicine.

In response to why he decided
to pursue a career as a physician
Eric said, “I always liked Life
Sciences and being a physician
seemed like the best way to use
that passion to help the commu-
nity I grew up in.”

The vote to contract with Eric
was taken following an execu-
tive session. Another vote taken
at that time was to enter into a
physician contract with George

Zgourides, M.D. and authorized the Board President,
Vice President, and Administrator Kent to finalize the
terms of the subject contract with Dr. Zgourides.

The final vote after the executive session was to re-
new the CEO contract with Kent to extend to June 30,
2016 and to authorize payment regarding CEO incen-
tive - 7% of potential to be paid currently and 30% upon
EHR (Electronic Health Records) reimbursement.

Although the June financial report was available,
the Board reviewed May’s finan-
cials. Board Secretary John Ay-
tes made note that cash on hand
continues to diminish. It is an-
ticipated that there will a reim-
bursement for EHR expenses in
October.

During his CEO report, Kent
informed the Board that prog-
ress is being made on the nurse
call system. Completion should
take place in August.

The Critical Access roll-over
in Meditech has been tested and
moved into the live system. It re-
mains to verify the process in the
Live System.

Kent reminded the Board that
the next meeting will be on Aug.
19 at 7 p.m.

Linda Biddenstadt of Home
Health Care updated up the
Board on that department’s prog-
ress. She told of plans to recover
lost business and to market the
District’s Home Health Care.

As recommended by the Medi-
cal Staff, George Zgourides, M.D.
was granted active medical staft
privileges and Long Nguyen,
M.D. was approved for courtesy
privileges to the medical staff.

Pagers requested by fire departments

Members of volunteer fire departments in Cooke County
filled the Commissioners Courtroom Monday morning, July
14. With the 2014-15 budget soon to be approved, they were
requesting more pagers.

Cooke County Fire Marshall Ray Fletcher gave a report
on the number of pagers now in use, how many have need-
ed repairs, and how many have become inoperable. Pagers
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City employee Jean Holder uses paint to mark the handicap spot on North Main
Street in front of Ace Hardware. The need for the handicap spot to be clearly
marked was discussed at the July City Council meeting and the Councilmen
voted to have City employees do the work.

now cost about $460 with the charger base.

Muenster VFD representative Herbie Knabe observed
that not every fire department has pagers for every mem-
ber. He said he feels that every fire department should have
at least a pager for every member plus a couple of extras
so that when a member’s pager goes down there is one to
replace it.

Knabe said the Muenster VFD has 33 members and
33 working pagers. There are no extras. He said, “Out of
those 33 pagers, we bought 13 of them ourselves because
we weren’t getting any from the County. A couple of other
departments have done the same, they’ve had to buy pagers
over the last few years.”

Knabe said something needed to be worked out to get each
department the number of pagers they need. Some depart-
ments have more members than others. “In the contract
that is signed by every department, it says that the County
will furnish the departments with pagers,” noted Knabe.

County Judge John Roane asked how many pagers were
needed by each department. Jimmy Mosman suggested 10
pagers per department to catch everybody up. North Shore
Fire Department said they have 20 members and 20 pag-
ers. Callisburg said its department has grown by leaps and
bounds and they do not have enough pagers to go around.
They must rely on text messages to let members know about
drills, etc. Riley Metzler of Lindsay VFD said they have only
16 serviceable pagers and 21 active members.

More discussion followed, with each department giving
a different need and description of how pagers take a lot of
abuse being worn while the volunteer firemen work.

Knabe added that there is now a problem with chargers
for the pagers. They have all gone bad and they’ve had to
buy batteries with chargers. These batteries must be taken
out of the pagers to recharge and this is inconvenient for
many.

Judge Roane suggested taking money from the Contin-
gency Fund to purchase new pagers, and to table a decision
for two weeks, giving the volunteer departments time to as-
sess the number of pagers that they really need.

Knabe said that he’d like to see the County come up with
an equitable solution for now and then set up a schedule for
buying new pagers every year or two. Precinct #4 Commis-
sioner Leon Klement added, “We need to get this settled.”
If all are given 10, some will use all 10 and others will have
some setting in boxes not using for years, he suggested.

It was agreed to table the matter until the next meeting
when all fire departments are asked to bring a count of the
number of pagers they need, not want, at this time.

“It is believed the name
comes from the big sailing
ships of the 1800s, the ones
with the huge sails that
could travel quite quickly for
vessels of that time period
and were among the fastest
ships on the seas. An Alberta
Clipper storm moves quickly
once it forms and usually has
a greater impact in the U.S.
than in Canada once it has
fully developed,” McRoberts
explains.

The
goal is to limit the negative
economic impact that flies
can cause. Three main fly
species can economically
impact pastured cattle
and those are the horn
fly, the face fly, and
the stable fly, according
to Drovers CattleNetwork.

Horn flies are small and
are blood feeders. Each fly
will bite the animal 20 to 30
times per day. Losses from

the horn fly are estimated
at more than $800 million
per year, which includes
decreased grazing efficiency,
blood loss, reduced weight
gains, and declines in milk
production.

The face fly is a non-
biting fly, but feeds on

secretions, nectar, and

manure liquids. They
cluster around the ani-

mal’s eyes, mouth, and
muzzle, and can cause pink-
eye, tissue damage, and an
open pathway for patho-
gens.

Stable flies give a painful

bite, which lowers weight
gains. Estimated loss is more
than $2.4 billion each year.
The recommended control
technique is horn fly ear
tags, which should
. not be put on until
flies reach the eco-
nomic threshold level
of 200 flies per animal.
Tags should be removed
when fly levels decrease. Ear
tags are also a common form
of control for face flies. The
best control for stable flies is
dependent upon sanitation,
including the cleaning of
breeding and larval sites.

How to bDreveint soil erosion

* Don’t overwa-
ter. Some may as-
sume that keep-
ing soil as damp
as possible keeps
it healthy. How-
ever, overwatering
the soil can cause
runoff that washes
the soil away. In
addition, overwa-
tering the soil can
degrade it and con-
tribute to erosion.
Instead of overwa-
tering, keep the
soil moist but don’t
overdo it. If you're
having trouble keeping soil
moist, consider laying down
some mulch, which helps
retain moisture and delivers
nutrients to the soil that keep
it healthy.

* Plant trees and shrubs.
Trees and shrubs are friends
to soil, providing shelter
while their roots keep the
soil in place and prevent it
from easily blowing away
on a windy day. It also helps

keep soil from washing away
when warm weather arrives
and the landscape must be
watered on a daily basis.

* Create runoff barriers.
Runoff barriers are edges
that can be made of brick,
stone, or other materials that
help reduce runoff. Many
homeowners install runoff
barriers along sidewalks
and driveways to ensure the
soil does not spill out onto
the pavement, but these also
help the soil as much as they
help to keep walkways and
other areas free of soil and

* Consider leaving some
grass around the garden.
Tillage is the process of pre-
paring land to grow
crops. While many
homeowners don’t
view their week-
end gardening as
growing crops, simi-
lar principles ap-
ply whether you’re
growing crops on a
farm or just a few
vegetables in the
backyard. One such
principle is conser-
vation tillage, which
means leaving a por-
tion of vegetation in
the ground instead
of stripping every-
thing away before
planting. For home
gardeners, consid-
er leaving a small
amount of grass
around the garden
to keep the soil
within the garden’s
boundaries. It’s a
principle similar
to installing runoff
barriers, and it can
be just as effective
at preventing soil
erosion.

Eleven years after it first
implemented trade restric-
tions on U.S. beef, Hong Kong
has removed the final barri-
ers preventing the export of
beef to its territory.

According to the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture
(USDA), the U.S. and Hong
Kong have agreed to new
terms that allow the U.S. to
export a full-range of beef and
beef products to Hong Kong.

Previously, Hong Kong
would only accept deboned
beef from all cattle and cer-
tain bone-in beef from cattle
under 30 months old.

Hong Kong is the fourth
largest market for U.S. beef.
In 2013, sales totaled $823
million.

Hong Kong is officially part
of China; however, it main-
tains its own customs and
quarantine administration
zone with its own rules and
regulations.
