  Students, parents, and 
others have been busy all 
summer working to make 
improvements to the Sa-
cred Heart Catholic School 
(SHCS) facility.

  Dr. Rafael Rondon, prin-
cipal of SHCS, said of the 
summer work, “We have

been the beneficiary of sev-
eral projects. The first one, 
of course, is the church. The 
church is a central part of 
our curriculum because of 
primary function here is to 
provide religious education 
for the youth of our parish. 
So, the improvement to the 
church, I think, will dra-
matically enhance that as-
pect of our program. Three 
mornings a week, we start 
school with Mass, Mondays, 
Thursdays, and Fridays. If a 
holy day happens to fall on a 
Tuesday or Wednesday and it 
is also a school day, we have 
Mass on that day also. Ev-
ery Friday, each class takes 
a turn at adoration and we 
have other activities in the 
church as well. The improve-
ments to the church are by 
far the most important and 
significant improvements 
that have been made this 
summer that will impact the 
life of the students here.

  “Several of the classrooms 
have been painted, which is 
wonderful. The main hall-
way of the high school was 
also painted by volunteers 
led by Stacie Miller, Donna 
Biffle, and Sandra Waltersc-
heid. That was done to com-
plement the new drop down 
ceiling that had been put in 
during the school year. 
  “All the graduating class 
pictures back to the 1930s 
have been put back up on 
the walls. All the trophy 
cases and the trophies have 
been dusted, polished, and 
reorganized. 
  As a safety measure some 
years ago, it became pro-
cedure to lock the doors of 
the school during the day 
and anyone wishing to enter 
without a key must wait un-
til somebody opens the door 
for them. There is a buzzer 
that notifies when someone 
wants to enter, but the secre-

Ales told the Council that 
he is currently located in 
Krum where he operates a 
very small brewery, a seven-
barrel system. He hopes to 
upgrade. 
  Windham remarked, 
“With this move, I’m look-
ing to not only help my par-
ticular brand along because 
I think what I do and what 
your town does will comple-
ment each other very well. 
The wonderful things that 
you are doing out here with 
your event center and every-
thing else, I think it will be a 
great fit and I would love to 
be here.” 
  It is Windham’s goal to 
upgrade to a minimum of a 
20-barrel system. He added, 

“We want to do local distri-
bution in the DFW area, but 
possibly even larger.”
  Mayor Joey Anderson 
asked if the operation was 
very water intensive. Wind-
ham replied, “It can be. In 
my current location, I’m on a 
septic system so I’ve learned 
a lot of tricks in using less 
water for cleaning and such. 
I try to be as green as pos-
sible even with my grains 
and such. There is a farmer 
who comes and picks it up 
and feeds it to his cattle. 
All the chemicals and such, 
they can be neutralized be-
fore they are disposed of. 
Anything that is going to im-
pact any kind of water thing, 
I can collect that in one of 
the IBC tanks and that can 
be hauled off instead of go-
ing down the drain. Most of 
what would be going down 
the drain would be wash off 
materials with no chemicals 
other than what you would 
normally use in your house-
hold.”
  The operation in Krum 
has a small tasting room 
and Windham plans to have 
a larger tasting room for 
tour days and events in the 
Muenster location. There are 
no plans by Windham to sell 
food as that would require 
a different type of license. 
He can serve food, but not 
charge for it. He has consid-
ered allowing local vendors 
to sell food there during spe-
cial events. He said in Krum, 
food trucks would set  up and 
sell food.
  City Administrator Stan 
Endres asked about how 
much water Windham antic-
ipated using. He said, “Gen-
erally, they say that you use 
anywhere from two to three 
times the amount of water 
as what you are brewing. 
That’s just in the cleaning 
process and such. There are 
ways to cut down on that.”

  Muenster native Brad En-
dres accepted a calling to be-
come one of hundreds of mis-
sionaries serving on college 
campuses across the United 
States. He will do this as a 
member of FOCUS (Fellow-
ship Of Catholic University 
Students).
  Their goal is, “Launching 
college students into lifelong 
Catholic missions.” Brad ex-

plained, “What that means is 
going and meeting students 
where they are at on campus 
throughout all of the differ-
ent areas that they might be 
in, different clubs, different 
situations, different groups 
that they hang out in. We 
show them first that we can 
relate to them, we can hang 
out with them, and we get to 
know them and build them 
up in friendship. Through 
that friendship we invite 
them into a deeper relation-
ship with Christ. It is a re-
ally cool deal where they see 
you living a different way. 
They can just see how you 
act and then through that 
process they can see a living 

gospel. That’s our goal, to 
show students that they can 
do this for a lifetime.”
  According to Brad, they 
build students up, not on 
a temporary “God high” as 
some retreats do for a short 
time, but build them up 
in their Catholic faith and 
their Apologetic knowledge, 
prayer knowledge, and show 
them different practical 
ways that they can use it. 
  Brad will be at the Univer-
sity of Connecticut in Storrs. 
He left this week to be there 
when college begins this 
month. He will participate  
in FOCUS for two years and 
hopes that time will be spent 
at the University of Con-

necticut.
  Brad said that they meet 
once a week for an hour 
where they teach about vari-
ous things such as what the 
Church teaches about cer-
tain topics, different forms 
of prayer, etc. Other times 
during the week, they might 
just hang out with them. On 
weekends, they do things 
like go to a movie as a group, 
go to a ball game, go out for 
dinner or drinks, anything a 
college student might do. 
  It is a statistic that 70% 
of students who go off to col-
lege get off track from their 
faith and many do not come 
back.
  FOCUS was founded by 

Curtis Martin who was a 
Protestant. Brad remarked, 
“At college, he kind of fell 
away from his Protestant 
faith before he came back. 
What brought him back 
was a Protestant group on 
campus that invited him to 
hang out and go do things 
that they liked to do for fun. 
It wasn’t even talking about 
their faith at first. But, he 
gradually learned that they 
were a Protestant evangeli-
zation group. He started div-
ing into his faith again and 
gradually he became very 
grounded in his faith. He 
was reading the Bible, going 
through scripture, and he

  Windham said that they 
have label approval on five 
types of ale - blonde, amber, 
brown, black, and IPA which 
is a more bitter hop type. He 
hopes to soon have approval 
on an Octoberfest ale.
  After concluding the public 
hearing, the Council voted a 
unanimous 4-0 to approve 
the Specific Use Permit.
  Muenster Police Chief 
Tom Barr thanked the Coun-
cil for allowing him to serve 
as their police chief. He then 
gave an update on police ac-
tivity during July.
  Chief Barr warned, “We 
have seen an increase in the 
number of telephone scams 
in the area once again. I 
talked to four different peo-
ple who they’ve target just 
this past week. Thankfully, 
everyone who notified the po-
lice department saw through 
the scam before any money 
or information was given 
over. The stories used by 
the scammers varied wide-
ly. They are really getting 
sneaky and they are getting 
harder to see through. 
  “If anyone is contacted by 
someone asking questions 
that seem strange or unusu-
al, just hang up immediate-
ly. Just keep in mind that no 
legitimate business is going 
to contact you on the phone 
and request money or infor-
mation.”
  Administrator Endres re-
ported that the contractor 

is making good progress on 
the sewer line project. The 
new line has been installed 
around Weinzapfel Lake 
dam. Rain delayed comple-
tion of the Sixth Street sec-
tion of the project.
  Water well #7 recently had 
problems. THI Water Well 
Company pulled the pump 
and replaced it. The pump 
was lowered about 40 feet, 
leaving about 200 feet of wa-
ter above the pump. There 
was no problem having suf-
ficient water during the pe-
riod this well was down.
  Muenster’s swimming 
pool will close on Sunday, 
Aug. 17.
  A new printer was pur-
chased from Dustin’s Office 
Machines at a cost of $995.
  Steve Price began working 
for the City on Monday, July 
28.
  Endres introduced Johnna 
McQuillan who was hired as 
the new City secretary. She 
replaces Brenda Simpson 
who resigned. 
  In other business, the City 
Council:
  • Scheduled a budget 
workshop for Monday, Aug. 
25 at 6 p.m.
  • Due to a conflict with 
Labor Day, the September 
meeting was changed from 
Sept. 1 to Monday, Sept. 8 at 
6:30 p.m.
  • Approved payment of 
bills totaling $155,908.42.

found that some of the things 
that he was reading in the 
Bible didn’t add up to what 
he was doing as a practicing 
Protestant. There were some 
gaps. Jesus was like, ‘Take 
My body and drink My blood.’ 
But he wasn’t really doing 
that. He wondered what’s 
the difference. He searched 
and eventually read himself, 
through studying the scrip-
ture, into his Catholic faith. 
He is 100% behind the Cath-
olic Church.”
  Martin realized that col-
leges were a place that 
Catholics went to school, 
but had nothing to support 
their faith unless they found 
a very specific community at 
the Catholic center. “At the 
big schools, the Catholic cen-
ters are not always on fire,” 
remarked Brad. “They are 
struggling. The college  cul-
ture and what they are tell-
ing you is very different from 
what the Catholic church is 
teaching you to do. So, he 
decided to do something 
about it and started form-
ing the basics of what FO-
CUS is. Since, FOCUS has 
been growing and growing. 
The purpose of it is to meet 
these specifically Catholic 
kids where they are at and 
show them that it is okay to 
be Catholic and the church 
is not this big, bad, oppres-
sive thing that a lot of times 
the media tells you. Catho-
lic means universal, so it’s 
this universal church that is 
awesome.”
  According to Brad, he did 
not know about FOCUS be-
fore their missionaries in-
vited him in. It is when the 
FOCUS missionaries invited 
Brad to take a further step in 
his faith that things changed 
for him. “I took ownership of 
my faith through that pro-
cess,” he shared. “I realized 
the importance of it. I don’t 
know if it would have hap-
pened on my own. It would 
have taken a lot longer for 
me to do that. I didn’t know 
where to turn. I didn’t have a 
mentor to help me with that. 
It was all about work and 
getting good grades, and in-
creasing my standing in my 
profession. My faith was to-
tally up to me. For the guys 
and girls across the coun-
try, this provides them with 
someone to turn to. That’s 
really what got me hooked 
is that it wasn’t just another 
club, it was a way to improve 
my life, and improve my life 
in my faith because that had 
become so important to me.”
  Brad attended the Univer-

sity of Texas. He originally 
planned to become a sports 
medicine physician. He was 
involved with the Univer-
sity’s athletic training pro-
gram. “I found that a really 
awesome opportunity for me 
to learn about the body and 
sports medicine was to go 
through that program to be-
come an athletic trainer and 
then go off to med school. I 
still love sports medicine. It 
is my degree. It is my pro-
fession, but I found that my 
passion lies in doing research 
specifically for sudden car-
diac death.” His cousin Zach 
Swirczynski died as a result 
of this. Brad felt called to do 
something to keep athletes 
from dying from this and 
chose research as a means to 
do so.
  Following his undergradu-
ate work, Brad was given 
an opportunity to enter a 
residency program in New 
Hampshire. Only two people 
from the entire country are 
selected and he was one of 
the two. 
  Brad planned to go to the 
University of Connecticut 
for grad school. All was set 
in motion for him to do this, 
but he had a year off. He 
needed a job and returned to 
University of Texas to work 
doing athletic training with 
the football team. While 
there, he again became in-
volved with FOCUS. 
  At that time, Brad was 
asked to interview with FO-
CUS to be a missionary. He 
told them no because he had 
the rest of his life planned 
out. Something kept tugging 
at Brad to go and interview 
and be open to what God had 
in store for his life.
  Brad had to ask off to 
do the interview and was 
venting to his mentor. “He 
noticed that I was worried 
about my professional life or 
my faith life, that I could not 
have them both,” recalled 
Brad. His mentor told him, 
“Your legacy is not made up 
of the things that you have 
or haven’t done. It’s made up 
of the lives you’ve affected  

for either good or bad.”
  This advice was carried 
by Brad to the interview 
weekend. During the holy 
hour, Brad prayed asking 
God what kind of legacy 
He wanted him to have. He 
wanted to do God’s will, but 
wasn’t sure what that was. 
  At breakfast the next day, 
one of the regional directors 
was talking to them about 
King David and how he 
was an ultimate man. Even 
though he sinned and had 
failures, he was always look-
ing towards God and repent-
ed the right way. Because he 
was a man of God, that led 
God to blessing King David 
with a legacy. He then spoke 
about what kind of legacy 
they were supposed to have 
as men in this world. 
  Brad felt that was his sign 
to do FOCUS since he had 
asked God what kind of leg-
acy He wanted for him. 
  Then, Brad called the peo-
ple in Connecticut to inform 
them that he could not do 
the residency. He feared that 
he would lose everything he 
had worked for. Instead, he 
was told that when he knew 
where FOCUS would send 
him they would try to get 
him connected with them 
somehow where he could do 
research and keep his name 
in the game. 
  In June, Brad learned 
that he was stationed at the 
University of Connecticut. “I 
get the best of both worlds. 
It was providential,” Brad 
stated. “God blesses the 
things that you give up 110% 
and I didn’t believe that un-
til three months ago.”
  Brad is asking for help 
for his mission. Mostly he 
asks that your prayers for 
him and the other mission-
aries. “There is going to be 
a lot of opposition and a lot 
of obstacles to go through, 
but we know why we are do-
ing it and we know that God 
wants this to happen,” Brad 
noted. He also said that they 
must fundraise their entire 
salary. This includes every-
thing from rent payment, 

groceries, travel expenses, 
and mission trips outside 
of the country, and national 
conferences. 
  “We ask for a support 
team to help provide for that 
because we are giving up our 
time and our lives to go up 
and do this mission work,” 
Brad said. “We ask our sup-
port team to pray on giving 
up their treasures for this. 
It is not just a collection 
where I take it and run. This 
is an investment into stu-
dents’ lives that the support 
team can see.” This is done 
through newsletters, videos, 
etc.
  “It’s working - there is 
something going on with this 
new evangelization that we 
are trying so hard for. The 
Catholic church is on fire 
and if we can just help con-
tinue that fire, there’s going 
to be some awesome things 
coming from it. I hope people 
are excited to be involved 
with that because it is lit-
erally changing the culture 
and changing the world we 
live in.”
  Those who wish to help 
can call Brad and he will talk 
to them about this mission.

  “Anybody with a student 
at campus knows there’s a 
lot of pressure. If they feel 
called to help out the young 
people in this country on 
campus, this is a great way 
to do it,” stated Brad.
  Brad added there is some-
thing that he wants the local 
community to hear. He said, 
“This community of Muen-
ster and the kind of environ-
ment that Muenster’s built 
for itself is awesome, but 
there are a lot of people who 
don’t have that. There are a 
lot of college campuses that 
don’t have that. If people like 
this environment and they 
want the world to become 
more like the good parts of 
Muenster, how are they go-
ing to do that? This is a very 
good way to do that. Muen-
ster is very Catholic and 
very God centered. Muenster 
should be proud of that and 
should be happy about that. 
There are always ways that 
we can spread that and try 
to change the world a bit.”
  Brad shared a statement 
about what FOCUS is about: 
FOCUS’s goal is to invite 
college students into a grow-
ing relationship with Jesus 
Christ and His church inspir-
ing and equipping them for 
a lifetime of Christ centered 
evangelization, discipleship,  
and friendship in which they 
lead others to do the same.

  Sixty-six years ago, when 
Cooke County celebrated its 
centennial, Maggie House 
Garden Club commissioned 
two limestone monuments 
commemorating the Coun-
ty’s first 100 years.
  “Time has not been kind 
to the monuments,” said 
Patrick McCage, Gainesville 
Parks and Recreation direc-
tor. “An air-feeding organ-
ism turned large portions of 
the white stone black.”
  McCage conducted a 
lengthy research project 
discovering how the monu-

Historic monuments cleaned
ments could be cleansed 
without removing any of the 
stone.
 	 “Sand blasting was totally 
out of the question,” McCage 
pointed out. “It would almost 
totally remove the delicate 
design relief.”
  A high air-pressure blast-
ing process using dry ice 
would have removed the 
black without removing any 
subsurface, but the prohibi-
tive cost ruled its use out, ac-
cording to McCage.
 	 “An ad in a Daughters of 
the American Revolution 

publication described a liq-
uid used for cleaning grave 
stones,” he said. “We experi-
mented with a sample on a 
small out-of-sight area.”
  The solution Park employ-
ees applied loosed the grip 
the black organism had on 
the stone surface and sub-
sequent rain storms washed 
the grunge away. They will 
make additional applica-
tions as needed to preserve 
the true character, according 
to McCage.
  “We feel we have restored 
the two monuments, as close 

as possible, to their original 
glory,” McCage said.
  In addition to the clean-
ing, the shrubbery around 
the monuments has been se-
verely cut back, he said.
  The huge stone plaques, 
based upon designs created 
by Mary McCain, stand at 
the Weaver Street entrance 
of Leonard Park in Gaines-
ville. In the mid 1950s, In-
terstate 35 construction cut 
the park in half. They were 
created in an Austin studio. 
Claude Jones was the major 
contributor to the project.

  House Bill 5 went into 
affect this year for the in-
coming freshman class. Dr. 
Rondon explained that all 
students at Sacred Heart are 
placed in the distinguished 
achievement program unless 
they are medically incapable 
of completing it. Those are 
placed in other programs, 
he said.  “With House Bill 5, 
we’ve just moved all of our 
freshmen into the distin-
guished level of achievement 
program which is a compara-
ble program,” said Principal 
Rondon.

  Looking for a place to hunt 
next season? When licenses 
for the new license year (Sept. 
1, 2014 - Aug. 31, 2015) go on 
sale on Aug. 15, purchase a 
$48 Annual Public Hunting 
(APH) Permit in addition to 
your hunting license, and 
you can have walk-in hunt-
ing access to over 1 million 
acres of land in 200 different 
areas of the state, including 
approximately 140 special 
dove and small game hunt-
ing units. Set your sights on 
deer, dove, feral hogs, quail, 
squirrel, turkey, waterfowl, 
and other game.
  Many people don’t know 
about this do-it-yourself part 
of the public hunting pro-
gram. For the entire license 
year, permit holders can go 
anywhere that is open to hunt 
species in season. That in-
cludes all small-game leases

  Three fatalities were among 
the 33 hunting accidents 
reported in the 2013 Texas 
Hunting Accident Report.
  All hunting accidents are 
preventable. All the hunting 
safety rules are important, 
but violating a few basic con-
cepts seems to be the source 
of most accidents. Pay close 
attention to these critical 
areas as you hunt:

• muzzle control
• treating every firearm 

as if it were loaded
• knowing your target
• unloading when not 

ready to shoot
• not shooting from in 

or on a vehicle
  Take these four steps to 
help prevent the most com-
mon hunting accidents:
  1. Take a hunter education 
course. Hunter education 
has had a great impact on 
the safety of hunters. Learn 
in this video about the four 
ways, including an online 
option, that you can complete 
the course and get more de-
tail online. 
  2. Fire only when it is safe. 
Be sure of your target and 
always be aware of your sur-
roundings. Dove-hunting ac-
cidents in which the victim is 
covered by a shooter swinging 
on a bird are the most com-
mon mishaps.
  3. Never carry a loaded fire-
arm in or around a vehicle. 
Loading and unloading am-

munition and gun handling 
before and after a hunt are 
critical moments for safe gun 
handling. Never hunt from a 
vehicle.
  4. Wear hunter orange to be 
seen. Even though it may not 
be required when hunting on 
private land, hunter orange 
vests and caps have reduced 
‘hunter judgment’ mistakes 
by more than 50% in states 
requiring them to be worn.

on private lands, many wild-
life management areas, U.S. 
Forest Service lands, and also 
some state parks. 
  Walk-in hunting requires a 
little more planning and ef-
fort than drawn hunts: Look 
at the map booklet  (tpwd.
texas.gov/huntwild/hunt/
public/lands/maps), figure 
out where you want to go, 
and scout it. You’ll find clear 
maps with directions on how 
to get there, when you can 
go, what firearms you can 

use, and what game you can 
harvest.
  Youth under age 17 hunt 
free with a permitted adult. 
Permit holders are provided a 
Map Booklet for Public Hunt-
ing Lands listing available 
areas, facilities, maps, rules, 
and schedules.
  APH permits can be pur-
chased for the new season 
beginning Aug. 15 at TPWD 
law enforcement offices, at 
license vendors, or by calling 
1-800-TX-LIC-4U.

Ag Talk

  I read recently that climatologists are predicting a 70% 
chance for El Niño to develop this year in the Pacific Ocean. 
I hope they are wrong. What we need is a 100% chance.
  El Niño is the warming of the central and eastern Pacific 
Oceans. It alters the jet stream flow across the United States 
and helps bring wetter-than-normal weather to Texas.
  Farmers and ranchers have been praying for a major 
weather-maker for many years. Despite a recent wet spell 
that has greened up the country considerably, most of Tex-
as is still suffering from the same drought that we’ve been 
battling since the last El Niño episode in 2009-10. Texas 
agriculture has lost billions of dollars because of the dry 
weather. We need a drought-buster to fill soil profiles and 
replenish the aquifers used for irrigation.
  Sadly, it’s not just agriculture that is affected. Municipal 
water supplies for many Texas cities and towns are literally 
drying up. Currently, the state’s surface reservoirs stand 
at only 64% full. The Highland Lakes reservoirs in Central 
Texas are only a third full. The situation is dire in some 
parts of Texas. Wichita Falls, for example, is weeks away 
from running out of water.
  Without water, growth stops, industry flees, and Texas 
residents lose homes and jobs.
  Luckily, voters had the foresight last year to vote for 
Proposition 6, which will address the long-term water needs 
of the state. However, until that funding is directed to the 
most critical projects on the drawing board, Texas needs 
some short-term relief.
  We can look toward the Gulf of Mexico for a hurricane or 
tropical storm, but climatologists say chances are not good 
for storms to develop. And nobody wants the destruction 
that those storms could bring.
  Better we have an event like El Niño. Although it doesn’t 
guarantee abundant rainfall, it looks like the best shot we 
have. Promising signs point toward a wet fall. All Texans 
have a stake in this. Let’s join together and pray El Niño 
pays us a visit.

Pray El Niño pays Texas a visit

  The Texas and Southwest-
ern Cattle Raisers Associa-
tion (TSCRA) announced 
their support of H.R. 4979, 
the Red River Private Prop-
erty Protection Act, authored 
by Rep. Mac Thornberry (TX-
13). The legislation provides 
legal certainty for landown-
ers along the Red River.
  TSCRA submitted a let-
ter of support for the record 
at a U.S. House Natural 
Resources Committee, Sub-
committee on Public Lands 
and Environmental Regu-
lation legislative hearing. 
  “TSCRA strongly supports 

H.R. 4979, the Red River 
Private Property Protection 
Act,” said TSCRA President 
Pete Bonds. “This legislation 
would save landowners legal 
expenses regarding property 
they have owned for years 
along the Red River. TSCRA 
opposes any federal control 
or management of land on 
the Texas side of the Red 
River and is concerned that 
such control will take away 
the long held and legally 
established private property 
rights of Texas landowners. 
TSCRA is pleased H.R. 4979 
was discussed in a hearing, 

and we urge the committee 
to move forward with this 
legislation. We must make 
certain this issue is resolved 
and Texas landowners are 
provided with the certainty 
they deserve.”
  TSCRA supports H.R. 4979 
because it directs the Bureau 
of Land Management (BLM) 
to relinquish and transfer 
quit claim deeds to landown-
ers who can prove ownership 
through official state and 
county records. Additionally, 
it prevents the BLM from in-
cluding any privately owned 
acres in a Resource Manage-
ment Plan.

  Stallman was recognized for proposing improvements 
to current farm policy and advocating on economic issues 
such as decreased regulation of the agricultural industry. 
In presenting the award, Stallman was also recognized for 
his designation as a “champion of agriculture” by the Texas 
House of Representatives and Texas State Senate, according 
to a State Fair news release.
  Since the Texas Heritage Hall of Honor’s establishment in 
1992, it has recognized distinguished members of the Lone 
Star State who have paved the way for the future, specifi-
cally through their contributions to the agricultural heritage 
of the state. Inductees are Texas trailblazers, both past and 
present, whose achievements stand unparalleled in the world 
of agriculture.
  The State Fair of Texas is an annual celebration of Texas 
culture and is committed to agriculture.  There is food, farm 
animals at the livestock barns, shows and rides. An estimated 
three million people attend the Fair each year.

  The U.S. Department of 
Agriculture (USDA) released 
their July 1 Cattle Report, 
which show declines in al-
most all classes of cattle since 
their last mid-
year report.
  According to 
Drovers Cattle 
Network, a 2013 
July Cattle re-
port was not is-
sued due to the 
sequestration 
that temporarily 
reduced funding 
for federal gov-
ernment agen-
cies. Comparing 
2014 numbers 
to the mid-year 
report of 2012 
shows the fol-
lowing:
  • All cattle and calves in 
the United States, at 95 mil-

USDA cattle numbers denote a decline
lion head, are down 3% from 
97.8 million.
  • Cows and heifers that 
have calved, at 39 million, 
are down 2%.

  • Beef cows, at 29.7 million, 
are down 3%.  
  • Milk cows, at 9.3 million, 

up 1%. 
  • All heifers weighing 500 
pounds and over, at 14.9 mil-
lion, are down 5%. 
  • Beef replacement heifers, 

at 4.1 million, are 
down 2%. 
  • Milk replace-
ment heifers are 
down 5% at 3.9 
million head. 
  • Other heifers, 
at 6.9 million, are 
down 7%. 
  • Steers weigh-
ing 500 pounds 
and  over  are 
down 4% at13.5 
million head.
  C o m p a r i n g 
recent numbers 
over two years 
could be mislead-

ing without taking in re-
cent trends, including female 
calves in July being classi-
fied as replacement heifers 
the following January, or 
beef-cow numbers dropping 
due to late-summer and fall 
culling.
  Also released, the Cattle on 
Feed report suggested cattle 
ranchers retained a few more 
heifers for breeding, with an 
overall reduction in feed yard 
inventories of 2% compared 
to a year ago.

Number of U.S. farms, farm size fall
  The number of farms in the U.S. fell slightly from 2012 
to 2013, as did the amount of land in farms.
  The average farm size is 435 acres, but the large num-
ber of small farmers skews the number. The data shows 
85% of the farms have sales of less than $250,000, but 
bigger farms account for almost 60% of the acres in the 
major agricultural states.

  Farmers are reminded by 
the U.S. Department of Agri-
culture (USDA) to file conser-
vation certification mandated 
through the 2014 Farm Bill.

(AD-1026) is required to be 
eligible for premium support 
paid under the federal crop 
insurance program.
    Many FSA and Natu-
ral Resources Conservation 
Service (NRCS) programs 
require farmers file an AD-
1026 form. Many farmers 
may already have the form on 
file, but if not, farmers must 
file by June 1, 2015.
  The AD-1026 form was re-
cently revised by the FSA and 
is available at USDA Service 
Centers and online at www.
fsa.usda.gov.

  Brahman and British 
crossbred cattle add sig-
nificant value to South Texas 
breeding stock, according to a 
study conducted by the Texas 
A&M AgriLife Extension 
Service.
  Those cattle also performed 
best in terms of sale price. 
  According to AgriLife To-
day, the study examined the 
effects of Brahman influence 
and managerial and mar-
ket factors on prices paid 
for breeding cattle in South 
Texas, which is important for 
ranchers looking to purchase 
new females as cowherds 
begin to build back following 
the drought.
  Data was collected in April 
at the Tri-County Commer-
cial Female Sale in Beeville, 
where a special sale featured 
123 lots. Coat color, frame 
size, condition, Brahman in-
fluence, physiological stage, 
polled, price per head, and 
weight were recorded.
  The results are available in 
a publication at the AgriLife 
Extension Bookstore.
