Child dies from

  When Rufus Henscheid 
first began working in the 
lumber business 66 years 
ago, it was very different 
from today. There was still a 
railroad that came through 
Muenster bringing wares 
from other places. Most 
homes did not have some 
of the things we take for 
granted today such as in-
door plumbing and electric-
ity. Building things took a 
lot more physical labor and 
most people built very con-
servatively.
  It was in October 1948 
that Richard Trachta, man-
ager for CD Schamburger 
Lumber Company, hired 18-
year-old Rufus Henscheid to 
replace Rody Klement. That 
was the start of Henscheid’s 
ongoing career in the lumber 
business. At that time, the 
local lumber company sold 
items such as hardware, 
bridge timbers, cement, 
drilling mud, pipe, electrical 
supplies, plumbing supplies, 
and oil field supplies.
  “Eighty percent of the ma-
terials came in on the rail-
road and had to be handled 
a piece at a time, a board at 
a time on the truck and haul 
it up to the lumber yard and 
then a board at a time into 
the lumber bin, then a board 
at a time out to the jobs,” Ru-
fus recalled. “It was really 
labor intensive back then.”
  Indoor plumbing was not 
yet enjoyed by many when 
Henscheid first started in 
the lumber business. “When 
I first started, many people 
were adding indoor plumb-
ing, electricity, butane heat-
ers, and other conveniences,” 
said Henscheid. Asbestos 
siding was what people were 
putting on their homes.
  In the 1950s, chicken 
houses, dairy barns, and hay 
barns were being built with 
tin siding.
  “I remember being taught 
how to figure lumber by 
John Klement and continu-
ously reminded of another

  Since last summer, Muen-
ster ISD has outsourced its 
custodian and grounds main-
tenance to EFI, a company 
that sends its own employ-
ees in to do the cleaning of 
the school. This was done in 
an effort to save money since 
the School District would be 
operating without sufficient 
funds to cover its budgetary 
needs. The District signed 
a contract with EFI for one 
year.
  Superintendent Steve 
Self, who officially took over 
the duties of superintendent 
in February, is preparing for 
the upcoming budget process. 
He spoke with the superin-
tendents of several schools 
also using EFI’s service and 
the principals as well. “It’s 
favorable overall, and I have 
some recommendations for 
this coming year,” stated Su-
perintendent Self. 
  Self decided to do a survey 
to see how EFI’s performance 
is perceived by the teachers. 
While he was superintendent 
at Woodsboro ISD, they did 
the survey every six weeks 
to two months to see how the 
custodians were doing with 
the floors, desks, wastebas-
kets, hallways, restrooms, 
grounds, etc. “That’s one way 
I tried to keep our custodial 
staff motivated because we 
could meet and talk about 
these things,” he said.
  Self reported the local sur-
vey results to the Muenster 
ISD Board of Trustees at 
its regular meeting held on 
Wednesday, March 11. Pos-
sible scores were: Beyond

Great Depression coming, 
this being right after World 
War II,” Rufus recalled with 
a chuckle.  
  Henscheid then served in 
the U.S. Marines. He was 
discharged in 1953. He and 
Dick Trachta then started 
a construction business of 
building complete homes. 
Up until 1953, the lumber 
company only supplied the 
needed materials. “We built 
complete homes from plans 
to completion,” noted Rufus. 
“It was very successful. We 
built several hundred hous-
es.”
  According to Rufus, the 
foundations were run with 
sack cement and sand with 
a mixer at the job site and 
taken by wheel barrow to 
the needed areas. Sewer 
lines were dug by hand. Car-
penters hammered building 
frames together with hand-
driven nails. There were no 
power tools then. 
  Until the 1970s, there 
were no fork lifts to move 

pallets of lumber and other  
materials. “I bought the first 
forklift in Cooke County,” 
said Rufus. “I bought it my-

Expectations, Excellent, 
Good, Fair, Poor, and Unac-
ceptable.
  “Overall, the teachers gave 
the custodial/maintenance 
staff a very good rate,” noted 
Self. Receiving excellent or 
good ratings were the hall-
ways, water fountains, and 
waste disposal. 
  There was a place for 
teacher comments. Self said, 
“There was one major con-
cern and that is there’s not 
enough people during the 
day. When the Board went 
with EFI, there was going to 
be two people during the day 
on campus. Sometimes when 
there are emergencies at the 
Elementary, the teachers 
clean it up, sometimes Lou 
cleans it up. It doesn’t al-
ways get done fast enough.” 
That complaint was noted by 
several teachers.
  “The other complaint was 
grass being mowed in the 
summer. It got away from 
them a couple of times in the 
summer. But, overall it was 
good,” continued Self.
  Maintenance Director 
Smoke Koelzer said he likes 
not having to worry about the 
staff and who will show up 
for work, etc. He feels EFI is 
doing a good job of cleaning 
the school and the manage-
ment works well with him.
  On what he doesn’t like, 
Koelzer said that EFI needs 
a better record. They deliver 
supplies at night and he does 
not have a list of what is de-
livered and nobody is there 
to see what they deliver. Also 
they need to do a better job 
with the landscape and with 
trash and do it more often. 
Getting supplies in a more 

timely manner was the third 
thing that he did not like.
  Elementary Principal Lou 
Heers commented, “My big-
gest thing in the evenings 
when I’m there and they’re 
there is communication. We 
do our best.” Also, she would 
prefer to have someone on 
her campus from 7:45 a.m. 
to 3:30 p.m. to take care  of 
mishaps, bathrooms, etc.
  Self recommended con-
tinuing with EFI for another 
year since they have not had 
them a year yet; securing 
additional help with custo-
dial during the day for the 
emergency situations; con-
duct cost comparison in May 
and June and again mid-
year next year; and monitor 
the summer grounds care. 
“We need to continue moni-
toring this and make sure 
it is costing us less than we 
were doing it for,” said Self. 
“It seems like it is working 
well even though they have 
gone through some people. 
It’s hard to tell anything in 
eight months or a year.”
  Board President Steve 
Trubenbach remarked, 
“When we originally did this, 
we saved about (projected) 
$80,000 a year.”
  Self surveyed the teachers 
on their opinions of various 
topics during the last year. 
He noted, “It was encourag-
ing, very positive. Almost 
everybody mentioned the 
buildings and the facilities. 
They mentioned the positive 
kids, how good the kids are 
to work with, and the ability 
to come together and work 
together. Some nice things 
they said about what they 
are proud of.”
  Do you feel you have the 
support you need to give 
your students the education 
they need? Yes 27; No 11; 
Sometimes 9.
  If you could change one 
thing that would improve 
conditions at MISD, what 
would it be? Answers were 
teacher morale, administra-
tive stability, better com-
munications, consistency in 
discipline/code of conduct,  
more staff, more pay steps, 
pay raise, more food at lunch 
for kids, add music, more 
guidance and support for JH 
and HS.
  One thing they would ask 
the Texas Legislature for in 
the area of education. They 
said Funding for technology, 
less teaching to the tests (18 
votes), raise/more than 20 
steps (11), more teacher in-
put, stop voucher pursuit, 
cut regulations.

self. The lumberyard didn’t 
have one. We were selling so 
much material that I bought 
one in Dallas myself and 
started using it. Then I’d go 
down to Community and un-
load lumber for Rody (Kle-
ment) too.
  Nail guns and paint ma-
chines came into use in the 
late 1970s and ’80s. 
  Rufus worked in the con-
struction business with 
many people over the years. 
He recalled carpenters Tony 
and Gene Klement, Clar-
ence Wilson, Anton Fleit-
man, Wilfred Bindel, Buck 
Knabe, Jim Otto. Don Eck-
art, and Tom Vogel. Paint-
ers included Joe Hoenig, 
Henry Henscheid, and Tony 
Hoenig. Electricians were 
Albert Henscheid, Ed Sick-
ing, Tony Walterscheid, 
and Rube Griggs. Plumbers 
named were John Tucker, 
Joe Russell, Phil Young, Erle 
Chastain. Ted Henscheid 

and Robert Klement laid tile 
and brick with Bobbie Lut-
kenhaus mixing the mud.
  Others Rufus recalled 
working with were Frank 
Yosten, Mitchell and Roger 
Wolf, John Fette, Joe Mages, 
Oscar Walter, Joe Koesler, 
Walter Lutkenhaus, Agnes 
Hesse, John and Gary Hen-
scheid, Ronnie Hess, Betty 
Henscheid, Tim Endres, 
Chas Hellman, Jody Fleit-
man, Bobby Hartman, and 
many high school part-time 
people.
  In 1979, Rufus purchased 
the Schamburger Lumber 
and the name changed to 
Muenster Building Center. 
Muenster Building Center 
closed for daily business in 
2008, but Henscheid still 
does some lumberyard busi-
ness.
  “I was there exactly 60 
years under the same roof,” 
noted Rufus. “I was in the 
same place and involved 
with near 300 homes. We 
either built them, helped 
build them, or furnished the 
materials for over 300 new  
homes.” He drew the plans 
for a good many of those 
homes. He went to drafting 
school to earn how to draw 
house plans.
  “Homes were a lot simpler 
back then,” said Henscheid. 
“Back then, we built about 
100 of these FHA homes. 
I had to draw five plans 
- foundation, floor, eleva-
tion showing what the sides 
looked like, heating and air 
conditioning, and electrical 
plans.” It was not unusual to 

have eight or 10  houses un-
der construction at a time, 
he said. 
  Some notable changes 
that Rufus has seen over the 
years include, “Not getting 
material in on the railroad - 
that was one of the big things 
as far as the business was 
concerned. Most everything 
came in on trucks owned by 
others and ourselves. A big 
change in the type homes 
people built from common-
sense homes that were very 
simple to larger and more 
expensive homes. We did ev-
erything very conservatively. 
Nobody had money after the 
Depression. Everything was 
done as cheap as you could do 
it. You tried to do it good, but 
cheap. We went from butane 
heaters to central air condi-
tioning. We went to modern 
equipment like scaffolding 
and fork lifts.” Financing 
of new homes was another 
change that Henscheid said 
happened. When he first en-
tered the construction busi-
ness, people had the money 
to pay for their homes when 
they built. Now, people bor-
row money to build.
  Rufus installed the air 
conditioning units for years. 
He taught himself how to 
install these with the help 
of the AC salesmen. Some 
units worked for 50 years.
  Of what he is most proud, 
Rufus said, “Being involved 
in over half the homes that 
were built. I think that is an 
accomplishment to  be proud 
of.”
  In 1990, the family ex-

panded to Bridgeport. Hen-
scheid’s son-in-law Ronnie 
Hess manages a lumberyard 
there. Since then, they have 
expanded to Springtown, 
Jacksboro, Alvord, and 
Tawakoni.
  Rufus said, “After high 
school, my education was in 
the advanced school of job 
training and self education. 
I never one time wished I’d 
have gone to college.”
  Rufus and his wife Betty 
have four children, John, 
Janet Hess, Gary, and Sha-
ron Hermes. He noted that 
he is the only person living 
in the municipality of Muen-
ster whose father came here 
from Germany. “That was 
in 1925, just in time for the 
Great Depression,” said Ru-
fus. “I am real happy that 
he came over here and didn’t 
stay in Germany.
  “I was born in 1929 and 
learned much in my 85 years 
from the hard times of De-
pression.”
  Over the years, Rufus and 
Betty have traveled overseas 
going to 14 countries. He 
served on the Muenster Hos-
pital District Board of Direc-
tors for 18 years, 17 years as 
its secretary. He also built 
the medical center in Muen-
ster.
  Asked what he planned to 
do since his retirement, Ru-
fus responded, “I’m not re-
tired. I’ll never retire. I nev-
er intend to retire. I’m still 
taking care of 100 head of 
cattle and assisting Ronnie 
with decisions in the lumber 
business.”

  Rank the following as being most important to you: Class 
size 16.7%; Classroom budget  7.14%; and Administrative 
Support 78%.
  Self expressed surprise that administrative support came 
up as more important than class size or classroom budget. 
“Ms. Heers name came up as very supportive several times,” 
Self added. 
  T-TESS (Texas Teachers  Evaluation and Support Sys-
tem) is the new teacher appraisal system, explained Self. 
The current system has been in use since the ’90s. T-TESS 
is being piloted in some districts this year including Woods-
boro ISD where Self was superintendent. It will be piloted 
one more year because it still needs changes.
  Self said that districts involved with the pilot of the pro-
gram will not have to pay for the training which will cost 
quite a bit of money. The State will pay the travel expense 
for the training. 
  “Plus you get a whole year of support from the State folks 
in asking them questions in how to handle things and re-
spond to things,” he added. “It is like a total walk through of 
being able to practice without it really counting.” The teach-
ers will get an evaluation and a score.
  The teachers were asked about their interest in partici-
pating in the pilot program. The response was  51% did not 
have strong feelings one way or the other, 33% said they 
were in favor, and 15% said they were not in favor of it.
  Trubenbach commented, “I think it is a good idea that it’s 
a pilot program the first year because I think it is real im-
portant that they understand what they are going to be ap-
praised on and why they are being appraised on it. It would 
not be fair to them to give them an appraisal and they not 
know what they are being appraised on until that appraisal 
comes.”
  Self noted that it would be quite different from the cur-
rent method. It will be goal directed and staff development 
directed.
  Trustee Kim Walterscheid stated, “I think it is great. It 
is something that is going to happen inevitably and if we 
get the  opportunity for training and get the front lines out 
there to see what that’s going to look like, that’s a win win 
situation.”
  Self was seeking the Board’s opinion of piloting the new 
program and seemed to get a positive response.
  In other business, the Board:
  • Approved TASB Policy Update 101 as presented.  
  • Approved State waiver for early release days in 2015-
16.
  • Heard that $1,725.57 was collected in past due ad va-
lorem property taxes.

  Tax season officially kicked 
off and the countdown to 
April 15 is on. The Inter-
nal Revenue Service (IRS) 
expects to receive 150 mil-
lion individual income tax 
returns this year. While few 
people enjoy this process, it 
is far better to file your taxes 
than have the IRS call on 
you—and do so with penal-
ties. Listed below are tips 
to make filing your taxes as 
painless as possible.

 Get organized
  The first step to filing your 
taxes it to gather the neces-
sary forms, and you should 
receive these in the mail by 
early February. This will in-
clude a W-2 from each work-
place where you’ve received 
a salary as well as a variety 
of other forms, which could 
include interest and earning 
statements. You’ll also want 
to gather records of deduct-
ible expenses that you’ve, 
hopefully, been collecting 
throughout the year.

Take advantage of the 
Free File program

  The IRS offers the Free 
File program available 
at IRS.gov. This program 
opened for taxpayers on Jan. 
16, and it provides the fol-
lowing two options:
  • Software offered by 
IRS’ commercial partners 
available to individuals and 
families with incomes of 
less than $60,000. Fourteen 
brand-name software com-
panies are participating in 
this year’s program.
  • Online fillable forms, 

Tax Season is here: filing tips
which are the electronic 
version of IRS paper forms, 
available to taxpayers of all 
income levels. This option 
is helpful to those who are 
comfortable completing their 
own returns.  

Tax refund loans
  While many tax prepar-
ers offer tax refund loans or 
other immediate refund pro-
grams, you won’t get your 
refund that much quicker. 
Plus, these providers skim a 
percentage of your return off 
the top for the convenience 
of getting your refund a few 
days sooner. The IRS expects 
to issue more than 90% of re-
funds within 21 days. To en-
sure the expediency of your 
tax refund, it is encouraged 
to electronically file your 
refund and choose direct de-
posit. The IRS reports that 
more than three out of four 
refund recipients will go this 
route. For comparison, paper 
returns will take a minimum 
of seven weeks for refunds to 
be issued.

Don’t leave money
  Taxpayers often overlook 
deductions, which is the 
equivalent of giving away 
money. While many people 
know about the child and 
dependent care credit that 
can be claimed if you’ve paid 
a provider to care for a de-
pendent while you’ve either 
worked or looked for a job, 
listed are several others:
  • Charitable contributions 
paid through payroll deduc-
tions when employees retain 
pay stubs as proof.
  • Job search expenses al-
low deductions for costs such 
as travel and resume print-
ing.
  • Earned income tax cred-
it for families with lower in-
comes.

Affordable Care Act

  Under the Affordable Care 
Act, individuals and families 
will face fines of $95 per per-
son and $47.50 per child or 
1% of income—whichever is 
higher—if they did not have 
health insurance in 2014. 
The fine will increase each 
year. The good news is that 
the majority of taxpayers 
will merely need to check a 
box to verify they had health 
insurance in 2014.

Don’t be scammed
  Scam artists and unethi-
cal tax preparers come out 
in droves during tax season. 
The IRS will never email you 
to ask for confidential finan-
cial information, so be aware 
this is a phishing scheme. 
Additionally, beware of tax 
preparers who earn commis-
sion based on the size of your 
refund. This is incentive to 
inaccurately fill out forms, 
which puts you at risk with 
the IRS. When looking for a 
tax preparer, always ensure 
this person guarantees to 
pay penalties resulting from 
filing errors.
  If April 15 comes around 
and you’re simply not pre-
pared to submit your tax re-
turn yet, you can always file 
for an extension. Particu-
larly if you expect to receive 
a return, it is important to 
be thorough in your docu-
mentation. If you need more 
time, the IRS will give you 
six more months—until Oct. 
15—to finish filing if you 
complete the 4868 form by 
April 15. That said, you will 
be required to pay any taxes 
owed by this date.

  Bullying has been a per-
sistent problem in our soci-
ety. While many believe that 
bullying stops after gradua-
tion, in reality it occurs at all 
ages—from the classroom, to 
cyberspace, and the work-
place.
  According to a survey on 
the Department of Health 
and Human Services web-
site, 62% of respondents 
claim they witnessed bully-
ing two or more times in the 
last month, and 41% claim 
they witness bullying once a 
week or more.
  With the ease of technol-
ogy and prevalence of social 
media platforms such as Fa-
cebook and Instagram, cy-
berbullying can be humiliat-
ing and extremely public.
  Although numerous orga-
nizations attempt to address 
the issue of bullying, none 
have explained to the public 
how the law addresses the 
epidemic or provides help to 
those in need, said Rebekah 
Steely Brooker, president of 
the Texas Young Lawyers 
Association, or TYLA.
  “Being either a bully or a 
victim can have a profound 
impact on the individual’s 
life,” Brooker said. “TYLA is 
excited about the prospect of 
tackling this very challeng-
ing subject in a way that 
engages, educates, and truly 
changes lives.”
  To meet this need, TYLA 
created the End Bullying 
Now campaign consisting 
of an interactive website 
that targets children, teens, 
parents, educators, and the 
workplace through short sto-
ries, expert education, testi-
monials, and games. Viewers 
can watch celebrities such as 
Marty Turco, a former goalie 
for the Dallas Stars, and or-
dinary individuals such as 
Keri Kaiser, vice president 
of marketing at Children’s 
Health in Dallas, share their 
bullying stories.

  A recent study finds the 
Texas State Park system has 
a significant economic impact 
on Texas economy, generating 
$774 million in retail sales 
annually, contributing $351 
million in economic benefits, 
and creating 5,800 jobs state-
wide.
  The study of almost 14,000 
visitors at 30 state parks was 
conducted by Texas A&M 
University between March 
and June. Visitors were 
polled about their spending 
on fees, groceries, restaurant 
meals, and equipment during 

their travel to the park and in 
close proximity to the park, 
according to a TPWD news 
release.
  “The take-away message 
from this study,” says Dr. 
John Crompton, A&M pro-
fessor in the Recreation, 
Parks and Tourism Sciences 
Department, “should be that 
the state park system is an 
important contributor to the 
Texas economy, particularly 
in rural areas, and that the 
state’s net investment in 
parks is returned many times 
over as visitors travel to enjoy 
the outdoors and leave their 
dollars behind.”
  The study further revealed 
that state park spending in-
creased all Texans’ income by 
$202 million and generated 
5,871 jobs, paying an average 
annual salary of $34,000.

Game Warden Reports
Pigging out

  When a Jim Hogg County 
game warden heard gunshots 
in the distance, he checked a 
group of dove hunters nearby. 
The warden then found hunt-
ers riding in a utility vehicle 
who admitted to shooting a 
javelina with semi-automatic 
rifles. When the hunters 
were asked for their hunting 
licenses, one of them asked 
about bag limits of javelina. 
The hunters then admitted 
to dumping the javelina in 
the brush, and the hunters 
who harvested the javelina 
received citations and were 
educated on waste of game 
laws. The javelina was re-
trieved from the brush and 
donated to a family in Heb-
bronville. 

Red “Hairring”
  While investigating a hunt-
ing camp, a Houston County 
game warden discovered deer 
hair on a skinning gambrel 
and a couple of old blood spots 
on a four-wheeler. When the 
game warden asked one of 
the hunters at the camp if 
they had taken any deer this 
season, one hunter replied, 
“No, only hogs,” while anoth-
er hunter said they “haven’t 
been seeing any.” The game 
warden then showed the 
hunters the deer hairs he 
had found on the skinning 
gambrel. One of the hunters 
began to shake and admitted 
his dad had taken a young 
doe last Saturday. After fur-
ther investigation, the father 
said he had not taken any 
deer this season before finally 
admitting he had taken a 
young doe.

Poaching, meth, and 
stolen tools – oh my!

  A Harris County game 
warden was investigating a 
call regarding possible poach-
ing. The caller had reported 
seeing a man with feed and 
a rifle clearing out an area of 
the woods with construction 
equipment. When the game 
warden arrived, he saw two 
men using an old 4x4 truck 
and a trencher to dig up 
and pull out tons of bundled 
copper wire. The truck bed 
was already full of copper 
wire when the warden made 
contact with the men and 
placed them in handcuffs. 
The warden found a loaded 
.22 rifle and a meth pipe. 
When backup arrived and the 
vehicle had been searched, 
law enforcement found a total 
of 14 grams of methamphet-
amine and numerous possibly 

stolen tools. One of the men 
was a convicted felon. Both 
men were arrested and face 
several felony charges, in-
cluding theft and possession 
of a controlled substance.

Who let the drugs out?
  Two game wardens from 
Gregg and Upshur Counties 
were conducting surveillance 
near their county line when 
they observed an individual 
stop near their location and 
collect a whitetail buck from 
the roadway. The subject 
became increasingly irri-
table and uncooperative after 
contact was made. When 
consent to search was given, 
the wardens located multiple 
containers of methamphet-
amine, drug paraphernalia, 
suspected meth lab compo-
nents, and an illegal firearm. 
The subject was arrested 
for manufacture or deliver 
of controlled substance and 
unlawful carry of firearm. 
Additional charges and cases 
pending.
Dude, where’s my boat?

  A Jefferson County game 
warden responded to a call 
about a possible stolen boat 
and motor recovered from the 
Neches River. When the boat 
was towed in and contact was 
made with the owner, he said 
he had gotten hung up on a 
pipe and left his boat. When 
he returned, he discovered 
it was missing. The value of 
the recovery was estimated 
at $15,000.

“I’m sure glad to 
see you”

  As a Real County game 
warden pulled into a hunting 
camp to check for hunting 
violations, he was greeted 
by a hunter who said, “I’m 
sure glad to see you.” When 
the warden asked why, the 
hunter replied, “Seeing you 
reminds me that I have to 
put my tag on my deer.” The 
deer was already quartered 
in the ice chest and the cape 
in a trash bag. The hunter 
was cited for possession of 
untagged deer. 

Deerly beloved
  A Karnes County game 
warden entered a camp to 
check reports of possible il-
legal deer being shot. As he 
approached, he saw a buck 
hanging from a tree and 
two antlerless deer in the 
bed of a truck. A female had 
harvested the buck, and her 
husband had taken the two 
antlerless deer. All deer were 
not tagged, and there were no 
permits for the two antlerless 
deer. The warden seized all 
three deer.

  Early sightings of stripe 
rust in wheat could indicate 
2015 might see an epidemic 
in infections, according to two 
Texas A&M AgriLife Exten-
sion Service specialists.
  Texas producers and AgriL-
ife Extension specialists and 
agents have observed leaf 
and stripe rust throughout 
a large swath of the state 
from South Texas north into 
Oklahoma and in the San An-
gelo, Abilene, and Chillicothe 
areas, said Dr. Clark Neely, 
AgriLife Extension small 
grains and oilseed specialist 
in College Station.
  “Right now, stripe rust ap-
pears to be more prevalent 
than leaf rust, and in some 
cases, it has started to move 
into the upper canopy,” Neely 
said.
  Stripe rust was first report-
ed in Northeast Texas on Jan. 
29, extremely early in the 
season, Neely said. In com-
parison, the earliest record of 
finding stripe rust was Jan. 8, 
2005, which correlated with a 
severe epidemic of stripe rust 
across the Southern Great 
Plains. Another severe stripe 
rust epidemic occurred when 
stripe rust was observed on 
Feb. 20, 2010.
  “Generally speaking, when 
stripe rust is observed before 
March, a large stripe rust 
epidemic is likely for the 
Southern Great Plains,” he 
said.
  Neely said producers will 
need to take extra steps to 
protect against the disease, 
which left unchecked could 
result in as much as 70% 
reduction of yields in suscep-
tible lines.
  “Many growers have al-
ready applied an early fun-
gicide application, which is 
not a typical practice, but 
likely warranted this spring 
with the high disease levels,” 
he said.
  “This early fungicide ap-
plication will not protect the 
crop for the rest of the season, 
and a second application will 
likely be needed after flag 
leaf emergence, assuming 
weather conditions remain 
favorable for the spread of 
the disease.”
  Stripe rust development 
is most rapid between 50-
64 degrees and favored by 
intermittent periods of rain 
or dew, similar to what is 
being experienced in of some 
areas of Texas, said Dr. Ron 
French, AgriLife Extension 
plant pathology specialist in 
Amarillo.
  Strobilurin fungicides are 
best suited as a preventive 
control when applied before 
infection starts, while triaz-
ole fungicides typically have 
a better curative effect after 
infection is observed, French 
said.
  Neely said leaf rust also 
has been observed around the 
state throughout the winter 
months. It prefers warmer 
temperatures around 68-77 
degrees; therefore, leaf rust 
development in wheat fields 
generally appears as stripe 
rust is disappearing.
  “Both leaf and stripe rust 
require water on leaf sur-
faces for spore germination,” 

he said. “Therefore, moist 
weather conditions such as 
heavy dew and rain facilitate 
disease development, while 
windy conditions help distrib-
ute the fungal spores.”
  To effectively control stripe 
rust, Neely said, growers 
should know what variety 
they planted and its resis-
tance level. He said fungicide

  For the week ending 
March 14, Texas auctions 
quoted feeder cattle prices 
mostly steady and firm, 
ranging from $2 to $10 high-
er per hundredweight (cwt). 
Texas weekly direct feeder 
cattle sales were $1 to $6 
higher. Fed cattle weekly 
cash sales were higher at 
$161 per cwt, but wholesale 
beef values were lower, with 
Choice Grade falling $4.36 
to $244.12 per cwt and Se-
lect Grade falling $0.32 to 
$244.07. Net export sales 
for Feb. 27 - March 5 were 

up 47% from the prior four-
week average. Export ship-
ments were up 7% from the 
previous week.
  Wheat cash and futures 
prices gained $0.18 and 
$0.21 to close at $5.02 per 
bushel and $5.42 per bush-
el, respectively. The USDA 
NASS Texas field office re-
ported that increased mois-
ture throughout the state 
allowed for progress to be 
made in the Winter Wheat 
crop. Eighty-nine percent of 
the Texas Winter Wheat crop 
is in fair condition or better. 
Fifty percent of the wheat 
crop is in excellent or good 
condition. Net export sales 
for wheat were down 5% 
from last week, but up 21% 
from the prior four-week 
average. Shipments were 
11% lower than the previous 
week and 1% lower than the 
average.
  Texas corn prices were 
slightly lower with cash pric-
es down to $4.07 per bushel 
and futures prices down 
to $3.74. The USDA NASS 
Texas field office reported 
that 6% of Texas corn acre-
age has been planted, up two 
percentage points from last 
week but down 4% from the 
same period last year. Most 
of this progress came in the 
South Central, Upper Coast, 
and Southern areas of the 
state. Corn export sales were 
down 50% from last week 
and 52% from the four-week 
average. Export shipments 
were 16% lower than last 
week, but 31% higher than 
the average.
  Scattered showers were 
experienced throughout the 
state during the week, bring-
ing up to three inches of pre-
cipitation in some locations. 
Last week’s U.S. Drought 
Monitor for Texas showed 
improvement in drought 
conditions for the state with 
nearly 58% of Texas still 
experiencing some stage 
of drought intensity, down 
three percent points from last 
week. On the national level, 
drought conditions worsened 
slightly with nearly 53% of 
the U.S. experiencing abnor-
mal dryness or some degree 
of drought, up 0.13% points 
from last week.
