Cooke County Commis-
sioners Court held a special
called meeting on Thursday,
March 19 to conduct a public
hearing regarding consider-
ation of the Muenster Wind
Farm Tax Abatement. The
hearing had a full audience,
most of whom came at the re-
quest of OwnEnergy to sup-
port the abatement request.
There were also a handful
who objected to granting an
abatement.

The public hearing opened
with remarks from Muenster
resident Doyle Klement who
did not favor the abatement.
He owns a small farm which
is located right in the middle
of the proposed wind farm.
It is about 60 acres of the
farm his parents owned. He
said that walking through
the fields, he imagines how
his dad must have done the
same thing not so many
years ago. “Other than life
itself, it is the greatest gift
my parents ever gave me.
Some day I hope to pass it
on to my children,” reflected
Klement.

Klement said that he op-
posed the first wind farm
that came to Muenster,
but did not join the lawsuit
against Florida Power and
Light because he couldn’t
bring himself to tell people
what they could or could not
do with their own land.

“I'm not against wind en-
ergy. I just don’t think you
should give them the abate-
ment they are asking for,”
stated Klement. He added
that he had no bone to pick
with OwnEnergy or the
landowners. If wind energy
is such a viable business,
he said OwnEnergy should
not be coming to the County
with their hands out.”

In reading news articles
about other meetings where
landowners and construc-
tion people came to convince
the Court to grant the abate-
ment. That was understand-
able because they all stand
to make money if the wind
farm is built.

He said if the County is
covered in wind farms as one
speaker said, Klement saw
a County with many rental
properties and empty houses
where people used to live
because who would want to
build or buy a home under
a 400 foot tall spinning tur-
bine.

Nobody had brought the
other view of Muenster
people. Not all of them love
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County grants abatement

wind turbines or would want
to live under them. He sat
under one of his neighbors
turbines for about two hours
and came to the conclusion
that he would probably have
to move.

Klement said that there
are some under the path of
the OwnEnergy Wind Farm
who dont want to spend
the rest of their lives under
a wind farm. He appealed
the Court to put themselves
in the shoes of those people
before they voted and asked
that the Court not make it
easier on the wind farm by
granting the abatement.

Commercial wind energy
created by turbines has been
in existence for decades said
Klement who asked when we
were going to quit coddling
the industry and allow it to
stand on its own or fade.

Arlene Loyd, economic
development director for
Gainesville, spoke in favor
of the abatement. She re-
cently moved to Gainesville
from West Texas where wind
is king. She has found the
wind industry to be great
community partners with
good affects on some school
districts.

Ronnie Felderhoff said it
would be a service to the tax-
payers to give the abatement.
He said that he checked with
Chief Appraiser Doug Smith-
son and oil values in the
County are going down $140
million this year. Where are
you going to make up the
tax base, he asked. He said
it is the government’s job to
create a healthy business
environment, not destroy it.
He then warned the Court
that if they did not give this
abatement they’d better not
give another in the County.

Alice Davidson lives north-
east of Muenster on 240
acres that has been in her
husband’s family for more
than 100 years. Her hus-
band hoped the wind farm
happened because it would
help her stay on the farm.
Also, she thinks it would
help with jobs.

Ken Arterberry said he is
pro business but does not
support an abatement He
never received an abate-
ment in his years of busi-
ness. “If these guys want to
make money, let them do it
on their own,” he said.

The public hearing closed.

Abatement proposal ap-
proved was a 20% abatement
for years 6-10 (2022-2026),
with a clawback provision
stating that the project has
to meet certain yearly tax
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evaluations in order to qual-
ify:
Year 6: $95M
Year 7: $90M
Year 8: $85M
Year 9: $80M R -
Year 10: $75M ~

This is basically what -
your (Muenster Wind Farm)
values would be on a 5% de-
preciation per year. For any |
year they do not meet this
benchmark, they pay full
taxes for all abated years
(or repay previous abated
years).

Commissioner Leon Kle-
ment having signed a lease
with OwnEnergy recused
himself from the vote which
passed 4-1.

A resolution in support of
a bill clarifying the County
Judge duties brought much
discussion among the Court.
Judge Brinkley stated, “This 4
is simply clarifying the du-
ties of the County Judge
to act as a magistrate. It is
believed by most that the 4
Cooke County dJudge has
those duties and this is just FM 1306
clarifying any confusion that
there might be.” The bill has OBE%—SB‘QL
the support of the District
Judge, the County Court At
Law Judge, both Justices of
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the Peace, the Sheriff and
the Sheriff’s Department,
local State troopers, District
Attorney, and the City of
Gainesville.

“With some of the recent
court rulings by the Supreme
Court and the Texas Appel-

late Court, the number of po-
lice stops in which a search
warrant may be needed has
drastically increased in the
last six months,” explained
Judge Brinkley.

“Therefore, more the num-
ber of magistrates we have
that can handle this func-

tion, obviously, the better
that helps the police agen-
cies.”

Commissioner Al Smith
had several questions. He
wondered if by passing the
legislation, any person serv-
ing as the County dJudge
would have to be a licensed
attorney. That is not a re-
quirement at this time. He
said that they have sought
to have a separation of the

The Northbound I-35
bridge over Elm Fork Trin-
ity River will be rebuilt on
a very aggressive schedule.
Demolition work began
Monday, March 23 on half
of the structure. Motorists
will be reduced to just one
lane northbound over the
bridge while crews work
around the clock seven
days a week to rebuild.
Once one side is finished,
traffic will be moved over
to the new construction

and crews will remove and
rebuild the second half of
the bridge deck.

The northbound front-
age road from FM 1306
will be open to local traffic
only and will be completely
closed at the bridge. The
two on-ramps north of FM
1306 will also be closed.
Northbound travelers who
need to access the south-
bound frontage road or the
Gainesville High School
will have to use the 494

exit ramp to FM 1306.
Construction is expected
to be complete by May 18,
2015 or the contractor will
face substantial financial
penalties. The cost of the
project is $1.47 million.
Constant repairs have
reached a point where a re-
build is more cost effective.
Speed limits in the con-
struction zone will be re-
duced to 65 MPH. Law en-
forcement will be writing
tickets for speeders.

Muenster Hornet Lyndon Cook was named to the
Texas Association of Basketball Coaches 2A All-State
Basketball Team.

County Commiissioners Court divided
on permanent road closing policy

Cooke County Commissioners Court met on Monday,
March 23. One item that could not be decided on was a pro-
posed revision in permanent road closing procedure.

Commissioner Gary Hollowell noted that he had some
requests for road closings and he would like to revise the
process. He said that currently the process is to pick up a
package of eight pages with exhibits A-I. He said it is con-
fusing. The person asking for the closing is given a petition
for discontinuance that requires the signature of property
owners and a notary to be present. The commissioner goes
out and posts a notice on two spots on the road.

Commissioner Hollowell suggested that they go to a sim-
pler method that would reduce the paperwork from eight
pages to two pages, does not require a notary be present,
and would then be posted for 20 days at the Courthouse.
Those requesting the closure would be required to post the
notice on two noticeable places on the road to be closed. “It
would come back to the Court for commissioner evaluation
or assessment. This document in no way grants closure,
discontinuance, or anything else,” said Hollowell. He noted
that it just streamlines the process.

Hollowell added that the document being proposed was
provided by Allison and Bass (a firm that does much of the
County’s legalities with roads).

Commissioner Al Smith remarked that anytime that
he’s been involved in road closures, there has been issue
of whether they are being unbiased, are doing something
under the table, and anything done to speed up the process
would just add to that problem.

Commissioner Leon Klement asked County Attorney Ed
Zielinski his thoughts on the proposed changes. Zielinski
recommended taking the document to Allison and Bass be-
fore proceeding.

Much more discussion followed. The Court then voted on
tabling the proposed revision to allow Commissioner Hol-
lowell and the County Attorney to work with Allison and
Bass before addressing it at the next meeting. The vote to
table passed 4-1 with Commissioner Hollowell voting nay.

Health care providers from Cooke County Medical Cen-
ter, one of North Texas Medical Center’s rural health clinics,

spoke at the meeting. Crystal Bewley, a family nurse practi-
tioner who cares for pediatric patients, told of the need for a
larger clinic. She said it is an extremely busy place provid-
ing health care from pediatrics to the elderly. Bewley noted
that they have outgrown the facility and would also like ad-
ditional space to bring some specialties to the community.

Bewley noted that they see 2,100 patients a year and they
continue to grow, with 150 to 200 new patients per month.
She spoke of the crowded conditions including closets being
turned into offices.

Jill Fuhrmann, a health care provider with the Clinic,
said that if they built another building they would be able
to try to attract specialists for their patients. The new facil-
ity would be built at the same location, 801 North Grand in
Gainesyville.

The Hospital District asked Commissioners Court for its
support of legislation regarding their ability to gain fund-
ing for future projects that will assist the Hospital District
in the implementation and the improvement of the medical
buildings and services in this county.

NTMC CEO Randy Bacus said, “It is a proposed change
to our enabling legislation which allows us to mortgage or
pledge building or improvements as security for payment
of the purchase price. In other words, it gives us another
option for financing projects at the Hospital. Right now, we
can only borrow money for up to five years according to our
enabling legislation. Then, we have the option of issuing
bonds. You have to have a tremendously large project of say
$15 to $25 million to justify going to the bond market.”

Commissioners voted unanimously to approve a procla-
mation supporting NTMC’s HB 1307.

The Court approved allowing District Attorney Janice
Warder to use forfeiture funds to make a donation in the
amount of $2,500 to Abigail’s Arms Women’s Shelter for the
Child Advocacy Center. Judge Brinkley explained that in
April they will start a campaign to raise funds for the Child
Advocacy Center which is separate from the Shelter.

April 7 was declared as Service Recognition Day. The
proclamation said in part, “Service to others is a hallmark
of the American character, and central to how we meet our
challenges; and local leaders are increasingly turning to na-
tional service and volunteerism as a cost-effective strategy

for work zones

In support of National
Work Zone Awareness Week,
March 23-27, the Texas De-
partment of Transporta-
tion will host a display to
remember those people who
died in work zones last year.
The display is meant to show
drivers the consequence of
work zone accidents and re-
mind people that orange is
the color of caution on Texas
roadways.

TxDOT reminds drivers
to slow down and stay alert
when traveling through work
zones. Last year, 146 people
were killed in work zone
crashes on Texas roadways.
Eighty-seven percent of
those killed were motorists.
Texas law requires drivers
to move over and slow down
when approaching roadside
construction crews.

A special installation of

146 traffic cones represent-
ing the people who died in
Texas work zones last year
will spread across TxDOT’s
sloping lawn adjacent to
Southwest  Parkway in
Wichita Falls. The two lead-
ing causes of crashes in work
zones are drivers not paying
attention and failure to con-
trol speed.

Beware of false

unemployment

benefits websites

The Texas Workforce Commission (TWC) warns Texans
seeking unemployment benefits to be aware of third-par-
ty vendors offering assistance. Unemployment insurance
(UD) claims should be filed through the TWC website or by
phone, and never through a third-party.

Individuals in Texas have reported receiving emails solic-
iting personal information from a third-party vendor who is
not affiliated with TWC called the Unemployment Advisory

Department, with an email address

support@us-ben-

efits.org. Emails stated the claimant’s initial benefits ap-
plication was received, but not complete, and provided links
to complete the filing process. TWC advises claimants to ig-
nore these emails. TWC does not send these types of emails
and would never require confidential information be shared
with a third-party to obtain unemployment benefits.
Claimants should be wary of online third-party UI ben-
efits resource centers who usually charge a fee for providing
advice and job services to applicants in the U.S. Websites
typically request personal identifiers and credit card infor-
mation that could be used for identity theft. These websites
are not associated with TWC or any other state workforce

agency.

In a related incident, one Texas claimant was asked to
purchase a credit report and to get a health insurance quote
before filing a claim. TWC does not require individuals to
purchase anything or pay a fee to file for unemployment
benefits. These websites are selling information and servic-
es provided for free by TWC and other state agencies.

Individuals having attempted to apply for UI benefits us-
ing a third-party website need to contact TWC at 800-939-
6631 or 512-463-2236 to submit their claim.

Confidential information given to a third-party website
could be used for identity theft.

TWC administers UI benefits to workers who become
unemployed through no fault of their own and are actively
seeking work. To file a claim or to find out more about un-
employment benefits go to www.texasworkforce.org/unem-

ploymentbenefits.

with the budget officer. He
felt it might provide the op-
portunity for some County
judge to get into an abusive
type relation with a citizen.
He provided examples of his
concern.

Smith suggested that the
magistrate duties be limited
to DUIs and that the County
Judge not take any supple-
ment money for the magis-
trate action.

Judge Brinkley answered
that every county judge and
mayor in the state of Texas
is currently a magistrate
and it does not state that
they have to be an attorney.
“T will continue to function
as a magistrate as I have be-
fore and after, regardless of
whether this goes through,”
said Judge Brinkley. “This is
simply clarifying language.
That is all that this does.”

Smith asked why then
were they stating it in the

bill. Brinkley replied it was
because the County Attor-
ney currently has concerns
and he hoped to address his
concerns by legislation.

Commissioner  Klement
expressed a number of con-
cerns including that he knew
nothing of the legislation un-
til he heard about it Friday
evening from local deputies.
He then called Senator Es-
tes’ office to ask about the bill
being considered before the
Commissioners Court got to
consider it. Klement said he
was told by both Estes’ office
and Rep. Drew Springer’s of-
fice that they were told that
the Court was in full support
of the bill.

Klement stated that he
was unhappy that they did
not try to fix the problem in
the County prior to seeking
state legislation to fix it.

Judge Brinkley respond-
ed that he filed the bill two
weeks ago in an effort to

make a March 13 deadline.
He added that in all the
emails he sent to the offices
of Estes and Springer, he
stated that the resolution
would be voted on at a future
Commissioners Court meet-
ing.

The vote to approve the
resolution was 3-2 with
Judge Brinkley and Com-
missioners Hollowell and
Lemons voting for it and
Commissioners Klement and
Smith voting nay.

Medicarestrengthensrating
system for nursing homes

You can now be more con-
fident when looking for a
nursing home for yourself or
a loved one.

Medicare has just im-
proved its Nursing Home
Compare website so that the
public can get a more precise
and meaningful picture of
the quality of care at 15,800
nursing homes nationwide.

Families must often
search for a nursing home
for a spouse or parent at a
moment’s notice, after some
crisis or emergency. With no
time to spare, many turn to
Nursing Home Compare to
begin their research. The
website — at medicare.gov/
nursinghomecompare -- re-
ceives 1.4 million visits an-
nually.

Nursing Home Compare
provides details on recent
health and safety inspec-
tions, nursing homes’ staff-
ing levels, and such quality
measures as whether resi-
dents are in pain or losing
weight.

The website uses a five-
star rating system to help
families understand the dif-
ferences between nursing
homes. Each facility receives
a star rating for its overall
performance and separate
ratings for its recent inspec-
tions, staffing levels, and
quality measures. One star
means “poor.” Five stars
mean “excellent.”

Nursing Home Compare
already enjoys a solid repu-
tation among consumers —

85% find what they’re look-
ing for. The latest revisions
will make it even more trust-
worthy and user-friendly:

First, Medicare will rate
nursing homes according to
two new quality measures,
both involving the use of an-
tipsychotic medication. This
is an outgrowth of an ongo-
ing campaign to discourage
nursing homes from using
such powerful drugs simply
to calm dementia patients
who become unruly.

Next, Medicare will do
more to verify the quality
data and the staffing levels
that nursing homes now re-
port themselves. The govern-
ment will inspect a sampling
of nursing facilities and rely
on payroll data to make sure
operators aren’t overstating
the quality of their care and
the number of their caregiv-
ers.

Finally, Medicare will
raise the standards for nurs-
ing homes to achieve a high
star rating. This will encour-
age nursing home operators
to step up their quality im-
provement efforts, as well as
make it easier for consumers
to distinguish the best per-
forming facilities from the
lesser ones.

Just three years ago, only
16% of nursing homes had
scored five stars on qual-
ity measures. By this past
January, 46% had reached
that coveted rating. In fact,
as many as 80% of nursing
homes had scored four or
five stars. One-star homes
accounted for just 8%.

Though the higher scores
may be partially the result

NCTC represented at rural community
college event in Washington, DC

North Central Texas Col-
lege Associate Vice-President
Dr. Emily Klement traveled
to the nation’s capitol recent-
ly for a Rural Community
College Association (RCCA)
event in Washington, DC.

During the course of two
days, Dr. Klement shared
information on NCTC pro-
grams and the College’s
needs with officials from
Congressional offices, sever-
al government departments,
and even White House offi-
cials.

On Feb. 10, Klement
met with aides from Sena-
tor John Cornyn’s office
and shared information on
NCTC’s workforce training
programs, specifically the
Petroleum Technology pro-
gram and the impact a De-
partment of Labor grant has
had on the College’s ability
to offer workforce training.

The next day, Klement was
invited to the White House
to meet with James Kvaal,
the Deputy Assistant to the
President on Domestic Poli-
cy. There, Dr. Klement pre-
sented testimonies on rural
community college challeng-
es. She also presented infor-
mation on a pilot program
through Catholic Charities of
Fort Worth. Catholic Chari-
ties has teamed up with Tar-
rant County College

“We are now being asked
to do a pilot for intervention
programs in generational
poverty,” Klement said.
“What the University of
Notre Dame found in a study
they did is that the common
theme in getting people out
of poverty is a community
college education. That has
been the biggest indica-
tor throughout the nation.
The Tarrant County model
focuses on wurban poverty
and they are showing huge
gains in keeping people in
school. We know it is not

just about money. It is about
helping them and mentoring
people who have never been
to college before, they have
stopped and started again
and they want to finish and
get their family out of pover-
ty. So the Fort Worth Diocese
came to Graham and asked
us to be the model for the ru-
ral intervention program.”

The program on the NCTC
Graham campus will start
with 30 students beginning
in Fall 2015.

“Catholic Charities has
hired a person and she is
in training right now,” Kle-
ment added. “Our part of the
partnership is to work on
student identification, and
we provide office space. They
pay for the case worker, but
we work in that partnership

of the nursing homes’ self-re-
porting, they’re also an indi-
cation of real improvements
in patient care. As just one
example, more attentive
care of bed-ridden nursing
home patients has reduced
the prevalence of pressure
ulcers in recent years.

As welcome as those care-
giving reforms are, Medicare
thinks more progress can
and should be made. Quality
improvement needs to be a
continuous process. The new,
more demanding thresholds
for star ratings on the qual-
ity of care will challenge
nursing homes to redouble
their efforts.

A higher bar will lead to
even better patient care.

The improved Nursing
Home Compare website and
the increased public scru-
tiny will help nursing home
leaders pinpoint problems in
their facilities and promptly

to help them through this. It
attaches these at-risk stu-
dents to the services we al-
ready have, but maybe they
were afraid to ask.”

Dr. Klement says that
NCTC officials hope to take
the program to the College’s
other campuses in the fu-
ture.

She also presented tes-
timony to the Department
of Education on NCTC’s
pathway program with the
University of North Texas
to assist with completion of
technical degrees.

Dr. Klement also met with
officials from the Department
of Agriculture, the National
Endowment for the Arts, the
National Science Founda-
tion, and the National Rural
Electric Cooperatives..

correct them. Owners who
don’t will be left to explain to
a prospective resident why
their nursing home com-
pares so poorly against other
facilities.

Still, the star ratings
aren’t meant to be the final
word on a nursing home’s
quality of care. They’re sim-
ply a screening tool that lets
families focus on a few facili-
ties that interest them. The
families can then have an
informed conversation with
a nursing home’s staff when
they visit.

Even under the best cir-
cumstances, choosing a
nursing home can be try-
ing. There are always many
emotions at work. But if you
do both your homework and
your legwork and take it one
step at a time, you’ll be able
to make an informed deci-
sion.

Logan Cook

For the second year in
a row, Lyndon and Logan
Cook have been named to
the TABC 2A - Region 2
All-Region Team. The pair
helped lead the Hornets to
a 32-4 overall record and an
appearance in the Regional
Championship game.

Logan, a 6’6” sophomore
guard, averaged 9.1 points
per game (317 total), second

most on the team; grabbed
6.5 rebounds per game (228
total), second most on the
team; averaged 4.8 assists
per game (167 total), most on
the team; and had 2.1 steals
per game (75 total), to lead
the team.

Lyndon, a 6°7” senior for-
ward, scored 18.0 points per
game (647 total); pulled down

Mady Burnett

15.7 rebounds per game (564
total); averaged 3.6 assists
per game (128 total), second
most on the team; had 1.9
steals per game (69 total),
second most on the team;
and blocked 3.2 shots per
game (114 total).

In addition, Lyndon was
invited to play in the TABC
All-Star game on Friday,
May 22 at Trinity Univer-

A
second warden came to assist
and received confirmation
from each person that the
male with the flashlight had
shot a doe with a pistol be-
longing to one of the females.
During the investigation, the
warden also found that one of
the females had an outstand-
ing theft by check warrant
from 1997.
Trail of clues

Two Tyler County game
wardens received informa-
tion that a felon with a fire-
arm killed several deer. The
wardens found an all-terrain
vehicle trail in the woods
behind the subject’s resi-
dence and followed the trail
onto another piece of prop-
erty. There, they observed a
corn pile and a feeder. The
wardens then followed the
trail to a game cleaning pole
directly behind the subject’s
house, where they found a
freshly cleaned carcass and
a nearby cooler of meat. Af-
ter a brief investigation, the
resident said that the deer
was his. The wardens also
discovered an eight-point
buck head near an outbuild-
ing that the subject claimed
as well. The man could not
produce a hunting license
and was arrested for unlaw-
ful possession of a firearm by
a felon, drug paraphernalia,
possession of illegally taken
whitetail deer, and given
several warnings.

Locked (in) and loaded

After a Gregg County game
warden received a call about
a suspicious gunshot and
wounded buck, he arrived at
the scene and received as-
sistance from the landowner,
rancher, and neighbors to
confirm whether or not the
suspect was the landowner’s
former employee. When the
warden located the subject,
he confessed to shooting the
deer from the roadway and
leaving the wounded buck
in the field after he saw the
neighbor approaching and
couldn’t get the gate open. A
firearm was seized and the
following charges were filed:
hunting deer from public

roadway; discharging firearm
from public roadway; failing
to retrieve; untagged deer;
and no hunter education cer-
tification.

If it looks like a duck...

An Angelina County game
warden received a call that
a six-point buck had been
dumped in a ditch. After re-
ceiving a vehicle description
of the suspected violator and
where he hunted, the war-
den went to check the area.
There, he made contact with
a subject who was holding
a rifle and dressed in cam-
ouflage. The warden asked
to see the subject’s hunting
license, but the subject said
he wasn’t hunting—he was
scouting. The subject was
filed on for hunting without a
license and no proof of hunter
education.

Don’t tell Mom

Two wardens in Harris
County responded to a call
for assistance from the Harris
County Sheriff’s Office about
a group of people trespassing
with a bow and pellet gun on
private property. When the
wardens arrived on scene,
they interviewed the subjects
who said that they were just
taking the kids to target
shoot. After searching the
area, the wardens discovered
a shotgun, additional pellet
gun, rifle, and ammo hidden
amongst pine needles. The
wardens also found a freshly
killed six-point buck nearby.
The suspects admitted to
hunting without landowner
consent and criminal tres-
passing.

That’s what friends
are for

An anonymous tip was
given to a Grimes County
game warden regarding a
group of individuals who
placed a photo of two illegally
taken deer on a social media
site. The warden followed
up on the lead and eventu-
ally tracked down one of the
individuals involved. After a
short interview, the warden
secured a statement from the
individual who shot the two
deer and also received the
names of the other people in

the vehicle. The warden was
able to recover meat from the
two deer and the firearms
used in the offense. He was
also able to get statements
from four other individuals
involved.
In the spotlight

A Real County resident
called the local game warden
to report hunters who were
riding around in a pasture
and shining a spotlight into
homes of the neighboring
subdivision. When the war-
den arrived on scene and
made contact with four in-
dividuals, he found three
whitetail doe in the bed of
the truck. When asked if
the deer had been shot af-
ter legal hunting hours, all
individuals stated that the
deer were shot around 5 p.m.
The warden confirmed with
the caller that no shots were
heard after legal hunting
hours. When asked why they
were shining a spotlight into
people’s homes, all four said
that they were looking for a
wounded deer. The warden
then asked why the gutted
deer hadn’t been tagged, to
which both subjects replied
that they didn’t have time or
something to tag them with.
Both subjects were cited for
possession of untagged white-
tail deer.

Possum high

A Smith County game war-
den was sitting on a night
set watching two pastures.
After a while, a car drove
by, slammed on the brakes,
swerved into the bar ditch,
and turned around quickly.
The car sped up for a short
distance before swerving into
the bar ditch and turning
around again. The warden
watched the vehicle do this
two more times before catch-
ing up with it and making a
stop. When the warden asked
the driver what he was doing,
the driver replied he was try-
ing to run over an opossum
that was trying to cross the
road. The warden could smell
a heavy odor of marijuana
coming from the driver, who
admitted to possessing a
small amount.

Too much rain.

this year.

Ample rains have kept many completely out of the fields.

Texas because of boggy ground. Corn planting is three
weeks to a month behind in parts of Central Texas.

Late planting causes lots of problems. Greater potential
for insects. Summer’s heat can hurt crop yields and the
bottom line. Then there are planting deadlines and the
potential problems they bring.

Yet farmers and ranchers in other parts of the state are
begging for moisture. Just goes to show how big and diverse
the Lone Star State is. And how 50 or 100 miles can make

a huge difference.

Still, after many years of drought, you don’t hear too

many complaints.

Most are thanking the Good Lord for the rain. Some are
just asking him to spread it out a bit.

Deworm cattle for over-
wintering parasites

Even during the coldest
of winters, resilient para-
sites have proven to survive
by simply overwintering in
cattle or pastures, according
Drovers CattleNetwork.

“It is important for produc-
ers from all geographies to
implement a spring deworm-
ing program to help give cows
a chance to rebound from
the tough winter, be pro-
ductive during calving and,
ultimately, be ready for the
next breeding season,” said
Dr. Gary Sides, Zoetis Cattle
Technical Services.

It’s estimated that inter-
nal parasites cost the cattle

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Foreign persons must report U.S.
agricultural land holdings

The executive director for
the U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture (USDA) Farm Ser-
vice Agency (FSA) in Cooke
County, Robert H. Darwin
III, reminds foreign persons
with an interest in agricul-
tural lands in the United

Too wet
conditions
create risk

issues for
Texas farmers

A deadline for crop insur-
ance eligibility must be ex-
tended so farmers can make
critical decisions affecting
their livelihoods, said the
president of the Texas Farm
Bureau (TFB).

“Wet weather has precipi-
tated a risk management cri-
sis for many Texas farmers,”
said TFB President Russell
Boening. “Many farmers are
having serious difficulty get-
ting crops planted. Without
extending the deadlines,
many could face the crop year
with no risk protection.”

Farmers have been unable
to plant their crops because
a very wet winter and spring
have kept them out of the
fields, he said. Though that
remains true in many parts
of the state, it’s a particular
problem in large swaths of
Central and South Texas,
where even more rain is
predicted.

States that they are required
to report their holdings and
any transactions to the U.S.
Secretary of Agriculture.

“Any foreign person who
acquires, transfers, or holds
any interest, other than a
security interest, including
leaseholds of 10 years or
more, in agricultural land in
the United States is required
by law to report the transac-
tion no later than 90 days
after the date of the transac-
tion,” said Darwin.

Foreign investors must file
Agricultural Foreign Invest-
ment Disclosure Act (AFIDA)
reports with the FSA county
office that maintains reports
for the county where the land
is located.

“Failure to file a report, fil-
ing a late report, or filing an
inaccurate report can result
in a penalty with fines up to
25% of the fair market value
of the agricultural land,” said
Darwin.

For AFIDA purposes, ag-
ricultural land is defined as
any land used for farming,

ranching, or timber produc-
tion, if the tracts total 10
acres or more.

Disclosure reports are also
required when there are
changes in land use. For ex-
ample, reports are required
when land use changes from
nonagricultural to agricul-
tural or from agricultural
to nonagricultural. Foreign
investors must also file a re-
port when there is a change
in the status of ownership
such as the owner changes
from foreign to non-foreign,
from non-foreign to foreign,
or from foreign to foreign.

Data gained from these
disclosures is used to pre-
pare an annual report to
the President and Congress
concerning the effect of such
holdings upon family farms
and rural communities in the
United States.

Exclusion tactics is best
preparation for the surge of
springtime bugs

Texas A&M AgriLife Ex-
tension Service (AgriLife)
entomologist Wizzie Brown
suggests ‘exclusion’ as the
best means of early control of
a bug boom now that spring
is in the air, according to
AgriLife Today.

Brown said that exclu-
sion tactics entail excluding
the pests through remov-
ing potential sheltering and
breeding areas and securing
houses and buildings from
their approach.

Prune overhanging trees
and shrubs and move fire-
wood, bricks, stone, land-
scaping materials, and yard
debris away from homes and
other structures. Install or
replace weather stripping
around loose-fitting doors
and windows and repair or re-
place brown window screens.
