  Since Friday, May 29, 
Cooke County became one of 
the Texas counties granted a 
Presidential Disaster Decla-
ration. That day, Texas Gov. 
Greg Abbott requested a 
Presidential Disaster Decla-
ration for Texas counties due 
to damage sustained from 
the severe weather, torna-
does, and flooding. That eve-
ning, the President granted 
the request for funds that 
will aid Texas counties as 
they continue to recover and 
rebuild. This is in regard to 
damage sustained from the 
severe weather, tornadoes, 
and flooding that has oc-
curred since May 4.
  Cooke County was among 
the seven counties for which 
the Governor requested Pub-
lic Assistance which is aid to 
state or local governments 
to pay part of the costs of 
rebuilding a community’s 
damaged infrastructure, 
which may include debris re-
moval, emergency protective 
measures and public servic-
es, repair of damaged public 
property, loans needed by 
communities for essential 
government functions, and 
grants for public schools. 
Generally, public assistance 
programs pay for 75% of the 
approved project costs.
  In a press release on Mon-
day, County Judge Jason 
Brinkley noted, “Recently, 
federal, state, and local of-
ficials conducted a prelimi-
nary damage assessment of 
the public damage in Cooke 
County. It was determined 
that Cooke County sus-
tained $5.2 million in public 
damage, primarily to road 
infrastructure. With several 
roads still underwater and

  Those traveling on FM 373 
will have to observe a lower 
speed limit soon. Texas De-
partment of Transportation 
(TxDOT) sent a letter to 
the City of Muenster stat-
ing that it had conducted a 
speed zone study within the 
City of Muenster on FM 373 
from the north city limits to 
.707 miles south.
  TxDOT requested that 
the City Council pass an 
ordinance establishing con-
currence with the speed 
of 45 mph from the north 
city limits at MP 13.053 to 
13.760/0.707. This is from 
Ninth Street to just north 
of CR 492 for northbound 
traffic and from just north of 
CR 492 to Ninth Street for 
southbound traffic.

This organization will be 
compiling a list to be used 
by Cooke County to apply for 
FEMA individual assistance 
if the county has incurred 
enough uninsured or under-
insured individual loss.”
  Precinct #4 seemed to suf-
fer the brunt of the dam-
age to its roads.

Hubert Wilde built a new garage building on the southwest corner of Main and Hwy. 82 in 1939 for a Pontiac 
dealership. He soon changed to selling Minneapolis -Moline equipment.  He operated it with his two sons 
Barney and Richard until he closed it and moved to Gainesville. In the summer of 1940, Tony Luke quit em-
ployment at Herr Motor Company to go into business for himself. He opened a garage and service station 
along with mechanical and body repair shop in the Wilde Building. In 1943, he was drafted into the Army. Bill 
Luke kept the station open for a short while before enlisting in the service. In the mid-1940s, the building was 
purchased by Farmers Marketing Association (FMA). In 1954, North Texas Producers Association (NTPA) took 
over FMA. In 1967, Milk Producers, Inc. (MPI) bought NTPA and in 1969, MPI became AMPI - American Milk 
Producers, Inc. So, for 50 years the Cheese Plant used the building for storage. After AMPI shut down, Flusche 
Enterprises purchased the warehouse. The microburst in June 2011 caused major damage to the structure. 
After this year’s Memorial Day windstorm, the building became unsafe and was torn down last week.

container and place it back in the exact spot. This enables 
the trash truck to drive further from the curb doing less 
street damage. Trucks would be driving the streets only 
once a week rather than twice also.
  Residential cost is currently $15.45 a month. The once 
weekly service would be $13.95 a home with a 96 gallon 
cart.
  The Council unanimously approved Progressive’s propos-
al pursuant to the contract being acceptable to the City’s 
legal counsel.
  City Administrator Stan Endres stated that he had  a lot 
of people talk about mosquitoes and how bad the problem 
would be with all the moisture. They wondered if they City 
were going to fog for mosquitoes.
  Although the City owns a fogging machine, they do not 
have anybody licensed to do the spraying nor anybody in-
terested in being licensed.
  The machine was bought in 1998 and has not been used 
in about eight years. The machine is like new and still ran 
when tested by City employees recently.
  Rusty Saucer, a local exterminator, has interest in pur-
chasing the machine from the City. He would like to pay for 
it by fogging for the City. He’s willing to pay $3,500 for the 
machine and backpack sprayer that goes with it. He’d like 
to take possession of it and reduce the balance for it each 
time he sprays for the City. 
  A company located in McKinney has done the fogging the 
last two years at a cost of $550 each time and that included 
travel time. Saucer isn’t sure of what he’d charge the City 
because he does not know how long it would take or how 
much chemicals are required.
  The Council agreed to the deal. They will let people know 
when they plan to spray by putting a notice on Channel 2 
and in the Muenster Enterprise. It could be as soon as next 
week. It will be done throughout the summer as often as is 
needed.
  Flusche gave the monthly update on behalf of Muenster 
VFD Chief Bert Walterscheid. During May, the MVFD went 
to three vehicle accidents for 32 man hours; one medical call 
4 hours; two structure fires, smoke investigations 11 hours; 
3 public service for high waters 32 hours; two water rescues 
22 hours; and three storm watches 99 hours. That was a to-
tal of 200 man hours for May, mainly because of the rains.
  A letter of appreciation from the City of Lindsay to the 
Muenster VFD was acknowledged. It thanked them for as-
sisting with the investigation of a structure fire on April 
26. 
  Police Chief Tom Barr gave his monthly report. He said 
that the Department was pleased to participate with the 
Hospital’s Health Fair this month. Numerous prescription 
medications were collected. “If anyone still has any medica-
tions to dispose of, just contact the Police Department and 
we’ll take care of that.”
  Administrator Endres  noted that the swimming pool 
opened on May 24 but was open a limited time due to the 
rain.
  A wind storm came through town on May 25 knocking 
down a lot of trees and branches. City crews helped with 
clean up as much as possible.
  In other business, the Council:
  • Approved new rates for employee health insurance with 
TML. The rates will increase from $494.60 to $509.44 per 
month per employee. 
  • Approved contract with Attorney Jim Robertson for De-
linquent Property Tax Collections. This is for the City and 
the Water District.
  • Took  no action on an interlocal agreement request from 
the City of Lindsay. The Council felt that the agreement 
would shift liability from Lindsay to Muenster.
  • Approved payment of bills totaling $111,527.07.

request for federal funds 
that will aid Texas counties 
as they continue to recover 
and rebuild.

  “Representatives from 
FEMA were out last Thurs-
day with County Commis-
sioner Leon Klement and 
they came and reviewed 
the street over by Steve and 
Dalana Chism (Southtown 
Drive). When you walk on 
it, it is like walking on a 
sponge.” Water is seeping up 
through the pavement and 
the street was closed.
  Representatives from two 
companies have looked at 
Muenster’s streets and giv-
en their opinions on how to 
repair them. This included 
about 70 locations and did 
not include the block on 
Southtown Drive. One gave 
an estimate of $620,000 and 
the other of $500,000 plus. 
  After discussion on prob-
lems that included getting 
and hauling rock for street 
repairs and what might be 
done to alleviate the prob-
lem on Southtown Drive, 
the Council voted to table a 
decision on what to do about 
streets until they hear more 
from FEMA. Meanwhile, 
the City crews will do a dig 
test on Southtown Drive and 
if possible install a French 
drain as suggested by Leo 
Lutkenhaus.
  The City is documenting 
the damage and sending in-
formation to the State hop-
ing to get financial aid.

  In order for a customer to be eligible for online renewal, 
the card holder must be a U.S. citizen and the expiration 
date on the card must be within one year. When the card 
is renewed, the expiration date on the new card will be six 
years after the current card’s expiration date, whether cus-
tomers renew early or not.
  Additionally, in order to renew online, the card cannot 
have been expired for more than two years. Requirements 
for renewing online are available at Texas.gov, the official 
website of the State of Texas. Customers can also renew by 
phone at 1-866-357-3639. The eligibility requirements for 
phone renewal are the same as for online renewal. The fee 
is the same for online, in-person, and telephone renewals.
  Customers may obtain a replacement driver license or 
identification card online if they are able to provide the 20-
character code on the front of their current license or card.

stated, “Find yourself, and 
remain yourself until the day 
you die.

Alligator Gar: 
balancing angling 
and conservation

  You might want to spend some time at the gym before 
hooking an alligator gar. The world record of the species, 
caught in Mississippi in 2011, weighed 327 pounds and was 
probably at least 95 years old. 
  That may explain its growing popularity as a game fish in 
Texas, one of the last strongholds in the United States for 
this ancient species. Its late breeding age (at about 10 years) 
makes it a fragile population that needs dynamic conserva-
tion protections to keep the population strong.
  The TPW Commission in 2009 adopted a daily bag limit 
of one alligator gar per person to protect adult fish, allow 
limited harvest, and ensure population stability.

Facts about the Alligator Gar
Description
  Gars are easily distinguished from other freshwater spe-
cies by their long, slender, cylindrical bodies, long snouts, 
and diamond-shaped interlocking (ganoid) scales. The tail 
fin is rounded. Dorsal and anal fins are placed well back on 
the body and nearly opposite each other. Alligator gar is the 
largest of the gar species. It can grow up to 8 feet long and 
weigh more than 300 pounds. Adults have two rows of large 
teeth on either side of the upper jaw. Coloration is generally 
brown or olive above and lighter underneath. The species 
name spatula is Latin for “spoon,” referring to the creature’s 
broad snout.
Life history
  Alligator gar can live for many decades. They grow very 
fast when young, but growth slows with age. In general, for 
every additional foot the fish grows, its age doubles. A 3-foot 
gar is typically about 2.5 years old; a 4-foot gar about 5, and 
a 7-foot trophy catch might be 40 years old. Alligator gar are 
slow to mature; they usually don’t spawn until they are about 
10 years old. Spawning typically takes place in shallow areas 
of flooded vegetation when springtime water temperatures 
exceed 68 degrees. In Texas, this generally occurs in April 
and May. Eggs hatch within a couple of days. Young fish feed 
on larval fishes and insects. Adults will eat whatever they 
can catch, consuming primarily fish, but occasionally taking 
birds, mammals and other animals.,
Distribution
  In Texas, alligator gar may be found in large rivers and 
reservoirs, as well as in coastal bays. Recent surveys indicate 
the species is declining or has disappeared in many areas 
of the southeastern United States. Texas populations are 
still strong.
Threats and reasons for decline
  Good conditions for spawning don’t happen every year, 
and there may be years when alligator gar produce few if 
any offspring. The long life span of this species has no doubt 
enabled it to survive periods of drought and low river flows; 
however, it also means that populations could take decades 
to recover from effects of over fishing.
Other
  The Texas state record is 302 pounds, caught on a trotline 
in 1953. Bow fishers and rod and reel anglers have landed 
several specimens in excess of 200 pounds. Historically con-
sidered a “rough fish,” the alligator gar has recently gained 
popularity as a sport fish, attracting national and interna-
tional attention after being featured on several television 
shows. Texas has one of the best remaining fisheries for this 
unusual freshwater fish.

  Legislation that would save 
U.S. agricultural exports 
from punitive trade retali-
ation has received support 
from Texas’ largest farm orga-
nization, according to Texas 
Farm Bureau (TFB).
  The TFB Board of Direc-
tors voted unanimously May 
21 to support HR 2393 by 
House Agriculture Commit-
tee Chairman and Texas 

Congressman Mike Conaway. 
That legislation seeks to 
avoid economic retaliation 
from Canada and Mexico by 
repealing the beef, pork, and 
poultry requirements of the 
mandatory Country of Origin 
Labeling (COOL) law.
  “Chairman Conaway’s leg-
islation is a good fix,” said 
TFB President Russell Boen-
ing. “It simply removes the 
offending provisions on beef, 
pork, and poultry. Problem 
solved.”
  Country of origin labels 
say where livestock are born, 
raised, and slaughtered. Con-
away’s legislation focuses on 
a World Trade Organization 
(WTO) dispute brought by 
Canada and Mexico.
  WTO dispute settlement 
panels have repeatedly found 
that U.S. COOL regulations 
violate WTO rules by un-
fairly discriminating against 
imported meat products. 
Canada and Mexico have 
threatened to impose retalia-

tory tariffs on a wide range 
of U.S. food products if the 
U.S. does not bring the mea-
sure into compliance of WTO 
rules.
  “Even though we supported 
COOL in the past, we can’t sit 
by and allow a now-tainted 
provision—that has offered 
little measurable benefit to 
producers—threaten other 
commodities grown by Texas 
farmers and ranchers,” Boen-
ing said.
  “If the provisions are not re-
pealed, Texas producers will 
be hit hard,” he added. “Re-
taliation would also target a 
number of other agricultural 
products grown throughout 
the state and nation.”
  Some experts say market-
ing demands for COOL could 
be met under a voluntary 
program administered by 
USDA. Conaway’s bill, re-
cently passed by the House 
Agriculture Committee, is 
also supported by the Ameri-
can Farm Bureau Federa-
tion.

  A final rule by the Envi-
ronmental Protection Agen-
cy (EPA) would expand its 
authority under the Clean 
Water Act and could leave 
Texas agriculture mired in 
regulation, according to a 
Texas Farm Bureau (TFB) 
news release.
  TFB President Russell 
Boening said the state’s larg-
est farm organization is still 

analyzing the 88-page rule, 
released May 27.
  “Texas farmers and ranch-
ers are clearly troubled,” 
Boening said. “An initial ex-
amination of the rule shows 
that under broad interpreta-
tions, EPA can still subject 
most anything—including 
farm ponds, ditches, and 
fields—as Waters of the U.S. 
(WOTUS). This could allow 

EPA to virtually dictate land-
use decisions and farming 
practices.”
  Farmers’ and ranchers’ 
ability to remain in produc-
tion often depends on being 
able to use farming practices 
that would be prohibited if 
EPA denies a permit for them. 
Activities such as fertilizer 
and pesticide applications 
could be affected.
  Those concerns were ex-
pressed by thousands of farm-
ers and ranchers across the 
nation during the comment 
period on the proposed rule. 
More than 1,200 comments 
were sent to the EPA from 
TFB members alone.
  “It looks as if our concerns 
may have fallen on deaf ears. 
It seems that agriculture is 
back to square one when you 
consider the potential impact 
for farmers and ranchers,” 
Boening said. “We already 
have safeguards to protect 
our water resources. We don’t 
need EPA to pile on more.”
  He said agriculture is still 
supporting legislation in the 
Senate that would stop EPA 
from implementing the rule.
M“The House has passed sim-
ilar legislation. The Supreme 
Court has ruled twice against 
EPA’s expansion of the Clean 
Water Act,” Boening said. 
“Yet, in a classic example of 
regulatory overreach, EPA 
continues to muddy the wa-
ter on this very important 
issue.”

WOTUS rule troubles Texas farmers & ranchers

TFB supports COOL repeal 
for beef, pork & poultry

  While farmers and ranch-
ers strongly support work on 
agricultural sustainability, 
there is no scientific basis for 
incorporating sustainability 
concepts in federal dietary 
guidelines, according to the 
American Farm Bureau Fed-
eration (AFBF).
  In comments regarding 
the scientific report of the 
2015 Dietary Guidelines 
Advisory Committee, AFBF 
noted the government’s di-
etary guidelines strongly 
influence policy development, 
program administration and 
delivery, and the educational 
message directed toward 
American consumers with 
respect to food and nutri-
tion issues. That makes it 
imperative that the Health 
and Human Services Depart-
ment (HHS) and U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA) 
base the guidelines on well-
established, widely accepted 
scientific evidence.
  “Unfortunately, the scien-
tific report of the advisory 

committee goes well beyond 
its designated scope of work, 
delivering a report that 
strongly suggests the com-
mittee would base dietary 
guidelines on more than 
health and nutrition consid-
erations. The report includes 
an extensive section on the 
topic of sustainability, citing 
a need ‘to have alignment 
and consistency in dietary 
guidance that promotes both 
health and sustainability,’” 
Farm Bureau said, quoting 
directly from the report.
  Not only is the concept of 
sustainability too vague to 
merit inclusion in the work 
of a committee that has ex-
plicitly been directed to be 
concerned with the concrete 
issues of human nutrition, 
the committee’s reliance on 
highly flawed reports and re-
search—like the United Na-
tion’s 2006 report, Livestock’s 
Long Shadow—is not a sound 
basis for a fair and objective 
discussion of the issue.

Sustainability should not be
 incorporated in dietary guidelines

  All cattle and calves in the United States as of Jan. 1, to-
taled 89.8 million head, 1% above the 88.5 million as of Jan. 
1, 2014, according to Drovers CattleNetwork.
  Prior to 2014, the U.S. cattle inventory had not been 
under 90 million head for 60 plus years (since 1952). The 
U.S. cattle inventory was greater than 100 million head as 
recently as 1997.
  Texas has the most cattle in the United States followed 
by Nebraska and Kansas. The cattle inventory in Texas is 
11.8 million head, roughly 13% of all the cattle in the United 
States. Nebraska has 6.3 million head of cattle, slightly more 
than Kansas at 6 million head. 
  Texas has 369 times as many cattle as Rhode Island, 
Alaska, and Delaware combined.

Texas ranks top in U.S. cattle inventory
