  Members of the Muenster 
ISD Board of Trustees had 
the opportunity at the Oct. 
14 regular meeting to speak 
with State Rep. Drew Spring-
er.

  As part of their 20th anni-
versary, Superior Machining 
and Fabrication is announc-
ing an expansion project fo-
cused on growing its services 
in the aerospace industry.

  Regents of the North Central Texas Community College 
(NCTC) District voted unanimously Monday to approve 
vendors for welding and CNC equipment for the new Indus-
trial Technology Center that is under construction on the 
Gainesville campus.
  NCTC received $206,366 in grant performance incentive 
funding from the Texas Workforce Commission based on the 
success of the General Electric Skills Development Fund 
Grant. This grant funding is designated to purchase addi-
tional equipment for the Industrial Technology programs.
  On Monday, Regents approved a total of $145,883.40 in 
equipment from three different vendors including Air-Gas of 
Graham, National Tooling Products of Lindsay, and HAAS 
Factory Outlet in Richardson.
  That was the only action item on Monday’s agenda, al-
though the Board did hear several reports.
  The Department of Education recently released the three-
year 2012 financial aid cohort default rates. The 2012 cohort 
is the fourth for the three-year default rate calculation and

  Proposition 1	  Property Taxes  Changes the homestead 
exemption amount for school district property taxes from 
$15,000 to $25,000.
  Proposition 2	  Property Taxes  Exempts property from 
taxation for surviving spouses of totally disabled veterans.
  Proposition 3	  State Executive  Repeals the requirement 
that certain executive officials reside in the state capital, 
Austin, while in office.
  Proposition 4	  Charities  Allows professional sports team 
charitable foundations to conduct charitable raffles.
  Proposition 5	  Rural Transportation  Authorizes coun-
ties with 7,500 people or less to perform private road con-
struction and maintenance.
  Proposition 6	  Hunting and Fishing  Provides for a right 
to hunt, fish, and harvest wildlife.
  Proposition 7	  Roads	   Allocates a portion of sales 
and use tax revenue to the state highway fund through 
2032.

  The Texas Constitution can be amended when two-thirds 
of the members of both the Houses and Senate of the State 
Legislature vote to place an amendment on the ballot, after 
which the amendment is approved by a simple majority 
of the citizens in a general election. On Nov. 3, voters will 
have a chance to consider seven constitutional amendments 
proposed by the 84th Legislature – all seven of which I voted 
for.
  Voter turnout in the Texas November odd-year elections 
tends to be quite low. In 2013, only 8.55% of registered vot-
ers showed up to vote on the nine proposed constitutional 
amendments on the Nov. 5, 2013 ballot. This means that 
1,149,337 voters out of an overall population of roughly 27 
million added nine constitutional amendments to the Texas 
Constitution. Which is why I am encouraging you to vote 
and have your voice heard on Nov. 3 or participate in early 
voting, which started Oct.19.
  Below is quick overview of the seven proposed constitu-
tional amendments - by title, subject, and description.

  On Tuesday, Nov. 3, we will go to the polls to vote on seven 
Constitutional  Amendments.
  I want to remind everyone, especially the elderly and the 
disabled, that for this or for any other election, if you have 
difficulty walking or getting in and out of your vehicle, that 
we absolutely and legally can and will bring the ballot out 
to you inside of your vehicle so that you may vote! There is 
no need for you to struggle in pain to exercise your lawful 
ability to cast your vote; we will be happy to bring you your 
ballot curbside. This is the law!
  Another way that you can make things easier on you and/
or your elderly or disabled loved one, is to have them vote by 
mail (but remember to do this in a timely manner). Not ev-
ery State allows this, but Texas does, so do take advantage 
of this alternative way to have your voice count!
  To be eligible to vote early by mail in Texas, you must fall 
into at least one of these categories: 1) be 65 years or older; 
2) be disabled; 3) be out of the county on election day and 
during the period for early voting by personal appearance; 
or 4) be confined in jail, but otherwise eligible.
  You can go online to find all the information you need, 
and even find an ABBM (Application for Ballot By Mail) in 
PDF form that you can print at home and mail in; easy! You 
can also find all the rules, regulations, dates to mail by, and 
more by going online. One good source is VoteTexas.Gov.
  Early voting for the Nov. 3, 2015 Constitutional Amend-
ment Election runs Monday, Oct. 19 through Friday, Oct. 
30, 2015. The last day to apply for ballot by mail (received; 
not postmarked), is Friday, Oct. 23, 2015.
  Please remember this information next Spring, too, when 
it is time to vote in the Primary Election, which is just as 
important (if not more so!) than voting in the Presidential 
Election in the Fall, because it is the Primary Election that 
determines who will be on the ballot (for us to vote on) in 
the Fall.
  One last thing, we have a very active and well-run Repub-
lican Women’s group in County County, that was organized 
in 1991. Meetings are the first Thursday of every month at 
7 p.m., at the First Christian Church in Gainesville. There 
are other clubs, too, such as the GOP Eagle Club, which 
meets on the last Monday of each month at 7 p.m. at the 
Woolf Den Restaurant in Gainesville at 1901 W. California 
Street. Led by our County Chairman, they discuss current 
political events and enjoy programs from local politicians 
and leaders. You can go early, about 6 p.m., to eat dinner 
with them before the meeting.

Emergency Operations, School Evacuation, Building Floor 
Plans, District Site Plan, Student Code of Conduct, Visitor 
Policies, and Campus Improvement Plans. He did a visual 
inspection of building exteriors and grounds and building 
interiors.
  It was decided that Muenster ISD will hold a dedication 
ceremony for its new buildings on Wednesday, Nov. 11. They 
are planning a joint Veterans Day Celebration Ceremony 
with Sacred Heart School at 2 p.m. That program will be 
followed by Dedication Ceremonies first at the front of the 
Elementary School and then another brief ceremony to ded-
icate the Junior High Building and Ag Building.
  House Bill (HB) 2610 was passed by the 84th Texas Leg-
islature amending the Texas Education Code by striking 
language requiring 180 days of instruction and replacing 
this language with language requiring districts to provide 
at least 75,600 minutes of instruction, including intermis-
sions and recess. It also allows school districts to add min-
utes as necessary to compensate for minutes of instruction 
lost due to school closures caused by disaster, flood, extreme 
weather conditions, fuel curtailment, or another calamity.
  HB 2610 took effect immediately and impacts the 2015-
16 school year.
  The Board discussed how this might impact MISD. Su-
perintendent Self said, “I wanted the Board to know that 
the required hours (75,600) are exceeded by the current 
calendar by several days (9). That will give us some lee-
way in the spring with sports and bad weather. No formal 
decisions have been made in regards to actually changing 
the calendar at this time. The law does not impact teacher/
coach/administrator contracts.”
  In other business, the Board:
  • Approved the MISD Financial Procedures Manual.
  • Adopted the updated School Board Priorities.
  • Approved lease agreement with Government Capital.
  • Added no nominees as candidates for the Cooke County 
Appraisal District Board of Directors.

Cow burps: The rest of the story
  I’m a little miffed by a recent opinion video on CNN, “Why 
Beef is the New SUV.” It’s very fashionable to attack beef—all 
livestock really—and the reasons are not always transparent. 
But, give me the freedom to cherry pick the data I want to 
use, and I can spin a pretty good yarn.
  According to the EPA, about 1.5% of greenhouse gasses 
are attributable to cows burping and, well, expending gas. 
That means that if you were to launch every cow in the world 
into high orbit around the sun, you’d be left with essentially 
the same greenhouse gas problem that you have in the first 
place.
  To get to the high greenhouse gas number used in this 
piece, you have to count the fuel and fertilizer to grow corn 
used to feed cattle. Fair enough. Never mind that it’s very 
likely some kind of fossil fuel burning crop is going to be 
grown there.
  Just what ARE we going to grow on the grasslands where 
cattle are raised if we suddenly stop eating beef? Often 
forgotten in the rush to condemn beef is that ALL cattle eat 
grass most of their lives. They are only finished out on corn. 
Unless, of course, grass-fed beef is your preference.
  Does anyone think we are going to drop a handful of kale 
seeds on these natural grasslands and presto, a veggie 
miracle and no greenhouse gases? Whatever we grow there 
is going to require an expenditure of fossil fuels and some 
kind of fertilizer. The fact is, on much of this land, grass is 
the ONLY thing that will grow. With cattle, we have a means 
to harvest that grass for human consumption. That’s why a 
lot of ranchers refer to themselves as “grass farmers.”
  There’s an old story about a group of police chasing a 
well-known criminal. They cornered him in an abandoned 
building. Not having the resources to surround such a large 
building, they decided to surround the building next door.
  If you are worried about greenhouse gases, cattle are the 
same as the building next door.
  I feel like a cheeseburger, tonight. Maybe tomorrow night, 
too.

  Time is a limited commod-
ity, and farmers could lose 
more of it with proposed 
changes by the Environmen-
tal Protection Agency (EPA).
  After more than 40 years 
of current training and cer-
tification standards, the fed-
eral agency is recommending 
stronger standards for those 
who apply restricted use pes-
ticides (RUPs).
  The goal, according to the 
EPA, is to ensure a consistent 
level of protection across all 
states and reduce misapplica-
tion of RUPs.
  But Texas has had a robust 
training program in place 
for more than 20 years, said 
Texas Farm Bureau (TFB) 
Associate Director of Com-
modity and Regulatory Ac-
tivities Jay Bragg.
  In order to purchase or 
apply RUPs, Texans are re-
quired by law to pass a test 
to receive their private and/
or commercial pesticide appli-
cator license. To maintain it, 
they must obtain a required 
number of continuing educa-
tion units (CEUs) every five 
years.
  EPA’s proposed rule would 
change that, increasing the 
number of CEUs required 
to maintain the license and 
shortening the recertification 
timeframe.
  Under the new rule, pri-
vate applicators would be 
responsible for six general 
CEUs and three additional 
CEUs for each application 
category every three years.
  One CEU is 50 minutes of 
active training time.
  “That equates to more 
hours of continuing education 
for Texas private pesticide 
applicators,” said Brant Wil-
bourn, TFB associate director 
of Commodity and Regula-
tory Activities.
  If a private applicator 
wants to stay certified in 10 
categories, they would be 
mandated to receive 36 CEUs 
over a period of three years 
compared to 15 CEUs over 
five years under the current 

program.
  Commercial applicator 
standards would increase 
to six general CEUs and six 
CEUs per applicator cat-
egory.
  That means a commercial 
applicator with 10 categories 
would be required to have 66 
CEUs, Wilbourn said.
  But there’s one other ca-
veat.
  “You have to have half of 
the CEUs 18 months prior 
to the expiration of your li-
cense,” Bragg said.
  And the increased training 
comes at a cost.
  “AgriLife Extension esti-
mates up to $8 per CEU,” 
Bragg said.
  But the real cost is time 
and lost productivity in an 
already busy schedule.
  Requiring category spe-
cific trainings will also put a 
strain on AgriLife Extension. 

Missing a local training could 
mean traveling to the next 
county or several counties 
over to cover the same mate-
rial.
  “Some training is neces-
sary. However, what’s been 
proposed is excessive,” Bragg 
said. “For the past two de-
cades, Texas has been a lead-
er in pesticide training and 
safety.”
  The proposed changes also 
outline a nationwide mini-
mum age requirement for the 
first time. All persons using 
RUPs must be at least 18 
years old.
  “Time spent in a classroom 
is time away from the farm. 
Cumulatively, this regulation 
may cost Texas farmers and 
ranchers more than $10 mil-
lion annually,” Bragg said.
  EPA is seeking public com-
ments on the proposed rule 
until Nov. 23.

EPA proposes new pesticide application 
certification requirements

  Ample gasoline supplies 
and cheaper crude oil have 
led to lower prices at the 
pump this time of year. 
  Americans are paying, on 
average, $2.29 for a gallon of 
unleaded gasoline, according 
to a new report from AAA. 
That price has held steady 
for the past 12 days. 
  Gas prices have remained 
low for the past month or so 
with drivers saving about $1 
per gallon on average over 
last year. 
  “Despite refineries going 
offline to conduct scheduled 
maintenance, there should 
still be more than enough 
gasoline to meet demand 
because people tend to drive 
less this time of year,” the 
report said.
  The national average is 
expected to move even lower 
this winter, barring any ma-
jor disruptions. 
  Gasoline could move below 
$2 per gallon for the first time 
since 2009 by the end of the 
year. 

  First, farm income projec-
tions took a dip. Now, it’s 
farm exports.
  USDA’s Economic Research 
Service (ERS) and Foreign 
Agricultural Service (FAS) 
are predicting 2016 agricul-

tural exports at $138.5 bil-
lion, down $1 billion from the 
revised $139.5 billion forecast 
for fiscal 2015.
  According to the report is-
sued Aug. 27, the decline is 
primarily due to lower than 

expected soybean and soy-
bean meal prices and reduced 
export volumes.
  Highlights for the forecast 
for 2016 include:
 • Soybean and soybean meal 
prices, down $4.4 billion;
 • Grain and feed exports, 
up $1.1 billion, due to higher 
than expected wheat ship-
ments;
 • Cotton - down $400 million 
due to a smaller U.S. crop;
 • Exports of livestock, poul-
try, and dairy products, up 
$600 million as higher export 
volumes in the number of 
livestock products offsets a 
decline in prices.
  U.S. agricultural imports 
for 2016 are forecast at a 
record $122.5 billion, $7 bil-
lion higher than fiscal 2015. 
The U.S. agricultural trade 
surplus is expected to fall by 
$8 billion in fiscal 2016 to $16 
billion—the smallest surplus 
since 2007.

  Economics and politics 
are reportedly to blame for 
the sharp decline in Cuba’s 
import of food products from 
American companies.
  Politico reports over the 
past seven months, ag ex-
ports to Cuba from the U.S. 
have dropped 41%.
  Despite a 53-year trade 
embargo between the two 
nations, an exception has al-
lowed American companies to 
sell food and medical supplies 
there.
  Between 2007 and 2014, 
American goods sold in Cuba 
dropped from $710 million to 
$291 million. This year, that 
number has fallen to $122 
million.
