The Administration bullding is a
stane structure, three stories high,
of modern architecture, and classic
appearance. The class rooms are
large, well lighted and ventilated, |
and equipped with modern, well-
kept school furmiture.

The bullding is steam heated

Howard Payne Hall is an elegant
and stately bullding with three
stories and a basement. In the base-
ment are provided the kitchen, pan- |
try store and servant rooms with
r ung room large enough to seat

comfort two hundred and fifty
persons. The first story contains
apartments for the dean of women
hall, parlors, and twelve rooms for
young ladies.
