A rm y engineers i n Dallas
claim  th a t ttfe big dam s of that 
area paid for them selves during 
t h e  floods of last week. They 
estim ate th a t th e  actual dam age 
w as 6.5 m illion dollars w hereas 
it  probably would have passed 
70 m illion if the  trem endous 
volum es held back In the  big 
reservoirs had been perm itted  to 
jo in  the  to rren ts  of the Trinity.

According to# their calculations 
the  volum e of w ate r passing 
through Dallas was about 41,000 
cubic feet p er second w hereas it 
w ould have been about 141,000 
cubic feet per second if all the 
w a te r w ere on the  loose.

Most of us do not understand 
how  those fellows m ake their 
estim ates, but, from  the figures 
th ey  provide, we can do a bit 
of calculation on our own. Of 
th a t 41,000 cubic feet of w ater 
d riftin g  along, a very consider­
able voftime m ust have been in 
th e  regu lar riv er channel, hence 
only  a fraction of it was doing 
the  flood mischief. From that 
anyone can im agine t h a t  the 
dam age would have been m any 
tim es as great if another 100.000 
cubic feet per second had been 
added to the stream . We can’t 
b e  as precise as the engineers in 
estim ating the  dam age but we 
can realize in  a general w ay that 
th e  results "w ould have been 
terrib le .

The praises they are  singing
fo r those big dam s can be ?ung 
ju st as clearly for the  system  of 
little  dam s along Elm Creek. 
Likew ise, we can say th a t the 
dam s actually  prevented enough 
dam age to pay for them selves. 
T he m inor flood along the low ­
lands below G ainesville was 
only a small sam ple of w hat it 
w ould have been if several de­
tention reservoirs had not been 
on the  job. They took the entire 
run-off from the  w atersheds of 
th e ir  respective tribu taries and 
released small stream s th a t were 
hard ly  noticeable in the com­
paratively  big creek channel.

U nlike the engineers we can­
n o t presen t figures for com par­
ison, bu t we can presen t a few 
pertinen t f a c t s .  Trem endous 
volum es of w a te r were held be­
h ind  th e  dams. Had th a t w ater 
been added to, the  crest of the 
flood its dam age would h a v e  
reached much farther.1

On the Other hand, h a d  all 
proposed dam s of the Elm sys­
tem  been com plete the  stream  
probably would not have g o t  
out of its channel. Such a con­
clusion seems likely from a com­
parison of th e  tw o Elm branches 
south  of town. Big Elm used to 
carry  by far the  greater volum e 
b u t th is tim e was considerably 
sm aller. It has several detection 
dam s upstream  w hereas B rushy 
still has none.

W orthy of notice also are the 
benefits of sound conservation 
fa rm ing  over m ost of this area. 
W ate r does not gush aw ay as it 
used  to. Cover crops slow it 
down and a m ore absorbent 
ground soaks up m ore of it. And, 
in  addition, w e have another 
system  of little  dam s which held 
back a sizeable volum e of w ater. 
T here  are hundreds of ponds 
hereabouts. In m ost cases they 
had  little  if a n y  w ater before 
the  rains started , so the volume 
they held back is about equal to 
th e ir  combined capacities.

W ith the com ing of another 
soil conservation aw ards pro­
gram  it is proper for us to d i­
rect our attention again to the 
m ost im portant subject in our 
country. Regardless of how little 
the  average person th inks of 
soil conservation a n d  im prove­
m ent, we cannot escape the fact 
th a t it is most vital to the su r­
v ival of people 5ust a few years 
hence.

This subject brings us face *to 
face w ith the sobering thought 
th a t o u r  country’s dem and for 
food ^increases daily w hile its 
supply  of land decreases daily. 
From  two w ays we are ap ­
proaching the po int a t which our 
nation  w ill', produce less food 
than  it needs.

Am erica is faced w ith a m ore 
form idable challenge than  ever 
m ade by a foreign enemy. H un­
ger is the challenger here, and 
we face the task of halting  our 
p resen t loss of food production 
capacity and increasing it to 

*m eet our fu ture needs. And even 
n  b w, w hile we give little  
thought to th e  big problem  of 
the future, conservation is im ­
p ortan t to the prosperity  of in ­
dividual farm ers and the econ­
omy of the nation.

16 Dams Finished, 18 Still on Paper, 
In District’s Water Control Program

Sixteen down and eighteen to 
go. T hat’s how things stand on 
the U pper Elm-Red Soil Conser­
vation D istrict’s flood prevention 
program  on the Elm F o rk ,o f the 
T rin ity  River. Recent rains filled 
th e  reservoirs and sen t w ater 
through the  inlet structures foj  
several days. An overflow of the 
channel was averted by the 
floodw ater re tard ing  reservoirs.

Construction is still in p ro ­
gress on four reservoirs south of 
M uenster, b u t they will be  com ­
pleted in a short time. They will 
m ake a total of sixteen s u c h  
structures com pleted on E l m  
Creek in the Saint Jo-M uenster- 
Gainesville area.

The D istrict up-stream  flood 
prevention program  is based on 
thg, belief that the  best place to 
stop a flood is before it starts. 
T iny stream s m ust be checked 
before they g e t  together w ith 
o ther stream s to form raging 
rivers of m uddy w aters dam ag­
ing rich bottom lands a n d  d e­
stroying crops, homes and high­
ways.

To prevent flooding, the  ra in ­
fall m ust be kept in check from 
the m om ent it strikes the earth. 
As m uch as possible m ust be ab­
sorbed and stored in the soil for 
crop production. The excess ru n ­

off m ust be controlled by te r ­
races, close growing vegetation, 
w aterw ays, g o o d  grasslands, 
ponds and finally  by small res-1 
ervoirs on the  creeks. These 
dam s on the creeks are designed 
to hold back the  heavy run-off 
and release it slowly so th a t the 
creek channels w ill not become 
overloaded and get out of their 
banks.

Soil, w ater and p lan t conserva­
tion practices applied to t h e  
lands above th e ' reservoirs and 
on the  land of en tire  watersheds 
play an im portant role in the 
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Bids Requested on 
Flood Control Dam 
West of Muenster

The site on J . M. W einzapfel’s 
property  just w est of M uenster 
is the nex t on schedule to re ­
ceive one of the flood control 
reservoirs.

Invitations for bids on the job 
w ere sent out last Friday by the 
state  headquarters of the Soil 
Conservation Service and the 
bids will be accepted until 2 
o’clock on May 15.

Data specified on the  inv ita­
tion states the job will require 
clearing 5.3 acres of tim ber, ex ­
cavating 35,125 cubic yards of 
d irt and placing and rolling 
97,000 cubic yards of em bank­
m ent besides the necessary con­
crete and fencing work.

The dam  for this reservo ir will 
be just north  of the  K aty  ra il­
road and a short distance above 
the  point w here the branch 
em pties into B rushy Elm Creek. 
Its  perm anent pool area w ill be 
about 10 acres and its flood 
stage area will be a b o u t  *50 
acres. It will control a w atershed 
of about 550 Seres.

Rain Measure Is 
12.43 in. for April 
And 20.24 for Year

The m onth just past, w ith  its 
whopping total of 12.43 inches 
of ra in  is not the  w ettest month 
on record here, nor even t h e  
second w ettest, bu t it is a clbse 
third. The year 1941, which is 
as fa r back as the local records 

' gq, had tw o m onths w ette r than 
th is one . . . October w ith  14.51 
and June w ith  12.49 . . . and 
the  year, incidentally, had a 
to tal of 53.26 inches.

In the m atter of annual ra in ­
fall also, 1957 seems to  be keep­
ing pace w ith 1941. A t the  end 
of the  firs t th ird  of the year the 
to tal to date stood a t 20.24. con­
siderably  over a th ird  of the ’41 

; figure, and the  end was rioj in 
sight on May 1. The year’s total 
to now is well ahead of last 
year’s total for the  year, a mere 

I 19.06 and the lowest on record.
A nother rem arkable feature^ of ( 

the w eather to  date  is th a t more 
than half of the  ra in  fell with- 
in a period of only 12 days. Ac- j 

j  cording to S teve M oster’s official 
w eather bureau records rain fell | 
on 10 of the  12 days beginning ' 
April 19 and its to tal m easure j 
was 11.35.

F urtherm ore, the  rain was i 
spread fairly  evenly over th o se , 
12 days. H eaviest dow npour was 
2.45 on the 26th and the next 
heaviest was 2.07 on the* 27th. 
F ive o ther days ranged between 
1 and 2 inches, th ree  had very 
little  m oisture and tw o had 
none.

That circum stance accounts ffc j 
i the  to tal absence of any serious ) 
| dam age despite the huge am ount i 
of rain. T here w ere no cloud- 

! bursts  to cut gullies or cause 
, flash floods. A fter each shower 
w ater had tim e to get away and 
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Mss. W. W. Sicking is the Zone 
3 landow ner nam ed fo r the  best 
job of soil, w a te r and p lan t con­
servation on h e r fa rm  last year. 
The S ick ing -farm  has been u n ­
d e r  a , cooperative agreem ent 
w ith  the Upper Elm -Red S o i l  
C onservation D istrict for the 
past ten  years.

W hen th e  conservation plan for 
the farm  was w orked out w ith 
the assistance of a Soil Con­
servation Service technician, the 
farm  had no drainage control 
w hatever. Instead of terraces to 
protect the slopes, fields h a d  
ditches a n d  gullies following 
th e ir natu ra l course. The prac­
tice was to plow under crop re ­
m ains and  leave fields exposed 
to the  .ravages of w ind and rain. 
Tons of precious topsoil were 
being lost from  the farm  each 
year.

The farm  need seven grassed 
w aterw ays in the fields to serve 
as terrace ou tlet areas and to 
stop the w ashing of the  drains. 
Five of these d rains have been 
established t  o B erm udagrass 
w aterw ays w ide enough to  serve 
as terrace outlets and as wide 
pasture strips f o r  additional 
grazing. O ver five m iles of 
broad easy-to-cross channel type 
terraces have been  constructed 
to help p ro tect the  sloping cu lti­
vated land. These terraces a 11 
em pty their w ater pnto the  w a t­
erways'.

Legum es such as sw eet clov­
e r and alfalfa have been added 
to th e  crop rotation to help pro-

Le­
gumes such as sw eet clover, a l­
falfa, vetch and peas a re  grown 
in rotation w ith o ther crops to 
build up soil fertility , break up 
plow pans, add nitrogen and or- 

i  ganic m atter to the soil and in ­
crease w ater in take and storage 
in the soil. Legumes, such as 
vetch and pasture clovers, a r e  
also grown as companion crops 
to pasture grasses to im prove 
grass growth and to provide ad ­
ditional grazing during the fall 
and early  spring.

O n e  hundred eighty th ree 
w aterw ays w ere seeded or sod­
ded to grass last year on farm s 
in the district. These, wide strips 
of grass will serve as safe out­
lets for terrace w ater and also 
as improved pasture. One hund­
red and seven m iles of field ter- 

; races were constructed to pro- 
i1 tect sloping cropland from  soil 
’ and w ater loss. A dditional p ro­

tection was given some 100,000 
acres of cropland by leaving

Midwestern Prexy 
Talks to Teachers 
On “Getting Along”

Down to  ea rth  principles on 
hum an relations, spiced w ith  an 
abundance of w it, w ere p re­
sented Tuesday night by Dr. 
Travis A. W hite, president of 
M idw estern U niversity , to  the 
Cooke C ounty un it of the Texas 
S ta te  Teachers Association in 
the M uenster High auditorium ^

He said th a t poor hum an re la ­
tions ra th er than  lack of abil­
ity can be held responsible for 
most job changes, a n d  quoted 
from a survey w hich showed 
th a t 64 per cent of 1600 teach ­
ers who had changed in a re ­
cent year did so because of dif­
ficulties in th e ir relations w ith 
others.

The first step in getting along, 
Dr. W hite said, is physical f i t­
ness. Being pleasant, helpful 
and cooperative are m uch m ore 
simple w hen people feel well. 
So it’s wise from a standpoint 
of success as well as personal 
health  to strive fo r physical fit­
ness and to avoid habits t h a t  
harm  one’s health .

Even m ore im portant is t h e  
elem ent of m ental fitness which 
he said, is most easily attained 
by striv ing to live God’s way. 
This is the w ay to keep emotions 
under control and to avoid the 
tw isted personality  w hich re ­
sults from resentm ent, fear, sel­
fishness and guilt.

Dr. W hite also advised against 
professional b luffing in any of 
its varieties. Chronic fau lt find­
ers usually  are seeking ind irect­
ly to show their own superio r­
ly .  Likewise people who try  to 
m ake a big im pression usually 
arc only strain ing to hide their 
lim itations.

S |ill ano ther recom m endation 
is show ing a genuine in terest in 
others. H u m a n  relationships 
have a w ay of becoming sm ooth­
er as we become less' self cen­
tered, w hen w e qu it try ing  to 
be stars.

NO COMPROMISE 
WITH EVIL

Shortly  after the end of 
W orld W ar II in the Pacific, a 
friends brought to my attention 
some lite ra tu re  being used in 
his Sunday School class which 
said the  Communists in China 
w ere “d ifferent” from the  R us­
sian Communists, that they were 
really  w arm -hearted h um an itar­
ians who wished to bring about 
land reform s in China and oth­
erw ise aid “the downtrodden 
m illions.” This s a m e  statem ent 
about the “good” Com munist 
leaders in China was being 
heard  on oversea radio broad­
casts to America and was be­
ing published widely in scores 
of books and m agazine articles.

A t the sam e tim e G eneralis­
simo Chiang Kai-shek, who op­
posed the Red hordes try ing  to 
take over China, was being a t­
tack ed  as “a corrupt leader” 
who sought to strength  his pow­
er a t t  h e expense of C hina’s 
“little  people.” We know w hat 
happened. Our own nation tried 
to m ake Chiang bring the “good” 
Com munists into a “coalition” 
Governm ent. And Am erican pub­
lic opinion was so confused th a t

our people took no effective ac­
tion w hen the U nited States 
governm en failed to give Chiang 
the  kind and am ount of aid he 
needed. China fell to world 
Communism. The U.S.A. lost 
500 m illion allies. An im m ediate 
result w as the K orean W ar.

P ropaganda To Confuse 
W hen the  events are review ed 

there  seems little  doubt th a t the  
Com munists engineered a pro­
paganda cam paign w hich con­
fused people, d ilu ted  the  power 
of public opinio/i, and u ltim ate­
ly brought about the fa ll of 
China to the Reds. Today the 
Communists are working behind 
the  scenes to bring  about anoth­
e r great victory for W orld Com­
m unism  — t h e  recognition of 
Red China by the  United States 
and the United Nations. P ropa­
ganda is th e ir  instrum ent of 
thought-shaping.

A t the N ational Education 
Program ’s 18th Freedom  Forum  
just concluded at Searcy, Hol- 
lington K. Tong, A m bassador of 
the Republic of • China which 
now has its G overnm ent on F or­
mosa, took notice of successes 
wlych t h e  Com munists have 
achieved tow ard the  creation of 
a public opinion in America 
which would accept recognition 
of Red China.

Some Say “Coexist”
“There are som e in Am erica,” 

he said, “who are  proclaiming 
th a f  the U nited S tates can safe­
ly  coexist w ith  a Communist- 
ru led  China. They w ant to re ­
store trade and .diplomatic re la ­
tions w ith  the Com m unist re ­
gime and to adm it it to the 
United Nations. “N othing,” said 
A m bassador Tong, “could be 
m ore disastrous to  both (he 
United States and China.

Despite these g laring  facts, the 
d rift tow ard neutralism  in some 
countries of t h e  free w orld is 
continuous.” A m bassador Tong 
said th a t an exam ination of the 
published facts shows that Red 
China is “an abject Soviet sa t­
ellite .” And the  claim  th a f  it 
enjoys a broad base of popular 
support,” he said, “com pletely 
overlooks the 20,000,000 corpses 
in Red C hina” — killed by the 
Com m unists since 1949 fo r the 
“so-callfed crim e of opposing the 
policies of t h e  Com m unist re ­
gime."

The A m bassador cited m aga­
zine articles and lite ra tu re  being 
circulated to discussions groups, 
high schools and colleges which 
declare openly or subtly  suggest 
th a t Red China should be ad­
m itted  to the  U. N. and recog­
nized by Am erica. L e t’s no t be 
taken  in by such propaganda 
w hich seeks to influence a com­
prom ise w ith  evil. Am bassador 
Tong w as an overn ight guest- in 
m y home. We have m utual 
friends in  China w here I lived 
for 11 years. I consider A m bas­
sador Tong’s message a n d  the 
m orality  of his cause of g reat 
im portance to  our own nation 
and to the  fu tu re  of all m ankind.

T reatm ent w ith  14 of 
the  drugs tested gave “signifi­
can t p ro tection” against th a t 
u rge to rush  to  the- ship’s rail, 
and th ree  proved to  be ou t­
standing  in  th e ir  stabilizing ef­
fect on Arm y, Navy and Air 
Fox-ce in teriors. Of the  three, 
m eclizine dem onstrated  particu ­
la r  effectiveness in tests w here 
patien ts w ere given a single dose 
daily ra th e r than  two or three. 
On ‘long trips, th is was consid­
ered particu larly  desirable.

Organized Religion and the American Creed
By Peter F. Drucker, Professor, New York University*

Many people know th a t  Thom ­
as Jefferson coined the  famous 
phrase “a wall of separation be­
tween Church and S ta te .” But 
few people realize th a t  th is 
phrase is to be found in  a letter 
th a t  Jefferson wrote to a re ­
ligious group, a group of New 
England Baptiste—a letter which 
expresses a profound belief in 
the  feliglous basis of society.

IN THIS country, s ta te  and 
church canno t 
be conceived as 
co n tra d ic tio n s  ; 
they are neces­
sarily comple­
m entary  to each 
other. The clos­
est communion 
between religion 
and society has 
been ch a rac te r­
i s t i c  of t h i s  Drucker 
country from the  s ta r t  of its 
independence.

More th an  a  hundred years 
ago Tocquevllle wrote: “There 
is no country in  the  whole world 
in which the  C hristian religion 
re ta ins a g reater influence over 
the  souls of m en th an  in  Amer­
ica. Religion is the  forem ost of 
the  institu tions of the  country.” 
And th is i« stiil largely true, 
today.

ORGANIZED religion plays a 
p a r t  in our society which is a l­
together unknown elsewhere. 
One could no t conceive of an  
English, a Germ an, or a  French 
business corporation going to 
priest or m inister to  find out 
som ething about a m an con­

sidered for an  executive job. In 
th is  country it  is standard  pro­
cedure.

Social life and community 
activities center around the 
churches. The Girl Scouts m eet 
in  the  basem ent of the church, 
the  P aren t Teachers Association 
in the  Parish  House and so do 
the  Road Commissioners in small 
communities. One of the local 
m inisters opens the luncheon 
meeting of Rotary or the annual 
drive of the  Community Chest.

T H E  S A M E  Congress th a t  
wrote “Congress shall make no 
law respecting an  establishm ent 
of religion or prohibiting the 
free exercise thereof," also ap ­
pointed chaplains for both its 
houses.

The sam e Congress, In the  first 
United S tates legislation regard­
ing th e  m ilitary (the Act of 
M arch 3, 1791), provided ex­
pressly for th e  appointm ent and 
pay of a regim ental chaplain.
) THIS POINTS up the  basic 
American concept: the  sta te  
m ust neither support nor favor 
any one religious denom ination. 
B ut a t  the  sam e tim e the state  
m ust always sponsor, protect 
and favor religious life in gen­
eral.

The United S tates is a “sec­
u lar” s ta te  as fa r as any one 
denom ination is concerned. But 
i t  is a t  the  same time a “relig­
ious” commonwealth as concerns 
its  general belirf in the neces­
sity of a  truly religious basis of 
citizenship.

Soil C onservation District.
’ M yers operal/es 306 acres, 3 
miles south of Southm ayd a n d  
has been cooperating w i t h  the 
d istric t program  since 1949. A t 
th a t tim e he assisted in the or-1 
ganization of t h e  P ra irie  View ( 
conservation group, which was 
chosen as an  outstanding group 
in the  1952 aw ards program . Be­
sides being active in w ork w ith ! 
the  group, M yers and his son, 
Bennie, have w orked toward 
com pletion o f  a coordinated 
soil, w ater and p lan t conserva- j 
tion plan on his farm . To date 
95 percent of the  planned con­
servation practices have been 
applied to his farm land.

To properly  p ro tect and im ­
prove his soil M yers p l a n t e d  
four w ide grass strips in his 
fields for terrace  outlets. Then 
he bu ilt eleven m iles of terraces 
to protect the  sloping cropland. 
The terraces em pty th e ir w ater 
safely on the  w ide grass w ater­
ways. All terraced  l a n d  is 
farm ed on the  contour to fu rther 
reduce the  erosion hazard. L e­
gum e crops of M adrid sweet 
clover and vetch are included in 
the  crop ro tatiqns to  add organ­
ic m atte r and open up the  soil. 
His pastures are also overseeded 
to clover to  enrich the soil and 
im prove the  grow th of the 
grasses. A ll legum es are proper­
ly  fertilized and inoculated. Crop 
residues a re  regu larly  le ft on the 
fields as a protective mulch.

M yers keeps his pastures pro­
ductive by  ro tating  the  live­
stock from  pasture to pasture, 
allowing each one a definite rest 
period. He constructed two ponds 
for livestock w ate r so th a t w a t­
e r is readily  available to  graz­
ing livestock.

Mr. M yers is convinced that 
farm ing the  conservation w ay is 
the only profitab le w ay over a 
long period. It is his intention

IT’S A SINGLE RAINDROP. NOT AN ATOM BOMB. The 
above high speed photograph showing a ra indrop  striking the 
soil clearly shows the explosive force behind each drop of rain 
th a t falls. A  single drop of ra in  expends enough energy to lift 
an average sized pocket knife th ree inches into th e  air. A  one 
inch ra in  on an  acre expends enough energy to plow th a t acre 
ten  times. A one inch rainfall on an acre weighs 108 tons. All 
this w eight is dropped on the sdil and in  m any cases moves off 
down the slope.

The p icture shows w hat one raindrop can do. M ultiply that 
by billions of raindrops that strike a n d  beat the soil during  ev ­
ery  rain and you get an idea of the terrific destructive pow er of 
falling rain. The soil m ust be protected from  th is beating and the 
splash erosion caused by rainfall.

A protective cover of living or dead p lan t m ateria l over th e  
soil is the best way to give it th is needed protection. The cov­
er of p lan ts on the ground cushion the shock of the falling 
w ater and Jet it gently and slowly go through to  the soil. In m ov­
ing the heavy w eight of w ater down the  slope a good cover of 
living plants, such as grassed w aterw ays, holds the  soil in place 
and provides a carpet for the  w ater to ru n  on so th a t little  soil 
is lost.

Falling rain can be as destructive as a bomb. Keep a living 
or dead p lan t cover on the soil at all times.

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If legum es are  grown for seed 
harvest it is helpful if p len ty  of 
bees are around to  pollinate the  
flowers and assure a good seed 
set. M any of the  m ore im portan t 
legum es of th is area requ ire  
cross pollination in order to p ro ­
duce seed and it’s up to  t h e  
honey bee to do the  job.

The use of one colony of bees 
per acre has increased seed 
yields of sw eet clover and vetch 
as m uch as 75 percent. F ields of 
Hubam clover w hich yielded 
350 pounds of seed p e r  acre, 
jum ped to  500 pounds per acre 
through the  use of bees.

Researchers at Texas A&M 
college have shown th a t placing 
one-tenth to one colony of bees 
per acre w ith in  a m ile of a 
field of vetch increased th e  yield 
from 410 pounds of seed p er 
acre w ithou t bees to  713 pounds 

I per acre w ith  bees. T h e  m ore 
. bees and the closer they  w ere 

moved to the vetch the  m ore the  
seed yields w ere increased.

A by-product of the  increased 
yields gained by having p len ty  
of bees is the  crop of delicious 
honey th a t is produced fo r the 
tab le  o r as a cash crop. It pays 
to  have the busy buzzers around.

Cover is Always i 
Beneficial to Soil

One of the most im portant 
needs of all lands is a cover to 
protect it from t h e  destructive 
forces of na tu re  and m an. This 
can be accom plished p a r t  of the 
tim e w ith  a grow ing crop, but 
usually, land is left bare during  
land preparation.

W ith th e  adven t of new  fa rm ­
ing im plem ents this hazard can 
be easily  elim inated. By using 
chisel o r o ther subtillage type 
tools soil can be tilled  to d e ­
sired depth  and the  crop resi- 

! dues left on th e  surface to p ro ­
tect the  soil from  th e  elem ents.

This b lanket o f crop residue I 
protects the  land in several 
ways. I t  reduces the  splash of 
raindrops on the  soil and also 
reduces the crusting of surface 
soil. I t  helps conserve m oisture 
by increasing the w ate r in take 
and holding capacity of the  soil. 
It decreases the evaporation of 
soil m oisture by low ering t h e  
tem peratu re  of th e  soil during  
hot spells. It also provides o r­
ganic m atter, im proving t h e  
structu re  of the soil.

Pollinating Job on 
Legume Seed Crop 
Is for the Bees

ALFRED BAYER TAKES A LOOK AT HIS W INTER PEAS. 
Photo was taken April 11. The peas w ere p lanted last fall to im ­
prove th e  soil and to protect it from the  splash erosion of spring 
rains. The peas w ere planted by broadcasting-them  and then list­
ing the land. The peas will add to the fertility  of the soil by add­
ing nitrogen and organic m atter. They protect the soil and in ­
crease its \yater in take and storage capacity. A lfred plans to 
follow the peas w ith a silage crop.

Chickens Are Soil Builders
Experts have estimated that every mature chicken 
on the farm contributes 35 cents per year to the 
fertility of the soil.

The land judging contest is sponsored by the soil conserva­
tion d istric t in order to presen t an opportunity  to help people 
understand the basic difference in soils, show the need for know­
ing the capabilities of the land to b e tte r conserve the soil 
and w ater, to em phasize th a t soil depth, texture, perm eability, 
slope, drainage and degree of erosion determ ine how the land 
can be properly used arid to develop a wholesome respect for 
soil and th e  skills involved in m anaging it correctly.

There w ere 15 team s composed of 60 FFA and 4-H boys en ­
tered in the  contest. They w ere required  to  judge and score two 
sandyland and two blackland fields and recommend treatm ent. 
The contest will be an annual affair.

Guar Looks Good 
In 3 Local Tests

In  an effort to find a soil im ­
proving crop th a t could be 
grown betw een harvest a n d  
small gra in  p lan ting  tim e around 
M uenster, Tony Trubenbach Jr., 
M artin Trubenbach and H erm an 
H artm an m ade tria l plantings of 
G uar th is past sum m er. A worse 
tim e couldn’t have been picked. 
As everyone rem em bers, even 
weeds d idn’t grow. In  spite of 
these adversities the  resu lts they 
got w ere very encouraging.

Tony’s experim ent was carried 
out on a 35 acre field. R ight a f­
te r  the  oats was com bined the 
land was prepared w ith a one­
w ay plow. A little  over one- 
ha lf inch of ra in  fell at t h a t  
time. A fter the show er the  G uar 
was planted. No m ore m oisture 
was received. A fa ir stand of 
p lants was obtained. The guar 
grew to be about a foot tall and 
even m ade seed. This doesn’t 
sound like much, b u t consider­
ing th a t o ther vegetation died or 
w ent dorm ant, th is is exception­
al. The grow th was worked back 
into the  soil in tim e for f a l l  
seeding of grain.

M artin T rubenbach and H er­
m an H artm an report sim ilar re ­
sults and all express the belief 
th a t during  norm al sum m ers 
G uar would produce a good 
green m anure crop.

G uar is a sum m er growing le­
gum e th a t originated in India. 
It is adapted to all parts of T ex ­
as and \ Oklahom a w est of the 
35 inch rainfall belt. G u a r  
should be p lanted afte r w arm  
growing w eather is assured. 
G uar is definitely  a row  crop and 
should be  kept clean by cu lti­
vating. W ith adequate m oisture 
available, the optimum  green 
vegetative tonnage w ill be p ro ­
duced in 90 days for re tu rn * to  
the  soil for m axim um  soil con­
ditioning a n d  im proving bene­
fits. W hen properly inoculated 
and fertilized, 18,000 to 24,000 
pounds of green vegetative m at­
te r p e r acre can be expected.

Judging  from these experi­
ences, G uar can furnish much 
soil im provem ent a n d  fertility  
w ithout causing farm ers *to miss 
a cash crop.

Bowie Man Wins 
Zone 1 Award for 
Conservation Work

Cecil H. S tudebaker of Bowie 
has been chosen the ou tstand­
ing conservation farm er of zone 
1 of the U pper Elm-R e d Soil 
C onservation District.

S tudebaker started ou t on his 
129 acre farm  in 1949 raising 
row  crops and hogs. The land 
was in such fcoor condition and 
so severely eroded th a t he soon 
gave up th is t y p e  of farm ing 
and started  a dairy farm .

He w orked the gullies in and 
built terraces to channel t h e  
w ater safely from the fields. He 
fertilized the worn out fields 
and used vetch crops to build up 
the fe rtility  and condition t h e  
soil. He cleared brush from  bot­
tom land and converted it into 
an excellen t B erm udagrass pas­
ture.

L ast year, S tudebaker says, his 
18 acre vetch crop furnished 
grazing fo r a 60 day period. This 
grazing saved him approxim ate­
ly 720 bales of hay w orth about 
$720.

From a modest beginning of 
eight m ilk cows, he has built up 
a fine herd  of 36 dairy  cows. He 
has recently  built a new  grade 
A dairy  b am  and an all metal 
hay barn  w ith  an  adjoining 
w elded steel feed lot.

He has u s e d  conservation 
farm ing practices to im prove 
w orn out, gullied land and his 
operations have paid oft in a 
period of record drought. Sure­
ly he has proved th a t it  pays to 
farm  the conservation way.

F ertile  soil is t h e  base of 
hea lthy  crops, healthy livestock, 
and hea lthy  people.

"Indian no plow land. Keep grass, Buffalo eat. Indian eat buffalo. Hid© 
made teepee, make moccasins. Indian no make terraces, no build dam, no 
give damn! All time eat. No hunt job. No hitch-hike, no ask relief. No shoot pig.

"Great Spirit make grass. Indian no waste anything. Indian no work. 
White Man heap loco."

“Kit” Carson Wins 
Champion Farmer, 
Award for Zone 4

Floyd (Kit) Carson of Valley 
View is winngj* 'of the banker's 
aw ard for the  outstanding con­
servation farm er in zone 4 of 
the  Upper Elm-Red District. Car- 
son started  farm ing on h i s  
m other’s farm  in 1946 afte r he 
was discharged from  the Air 
Force. In 1949 he worked out a 
conservation plan w ith  the assis­
tance of t h e  Soil Conservation 
Service technicians and began 
the long job of soil im proving 
needed to get the land back in ­
to profitable production.

At that tim e soils on the farm  
w ere in such poor condition that 
they would not produce a crop 
enough to harvest, and w ater in ­
take was very slow in the hard 
land. Carson used vetch, mad- 
rid  sweet clover and alfalfa a-

This planting will grow roots 'to be used for addi­
tional p lan ting  of this improved grass on the K ingery farm.

Give Thanks to God
Through the ages man has been conscious of the need to 

give thanks to Almighty God for His bountiful blessings.
The word "rogation" comes from the Latin word "rogare" 

meaning "to ask." The three Rogations Days are over 1,500 
years old. They began in the Fifth Century at Vienne, France, 
when in the year 470 there had been crop failures — due to 
earthquakes and bad weather — with resulting famine. St. 
Mamertus, bishop of Vienne, ordered prayer and penance on 
the three days preceding the Ascension. The clergy and the 
people made penitential processions calling upon God to help 
and asking His intercession.

Other communities took up the custom, and from France 
it soon spread throughout the world. At the end of the Eighth 
Century it was formally accepted by the Church. Thus, it has 
become the practice to hold each year before Ascension Thurs­
day a special Rogation service.

The purpose of the Rogation day is to implore the mercy 
of God that He may keep us from all evils of soul and body, 
and give to the plants of the field an increase. In the spring, 
when the fields are becoming green and there is promise of a 
good harvest — but also the possibility of destruction through 
frost, hail, or rainstorms — the prayers and processions are a 
reminder to feeble man to turn with humility and confidence 
to the Giver of all good. For, it is not the earth alone which 
brings forth fruit, and not alone the busy hand of man on which 
the increase depends; but it is God Who gives the increase.

Each year thousands of people participate in soil steward­
ship services and rogation day prayers in city, village, and 
open country churches. This is a  tremendous demonstration 
of man's desire to give thanks to God and to ask for continued 
blessings.

long w ith heavy applications of 
fertilizer to break up the plow 
pans, add organic m atter and in­
crease the am ount of w ater ab -1  
sorbed by the soil. All his fields 
have been covered by legumes 
several times. As a result of this 
soil conditioning t r e a t m e n t ,  
yields on the cropland have 
m ore than doubled and for the 
past several years his crop yields 
have been above average for the 
area around Valley View.

W hen the conservation p l a n

was developed a terrace system  
on a large field was drain ing  in­
to a county road ditch on one 
end and a gully on t  h e other 
end. A w ide w aterw ay running  
the Entire length of t h e  field 
was the recommended w ay to 
stop soil and w ate r loss. Carson 
planted the w aterw ay to Buffa- 
lograss and changed all the te r ­
races to em pty onto it as soon as 
the grass was well established. 
He has planted another w ate r­
way and will complete his te r ­
race system soon. Two ponds 
have b e e n  built for livestock 
w ate r and 28 acres of form er 
cropland have been seeded to 
grass and added to the pasture.

C arsoq has taught Veterans 
Vocational A griculture classes 
for the  past several years. He 
has been a m issionary in bring­
ing the facts and benefits of soil 
and w ate r conservation to his 
students and to his friends and 
neighbors. The soil im proving 
practices already in operation on 
his farm  show th a t he is a man 
who practices w hat he teaches.

Button Clover Is 
Winning Friends

B utton clover is rapidly prov­
ing its staying powers in t h e  
M uenster com m unity. I t  is a fall 
seeded pasture clover and is do­
ing well in pastures th a t were 
overseeded last fall.

B utton clover grows during 
the  fall and early  spring. T here­
fore, it does not seriously com ­
pete w ith the  sum m er growing 
grasses. It furnishes a lot of graz­
ing at a tim e w hen it is most 
needed. It is a fertility  building 
legum e w hen properly fertilized 
and inoculated and increases the 
total growth of grass. U nder 
good m anagem ent it reseeds it­
self.

P lantings of this clover last 
fall in pastures around Muens- 
ter totalled over 250 acres. This 
acreage will increase as the  news 
of how well t h e  clover grows 
spreads among the landowners.

Coastal Bermuda 
Wins Friends at 
Muenster-Saint Jo

The M uenster-Saint Jo  area is 
being invaded by a new com er 
in the  grass family. Coastal 
B erm udagrass continues to  win 
friends among people who know 
th e ir grasses best — the 
ators of the U pper Elm-F 
servation District.

Some idea 9 f the  w ay this fast 
growing grass has m ade friends 
of the  landow ners can be gained 
by the acreage th a t they have 
planted during  the  past three 
years. In 1955 only seven acres 
of th is grass was planted, on a 
trial basis in th is a r e a .  Last 
year 37 acres of the grass was 
pu t but. The grass surprised Ev­
eryone by grow ing in spite of 
the drought. In fact, it did so 
w ell th a t 130 acres have already 
been planted th is spring. N ear­
ly all th e  p lantings were m ade 
in nursery  plots so th a t land- 
ow ners can produce their own 
roots for use in spreading their 
acreage.

Coastal Berm udagrass is an 
im proved hybrid and produces 
no seed. Roots and runners are 
used to get it started . It w a s 
developed to m ake use of large 
am ounts of fertilizers and will 
produce up to six tons of high 
quality  hay per acre. A n e w- 
planting in 1955 produced three 
and th ree  fourth  tons of hay the 
same year on the John C unning­
ham  farm  near Gainesville.

The aggressive, u p righ t grow­
ing Coastal is used f o r  w a te r­
ways and to establish good pas­
tures on old field areas.

Reservoir on Elm 
Prevented Floods 
In Recent Rains

The bottom lands and highways 
along Elm Creek south of Muens- 
te r w ere saved from floodw ater 
dam age last week by the flood 
prevention reservoir system.

The w aters of Elm Creek and 
its tribu taries w ere kept w ith ­
in th e ir creek channels by the 
im pounding of nearly  fifty  p e r­

c e n t  of the  total run-off behind 
l the up-stream  flood retard ing  
dams. Heavy rains filled the 
main channel to  approxim ately 
75 percent of its capacity and if 
the reservoirs had not been 

j holding back a large part of the 
run-off thpre would have been 
an overflow of the  floodwaters 
onto the good bottom land fields.

B ridges a n d  roads also were 
protected by the  floodw ater re ­
tard ing  structures. W ater im ­
pounded in the r e s e r v o i r s  
stacked up  as much as ten feet 
over the inlet structures of the 
dams, but no em ergency spill­
w ays w ere used! The dam s will 
release the  w ater slowly over a 
week or two following the rains. 
This w ill allow the  creek chan­
nels to handle the w ater safely.

Grass, Not Beef,
Is the Rancher s 
Primary Cash Crop

Most ranchers know a great 
deal about raising cattle  bu t u n ­
fortunately  know too little  about 
the  erop on w hich th e ir  cattle  
depend and which actually  d e te r­
m ines the success of th e ir  ven­
ture. Grass, not beef, is the 
rancher’s real crop.

P roper grazing is necessary for 
m axim um  grass grow th. A pprox­
im ately 95 percent of all grass 
grow th is due to food m aterials 
m anufactured in the leaves op 
blades of grass. The o ther five 
percent of growth resu lts from  

,p lan t m inerals obtained from  the 
soil. The grass p lan t is a food 
factory. The’ leaves m ake food 
which is transported  to the 
roots to  grow m ore roots so th a t 
move leaves will grow. If t h e 
leaves are chopped o r grazed off 
the  p lan t loses th a t part of its 
food m aking plant. Continued 
loss of the leaves w eakens the 
roots to  the ex ten t th a t the  p lan t 
dies of starvation o r perishes 
from  d ry  w eather. By leaving 
approxim ately half of the  above 
ground portion of the  grass, con­
tinued grow th of the  p lan t is as­
sured.

T h e  “take half-leave half” 
.principle can be used to  im prove 
an y  pasture or range in the  
M uenster-Saint Jo area. The half 
of the season’s grow th of ijra ss  
th a t is left on the range is like 
m oney wisely invested. I t  pays 
good dividends. I t  provides new  
grow th, so that the ha lf th a t m ay 
be taken  becomes larger each 
year. I t  provides a litte r  th a t 
serves as a m ulch against eros­
ion, protects against loss of m ois­
tu re  through excessive heat, in ­
sulates t h e  p lan t against cold, 
increase soil fertility  and soil o r­
ganisms.

A sure m ethod of grass im ­
provem ent is rest. Several long 
rests resu lt in b e tte r k inds of 
grass. Short rests resu lt in b e tte r 
grow th of grass already present. 
In th is area, the w arm , season 
native grasses such as bluestem s, 
Indiangrass, and sw itchgrass pro­
duce m ore than 70 percent of 
their annual grow th from  Ju n e  
until frost. Com plete rest d u r­
ing this tim e will result in  m ore 
p lan t vigor, deeper root system  
and allow the p lants to become 
th icked by production of seed.

Buffalograss m akes nearly  all 
its grow th during the  spring and 
early  sum m er. Rest for th is grass 
is most effective during  May and 
June. Buffalograss needs defer­
m ent to build up litte r  and 
establish a deep root system. 
However it is a low forage pro­
ducer when com pared to  t h e  
tall native grasses. Forage pro­
duced by buffalograss under 
good m anagem ent is only half

Bonnie M itchell J r . is the w in­
ner of the  bankers aw ard  for do­
ing the outstanding job of soil 
conservation in zone 2 of t h e  
U pper Elm Red Soil Conserva­
tion District.

M itchell operates 805 acres 
j five m iles south of Spanish Fort. 
He is engaged in raising live­
stock a n d  general farm ing. He 
produces corn, grain sorghums, 
small grains, alfalfa and vetch. 
His livestock includes beef cattle, 
goats, hogs and poultry.

In 1955 M itchell becam e in­
terested  in the H arber’s method 
of im proving his row  crops and 
tried  it w ith  good results even 
in the drought. He is now using f 
th is m ethod on all his row  crop 
land. The H arber’s system  uses 
soil im proving crops of vetch to ­
gether w ith  deep placem ent of 
fertilizer on the sides of each 
furrow w here the sum m er row 
crop is to be planted. In  t h  is 
w ay soil protection and im prove­
m ent is obtained during the'' 
w in ter and spring on listed land. 
The vetch residues a re  left on 
the soil surface to act as a 

i mulch. Crops of vetch and alfal- 
j fa are also grown in  the bottom ­
land fields for s o i l  protection 

j and im provem ent.
Three ponds for livestock w at­

e r w ere bu ilt w ith  farm  equip­
m ent. These ponds w ere located 
in  the pastures so t h a t  a de­
ferred  grazing and a rotation 
grazing program  can be carried 
out to  im prove the pasture grass­
es. -

M itchell is a firm  believer in 
the benefits to be gained by fol­
lowing a soil, w ater and plant 
conservation program  a n d  he 
hopes eventually  to have every 
acre of his farm  im proved and 
protected by sound soil conser­
vation practices.

Jim  Thom as has accomplished 
all this in about two years. He 
has plans fo r m any m ore changes 
and im provem ents. He plans to 
p lan t Coastal Berm udagrass on 
30 acres fo r pasture,, he  wants 
and needs more terraces on 
some fields, a n d  he p lans to 
build  a new  dairy barn.

The farm  has come a l o n g  
w ay back tow ard recovery u n ­
der his care and m anagem ent. 
This is a shining exam ple of a 
m an’s understanding t h e  needs 
^of the  land and of his determ in ­
ation to trea t the  land accord­
ing to those needs for i t ’s p ro­
tection and im provem ent. Thom ­
as has w orked hard  to  accom­
plish this m uch on th is eroded 
land, b u t he loves the  land and 
enjoys his work, and his w ork 
is keeping him  young.

J im  Thomas of W hitesboro is 
the  w inner of bankers aw ard for 
the  best j o b  of reclaim ing a 
w orn out farm  in  the  U pper Elm- 
Red Soil C onservation District.

F or 47 years Thom as w as a 
tenant fa rm er on the blacklands 
of Grayson County, then  he  de­
cided he w anted his own farm. 
Four years ago he bought a bad­
ly eroded, gullied farm  three 
miles northw est of Collinsville. 
The farm  was in bad condition. 
Fences w ere down, t h e  house 
was in a sad state of disrepair, 
pastures contained only needle- 
grass, and gullies w ere gnawing 
th e ir  w ay through old field 
areas in the m iddle of the farm. 
It was a big problem  for a m an 
approaching seventy.

B ut the farm  was his and he 
tackled w ith  enthusiasm  the  job 
of bringing it  back. He planted 
tw o w aterw ays to Berm udagrass 
and when they w e r e  covered 
w ith grass he plowed down the 
old terraces that had caused the 
gullies, then built new  terraces 
to lead the w ate r from the  fields 
to the  protected outlets. He 
planted vetch on the  needlegrass 
fields to raise the fertility  level 
of the soil and g i v e  it  badly 
needed protection. B erm udagrass 
is being planted on the  land 
following the vetch to give m ore 
protection and m ore grazing. He 
is also killing brush on 15 acres 
of land and p lanting it to B er­
mudagrass.

The pasture is crossfenced into 
four pastures and grazing is ro ­
tated  so that ’each pasture re ­
ceives a rest at least part of each 
growing season. The pastures are 
overseeded to vetch and fe rtil­
ized each fall. Two ponds for 
livestock w ater have been built 
to aid in the  rotation of the  pas­
tures. All outside fences a n d  
cross fences have been rebuilt.

The farm stead has been prac­
tically rebuilt also. T h e  house 
has been remodeled w ith  a new

A Challenge 
And an Answer

The president of the  National 
Retail F arm  Equipm ent Associ­
ation tells of a survey m ade by 
an im plem ent dealer in  Texas. 
It was conducted over a tw o and 
a half year period am ong farm ­
ers who practiced soil conserva­
tion and those who did not.

It was found th a t farm ers who 
practiced conservation s p e n t  
about $1200 m ore a year w ith  the  
equipm ent dealers than  those 
who did no t follow g o p d  con­
servation practices. T hat finding 
should surprise no one. For, on 
the  one hand, it takes m odern 
farm  equipm ent to m ake s o i l  
conservation possible. And, on 
the other, the  farm er who con­
serves and m akes the  m ost of his 
land earns m ore money — and 
thus is able to purchase labor- 
saving m achinery that h e  could­
n ’t  afford otherwise.

This m atte r of soil conserva­
tion is an  all-im portant one to- 
daj-. W hile o u r total population 
is increasing, our farm  popula­
tion is decreasing — a n d ,  on 

| top of that, our acreage of pro- 
| ductive farm  land is declining 
by  about 4,000 acres a day. To 
p icture the situation, each year 
we are  adding to our population 
a figure equivalent to the  popu­
lation of Los Angeles — even as 
we take aw ay productive acre­
age equivalent to the w hole state 
of Delaware. T hat fact led the 
association’s president to  say: 

. . no m atte r how efficient are 
the  m achines produced- by our 
industry, th ere  are certain  lim ­
iting factors such as, soil types, 
characteristics and poor farm ing 
practices w hich cannot be over­
come by im proved farm  m echan­
ization alone. Good soil and w a t­
e r  conservation practices coupled 
w ith  im proved farm  m achinery 
is the  answ er to the  challenge.” 

Luckily  for Am erica’s future, 
m ore and m ore farm ers a re  an ­
sw ering th a t challenege.

Land th a t has been left in  tim ber and brush because of the 
frequent overflows which used to occur is now being cleared 
and p u t into cultivation or planted to im proved pasture grasses.

Since the  danger of frequent overflows has been rem oved 
by the  flood prevention program  over 135 acres of good bottom ­
land have been cleared along the  creeks. Most of this iand will 
be put into cultivation. This land is highly productive and is a 
big asset to the landowner. The value of all bottom lands along 
Elm Creek has been greatly increased by the  rem oval of the 
th rea t of frequent floods by the up-stream  flood control program .

F̂ urm Pond Is Good 
Investment for Fun, 
Food, Water Supply

The fa rm  pond, w hich is p ri­
m arily  used for livestock w ater 
is becoming more useful for p ro ­
ducing fish. I t  can be a delight­
fu l spot on the farm  or ranch, 
providing recreation for t h e  
farm er, his fam ily and friends.

The pond can be kept cleaner 
and m ore enjoyable by fencing 
livestock out of the pond area 
and piping w ate r to a w atering 
trough below the dam.

Fishponds a r e  valuable when 
properly  m anaged. They provide 
good fishing year after year and, 
if properly m anaged, c a n  pro­

duce . as m uch food as the  sam e 
am ount of land used for farm ­
ing. /

S ite selection and proper con­
struction a r e  im portan t factors 
in securing a good fishpond. A 
drainage area, covered w i t h  
grass, large enough to furnish 
adequate w a te r is essential.

F ish  m a y  be obtained from 
F ish  and W ildlife Service. O r­
ders a re  m ade through the local 
Soil Conservation Service w ork 
un it personnel. Ponds of one 
acre and less should be stocked 
w ith  bass and bluegill or w ith 
channelcat alone. In  larger ponds 
all th ree  species m ay be stocked. 
Before stocking, rem ove all wild 
fish if .any are  in the p o n d .  
Ponds will produce just so m any 
pounds of fish If the  pond is 
overstocked the fish w ill a ll be 
sm all underfed weaklings.

Responsibility nf Land Ownership
The man-land relationship is a necessary part of God's

The Biblical message is clear and emphatic on land use 
and distribution. A man's inheritance of land was to be held, 
as nearly as possible, inviolate. Hear Elijah's judgment against 
Ahab when he would take Naboth's vineyard: "Have you, 
killed and also taken possession?" (I Kings 21:19). Micah sets 
forth the prophetic ideal, "They shall sit every man under his 
vine and under his fig tree, and none shall make them afraid." 
(Micah 4:4.)

God’s greatest material gift to man is a very special kind 
of property, containing the basic sources of food, fiber, and 
fuel for man's use. Ownership of whatever sort, owner-opera­
tor, landlord or tenant, involves utilization of one's property 
to serve the highest purpose of human development and wel­
fare. In many instances absentee-owners fail to accept their 
responsibility as stewards of the soil. A special effort must be 
put forth to remind the absentee-owner of his moral responsi­
bility. Profits made at the expense of soil jeopardize the lo­
cal community and are made at the expense of the nation.

In the exercise of his ownership of the land, a  good own­
er develops a just pride in his acres, and is actively involved 
in the improvement of the attractiveness and the productivity 
of his acres. He comes to feel himself a part of the continuing 
creative process working cooperatively with God, "maintain­
ing the yield," contributing to human welfare. Land owner­
ship consciousness results in ,the conservation and the im­
provement of the God-given soil, and dt the same time yields 
social satisfactions to the farmer, his family, his neighbors, 
and the world at large.

Such ownership eventuates in responsible citizenry and 
Christian stewards of the land. This kind of ownership should 
be transmitted from generation to generation. Farm families 
have a  significant opportunity in father-son agreements. The 
son inherits the land and the soil stewardship practices of his 
father. The land of such a  farm is conserved and enriched 
for future generations.

pond should be fertilized w ith  a 
com plete fe rtilizer such as 8-8-4 
o r its equivalent. The fertilizer 
should be applied in A pril a t the 
ra te  of 100 pounds p e r surface 
acre, and continued in a b o u t  
th ree week in terva ls fo r several 
weeks. This causes tin y  p lan t 
grow th in the pond w hich tiny  
insects and anim als feed upon. 
In tu rn  sm all fish feed on the  
insects and larger fish feed on 
sm all fish, such as bass feeding 
on bluegill. In  th is w ay a proper 
balance is m aintained.

Fish the pond heavily  after 
the firs t spaw ning season. This 
is usually  about one y ea r a fte r 
the pond is stocked. L arge fish

need to be harvested  in  order to  
make room  fo r sm aller fish to  
grow.

If a  pond is m urky  because of 
silt rem aining in  suspension, it  
can be cleared by  adding tw o 
tons of barn y ard  m anure p e r  
surface acre.

Modern datrying does more than any 
other type of farming to conserve the soil, con­
trol erosion, and rebuild the fertility of Texas 
fields.

When the land becomes grain weary the 
dairy farmer revives it with grass and forage 
crops. And every year his herd produces tons 
of nitrogen-rich fertilizer which he faithfully 
returns to the soil.

As a  conservationist, however, the dairyman can continue his con­
tribution only so long as he finds a  year-'round market for his product.

As the biggest buyer of fresh milk in this area, the NTPA plays an 
important part in the soil conservation program.

I ods when residues a re  left a t the 
surface, earthw orm s appear to 
thrive. W heels of m achines do 

' less dam age when the load is

| or stubble. These organic m a­
terials also feed the worms, and 
help protect their w orkings from 

| sun and rain.
Earthw orm s are  here. They 

penerate tigh t soils. They m ake 
excellent aggregates. They digest 
and concentrate organic residues 
and p lant foods. These a re  things 
th a t we are continually  try ing  to

do by other means. I t  is possible 
th a t we are failing to use one of 
our best soil building tools, 
sim ply because we are looking 
fo r som ething th a t has a n e w  
nam e or th a t comes f r o m  far 
away.

Next to Nature

Earthworms Are 
Farmers’ Helpers

E arthw orm s are c o m m o n l y  
though t of only as fish bait b u t 
to a conservation fa rm er they 
have a m uch m o r e  im portant 
role.

L arge num bers of big ea rth ­
worms a r e  presen t in healthy  
and fertile  soil. W orm casts are 
rich in organic m atter. E a rth ­
worms can’t  create  organic m at­
ter. They concentrate it^ b y  ea t­
ing and digesting various crop 
residues, and by inoculating it 
w ith m icro-organism s. In com­
parisons made, earthw orm  casts 
contained m ore organic m atter 
than  the surface soil in which 
they  w ere found. The average 
difference was 37 percent m ore 
than th a t of the w hole soil.

F ive to eight t o n s  of fresh 
worm casts per acre have been 
picked up from  the  soil surface 
afte r o n e  good rain. As m uch 
as 25 per cent of the  plow layer 
of good soil has been separated 
out by hand as recognizable 
worm  cast. This am ounts to a 
half m illion pounds per acre.

Worm casts a re  betw een 1/25 
and 1/10 of an inch in d iam et­
er. W hen m ixed w ith  a small 
am ount of finer particles, this

Vaden Bush, Tenant

The landlord-tenant team  w in ­
ning the bankers aw ard for out­
standing w ork in soil and w ate r 
conservation last year is Hugh 
Norris, owner, and Vaden Bush, 
operator. T h e s e  m en have 
w orked together to prove once 
again that an ow ner and a ten ­
ant can w ork out an  agreem ent 
in order to get conservation prac­
tices applied to the farm land.

Bush operates a 158 acre farm  
three miles north of W hite- 
w right. During the  p a s t  th ree 
years he has put in s i x  grass 
w aterw ays for terrace outlet 
areas and six miles of terraces 
to protect s o m e  140 acres of 
sloping field land. All farm ing 
operations are carried o u t  on 
the contour, th a t is, running  
parallel w ith the  terraces. All 
crop residues are left on the soil 
surface to provide a protective 
mulch and legum es are included 
in the crop rotation to  im prove 
the fertility  and aid in protecting 
the soil from  erosion.

In this landlord-tenant re la­
tionship, the tenant, Mr. Bush, 
furnished labor for installing the 
waterways. This included seed­
bed preparation, seeding and 
sodding King Ranch Bluestem  
and B erm udagrass a n d  fertiliz­
ing. He also m aintains the  w at­
erways and terraces. The land­
lord, Mr. Norris, who lives* in 
Ada, Oklahoma, provided the 
necessary financial assistance on 
the w aterw ays and terrace sys­
tem .

Good progress tow ard the  im ­
provem ent of t h e  grasslands 
throughout the  d istric t w as also 
made. O ver 500 ponds w ere con­
structed  last year to provide ad ­
ditional w ater fo r livestock and 
to  m ake b e tte r grazing m anage­
m ent possible. Some 15,283 acres 
of rangeland w ere given long 
periods of rest from  grazing d u r­
ing the grow ing season and 
20.459 acres of grassland w a s  
properly  used so th a t ha lf the 
grass was left to  m aintain the 
stand and provide a protective 
m ulch on the soil.

T here is a drastic n e e d  of 
majiy tim es this am ount of 
rangeland im provem ent in t h e  
district. This need f o r '  better 
grass trea tm en t has been in tensi­
fied by the long drought w hich 
has seriously dam aged m any of 
the best grass ranges.

An additional 6,167 acres of 
land w a s *  seeded o r sodded to 
grass last year to add to t h e  
grazing lands. Most of these grass 
p lantings w ere m ade on land 
th a t had been dam aged by eros­
ion o r on land th a t f o r  some 
reason was unsuitab le for cu lti­
vation. The grass cover will p ro­
tect and im prove the land.

Good progress was also m ade 
last y ea r on the  flood prevention 
program  on Elm F o r k  of th e  
T rin ity . Sixteen detention reser­
voirs have been com pleted or 
are in the final stages of com ple­
tion in t h e  S ain t Jo-M uenster 
area. Contracts .for fu rther con­
struction are expected to be let 
before the y ea r is otit.

No records have been broken, 
except th e  record long drought, 
bu t d istric t cooperators have 
m ade a lot of progress during 
adverse w eather conditions by 
applying soil, w ater and p lant 
conservation practices to  the 
land.

It 
w ill also, do m uch tow ard  con­
tro lling  floods on the m ain 
stream s and will p rotect bigger 
reserviors a n d  o ther structures 
dow nstream . I t  w ill a l s o  pro­
tect o th er property  by p revent­
ing flood dam age to highways, 
bridges and homes.

The detention dam s and res­
ervoirs are built on p rivate  lands 
and when com pleted are  tu rned  
over to  the landow ners, w h o  
gave easem ents so th a t they 
could be constructed. The Dis­
tric t re ta ins the r ig h t of inspec­
tion to s e e ' th a t t h e  structures 
are functioning properly.

The program  has a good sta rt 
and is w ell on its w ay With six ­
teen reservoirs already  in  the 
making. The D istrict Supervis­
ors and the  Elm C reek W ater­
shed Association w ill need the 
help of all people to  keep the  
program  moving to  completion.'

T here are six  m ore reservoirs 
planned on B rushy and U pper 
Dry Elm creeks in the  M uenster 
area. W ith the cooperation of lo­
cal people these dam s c a n  be 
constructed in the n ea r future.

Creeks and 
stream s of the  area did not come 
close to leaving their channels.

The to tal volum e of w ater 
th a t fell is indicated, however, 
in each of the  area’s several de­
tention reservoirs. In  all the 
w a te r is fa r  above the perm an­
en t pool level and in m any it is 
lapping a t  the  spillway. All of­
fer the SCS technicians an op­
portun ity  to learn  how long it 
takes a reservoir to release its 
surplus w ater . . . how long it 
delays the to rren t which would 
other wise roar down the creek 
in a few hours.

Though there  is no serious 
dam age, the lesser ill effects of 
the excessive m oisture are ap ­
paren t on all sides. Vegetation 
is suffering from  a com bination 
of too m uch m oisture and too 
little  sunshine. A 11 growth 
seems to be very  slow lately  and 
m any plants have a sick pale 
green color. G rain crops appear 
to be standing th e  rains well, 
re ta in ing  a good color and very 
little  being bent over. Com  and 
other row crops are mostly 
skippy and some still are not 
planted.

D efinite casualties a r e  roads 
and streets. The constant soak­
ing w ith the  usual traffic loads, 
is developing m any broken 
places in both gravel and pave­
ment. Unless suitable w eather 
for repairing  re tu rns soon some 
spots on gravel roads will be­
come old tim e mud holes. 
Chopped out pavem ent poses a 
sim ilar th reat. O n M uenster 
streets the  city crew has been 
filling holes w ith gravel, a 
tem porary  repair intended to 
check severe dam age until bet­
te r w ork can bfc. done. When 
dry w eather re tu rns gravel will 
be rem oved and the holes packed 
w ith asphalt-gravel mix.

A nuisance w ith  floor fu r­
naces is ano ther resu lt of t h e  
excessive rain. Unless the floor 
is considerably above the level 
of the ground the  furnace e x ­
tends down into a pit dug out 
for th a t purpose. W ater is seep­
ing under houses, as fa r as 15 to 
20 feet, filling the pits and p u t­
ting out the furances. Several 
families are lucky th a t heat is 
no longer needed.
