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Reports Tuesday from the dis­
armament conference in London 
indicate that .the big nations are 
nearer to an understanding than 
ever before on the subject of 
reducing their fighting strength.

In a strict sense the West’s 
proposal does not call for a 
great concession by any of the 
countries concerned. The sugges­
tion is to discontinue the de­
velopment of atomic weapons on 
both sides but makes no men­
tion of reducing the stock-pile 
of weapons now on hand. Ac­
tually America and Russia each 
has sufficient power in its atomic 
arsenal to blast the other out of 
existence. To go on making huge 
expenditures of money a n d  
man power on something that 
is not needed seems to be ac­
cepted as silly on both sides.

Though a big improvement ov­
er the existing condition, t h e  
proposal still falls far short of 
the degree of disarmament that 
Americans would favor. Our 
ideal is that which is reflected 
in our relations with Canada 
and Mexico. We wish it wer;e 
possible to "beat our swords in­
to plow shares’’ . . .  to convert 
all the equipment and weapons 
into tools for giving all of man­
kind a happjer and more boun­
tiful living.

While the Red Menace carries 
on, that is impossible, of course. 
Communists cannot g i v e  up 
their weapons without going out 
of business. Their line is that 
they must be prepared for an 
attack by the Western capitalist 
nations, but their real reason for 
armament is to force their rule 
on subjects who might otherwise 
make a successful break for 
freedom. The revolt in Hungary 
showed the real function of So­
viet armament.

As long as that condition pre­
vails we cannot make really 
substantial reductions in arma­
ment. We have to be ready be­
cause the Reds are ready. The 
real motive for preparedness • is

The thought of such a change
is gratifying but it can also 
carry the imagination along to 
thoughts of conditions that might 
have existed if our country had 
not so completely bungled in 
most of its dealings with com­
munism. From the day that FDR 
gave diplomatic recognition to 
the Red government of Russia 
every advance made by the So­
viets has been practically do­
nated by our country.

We did the big job in remov­
ing Stalin’s worst threat, Hitler, 
and completed our generosity by 
allowing^Stalin to enslave all of 
Eastern Europe. We allowed Sta­
lin to claim spoils in Asia after 
the war and turn over the wea­
pons to Chinese Reds. Then we 
failed to stand by our allies, the 
Chinese Nationalists when the 
Reds attacked them. Later we 
fought the humiliating Korean 
war, declining to win it be­
cause some of our^so called lead­
ers claimed it would touch off 
war with Russia. Only a few 
months ago we declined to lift 
a finger while the Soviets but­
chered patriots in Hungary. Ov­
er here we have allowed count­
less cases of treason and espion­
age in behalf of Russia to go 
with little or no punishment.

Yos, Russia owes its present 
eminence in world affairs almost 
entirely to us Americans. By the 
poor judgment and-or treachery 
of our top political figures we 
have given Russia far more than 
it acquired for itself.

So we have no one but our­
selves to blame for the terrific 
arms burden we have carried 
these many years. We created 
this Frankenstein who has caused 
us so much anxiety and expense. 
We can plainly see the tragedy 
of the wrong kind of thinking 
in high places.

Soaking the Poor
By this time Mr. and Mrs. Av­

erage American should realize to 
their sorrow that the “rich” are 
no longer bearing the brunt of 
taxation. There was a time when 
most of the taxes did come from 
the rich; but today, despite the 
fact that Uncle Sam mulcts as 
high as 91 percent on big in­
comes, the “rich” supply only a 
small portion of the amount nec­
essary to run the big show with 
headquarters on the Potomac.

As a matter of fact, if Federal 
Government were to take in in­
come tax. 100 percent of all in­
comes above $100,000, it would 
only run the government for 18 
days. That means that we “poor” 
folks whose incomes are under 
$100,000 per year, are paying the 
cost o f maintaining Federal 
Government in the manner to 
which it has become accustomed 
for at least 347 days of the year.

Getting down a bit lower in 
the income scale, if Federal 
Government took 100 percent of 
all individual incomes above 
$10,000, It would run the govern­
ment for only two months. So, 
we “very poor” folks whose in­
comes are under $10,000 per 
year, are paying at the v e r y  
least the cost of Washingtonian 
wasteful spending for ten months 
out of the year.

It wpuld seem that the policy 
x of “soak the rich” engineered by 

our “ left-wing, liberal”  friends 
hasn’t saved th e  skins of us 
"underprivileged" underlings — 
on the contrary, we are carrying 
the bulk of the load.

On June 17th, in a spate of 
further rulings, the Supreme 
Court freed five Communists 
convicted under the Smith Act, 
ordered a new trial for nine 
others, curbed th e  investigative 
powers of Congress;

On June 20th, the Government 
relaxed restrictions on exports to 
Russia by some 200 items; Har­
old Stassen told the London Dis- 
armamnt Conference we would 
cut back our troops to two and- 
a-half million if Russia would do 
the same;

And on June 20th, Attorney 
General Brownell threw the leg­
al might of the Government 
against Soldier Girard, pleading 
that the Supreme Court reverse 
the decision of US District Judge 
McGarraghy that the GI can not 
be tried by Japan,.

. . . these, all these, are the 
work and utterances of men who 
are sworn to defend this nation. 
Whether there is further mis­
chief or not, it will be many 
months, or years, before such 
wounds can heal. At this writing 
there is just one hope to sustain 
us, that the Supreme Court will 
agree with Judge McGarraghy 
that we must defend our serv­
ice men as they defend us — 
anywhere in the world.

needy people a day and took

I slender means before it was 
stopped, another for decorating 
and selling Christmas cards that 
brought'the promoters $100,000.

Typical of t h e  whole racket 
was an ad *that offered: “$50 a 
WEEK — address and mail post­
cards for us at home. Spare Time. 
Pen or typed. Enclose self-ad­
dressed stamped envelope.”  The 
Better Business Bureau answ­
ered this, received a reply ask­
ing one dollar for “Complete In­
formation and Instructions” — 
which; in turn, asked for an ad­
ditional $5 for a box of 250 un­
stamped. double postcards adver­
tising nameplates. These cards 
were to be used in soliciting or­
ders. The sucker would receive 
$1 commission for each order he 
got.

Bureau workers tried out the 
scheme. Their expense for “ in­
formation,” cards and stamps 

| was $16. They got t w o  orders, 
earned $2, for a net loss of $14. 
But this particular swindle in 
dollar bills from a million vic­
tims — just for the “ instructions” 
alone!

It is possible, however, for 
ambitious persons to set up prof­
itable spare-time businesses at

j home, benefiting both themsclv- 
, es and the community. But, Mr. 
j Smith warns, look out for the 
“homework” promoter who asks 
for money before he will tell 
you his proposition. An d ,  no 
matter how clean an offer may 
appear, check first with the Bet­
ter Business Bureau or the 
Chamber of Commerce.

The best source of legitimate 
and workable ideas for a part- 
time home business is the Small 
Business Administration of th e  
US Dept, of Commerce, Wash­
ington 25. D.C. Ask for Business 
Service Bulletins No. 95 and No.

States will profit from the con­
struction of the Snake River 
project with private capital.”

1 Actually, in a layman’s view, 
the high court decision was more 

: than a victory for private enter­
prise. "It also was a victory for 
responsible, dependable govern­
ment. If major decisions made 
by any of the administrating 
agencies, such as the FPC, are 
thrown out either by the courts 
or by Congress, and the author­
ity of the commissions is thus 
nullified, we might as well abol­
ish them in toto. For, under 
those conditions, no o n e could

Evaporation Losses 
Cut on Farm Pcr.ds

A film just one-millionth of an j 
inch thick spread on the water 
surface is the latest weapon in | 
the fight against evaporation 
losses.

Water scientists call it a mono- | 
molecular film since it is just 
one molecule thick. Named hexa- i 
decanol, it has been used in face 
creams and powders for m o r e l  
than 25 years, says an article in j 
the July issue of Successful: 
Farming magazine.

Evaporation losses have been; 
slashed as much as 35-50 percent j 
in controlled experiments with j 
the chemical. This means it may ! 
be possible to save a whopping 
amount of water. A one-acre 
farm pond tested last summer 
lost more than 32-inches of 
water by evaporation during a 
three-month period. The farm 
family, using a purification sys­
tem consumed only 1.6-inches 
of water from the pond in the 
same three months.

The film is applied to ponds 
through floats holding flakes or 
cakes of th e  material, or in a i 
liquid form still under research. 
The film is harmless to fish, 
plant life, insects, and humans. 
In a two-month Oklahoma study 
the taste, color, odor, toxicity, 
and other chemical qualities of 
the water were the same in an 
untreated lake and in a l a k e  
treated with the film.

Modern wonders in con­
struction will enable the Na­
tional Highway Building Pro­
gram to better accomplish its 
missions of reducing traffic 
congestion and providing safer 
travel.

Precast concrete spans—a 
cost-saving development—will 
go into many of the 304,600 
bridge structures required in 
the 13-year road program in­
cluding the 41,000-mile net­
work of super-highways.

On just one highway in one 
state (Illinois), therd was a 
saving of $20,000 on each of 
200 bridges by using precast 
bridge members. The wea­
ther-proof structures require 
a minimum of Maintenance 
and no painting, n

Each of the spans in pre- 
ca^1; bridge sections is rein­
forced with steel cables and 
prelensioned. They function, 
as the support between piers 

' and as flooring. American- 
Ivfarietta Company —  one of 
the nation’s foremost sup­

pliers of construction mate­
rials —  produces them in 
lengths up to . 100 feet.

While contractors’ crews are 
building forms and pouring 
concrete for piers, workers in 
American-Marietta’s plants 
are precasting the concrete 
span sections. ,

They are trucked to the 
bridge site for placement as 
soon as upright supports are 
ready. Cranes swing them 
onto yie piers, and they are 
interlocked in r e q u i r e d  
widths.

Derricks are moved for­
ward on the newly placed 
spans. Wherd a stream bed 
is shallow, a crane may be 
operated from there.

Placing of one full span a 
day is normal, though some 
installations .are fin ish ed  
within hours.

No longer must men risk 
their lives by extending scaf­
folds across the depths and 
then building forms that have 
to be torn away later.

Contractors save construc­
tion time, and motorists avoid 
detours that often plague 
drivers for months.

Uniformly made with high- 
strength concrete, the bridge 
decks are manufactured un­
der closely controlled factory 
conditions.

First step in American- 
Marietta’s- process is the 
stringing of high tensile steel 
cables in a pouring bed, 
formed to the required dimen' 
sions. These cables are the 
unseen sinews of the bridge.

Tension of the cables after 
they are released increases 
the span strength by exerting 
pressure inward on the finish­
ed concrete. A favorite engi­
neering comparison is a row 
of books. When pressed in­
ward at each end, the row 
becomes so strong it can be 
moved, for the books’ strength 
has been multiplied. So it is 
with steel cable and concrete 
for a modern bridge.

Disasters in Four 
Months Set New 
Records in Texas

A U S T I N  — Unprecedented 
floods, torrtadoes a n d  severe 
weather during the first five 
months of 1957 have taken • a 
property toll in Texas estimated 
at $91,106,224. These are the fig­
ures submitted in a report to 
Governor Price Daniel by State 
Defense a n d  Disaster Relief 
headquarters this week.

Preliminary estimates place the 
flood damage at $69,700,000. A 
new survey of crop damage now 
being conducted may raise this 
estimate.

The Weather Bureau estimates 
damage by tornadoes, hailstorms, 
the March blizzard and other

severe weather from February 
16 through May 31 at $16,745,833. 
This does not include flood? and 
logs of livestock.

State agencies’ contribution to 
disaster operations is now placed 
at $3,360,391.

In addition, the cost of R e d 
Cross assistance in meeting eligi­
ble needs of individuals and 
families is now estimated at 
$1,300,000.

A vtornado, which struck near 
Harlingen February 16, touched 
off a chain of weather violence 
unequa'led ip the history of 
Texas. This was followed by the 
worst spring blizzard (March 19) 
ever to hit the Texas Panhandle. 
With thousands stranded, the 
death toll was held to a surpris­
in'? seven. Then ceme the disas­

trous Dallas tornado of April 2 
that claimed nine lives. This was 
followed by th e  devastating 
Lampasas flood on May 12 that 
destroyed 90r/o of t h e  business 
district, smashed 310 homes and 
killed five persons. Following 

, close on the heels of this disaster, 
| a roaring funnel descended out 
; of black clouds just before mid­
night May 16 and destroyed Sil- 

| verton, killing 19 people.
It was on May 24 that 22 tor­

nadoes churned across a terri­
fied Texas. Scores of other fun­
nels were sighted but did not 
dip to the ground. Never before 
in the history of th e  Weather 
Bureau had there been such a 
day of violence, setting a n ew  
record which Texans will not 
po-nt to with pride.

Field terraces to protect slop­

ing cropland from soil erosion 
can again be built for only one 
cent a foot this year. In a per­
iod of rising costs of nearly all 
farm operations the landowner’s 
cost of building terraces in his 
fields has actually decreased.

Under the agricultural con­
servation program the ASC of­
fice shares the cost of terrace 
construction' with the farmer. 
T h e  cost-sharing program pays 
two cents a foot for the terraces 
while the landowner has to fork 
over only the remaining one 
cent a foot. This makes the added 
protection for his precious top­
soil come inexpensive.

Local Soil Conservation Serv­
ice personnel estimate that there 
are 1,928 miles of terraces still 
needed by cooperators of the 
Upper Elm-Red Soil Conserva­
tion district in th e  Muenster-

Saint Jo area alone. This means 
that some 57,840 acres of slop­
ing cropland need the added pro­
tection that could bo had by 
properly constructed terraces.

Recent rains have pointed up 
the need for protection on slop­
ing fields. A system of terraces 
on the fields slows the run-off 
water, breaks long slopes up in­
to short slopes and allows more 
time for water to soak into the 
soil for future use by growing 
crops.

Nearly 500 miles of terraces 
have been built in the Muenster 
area during the past ten years, 
but that is only about one-fifth 
of the total that is needed.

Safe outlets for terrace water 
are necessary before terraces can 
be built. Pasture grasses offer 
a safe outlet where available. If 
no safe outlet is available then 
a broad grassed waterway must 
be .installed to carry the terrace 
water safely from the* field.

The ASC office will share the 
cost of terrace construction and 
the Upper Elm-Red SCS district 
offers technical assistance in ter­
race and waterway l a y o u t  
through the help of the Soil 
Conservation Service, so why 
not use the help available and 
build those needed terraces now? 
It’s later than you think.

Crop Not Planted Yields Big Return In Soil Bank Check
WASHINGTON — Out in Mc­

Lean County, Illinois, in the 
spring of 1956, farmer John 
Jones put in his usual crops in 
the usual way.

He planted some corn, some 
wheat, some soybeans. He kept 
some of his land in pasture. And 
'he put 169 acres in alfalfa and 
clover for hay.

Later on, he read in the paper 
that Congress had voted a new 
farm gimmick called the soil 
bank. The government was go­
ing to pay farmers for holding 
down their acreage of corn and 
other surplus crops.

So Farmer Jones cranked up 
his Cadillac convertible a n d  
went to town. There he pointed 
out to a committee representing 
the Agriculture Department that 
if he hadn’t planted alfalfa and 
clover on those 169 acres, he 
might have planted corn.

The committee agreed. And 
last fall, for the corn he didn’t 
plant on the land he never in­
tended to plant it on, Farmer 
Jones was paid $10,903 by the 
U. S. taxpayers.

There you have what the 
House Appropriations Commit- | 
tee staff calls an “interesting il­
lustration”  of the soil bank in 
operation in its first year. It is 
a real case, except for Farmer 
Jones’ name . (and the Cadillac, 
which might have been a Chrys­
ler). And it is by no means the 
only startling example.

In Butler County, Ky., another 
farmer wanted to place In the 
soil bank some land which he 
hadn’t used for years. He-was 
told he’d have to cut away the 
six-foot-high underbrush a n d  
shrubbery. Then he was paid for 
not planting corn on the land 
thus cleared.

A Kansas man worked an ev­
en better deal. He leased 420 
acres from the Army Engineers. 
For agreeing not to grow wheat 
on this land, he received his full 
annual rental o f $1475 plus a 
profit of $1004. And he still had 

| the right to grow other cash 
j crops on the government land.

Some of the payments—voted 
[ in the name of helping the small 
I farmer —ran into high finance.

Garvey Farms of Colby, Kan.,
; drew $61,354 for not growing 
j wheat on some land it owned in 
j Colorado. Adams Bros. & Co.,
J Odebolt, la., collected $49,278; 
i George G. Chance, Bryan, Tex­
as, $48,093; J. W. B. Farms, Lib­
eral, Kan., $45,817.

Altogether, 11 farm enterprises 
took doles of more than $25,000 

j apiece. One of them was the W.
IT. Waggoner Trust Estate of Ver- 
j non, Texas, a ranch so vast it 
j uses helicopters to round up its 
cattle.

The soil bank g i v e a w a y  
I reached 547,924 people last year. 
They collected $260,362,982. This 
summer its operations are more 
than doubled. Next year, unless 
Congress kills it, it wil be equal­

ly big.
And what did we get for bur 

money?
In the corn belt, 1956 pay­

ments totaled $179,664,064. Y e t  
corn production increased by 200 
m i l l i o n  bushels over 1955. 
Throughout th e  country, in 
spite of the soil bank, conserva­
tion payments, acreage allot­
ments and every other erbp re­
ducing device, farm output rose.

’rtie fact is that in Secretary 
Benson’s own words, present 
farm policies “have helped the 
larger producers of a small hand- 
fuU of favored crops, and . . . 
have made little contribution to 
the solution of the low-income 
farmers.”
