Beware of Acid 
In Johnson Grass 
Following Frost

College Station r— The time of 
the year is approaching when 
cattle owners should be warned 
that Johnson grass or sorghum 
after a frost is sometimes ex­
tremely high in prussic acid con­
tent and is v e r y  dangerous to 
livestock.

When wilted by frost or 
drouth, certain chemical changes 
sometimes occur in the plant 
and it develops a content of 
prussic acid, or hydrocyanic acid, 
says Dr. C. M. Patterson .exten­
sion veterinarian. The poison acts 
quickly, and can kill an animal 
within a short time after t h e  
damaged plant has been eaten.

Symptoms described by the 
veterinarian include an appear­
ance of nervousness, difficult 
breathing, a n d  difficulty i n 
standing. Whether a poisoned 
animal can be saved depends up­
on how quickly a veterinarian 
can get to it. Treatment involves 
injecting antidotes directly into 
the blood stream.

Young plants will develop 
more prussic acid than those ap­
proaching maturity, points o u t  
Patterson. The leaves will con­
tain from three to 25 times more 
acid than corresponding portions 
of the stalk in plants in the boot 
stage. The upper, younger leaves 
will contain more acid than the 
lower leaves.

Frosted o r drouth stricken 
Johnson grass or sorghum should 
not be grazed until it is com­
pletely dry, advises the veterin­
arian. If Johnson grass or sor­
ghum is ready to cut before a 
frost, it may be cut during the 
first day after the frost and used 
for hay if care is taken to see 
that it is completely cured be­
fore baling.

Average Worker on 
Farm Is Covered 
Bv Social Security

All farm operators in this area 
are reminded that their farm 
workers are covered by the so­
cial security program if either of 
two requirements are met. Mar­
ion Harkey, Manager of the Sher­
man Social Security District Of­
fice announced that any farm 
worker who is paid $150 or more 
cash wages during the year by a 
single farm operator is covered 
and his wages must be reported 
for social security purposes at 
the end of the year. Even though 
the worker is paid less than the 
$150, his wages are still covered 
under the second test if he 
worked on 20 or more days dur­
ing the year and his pay was 
figured on a time basis; that is, 
by the hour, day, week, or month. 
Mr. Harkey emphasized that only 
one of the tests need be met and 
if either one is met, the employ­
er is required to file a social se­
curity tax report on the 1957 
wages next January.

Mr. Harkey pointed out that 
these two requirements are new. 
Before 1957, agricultural wages 
were covered if the worker was 
paid at least $100 cash wages by 
a single farm employer. The new 
tests went into effect this year 
and were a part of t h e  1956 
amendments to the Social Secur­
ity Act.

The social security wage re­
ports are to be made to the Dis­
trict Director o f Internal Rev­
enue. Farmers who will pay tax­
able wages this year should con­
tact the Internal Revenue Serv­
ice for the necessary forms and 
instructions for filing. T h e y  
should also apply for an agricul­
tural employer’s identification 
number if they do n o t already 
have one.

eases of malnutrition, especially 
tuberculosis. Two trucks, almost 
constantly on the road, carry 
American surplus food supplies 
to the farthest villages so that 
food comes regularly to about 
100,000 of the v e r y  poorest 
people of the Southern pro­
vinces. During the past winter, 
he said, 4,000 were saved from 
actual starvation by boatloads of 
these surplus foods dispatched to 
the offshore island of Huksan.

Bishop Henry paid especial tri­
bute to the “Feed-a-Family” pro­
grams of Catholic Daughters of 
America, who “adopted” t h e  
Kwangju area where so many 
families had lost their bread­
winner in the war, and of other 
affiliates o f The National Coun­
cil of Catholic Women in Seoul, 
Pusan and Taegu. “In many 
cases,” he said, “ the families 
would have had to release some 
of the children to orphanages if 
the five-dollar gift had not 
reached them every month from 
the Catholic Daughters of Ameri­
ca.

“This personalized program,” 
the Bishop continued, “ . . .  is 
a major factor in obtaining good 
will for the United States of 
America. It is generally agreed 
that the direct impact of such 
individualized programs is far 
greater than that of the official 
aid program which must be im­
personal. Koreans have said to 
me many times: ‘You Americans 
have so much, yet you do not 
despise those who have so little, 
and want everybody to be as 
well off as yourselves.’ ”

In assuring us of the intense 
loyalty of the Korean people to 
the US and their unswerving op­
position to Communism, Bishop 
Henry has suggested the b e s t  
reasons in the world for contin­
uance and widening support for 
the five-dollar-a-month “Feed-a- 
Family” program.

In a recent issue of The Wall 
Street Journal I saw one of the 
most revealing paragraphs—a n d 
what should be one of the most 
disturbing to all thoughtful Am­
ericans —  that I have seen in a 
long time.

Writing from Little Rock, Ar­
kansas, on the school integration 
crisis, Henry Gemmill and Joseph 
Guilfoyle said:

“ There is one other factor in 
this political equation, and to a 
reporter who arrives here from 
a big city it can be somewhat 
surprising. That in Christianity. 
In Arkansas it is taken seriously. 
Time and again people trying to 
explain vrhy they feel as they 
do end up speaking in terms of 
religion.”

“ Surprising” to find that there 
is still one spot in the United 
States where Christianity “ is 
taken seriously?”  What more 
candid admission than this could 
there be that “big city” America 
is all but completely pagan?

The more you reread the above 
statement, the more appalling it 
reveals itself to be.

Cows to Pasture, 
Pasture to Cows, 
Which is Better

College Station — Does it pay 
to send the cows to pasture, or 
is it better to bring the pas- 
tur to the cows? Dairy farmers 
everywhere have been much in­
terested in recent studies de­
signed to measure the compara­
tive advantages of feeding fresh­
ly cut, chopped green forage to 
animals confined in pens, as com­
pared to grazing the animals.

A recent study indicated that 
on many dairy farms green-chop 
feeding may be more profitable 
than grazing, according to A. M. 
Meekma, extension dairy hus­
bandman.

For one thing, he says, grass­
land feed is used more efficient­
ly when it is green-chopped and 
fed, according to the study made 
on a typical dairy farm. Cows, 
it was found, trampie and waste

I up to 40 percent of the available 
feed while grazing on lush grow­
th.

j Field choppers were used to 
convert heavy grass crops into 
feed. Using the chopper t h u s  

i daily during the summer, rather 
j  than a few days a year to make 
silage, cuts the hourly overhead 
expense of t h e  chopper, points 
out Meekma.

Self-unloading wagons and feed 
bunks are required f o r  green- 

I chop feeding. But t h e  cost of 
j these is partially offset by less 
travel in taking cows to and from 

i pasture, need for less fencing, 
I and elimination of extensive wat- 
, ering systems in distant pastures, 
, the study showed.

Before changing to a green- 
chop feeding system, the hus­
bandman says that a dairy opera­
tor would need to consider ad­
vantages and disadvantages as 
they would apply to his particu­
lar farm resources.

Plans for sodding waterways 

to grass next spring are being 
made now by farmers in th e  
Muenster-Saint Jo area. Land- 
owners cooperating with the Up­
per Elm-Red Soil Conservation 
District to protect and improve 
their soil are getting waterways 
marked off and land prepared 
for sodding or seeding grass. The 
waterways or pasture strips will 
serve as safe disposal areas for 
terrace water when grass h a s  
made a good protective cover 
over the soil to prevent erosion 
from run-off water.

Werner Becker has a wide 
waterway already marked off on 
his farm at Hood and is getting 
the land ready for sodding oper­
ations next spring. Emmett Sick­
ing and Mrs. Will Sicking have 
marked waterway strips on their 
farms near Myra. Frank Need­
ham, Frank Bindel and Alfons 
Luke also have wide strips of 
land marked for waterway plant­
ing next spring on their farms 
near Muenster.

These waterways are another 
step forward in the completion 
of a complete soil, water and 
plant conservation plan that 
these district cooperators have 
worked out on their farms with 
the assistance of local Soil Con­
servation Service personnel. The 
farm plans, when applied, will 
improve production and protect 
the land from soil and water 
loss.

The Arendt brothers recently 
signed a cooperative agreement 
with the Upper Elm-Red SCD 
on their farm near Myra. They 
worked out a soil and water con- 

! servation plan with a SCS tech- 
! nician and immediately began 
applying the recommended prac­
tices. Last spring they shaped 
and. sodded a wide waterway to 
Coastal Bermuda. This fall they 

: built a diversion terrace to pro- 
! tect a bottomland field from over 
I 100 acres of hill water. The ter- 
| race empties onto the grassed 
: waterway.

By cutting off the' hill water, 
two ditches through the field 
can be closed and more acres 
put into cultivation. Land along 
the creek is being cleared and 
planted to grass; and fences are 
being changed to include th e  
grass in the pasture.

Another outlet for another 
diversion terrace was shaped re­
cently by the Arendt brothers' 
and they’ll put it into grass next 
spring. The brothers are well on 
their way in improving and pro­
tecting each acre of land on the 
farm they have owned less than 
a year.

Survey takers, out gathering 

figures on hunting and fishing, 
have come up with some rather 
amazing statistics.

For example: More people hunt 
and fish than take part in all 
spectator sports combined. And 
anglers and hunters outnumber 
golfers nine to one.

Texans spend twice as much 
money to hunt and fish than they 
do for admission to all football, 
baseball, and basketball games, 
plus a l l  other spectator sports, 
plus all movies and all other 
theatrical attractions combined.

The hunting and fishing bill 
of Texans is greater than that 
spent on medical care, dental 
work, and hospitalization insur­
ance.

And the money spent for out­
door pursuits is rapidly increas­
ing. That’s because the popu­
lation is growing and folks now­
adays have more leisure time.

These are cold facts, based on 
accurate, scientific surveys, con­
ducted for the Texas Game and 
Fish Commission.

Plenty for All
Fortunately there is going to 

be a bountiful supply of fish and 
game for all these anglers and 
shooters. Building of many new 
lakes, stocking them, and good 
rains this year will mean many 
fish.

Deer and turkey, along with 
antelope, once faced extinction 
in Texas. Game management 
programs and favorable condi­
tions afield have brough back the 
deer and the turkey populations 
and put them in proper balance.

Viewers of the situation a r e  
pleased. But they see a need for 
more and better facilities and 
accommodations for the hunter 
and fisherman.

Trend in Motors
Another indication of change, 

is the trend toward bigger out­
board motors. A decade ago most 
of these were five horsepower 
and under. But this year, a ma­
jor manufacturer predicts that 48 
per cent of the motors will be in 
the 30-horsepower class or larg­
er.

This big stuff is for the speed 
boat people and those who tow 
the water skiers. It’s not so much 
for fishermen. A Mercury-6 is 
plenty of motor for me.

You can stir around and get 
up an argument between t h e  
speed boat boys and the fisher­
men. But I don’t think it’s neces­
sary. There’s plenty of water for 
all.

Mostly the conflict comes about 
when the lakes are crowded on 
weekends and holidays. At those 
times I fish where the big boat 
boys don’t go. Below a certain 
dam, for instance, its too shallow 
for the heavier craft. I c h u g

along up there, dodging rocks 
and stumps as I go, anchor just 
below the dam, and catch fish.

Belligerent Blacks
The best black bass fishing I 

know is in one or two South 
Texas lakes. I was down there 
the other day when the blacks 
were hitting surface lures like 
mad.

In this particular lake there’s 
a wooded area, with plenty of 
weeds and brush. The bass a- 
bound there. They are infuriated 
by the noise o f a topwater lure.

I had spectacular success with 
one lure that had a spinner aft. 
The sound it made was like a 
school o f minnows in flight.

One thing we noticed was that 
a hooked fish was nearly always 
followed to the boat by one or 
two of his fellows. When I 
hooked one, my partner cast to 
the same spot to try for the oth­
er fish. I did the same when he 
had a fish on. Sometimes this

strategy paid off.
It was a great day and a great

place for boss fishing. The weath­
er was cool enough, except just 
in the middle of the day. Wp 
drifted around, among the old 
mossy trees, casting into the 
shade where bass were hiding. 
Very often, after a twitch of the 
lure, a bass hit. Before the end 
of the day, we had our limit 
of blacks.

That kind of fishing is rare, 
but there will be more of it 
during the coming months, as 
this year’s fine crop of young 
bass reaches maturity.

If you hanker for bass, plan 
to be in your best fishing spot 
during February and March.

Whoopers Moving
The big whooping cranes are 

in process of moving from their 
breeding grounds in Canada to 
their winter home. Eight adult 
and two young birds have been 
sighted on the wing.

Whoopers move along by easy 
stages. Usually they begin ar­
riving at their Texas refuge 
about the middle of October or 
later. Laggards ‘will trail along 
at intervals.

There a r e  only about 30 
whooping cranes alive now. In 
flight, they appear as huge, 
white birds, with jet-black wing 
tips, red-crowned heads a n d  
long legs trailing. Please don’t 
shoot them!

under various trade names in 
stores throughout the country.

Additional information may be 
secured by calling your county 
agricultural agent or local health 
officer.
