Tom Conti:tllv is a chivalrous gesture in defense of the 
South, o f  no particular importance. Such is not the cast 
It is a defense to be sure, but one bom of a desiie to 
prevent rank injustice anil discrimination against one sec­
tion of the country for the obvious and unworthy pur[x»c 
of securing doubtful favors at the hands of anothet.

The measure is a vicious one. as is poitiled out bv 
Senator Connalb in a recent statement. Ihe bill makes 
no effort to punish individual members of a mob involv­
ed iu a hitching. It ptoposes to punish the sheriffs anti 
local police officers in the localities in which hnchings 
might occur in the future. But it goes timber: it would 
impose a penalty of not less than $2,000 nor more than 
$10,000 on the taxpayers oi anv counts, whether the lim it­
ing octuis in a county or whether the seizure is made in 
such countv. I'his penalty must be |>aid bv the county 
to the relatives t»f the person lvmhed.

. If the bill were an honest effort to stamp out illegal 
killings, it would merit appioval. But its ituinceritv is 
evident in the provision to exempt from its provisions gang 
strrs and racketeers. Ihe hill prositles ‘'that ‘Isnclung 
shall not he deemed to include violence occurring between 
mcntbeis or groups of lawbreakers such as are loinmonly 
designated as gangsieis or ratketeers.”

No one approves of Ivnchmg. Eqreiiallv is this true 
in the South, as is evident bv the fact that in 11*% ami 
again in 1937 there were onlv eight Ivmhings in the en­
tire United States. I he states are doing an excellent job 
of curtailing Ivmlung. and will continue to do so without 
interference from the Federal government. If ihe pi event 
bill would pievem Ism lung, theie would Ire little cause 
fot opposition to it. Bui it is obvious that the bill has 
little lor its purpose ixher than a politual gesture to gain 
votes in the negro districts ol the North. Senatoi ('.onDai­
ly is light in In. continued opposition to its passagt lb  

S'ums up his aigument agaitisi the bill as follows:
"We who opprse the bill do not condone lynching. 

It is murdet. We are against it . . . We Ix-liese that 
thiough the responsibility ol state olluers siipprrted bs 
ptrMir sentiment Ivmhing is being suppressed. I \lulling  
has almost vanished (>ang muideis — oigam/ed murders 
in the £reat cities and in mans other sections, have imieas- 
ed rapnllv and ilefiantlv. This bill exempts bv sp-iiht 
terms gang imuders. It emouiages ami accelerates the 
mad waves of crime in other sections while insultingly 
printing the fingtt of scorn at the South, where Ivmhing 
has almost entirely disappeared."

Such action should not interfere 
with plans to secure the Big Bend National Park. but might 
cause their posipincment. ami might also cause Mexico 
to lose interest in cieation of the park on theit side ol the 
river.

National Paik Service officials' inteit-M in the Big Bend 
project is indicated in the annual report of the department, 
just released, which devotes much spate to the efforts of 
the department to secure the international park. The re- 
pirt punts out that investigations of the Mexican pit non 
of the propised Big Bend Naional Park in Texas were 
made during the year bs Mexican and United States author­
ities and during November tentative boundaries of the pnv 
posed jiark were agreed up»n at joint sessions of commis­
sions of the two countries.

Lack ol interest on the part ol Texans might lesult 
in loss ol the oppirtunity to secuie the paik with the mini­
mum of effort. T o revive the movement aftei interest had 
lagged would hr infinitely harder than to push it to com­
pletion at this time.

Added incentive to seeming ihe national paik is con­
tained in the National Park Service annual repirt, in the 
statement that 1937 attendance at national paiks was the 
gieatest in the history of the United States, more than fif­
teen million people having sisired the arras during ihe 
yrtt The Big Bend paik should lie able to atuait at least 
ten per cent of this number, espeiiallv. when it is consulei- 
ed that Texans themselves are great travelers, one in every 
eleven having visited a nut: or national paik during the 
past travel seavin.

to  Congress last week, the P r e s i ­
dent review-ed the budget for fiscct,’
1938 ending next June , estimated 
receip ts at $6,320,000,000, expen- 
<1 itu res ftt $T,4^8,000|000, & 193h net 
deficit of $1,088,000,000. The change 
In the past year from  an estim ated  
“ laym an 's b a lan ce” to  a h itlton- 
d o lla r deficit w as caused la rg e ly  
by an over-estim ate  o f incom e tax 
revenues, an  u n d erestim ate  of the 
possib ilities of Recession.

F o r 1939. th e  P residen t forecast 
rece ip ts  of $5 ,919,000,000. expendi­
tu re s  of $6,869,000.00, a 1939 net 
deficit of $950,900,008. On the  outgo' 
side the  P resid en t ten ta tiv e ly  set 
down Defense a t ju s t  under a 
billion . Relief a t ju st over a billion, 
then  added “ Due to  w orld con­
d itions over which th is N ation has 
no con tro l, I may find It necessary  
to  req u est add itional a p p ro p ri­
a tio n s for national defense . 
F u rth e rm o re , th e  econom ic s itu ­
a tio n  may not Im prove- and  If It 
does not. I expect approval of Con­
g re ss  and th e  public fo r additional 
ap p ro p ria tio n s If they  become 
n ecessary  to save th o u san d s of 
Am erican fam ilies from  dire need ” 
T h u s 1939's n e t deficit o f this 
$*60,000,008 is not an estim a te  of 
p robabilities, is In fact lit t le  m ore 
than  a pious hope, fo r the  tw o 
biggest ex p en d itu re  item s (De­
fense and Relief! a re  left open 
and  will probably be upped.

T rend. Only com fort the P re s i­
dent could give C ongress was that 
the  tren d  of defic its h as tu rn ed  
dow nw ard from  the  1931 peak. But
1939 will b ring  the G overnm ent's
n in th  consecutive defic it—th ree  of 
them  H erbert H oover's six F ra n k ­
lin R oosevelt's.

I consider th a t the  
p roposed am endm ent w ould be Im­
p rac ticab le  in its app lication  and 
ir.com pntible w ith o u r  rep re sen ­
ta tiv e  form  of governm ent a s  the 
only p rac tica l m eans of govern­
m ent by the  people. Such an am end­
m ent to  the C onstitu tion  as th a t 
p roposed would c rip p le  any P re si­
den t In his conduct of ou r foreign  
re la tio n s , and  it would encourage 
o th er na tio n s to believe th a t they  
could vio late A m erican  r ig h ts  with 
im punity ."

D em ocrats ra ised  
lioo.isret to wipe ou t th e ir P a rty 's  
defic it and New Deal spokesm en 
let out a  rherrus of o ra to ry  m atch ­
less in volum e. In W ashington 
F ran k lin  Delano R oosevelt adro itly  
echoed the anii-mone>poly rem ark s 
m ade a  fo rtn igh t ago hy In terio r 
S ecre tary  Ickes and A ssistan t A t­
to rn ey  G eneral R obert H Jackson, 
E x ce rp ts :

" It h a s  been estim a ted  th a t there  
a re  o u tstan d in g  tl:i.0isi.noCi.non of 
e lec tric  u tility  secu rities  and th a t 
the  su b s ta n tia l con tro l of th is

to ta l la vested  in the hands of the 
ow nersh ip  of about 4 perceu t of the 
secu rities c o n tro ls  th e  o th e r 98 
percent. H ere  is a  96 Inch dog be­
ing w agged by a four-inch  tail. I 
have recen tly  described  m any 
o th er activ ities  th a t  should  not be 
to le ra ted  in o u r dem ocracy—price  
rigging, u n fa ir  com petition  d i­
rected  ag a in st the  lit t le  m an, 
and m onoplistic  p rac tices  of m any 
kinds. . . . Give to tne and give to 
your G overnm ent th e  c red it fo r a 
definite a tte n tio n  to e rad ica te  
them . Give to  me and give to  your 
G overnm ent th e  c red it for believing 
th a t in so doing we a re  help ing  
and not h u rtin g  th e  overw helm ing 
m ajority  o f businessm en an d  in ­
d u s tr ia lis ts  in the U nited S ta te s .” 

A p rincipal sp eak er a t New York 
C ity’s Ja c k so n  Day d in n er was 
New Y ork 's G overnor H erbert 
Lehm an. C onsiderably  fa r th e r  re ­
moved from  the  New Deal th an  he 
was before he ob jected  to  the 
P re sid en t's  plan  to  e n la rg e  the  
Suprem e C o u rt la s t  sum m er 
G overnor L ehm an de livered  a 
speech w hich rep resen ted  c o u n te r­
point ra th e r  th an  close harm ony in 
the o ra to rica l chorus. I ts  s tro n g est 
note: “A po litica l p a rty , like the 
governm ent itself, m ust he the 
servan t of the  people, not th e ir 
m aster. I t  m ust be. . . open-m inded 
but not v isionary , courageous but 
not im pusllve. p rog ressive  but not 
Im practical. . .“

M eantime, at Ihe F rench  border 
v illage of Rotirg-M adam e. Mr. 
S ikorsk l offered  to build A ndorra 
a m odern sanato rium  for its 6.000 
Inhabitan ts . Inform ed hy French 
ru s tic s  th a t he could not get to  
A ndorra  th rough  the  m ountain  
roads, hu rried  20 feet un d er snow  
d rif ts , he sn o rted : “ If I had my

It's true , hu t I'm no 
c rim in al, and 1 w ant to rem ain 
w hat I have alw ays been—honest 
E uropeans m ake a big m istake 
when they give honesty  a m eaning 
it never had. I've never kidnapped 
anybody.

Im pressed  by these  d isp lays 
A ndorra  sen t back Us reply, 
"No A dm ittance.” But the  Spanish 
L eftist G overnm ent, needing good 
tr ig g e r  men. offered Mr. Sikorskl 
haven in B arcelona, and French  
gendarm es escourted  him to  the 
in te rn a tio n a l b ridge to  P u lg cerd a .j 
set him  on h is way.

Chicago police and W ashington 
incom e tax  s leu th s said  they  have 
never heard  of Alex ("K id T iger") 
S ikorskl.

Dr. Abbot, a grey, kind-looking 
m an with a conspicuous m ustache 
Is the  sec re ta ry  (I. e. head) of the  
Sm ithsonian  In stitu tio n , a  d is tin ­
guished au th o rity  on th e  sun, . a 
long tim e observer o f v a ria tions In 
so la r rad ia tion . Dr. Abbot believes 
th a t on so la r rad ia tion  depend 
tem p era tu re  and precip ita tion  on 
earth . He has found in th e  so la r 
va ria tio n s a  num ber of periodic­
ities which fit Into 23-year cycles 
and an even m ore im po rtan t cycle 
of 46 years. M atching the cycles 
with actual w eather records has

provided, he declares, p a rtia l con ­
firm ation . T estify ing  last week on

(Food fin ish  has 
been secured  a t the  Experim ent 
S ta tion  by feeding ra tio n s  of high 
roughage con ten t fo r a  period of 
som e tw o hundred days. In these 
tes ts , th e  to ta l am ount o f co tto n ­
seed m eal o r cottonseed  and grain 
req u ired  was less than  when the 
leedlng period was sh o rte r and the 
daily  a llow ance  of co n cen tra tes  
g rea te r. In th is typo of feeding, the 
best availab le  q u ality  of roughage 
should be supplied, feeding all the 
an im als w ill cat from  the beg in­
ning T he feed of co ttonseed  meal 
should  he from  I to  T, pounds per 
head daily , acco rd ing  to the  size 
of the  s te e rs .

Mr. Jo n es observes 
th a t the  beginning feeder is too 
often  confused by th e  term  b a lan c ­
ed ra tion . He s ta te s  th a t  a ra tion  
is m ade up of th ree  th in g s : ro u g h ­
age, co n sistin g  of cottonseed hulls, 
hay o r s ilag e : p ro tein  supplem ent, 
which in T exas m eans cottonseed 
m eal o r  cottonseed cak e ; and g rain  
consisting  of g ra in  sorghum s, corn , 
barley , o r rice ; and w hat the  feed­
e r  w an ts is a  m ethod or system  of 
feeding which w ill give the  s te e rs  
o r  lam bs a balanced  ra tion  from  
th e  tim e they s ta r t  on feed and are  
th in  un til the  tim e they a re  f a t ­
tened. Mr. Jo n es rem ark s that a 
balanced  ra tion  consisting  of 
g ra in , co ttonseed m eal, and rough- 
age, recom m ended by feeding a u ­
th o ritie s , may be su itab le  when the 
an im als  a re  s ta r tin g  on feed or 
m ay be su itab le  only if they  are  
on full feed and any one ra tion  
can n o t lie su itab le  for s tee rs  o r 
lam bs for the  en tire  feeding p e r i­
od. He recom m ends th a t from  the 
s ta r t  to  the end of the  feeding p e r­
iod acco rd ing  to the  age and  type 
of anim als. For T exas conditions 
th is  m eans th a t w eaned calves 
should  get atm ut tw o pounds of 
co ttonseed  m eal daily : y ea rlin e s
th ree  to  th ree  and one-half pounds; 
and  aged s te e rs  th ree  and  one-half 
to  five pounds, while lam bs should 
receive  from  one-th ird  to two- 
fifth s pounds per day. If a lfa lfa  
o r  o th er legum e is used for ro u g h ­
age. then  th e  cottonseed  m eal a l­
low ance should be reduced to  one- 
ha lf of these  am ounts.

Thp p ractica l procedure  is to  
pen the  an im als and give them  a 
fill of roughage while they a re  ge t­
tin g  used to being confined, then  
in a very few days a fte r  the  an i­
m als a re  filled up on roughage the 
full a llow ance of cottonseed m eal 
can  he fed. It is im portan t to  get 
the  an im als  to eat all the co tto n ­
seed m eal a llow ance before feeding 
a n y  g ra in . Having got the an im als 
to eating  the roughage and pro tein  
supplem ent p roperly , it is then  only 
necessa ry  fo r the feeder to  w atch 
the  am ount of g ra in  to be supplied 
and the  s te e rs  or lam bs will take 
r a re  of that fea tu re . Only a very 
sm all am o u n ts of g ra in  should be 
fed a t firs t. F o r lam bs a tw entie th  
of a  pound per head is su ffic ien t:
