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A big event is coming up Sat­
urday. It’s the day of decision, 
when first class citizens of our 
state will go down the ballot 
sheet deciding who of the can­
didates listed thereon are best 
suited to administer our state 
and county business for the next 
term.

We will go to the polls proud­
ly conscious of our sacred right 
to cast a free ballot and deep­
ly grateful to the ancestors who 
gave us the opportunity. Let’s 
hope we will be equally con­
scious of the great responsibil­
ity implied in our voting right. 
As our pioneer patriots warned, 
eternal vigilance is the price of 
freedom.

This doesn’t necessarily mean 
that we have to be on guard 
against scheming tyrants who 
might take charge and enslave 
the country. More properly we 
should be on guard against ideas, 
many of them sincerely offered 
as a way to greater comfort and 
security but resulting ultimately 
in greater bureaucracy, central­
ization and taxation. Persons 
who preach this misguided gos­
pel of welfare deserve to be 
scratched off the ballot regard­
less of their good intentions.

In Texas politics nowadays 
the big issue is between the con­
servative and liberal elements 
of the Democratic party. It is 
an extension of the contest that 
has been going on in national 
politics for almost three decades, 
the conservatives leaning toward 
the traditional principle that “he 
governs best who governs least” 
and liberals leaning to bureau­
cracy and the welfare state. 
When casting their votes Satur­
day Texans have a solemn duty 
to consider that issue a n d  its 
implications . . . the l i n e  of 
thinking they wish to have ap­
plied in this state’s domestic af­
fairs or its representation at 
Washington.

Another election day event
that is becoming especially im­
portant is the precinct conven­
tion. For many years this detail 
of local, and state politics was 
taken for granted. That made 
little difference as long as party 
harmony was achieved and true 
representation was maintained at 
the stale and local levels. But 
things have changed in recent 
years. Determined and well or­
ganized minority groups have 
taken charge in hundreds of pre­
cinct conventions and named 
delegates who did not represent 
the majority view of th e  pre­
cinct.

That maneuver was possible 
only because the people^ of the 
precinct failed to appear in de­
fense of their own views. The 
net result was widespread dis- 
sention and ill feeling as local 
delegations gathered for county 
and state meetings.

Anxious to eliminate most of 
t h a t  party friction Governor 
Price Daniel this year appeals 
to Texans to take their pre­
cinct conventions seriously . . . 
to get an attendance t h a t  is 
likely to send true representa­
tion to the county convention.

Here al Muenster, fortunately, 
we have had no trouble of that 
kind. At least, no one has com­
plained about the delegates from 
the local precincts. But luck in 
the past is no assurance t h a t  
our luck will last. If we keep 
napping on our rights we may 
wake up some day and discover 
that a handful of fellows have 
stolen o u r  precious precinct 
votes.

Accordingly, the two local 
election judges are calling spec­
ial attention to the governor’s 
request. They urgently ask for 

* a good attendance when the 
\neetings for their respective vot­
ing boxes come to order at 2 
o’cld&k Saturday. Both agree 
that the * fiances for political 
trickery are rSITIOte here, but 
that still does not give XS5 a right 
to take chances.

For those who are inclined to 
underestimate the value of their 
vote, and perhaps not even ap­
pear at the polls, this column in­
vites special attention to tw o  
timely items on page 4. One of 
them shows how several big 
events in history were actually 
determined by the vote o f  a 
single person. The other reminds 
us what great sacrifices w e r e  
made by some in winning and 
preserving our freedom and how 
little we have to do to exercise 
it.

If we prefer we can select an 
example from much closer to 
home. Cooke county, l i k e  all 
others has had its hot races. One 
of those was the local option 
election following the national 
legalization of beer. It was de­
feated . . .  by people of Muens-

.63 Rain Is Timely 
But Falls Short of 
Community’s Need

A timely but inadequate rain 
came to this community early 
Wednesday, bringing with it a 
welcome drop in temperature 
and adding .63 to the commun­
ity’s moisture measure. It raised 
the month’s total to 3.32 inches 
and the year’s total to 24.82.

Coming more than two weeks 
after a previous fine soaker, the 
shower fell considerably short of 
meeting the area’s need. Crops 
got a temporary lift but not 
enough for sustained growth.

Neverthless, the situation re­
garding local crops at this time 
is still promising, especially if 
another rain somes soon enough 
to take over after the benefits 
of this shower begin to wear off. 
Alfalfa fields and pastures are 
better than normal for this sea­
son. Corn, in spite of limited 
acreage and a late start be­
cause of delayed planting, has 
been favored by good moisture 
and cool weather and appears 
headed for a nice crop.

Following good grain and hay 
harvests, th e  present prospect 
continues developing toward one 
of the best farming years ever 
for this community.

ing about 100 over-age exemp­
tions, persons who do not need 
an exemption certificate, the 
total strength here is probably 
near 750.

Elections at the two local box­
es will be held at th e  usual 
places and time under supervis­
ion of the usual election judges.

Voting strength in this com­
munity, as in the rest of the 
county is considerably lower 
this year than for the general 
election two years ago. Recorded 
voters in the community totaled 
710 at that time. County wide 
the total strength dropped from 
7794 in ’56 to 7045 at this time.

Actually t h e  difference is 
greater than shown by those 
figures. Because of a misunder­
standing many over-age voters 
applied for exemption certifi­
cates. Though more of them ap­
pear on the poll list, the num­
ber of over-age voters is about 
the same as before. Poll tax ex­
emptions increased from 17 to 
47 in the two Muenster boxes 
and from 1798 to 1922 in the 
county. Meanwhile total poll 
taxes dropped from 693 to 598 
at Muenster and from 5996 to 
5123 in the county.

One Cent Increase Across the Board 
On Postal Rates Applies August 1

It won’t be long now until the 
Post Office Department’s new 
bite on the American public goes 
into effect. On August 1, just 
a little more than a week away, 
there will be a 1 cent increase 
on practically every kind of mail 
used by the average person.

Tlie new rates apply to all 
mail postmarked August 1 and 
thereafter, according to a state­
ment this week by Postmaster 
Arthur Endres. That means that 
mail dropped into the local post 
office after the final dispatch on 
July 31 . . . which has to be dis­
patched the next morning . . . 
will have to bear the' higher 
priced stamp.

Failure to abide by this reg­
ulation will not inconvenience 
the sender, however. His letter 
will go on as usual. But the re­
ceiver is likely to be definitely 
unhappy. That’s because of an­
other regulation, in effect since 
July 1, requiring that the re­
ceiver make up the deficit and 
also pay a 5 cent penalty to 
compensate the post office for 
its extra handling.

The reason for this regulation, 
as explained by the postal de­

partment, is to avoid the delay 
that used to result when a send­
er mistakenly put on insuffic­
ient postage. Hereafter the lost 
time will be eliminated, but it 
remains to be seen whether this 
arrangement w i l l  encourage 
some senders to be careless 
about the amount of postage 
they put on. If so, receivers can 
be expected to put up a beef.

The increase in mail rates, 
which is expected to add a half 
billion dollars annually to the 
Post Office Department’s rev­
enue, will make little difference 
to the average person but will 
run into extra thousands of dol­
lars of expense per month for 
the country’s big firms. Small 
businesses will feel most of the 
increase when sending out their 
monthly bills. The general pub­
lic will feel the increase mostly 
when sending out Christmas 
greetings.

Rate changes which will apply 
most to people of this area are 
those on first class mail, air 
mail a n d  unsealed greeting 
cards.

MASTERS OF DECEIT
In h is  recently published 

book, Masters of Deceit, J. Ed­
gar Hoover, FBI director, has 
written some of the clearest ex­
planations available on how the 
Communists work at mass agi­
tation and infiltration. In agitat­
ing projects and issues, he points 
out, the Communist approach 
“ always has two sides: (1) the 
deceptive line designed for pub­
lic consumption and (2) the real 
Party line designed to advance 
Communism.”
- Consider this deceptive line 
f o r  appealing t o American 
youth:

Increase trade with all coun­
tries, including the Communist 
bloc, to provide “hundreds of 
thousands of new jobs for young 
people.”  Mr. Hoover says th e  
Party line on this "means sell­
ing materials that could be used 
by Communist nations for arma­
ments.” They want American 
youth to get behind such trade, 
not to make jobs but to a id  
world Communism.

Two-Faced Technique
Another deceptive line u s e d  

effectively by the Reds: Repeal 
aH "repressive legislation" a n d  
“restore the Bill of Rights.” “ In 
Communist language,” says Mr. 
Hoover, “ ‘restore the Bill of 
Rights’ means eliminating all 
legal opposition to Communism, 
stopping all prosecution of Com­
munists, and granting amnesty 
to those presently in jail.

“For window dressing,” writes

Mr. Hoover, “they always sup­
port items desired by most of 
the people: lower taxes, higher 
wages, better housing, old-age 
security, higher farm incomes. 
These are thoroughly legitimate 
interests. To support these aims, 
and many others is not to be a 
Communist. The Party is simp­
ly attempting to exploit such 
interests for its own selfish aims. 
They become Party 'talking 
points.’ ” For instance, he says 
that “ restore academic freedom” 
means to Communists that we 
should permit the official teach­
ing of Communist doctrine in all 
schools and that we should allow 
Communists to infiltrate teach­
ing staffs. Through infiltration, 
agitation and propaganda they 
have been able to amass power­
ful support and have succeeded 
in gaining many of their major 
aims.

Using Union Labor
“Communists have probably 

worked harder to infiltrate Am­
erican labor unions than any 
other group,” Mr. Hoover notes. 
“Since the days of Lenin, labor 
has been a favorite target.”  Len­
in decreed: "It is necessary to 
% . . agree to any and every sacri­
fice, and even — if need to — 
to resort to all sorts of strata­
gems, maneuvers a n d  illegal 
methods, to evasion and subter­
fuges in order to penetrate the 
trade unions, to remain in them, 
and to carry on Communist 
work in them at all cost.”

“ ‘At least 90 per cent of all 
of our efforts,’ one Party writ­
er asserted, ‘must be devoted to 
industrial workers.’ ” This is 
from Mr. Hoover’s chapter on 
Infiltration. ‘Drawing on years 
of experience,” he says, “ the 
Party is today attacking labor 
unions with renewed vigor.” 
The scheme is to infiltrate the 
labor unions and then begin to

use them for agitation and pro­
paganda beneficial to Commun­
ist goals.

Red's Amazing Success
The Reds have been amazing­

ly effective in gaining control 
of influential a n d  respected 
non-Communist organizations in 
many fields of activities, Mr. 
Hoover emphasizes. He s e t s  
forth a case history of how this 
is done. The first move is to 
gain control of one officer with 
a large following among the 
rank and file members of the 
organization. By devious means 
they achieve this control. Grad­
ually they work into control of 
the decision-making powers of 
the big organization.

Then, when a concealed Com­
munist in planted in an election 
for public office, the handful 
of Reds who have achieved con­
trol of this influential non-Com­
munist organization manage to 
get it to publicly e n d o r s e  the 
concealed Communist’s candi­
dacy. In this manner the Com­
munists have elected dedicated 
Reds, under the discipline of the 
Party and Moscow, to vitally 
important offices — state legis­
latures, city councils, school 
boards, etc. They are continuing 
to do so. In fact they are intensi­
fying their efforts. Mr. Hoover’s 
book, available at any bookstore, 
offers a good beginning stop for 
any American citizen who wants 
to be aware of the responsibili­
ties involved in keeping our 
great freedom heritage.

Science Alone Cannoi Save America

Ever since the Russians launched 
Sputnik I into its orbit, there has 
been a great cry that we must con­
centrate now on science.

WHY THIS BIG rush for science? 
The principal motive for our pres­
ent crash program is fear—fear lest 
we lose our position of power in 
the world, and fear that we may 
be defeated if war should come.

But can science 
rid us of these | 
fears? During the ; 
p a s t  fifty years : 
we h a v e  wit- If 
nessed more sci- fl 
e n t i f i c  progress 
than in any oth­
er period of his­
tory; yet w i t h  
all t h i s  success 
in scientific de- O'Sullivan 
velopments, we stand trembling to­
day for fear of tomorrow. Why? 
3ecause the Free World can no 
longer claim a monopoly on sci­
entific brains, and as long as God­
less men exist capable of wielding 
destructive weapons, that fear will 
continue to remain with us.

NO ONE IS suggesting that we 
ignore science, for we must try to 
match the inventions of the other 
great nations of the world. But 
the greatest need in America to­
day isn’t science. The greatest need 
is religion.

WE ARE A NATION founded on 
religious principles by men who 
believed in Almighty God. Now 
a$ Christians and Americans, we 
either believe that God is both the 
creator of the world and the source 
of America’s strength, or else we

are guilty o f undermining the foun­
dations upon which our great na­
tion rests.

There is no room for compro­
mise in those beliefs; either those 
who believe in God are right or 
the atheistic leaders of Soviet Rus­
sia are right. If we believe the fu­
ture welfare o f our nation depends 
upon Divine Providence, may we 
not well pause to wonder whether 
God may become impatient with 
our misuse of His divine scheme 
of the universe which He has given 
to us?

SUCH IMPATIENCE in God, and 
His wrath, need not necessarily be 
evidenced by some supernatural 
visitation upon mankind, but by 
allowing man to destroy his own 
civilization.

Our fear, then, should not be for 
the Russians; they cannot destroy 
our immortal souls. Our only fear 
should be whether we are separat­
ing ourselves from the God who 
has created us.

LET US HOPE and pray for 
spectacular success by our scien­
tists. But let us not forget that 
the greatest need in education is 
the education of the minds and 
hearts of men so that there may 
come a time when the right think­
ing people of the world, people 
who really believe in God, will 
have gained such pre-eminence and 
strength as to be able to forbid the 
misuse of science by immoral and 
Godless groups.

Only when that victory has been 
achieved will there be anything 
like real peace and security in the
world.

The audience with the Holy 
Father was the highlight of the 
Rome visit and also the l a s t  
event of five adventure packed 
days.

In the flight from Nice, France, 
to Rome the group of pilgrims 
got an air view of Corsica.

In the Eternal City days 
passed swiftly in sight-seeing 
and left much still unseen. 
Tours took the visitors to the 
Quirinale P a l a c e ,  Parliament 
House, Temple of Neptune, th e  
Pantheon, St. Peter’s, the Vati­
can Museum and the Sistine 
Chapel. Many ruins of the 
ancient Romans still remain.

The ceiling of St. Peter’s, the 
many beautiful statues by fam­
ous artists, and the main altar 
hold one spellbound, Father Pat­
rick said. Michaelangelo’s fam­
ous "Pieta” is so lifelike one 
almost believes it is not a statue 
but a real body.

NIPPONESE MONORAIL— Japan’s new “ train of the 
future” speeds across Ueno Park in Tokyo. The streamlined 
monorail tramway has been designed by the Tokyo Metro­
politan Government to replace the city’s numerous street­
cars and thereby reduce traffic congestion.

Yankee Hot Dogs 
Stole the Show at 
World Fair Display

There seems to be some ques­
tion whether the “Atomium,” 
that monumental enlargement 
of a tinker-toy model of a mole­
cule (showing the arrangement 
of the atoms), or the good old 
American hot dog is more im­
pressive to European visitors to 
the Brussels World’s Fair.

Center of activity in the highly 
popular US pavilion is the only 
Simon-pure American-type cof­
fee shop outside of the territorial 
limits of the U.S. Designed, built 
and operated by the people who 
run the Brass Rail restaurants 
in New York, it seats 600 — and 
serves an average 10,000 visitors 
a day. Its typical “Cuisine a 
I’Americaine,” produced before 
the very eyes of t h e  amazed 
diners from foods largely flown 
in from the U.S., on equipment 
the like of which has n e v e r  
been seen abroad and with a 
speed that is regarded as in­
credible, is — sooner or later — 
on every tongue.

Despite some ill-founded re­
ports of high prices — based 
perhaps on confusion over for­
eign e x c h a n g e  — Europeans 
were quick to discover they 
could gorge themselves at th e  
pavilion for less than they would 
pay for a snack at any other 
restaurant at the Fair. And Am­
ericans, to whom the familiar 
menu of hot dogs and hamburg­
er and barbecued chicken, clam 
chowder, griddle cakes, a galaxy 
of sandwiches a n d  ice creams 
reads like a letter from home, 
are equally impressed with the 
modesty of the checks. Most of 
them marvel that with so much 
of the food from home, and sub­
ject to taxes and duty of about 
40 percent, plus the further ad­
dition (in accordance with Brus­
sels custom) of 15 percent in 
lieu of tip, that prices could be 
so low. A party of four Ameri­
cans who dropped into the Rus­

sian pavilion, ordered caviar, 
vodka and a bowl of borscht— 
and paid $60 for these appetiz­
ers — was especially impressed 
with dollar lunches and two dol­
lar dinners at the American pa­
vilion.

Lines of hungry Fair pilgrims 
form at the Brussels branch of 
the Brass Rail shortly after 11 
a.m., the opening hour, and gath­
er recruits through the day and 
evening until the midnight clos­
ing. Here, five times as many 
visitors are fed daily as at its 
n e a r e s t  competitor. European 
restaurant men, fascinated by the 
speedy, efficient “coffee-shop” 
methods, have already put in 
their bids for the soda fountains, 
micro-wave cookers, radar range, 
electric times — and even the 
eight-foot-high barbecue unit.

Peter de Maerel, Director of 
the Belgian Tourist Bureau, who 
returned recently from Brussels, 
predicts that as a result of the 
Fair, Europeans will be going 
for U.S.-style food in a big way. 
So, perhaps we have overdone 
our World’s Fair good will job. 
Maybe in order to get some good 
French or German or Italian or 
Swiss or Flemish cooking, we’ll 
have to stay home instead of 
going to Europe?

Heavy rains last fall and this 
spring washed a lot of good top­
soil from fields. Farmers real­
ize that their crop production 
depends on their keeping and 
improving the topsoil, and are 
taking advantage of liberal cost- 
share benefits offered by the 
Agriculture Conservation Pro­
gram to get the needed terraces 
staked on their sloping fields.

Martin Trubenbach has con­
structed 15,000 feet of the broad- 
easy-to-cross channel type ter­
races on his farm at Hood. Louis 
Sicking is in the process of build­
ing some 16,000 feet of terraces 
to protect his farm southwest of 
Muenster. His neighbor, Thomas 
Sicking, is building 4000 feet of 
terraces to add to the ones he 
put in last fall. Charlie Fisher 
has just completed 3000 feet 'of 
terraces on his farm south of 
Muenster. These terraces com­
plete the terrace system on the 
Fisher farm.

Tony Walterscheid is building 
11,000 feet of channel type ter­
races on the land he farms for 
Mrs. Addie Williams. Terraces 
here outlet onto Bermuda grass 
waterways which were sodded 
to provide a safe outlet area. 
Near Muenster, Bruno Fleitman 
is finishing up his terrace. sys­
tem with 2200 feet of terraces 
that empty into a Bermuda grass 
waterway.

Bacteria Thrieve in 
Hot Weather; Food 
Spoils More Easily

Like other living things, bac­
teria need food, warmth, a n d  
moisture to grow in numbers. 
That’s why, in the summer 
months, certain "kinds of bacteria 
so often team up with heat and 
lack of refrigeration to spoil 
food.

That’s why food poisoning is 
so much more common in warm 
weather — and why you need 
to be especially careful now 
about preparing food and stor­
ing it.

With proper safeguards of 
cleanliness and cooling, food 
poisoning can be avoided. Here 
are a few suggestions to help 
you make sure that the food you 
eat this summer will be safe to 
eat.

It is well known which foods 
are most susceptible to bacterial 
growth, as these are especially 
dangerous unless they are prop­
erly prepared, handled, and 
stored.

Egg and milk mixtures, includ­
ing custards and mayonnaise 
type salad dressings, ham, tur­
key and chicken, either in sal­
ads or sandwiches, and potato 
salad — one of the popular 
picnic foods — are often quick­
ly suspected, when food infec­
tions occur in summer.

Ham sandwiches used to be 
considered safe because of the 
slow, salt laden curing methods 
employed in the past. But, to­
day, most hams are tenderized 
and are subject to spoilage 
without proper refrigeration.

Making ham sandwiches and 
wrapping them in wax paper, 
then allowing them to stand at 
room or outdoor summer temp­
eratures for a few hours, has 
caused many cases of food pois­
oning. Ham sandwiches are de­
licious, but they should be re­
frigerated until time to eat them.

Potato salad ca n  be another 
trickster, unless all ingredients 
are thoroughly chilled before 
mixing, and the salad stored in 
shallow containers in the re­
frigerator. Deep bowls filled 
with the mixture retain the 
room temperatures in the center 
portions. This salad usually con­
tains eggs and milk and mayon­
naise mixture t h a t  encourage 
bacterial growth.

So, never take perishable 
foods on a picnic unless y o u  
have a way to keep them ice 
cold until served. When eating 
out — be particular about the 
cleanliness of the eating place, 
and select foods that a r e  not 
risky in summer. Remember a 
food can taste and smell good, 
even though it is loaded with 
bacteria. And always wash the 
hands before handling and pre­
paring foods.

Helpful Hints on 
Treating a Burn

First aid treatment for burns 
should not be eliminated, even 
though many doctors now treat 
severe burns by leaving them 
open and un-medieated, the edi­
tors of CHANGING TIMES re­
port.

The open treatment is only 
used in hospitalized, severe 
cases. Only a doctor should de­
cide what method is indicated.

Before the doctor arrives, here 
is the recommended procedure 
for treating a burn:

1. If the wound is dirty, gent­
ly pour a solution of warm wat­
er and mild soap-suds over it: 
Rinse with clean, warm water. 
If clothing is stuck to the burn, 
do not pull it away. Cut away 
the cloth around the wound and 
soak what is left with the soap- 
and-water solution.

2. Close the wound against air 
as quickly as possible, particu-

. larly if the Lurn has opened the 
| skin. For very small, light burns 
a coating of ointment may be 
sufficient, but for any except 
the least serious use this method: 
Spread petroleum jelly or a 
bum ointment on a sterile band­
age — not on the wound itself 
— and apply to the burn.

Lacking sterile gauze, use a 
piece of sheet that has been re­
cently washed and ironed. In an 
emergency you can substitute 
baby oil, mineral oil or cooking 
oil for petroleum jelly, but don’t 
use butter. Most butter contains 
salt, which may irritate the burn,

and it is harder to clean off 
than liquid oils.

3. If possible, tie the bandage 
snugly against the wound. The 
pressure and the exclusion of air 
will ease pain as well as keep 
out germs. If you are unable to 
tie the bandage on, wrap the 
patient in a sheet. But don’t 
load on blankets.

4. Give aspirin for pain relief.
5. Remember that most deaths 

within the first day or two after 
a severe and extensive burn are 
caused by shock, so part of your 
treatment should counteract this 
assault to the system. Dissolve 
one teaspoon of table salt and a 
half-teaspoon of baking soda in 
a quart of water and get the pa­
tient to drink as much as he 
can. This will help replace 
chemicals lost from the body as 
a result of the burn.

When they arrived in Hawaii 
the Texans were somewhat of 
a sensation, distributing mock 
$100 Texas bills, many of them 
made into leis (Hawaiian flower 
garlands).

They also handed out honor­
ary Texas citizenship to prom­
inent Hawaii people. One went 
to Harwell Carter, manager of 
the Parker Ranch which is one 
of the biggest single ranches in 
the world.

The ranch has Hereford, Short­
horn and Santa Gertrudis cattle, 
totalling 35,000 head, plus 4,000 
horses. The ranch consists of 
150,000 acres plus leased land 
for an over-all total of a half 
million acres.

Also on the “big island” the 
visiting Texans saw the vol­
canoes Mauna Loa and Kilauea, 
and the snow-capped Mauna 
Kea, highest peak in the Pacific. 
Also interesting were the huge 
lava flows of recent and an­
cient volcanic eruptions.

On Maui, second largest of the 
Hawaiian islands the group vis­
ited Puunene, largest sugar plan­
tation in the territory and also 
Haleakala Crater, 10,000 feet 
above the sea and largest dor­
mant volcano in the world.

One social event for the 
farmers and ranchers and their 
wives was a lau, the Hawaiian 
feast featuring roast pig cooked 
in an oven pit. Another social 
was a big aloha dinner party.

The group also visited Pearl 
Harbor for a U. S. Navy tour 
of the mid-Pacific defense bas­
tion where they saw the sun­
ken battleship Arizona. The 
Arizona was sunk Dec. 7, 1941, 
in the Japanese attack and 1102 
American sailors are still en­
tombed there.

On Oahu the tourists visited 
the National Cemetery of the 
Pacific, famed Diamond Head 
Mountain, the ocean spouting 
blow hole, the pineapple an d  
sugar fields and the huge Army 
Schofield Barracks.

Postal Increase - - -
“penny postal card,” which now 
costs 2 pennies will go at 3 pen­
nies. The same applies to post 
cards. Drop letters . . . those re­
ceived and delivered inside the 
same post office . . . increase 
from 2 cents to 3 per ounce. And 
regular first class letters in­
crease from 3 cents per ounce 
to 4 cents.

Two varieties of air mail are 
the air post and postal cards, in­
creased from 4 to 5 cents, and 
regular air mail increased from 
6 to 7 cents per ounce. The reg­
ulation also specifies that air 
mail must not exceed 8 ounces.

Third class mail, which in­
cludes unsealed printed greeting 
cards, is also raised a penny, 
from 2 to 3 cents for the first 
two ounces.

Other increases in third class 
mail, which are not frequently 
applicable here, refer to books, 
catalogues, circulars and various 
small packages up to but not in­
cluding 16 ounces. The new rate 
after the first two ounces is 1.5 
cents per ounce. It used to be 
1.5 cents for each additional 2 
ounces.

Fourth class mail rates in­
crease from 8 to 9 cents for the 
first pound and from 4 to 5 cents 
for each additional pound. Also 
the minimum weight require­
ment i§ increased from 8 ounces 
to 1 pound. Packages under 1 
pound are subject to third class 
rates.

Then there’s the story about
