An inconspicuous news item
this week suggests that commun-
ism itself, which has bragged
loud and long about its schemes
to help bring about the financial

collapse of this country, may
soon be encountering serious
money problems of its own.

A Japanese traveler coming from
Moscow says that the American
dollar there is currently buying
20 to 25 rubles in the Russian
black market, and that tourists
are openly receiving 10 rubles
for a dollar. That's quite a dras-
tic drop in the value of money
which is officially listed at an
exchange rate of 4 for a dollar.

This doesn’t mean, of course,
that the big red model of eco-
nomic stability is on the rocks,
but it does show a weakness
along with the important fact
that in this phase of the cold war
at least we seem to have the bet-
ter weapon.

Another sign of Soviet trouble
comes from the Baltic states,
where anti communist sentiment
is running so high that red boss-
es find it necessary to carry out
wholesale deportations. Obvious-
ly they expect by this new reign
of terror to prevent another
version of the Hungarian upris-
ing.

As they know very well, a
government founded on treach-
ery and brutality can never re-
lax. It must constantly apply
the pressure if it is to remain
in power. And it must live iIn
constant fear, always aware that
the memory of cruelty and in-
justice can spark a nation wide
revolt the moment the Kremlin
gang loses control.

Similar signs are reported in
China. According to well in-
formed analysts the serious up-
heaval there is the big reason
behind resumed shelling of Que-
moy at a time when the Reds
had chances to gain by continu-
ing the cease fire. Faced by
open rebellion against the ever
increasing wretchedness, red
leaders are trying desperately to
take people’s minds off their
troubles by uniting them against
the “foreign enemy.”

And again, the thought of
what may happen must be haunt-
ing the red bosses. Resentments
which have been building up for
almost a decade, which are now
being aggravated by even more
intensive efforts to destroy hu-
man dignity, can reach a limit
and erupt into a mighty revo-
lution.

This possibility lends definite
significance to the statement of
Chiang Kai-shek that, though
he does not intend to attack the
China mainland, he will answer
the request of his countrymen
to help them when they rise up
against the reds. There can be
no doubt that the situation is
tense. Civil war can flare up in
China any day.

Realizing this, the big prob-
lem in this country nowadays is
why we waste time and allow a
golden opportunity to waste
away. Let’s face this thing real-
istically. We are at grips with a
vicious and depraved enemy that
has often bragged about his in-
tention to annihilate us. Unless
we are plain simpletons we
should know that eventually the
showdown will come. Then why
aren’t we doing something about
it?

It's high time that we started
fighting fire with fire, to pro-
voke the very same kind of
trouble the reds have provoked
in dozens of other countries.
Agents there started revolutions
and red “volunteers” moved in
to help them set up communist
governments. It happened in In-
do China, Indonesia and Korea.
It was tried in Central and
South America.

Well, here’s the chance to give
the reds some of their own treat-
ment. Chiang should get every
encouragement and support to
touch off that revolution on the
mainland . . . and to drive the
reds out of the country. He can
do the job and he will do it if
given a reasonable chance. His
conquest would be another ver-
sion of Franco's in the Spanish
‘revolution, when the reds held
the country in their iron grip.
The job does not require a huge
invincible army but only enough
men to get a foothold. From
there on the liberation army
would get hundreds of volunteers
for every mile it moves forward.

This whole thing is as simple
as that. China will crumble if
only someone will show up to
lead its embittered millions.
Meanwhile Russia will sit tight
completely forgetful of all the
tough talk it used to give out.
Because Russia, like China, is
in danger of going to pieces

disasters over the globe have
emptied the warehouses. In the
past nine years, he says, Amer-
icans have provided CRS with 90
million pounds of useable cloth-

provided by the US Government
to “millions of people who live
on the brim of starvation.”

WHO PAYS FOR
“SOCIAL SECURITY"”

Like all welfare state meas-
ures, Social Security is tempting
because the average individual
believes he will receive much
more than he pays. If a taxpay-
er and his employer had paid
the maximum amount since the
scheme was started 21 years ago
about $1,700 would have been
collected. If such a one had re-
tired January 1st, 1957 and he
and his wife had reached the
age of 65, they would be entitled
to benefits of $162.80 a month.
If they live their normal ex-
pectancy they will collect some-
thing like $30,000 or about
$28,300 more than they and their
employer paid into the scheme.
After allowing generously for
the interest earned on the
amounts they paid in from time
to time, they would still be col-
lecting more than $25,000 from
other taxpayers.

Ponzi lasted a year or so by
collecting from new investors to
pay previous “clients.” This gov-
ernment scheme lasts longer be-
cause it is supported by the tax-
ing power of the Federal Gov-
ernment. In essence, however, it
piles a heavier and heavier bur-
den upon the future in order to
give those who are retiring now
more than they have earned.

The OASI (Social Security Ad-
ministration) estimates its pres-
ent accrued liability at about
$350 billion, against which it has
government bonds amounting to
about $23 billion.

Meanwhile the tax one pays
to Social Security seriously ham-
pers any private investment pro-
gram he might undertake on his
own behalf. At the same time it
gives him a false sense of secur-
ity based on political promises
and rests finally on the ability

Last year, market owners in four
southern. California counties had
over a million and a half dollars
worth of shopping carts stolen—
some 55,000 of them—mostly by
customers who pushed them home.

What is behind this sudden surge
of stolen goods?

In muddy lols cattle use up energy thal could have gone inlo exira weight
gains. A concrete poved sirip along side the feed bunk means more beef from
each pound of feed, Purdue University agricullural researchers report,

Beef cattle kept out of the mud will gain extra pounds.
When the cattle have a firm footing they put on more weight
than when they have to wade around in muddy yards, say
animal husbandry research men at Purdue University.

Dr. W. M. Beeson and Dr.

T. W. Perry found out that

even a small strip of concrete alongside a feed bunk will more
than pay for itself in increased beef gains. In a research trial
(using two lots of 14 steers confined for 112 days) the aver-
age gain per steer in the lot with a 16-ft. concrete strip on
one side of the feed bunk was 95 pounds compared to only
62 pounds for each steer confined to the unpaved lot. Each
steer on concrete gained 33 additional pounds. The steers in
the unpaved lot ate less total feed, but each steer required
35 pounds more feed to make a pound of gain.

“OBLIGATIONS IGNORED”
We hear much of what the last
Congress did. But a big story
is what it didn’t do. David Law-
rence dealt with that in a late
column in which he said that the
85th Congress “had by its in-
action and failure to deal with
vitally needed legislation turned
out to be the worst in a half
century.”

no laws to curb communist infil-
tration, or to punish those who
openly preach the overthrow of
our government by force —
laws made necessary by United
States Supreme Court decisions.
It passed no laws to prevent
usurpation of basic rights by the
Federal Government — laws al-
so made necessary by United
States Supreme Court decisions
And it did nothing to stop labor
racketeering and gangsterism, or
to control labor union mono-
polies.

The bills that Cor_ r-~: did
pass, Mr. Lawrence goes on,
“were of financial benefit

largely to special voting groups
and, while some of the measures

were meritorious, they do not
by any means off-set the major
failures.” Economy was a for-
gotten word. The dangers and
abuses that Congress failed to
act upon — for purely political
reasons in many cases — cannot
be endured much longer. The
hope is that the public temper is
approaching the boiling point,
and that a massive weight of
public opinion will force the
next Congress to recognize its
obligations to all the people in-
stead of just pressure groups

and treasury looters.

Healtht Department
Makes Report on
Effect of Smoking

It all started with Sir Walter
Raleigh and a Y-saped pipe.

The pipe was a gift to Raleigh
from Sir Francsi Drake a
souvenir from the West Indies,
where natives put the pipe
prongs in their nostrils and in-
haled the smoke of a smoulder-

ing substance they called ‘“ta-
baco.”

Raleigh apparently set the
style of his day, for when he

took up smoking the practice

soon became fashionable. All
this happened nearly 400 years
ago — in 1586. Since then smok-
ing has become the most deep-
ly ingrained habit of humanity.
Today in the United States
alone, more than half the men
and a fourth of the women
smoke cigarettes daily, and ad-
ditional millions smoke pipes
and cigars. Altogether it adds up
to almost 40,000,000 smokers —
26,000,000 men and 14,000,000
women —- out of an adult pop-
ulation of approximately 50,000,-
000.

The seriousness of the smok-
ing habit has been made clear
in a recently finished study by
the National Institutes of Health.
Results of the study, already
widely publicized, indicate a
strong and undeniable relation-
ship between cigarette smoking
and increased death rates from
lung cancer and heart disease.
The studies reveal a death
rate among cigarette smokers 58
percent greater than the rate for
non-smokers. Moreover, it shows
that heavy smokers die off
quicker than light smokers.

In addition to lung cancer and
heart diseases, smokers run a
much greater risk of dying from
such diseases as bronchitis,
ulcers, and cirrhosis of the liv-
er.

The connection between cig-
arette smoking and high death
rates has been so definitely
proved that cigarettes would
probably be banned for public
sale if introduced as a product
on today's market.

The British Ministry of Health
for some time has been warning
about the hazards of smoking.

Now the U. S. Public Health
Service has begun a similar
campaign.

The Texas State Department
of Health will support such a
drive to the fullest. :

The late Dr. William Mayo
used to say that cigarettes, cig-
ars and pipes were nothing more
nor less than “adult pacifiers,”
something for idle hands to play
with, If true, breaking the smok-
ing habit probably isn’t as hard
as it is supposed to be.

Should you, personally, make
the effort? That’s your decision.
But while you're making it,
keep in mind that the best re-
search talent in the world is
convinced that heavy smoking
shortens life.

Big Concrete Court
Meets Sports Need
At Lindsay School

A single project recently fin-
ished at Lindsay is the biggest
step yet toward meeting the
athletic needs of the school. It
is a big concrete platform which
can be used for basketball, vol-
ley ball and tennis.

The job is financed by the
Lindsay PTA and most of the
work was done by its members.
It consists of a five inch slab of
concrete on a five inch layer of
sand and heavy pipe frames
supporting the basketball goals
at either end. These frames, ex-
tending into the court about 8
feet, are designed so that they
can be swung back to allow
more room when the court is
used for volley ball. There is
space for three volley courts side
by side.
