AUSTIN, May 21 —(/p)—Fate of
the nine-member Board of Educa-
tion bill, which hung by a slender
thread throughout the closing hours
of the special session, was settled
this afternoon when both the Sen-
ate and House voted to accept the
report of a second free conference
ommittee.

The BSenate' sustained the com-
mittee report by a vote of 20 to 1.

In a stormy session 15 minutes
earlier, the House saved the bill by
voting 75 to 24 to accept recommen-
dations of a joint Senate-House
committee, which struck from the
measure all provisions relating to
the selection of a State Superintend-

o

ent of Public Instruction and the
purchase of textbooks relating to
evolution.

The House debate threatened to
end in a row when Representative
3. E. Barnett, Greenville, asked
Representative W. K. Hopkins, of
Gonzales, if Hopkins was attempting
to represent the sentiment of the
membership while speaking against
the committee report or serving as
spokesman for the American Book
Company.

“I gave him credit for being a
more courteous gentleman than to
bring that up, but I deny connection
with any book company whatever,”
Hopkins declared.

dividual cows in this county has been
set with the Shelton demonstration
herd of registered Jerseys, according
to O. P. Griffin, county agent.

Jolly's Cleo, a gold medal cow, four
years old, produced on test day, 52.7
pounds of 53 per cent milk and 2.8
pounds of butter fat. From this test
it is estimated she will produce dur-
ing the month of May 1,633 pounds
of milk containing 86 pounds of
butter fat, or the equivalent of 103
pounds of high grade butter.

Other high producers for
month are:

Jolly's Benedictine May, owned by
N. A. Cropp, estimated at 1364
pounds of milk and 78 pounds of
butter fat.

Jolly's Pretty Fern, 1,587 pounds of
milk and 70 pounds of butter fat.

Benedictine Fernleaf, 1463 pounds
of milk and 71 pounds of butter,

Jolly's Eminent Marije, 15583
pounds of milkk and 72 pounds of
butter.

Mr. McDonald is Brownwood's
third mayor within less than a year's
time, when the office was left va-
cant by the sudden and accidental
death of the late W. D. McCulley,
who was killed in an automobile ac-
cident at the intersection of Main
and West Chandler Streets, June

Palmer C. McInnis, Sr., former
Brownwood undertaker, was elected
Mnuyor August 6th, 1928, and served
the city as Mayor until April 16th,
when he tendered his resignation to
City Council, this action following
his trial and conviction in District
Court here on charges of assault to
