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Congratulations are in order to
the Scandanavian countries that 
told Khrushchev he would not 
be welcome as a visitor. Despite 
theii vulnerability if the un- 
scrupulus, sullen and treacherous 
Soviet should decide to go on a 
rampage, those little nations had 
the integrity and spunk to back 
up their principles with firm 
statements. And, fortunately the 
top Kremlin gangster had the 
good judgment not to impose 
himself on them.

If only their good example had 
been shown about a year ago! 
Perhaps then this nation would 
have been inspired not to wel­
come the two deputy butchers 
who defiled our free soil with 
their presence. Though we can 
derive satisfaction from the fact 
that both failed utterly in their 
good will ventures, we could be 
more satisfied with the thought 
that we had kept them out.

Some things are axiomatic, 
among them the impossibility of 
our making any gains in the 
cold war by going along with a 
Soviet proposal. These cultural, 
athletic, economic, social and 
various other exchanges the reds 
strive so hard to promote are 
nothing but incidents to serve as 
smoke screens diverting our at­
tention from the communist mas­
ter plan of world domination. 
We play into their hands every 
time we extend or accept an in­
vitation.

Needless to say Vice President 
Nixon’s official visit will be as 
much of a dud as the other two. 
The reds will see to that. With 
their controlled press and radio, 
along with their controlled itin­
erary, they will arrange that the 
average Ivan gets the poorest 
possible impression of our visitor 
and his mission. His good will 
will be wasted because It will 
not be allowed to get across to 
the public.

Already we are hearing how
the Russian people are being pre­
pared for America’s stupendous 
exposition in Moscow. A $10,000 
house displayed as a normal fam­
ily home is scoffed as being far 
beyond the reach of the average 
American. So are the appliances 
and various other comforts -wr 
take for granted. In the end 
Ivan will think our show is as 
deceptive as the Russian show in 
New York. It's futile to buck 
reality. People who lie about 
their exhibits over here will not 
hesitate to spread lies about our 
exhibits over there. And it’s not 
necessary to mention in what 
direction those lies will be 
slanted.

A good sample of their method 
was shown in the Tass news 
agency’s handling of the recent 
KosloV visit over here. With com­
plete honesty the guest was 
shown the poorer as well as the 
better side of American life, the 
slums as well as nicely developed 
areas. In the slums a battery of 
photographers was ready to pic­
ture him against the shabby 
background, but no photograph­
ers appeared to snap the more 
attractive background. It’s hardly 
necessary to mention that these 
pictures wll be used to the limit 
of their propaganda value. The 
cameramen apparently had other 
assignments also. With suspicious 
frequency they were on hand to 
snap their official against back­
grounds of military or industrial 
importance. The procedure leaves 
little doubt that their interest 
was more in backgrounds than in 
their subject.

No matter how we look at the
situation we always get back to 
the same conclusion. The odds are 
stacked against us any time we 
agree to go along with a Krem­
lin proposal. The red purpose is 
not to get along in peace and 
harmony but rather to stall us 
along until the time comes for 
them to make a bid for world 
domination. They use good will 
gestures and ill will gestures, 
anything to hold our attention 
while they go on relentlessly in 
their campaign for world supre­
macy.

The big argument about Berlin 
is another good sample of their 
procedure. While making a big 
issue of it Moscow is diverting 
some of our attention from cur­
rent efforts to establish com­
munism in Cuba and the Middle 
East or to crush Tibet’s bid for 
freedom as it did Hungary’s.

It is true, of course, that the 
Berlin problem is most import­
ant even though it also provides 
a smoke screen. Very truly the 
reds say the situation there is 
intolerable for them. Certainly 
it is, presenting as it does such a 
sharp contrast of the liberty, 
comfort and luxury of the West 
against the slavery and shabby 
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Denison Firm Gets 
City Pavement Job, 
To Start August 4

Tuesday August 4 is the prob­
able date for starting the city’s 
paving projects. At its regular 
meeting Monday night the city 
council set Monday, the third 
as the date for a public hearing, 
the final preliminary before work 
can get under way.

Mayor Herbert Meurer said the 
hearing satisfies a legal require­
ment that people have an oppor­
tunity to learn any and all facts 
about the proposed project and to 
object if they have a valid rea­
son. Since few inquiries and no 
objections are expected the work 
can probably start immediately.

The contractor engaged for 
the job is H. M. Scott and Sons 
of Denison. Their work is to 
shape and pack the base, apply a j 
coat priming material and two 
courses of asphalt and pea gravel 
and finally to press the gravel 
into the asphalt with a steel 
roller.

This roller treatment is pre­
ferred over allowing traffic to do 
the work. Since there will be less 
loose gravel to be shifted by 
traffic, or possibly by rain, it is 
likely that the over all job will 
be smoother and have fewer thin 
spots.

The charge to property owners 
will be 8 cents a square foot. This 
is the combined price for work 
done by both the contractor and 
the city. The contractor’s charge 
to the city will be 55 cents per 
square yard for its part of the 
job and the city has added 17 
cents to cover its cost on base 
gravel and grader work. In a 
few days every property owner 
involved in the paving project 
will receive an itemized charge 
for his part of the work Checks 
are to be submitted promptly and 
are to remain in escow until the 
work is finished

As the city records show up 
to now. there will be three jobs 
of new pavement end two resur­
facing jobs. The principal one is 
Hickory Street which will be full 
width, from curb to curb, the 
six blocks from Highway 82 to 
the cemetery Another is one 
block on Second from Hickory to 
Pecan, and the third is widening 
existing pavement on First be­
tween Main and Oak and also a 
parking area at the Enterprise 
Resurfacing will be applied on 
two blocks each of Elm and Sec­
ond.

Other projects can attll be 
worked up, but time is running 
short. Requirements are that each 
must be at least a block long and 
the pavement must be to some­
thing solid at each edge, a curb at 
one side and either curb or ex­
isting pavement at the other side.

Community Meets 
Thursday to Hear 
About Factory Deal

A community meeting to be 
held Thursday night at 8 o’clock 
in the Parish Hall is the latest 
development in current efforts 
to establish a clothing factory 
here. Plans and the date for it 
were set last Friday night in a 
special meeting of fund solicitors 
in the City Hall.

Up to then funds invested in 
the project were near $11,000, less 
than half the amount needed to 
bring the firm into Muenster.

Father Christopher Paladino, 
attending as a visitor to get ac­
quainted with the proposal, said 
that it seemed to offer commun­
ity wide benefits and therefore 
should be the responsibility of all 
the community. Accordingly he 
suggested having a meeting in 
the Parish Hall and said he 
would be glad to give his support. 
He also said that the principal 
reason for delay is lack of un­
derstanding about the firm and 
the industrial fund which is be­
ing organized to finance its loca­
tion here.

The purpose of Thursday’s
meeting is to clear up any ques­
tions on those subjects, and also 
to point out the vital importance 
of industry to the area’s con­
tinued progress. In that connec­
tion. Arthur Endres said the 
community should first revise its 
thinking on the project . . . that 
the firm in question does not 
need Muenster nearly so much 
as Muenster needs the firm. Like­
wise. that other towns are trying 
to attract it their way and Muen- 
ser must show an early and sub­
stantial interest or miss its op­
portunity.

A new development on the 
status of the deal was explained 
by Mrs. Louis Roberg, personnel 
supervisor of Raden Mfg. Co. of 
Gainesville, which is the firm 
concerned. She said first signs 
were that the company would 
leave Gainesville, and considered 
moving here. Now the plan is to 
expand rather than move, and 
Muenster is favored as the loca­
tion of the second plant.

Regarding the method of fin­
ancing, it was pointed out that 
the present goal is to acquire 
investment capital to form a non 
profit industrial foundation which 
will lend the money to the fac­
tory. Until the foundation is or­
ganized the money is in escrow 
under supervision of Father 
Christopher. Andy Hofbauer and 
Vincent Felderhoff. After organi­
zation it becomes the responsi­
bility of the directors who are 
to be elected in a general meet­
ing of the investors.

Earl Fisher said that conditions 
of the deal are already agreed 
upon, and the present goal is to 
raise the capital and form the 
organization to complete the 
transaction. The loan of $25,000 
is to be free of interest and is to 
be repaid at the rate of $500 a 
month beginning with the thir­
teenth month. As money returns 
to the fund it is to be invested in 
bonds or savings accounts and its 
earnings applied against ex­
penses of the foundation. At the 
end of five years each investor 
may exercise an option to get 
his money back, or his prorated 
share if the full amount is not 
available then

Date for the organizational 
meeting of the industrial meet­
ing has been set for Thursday 
night of next week. Every mem­
ber who invests, whether the 
amount is the minimum of $100 
or several times as much, will be 
entitled to one vote in electing a 
board of trustees, which in turn 
will elect its officers. The men 
elected then will be listed in the 
application for the foundation’s 
charter and will also serve as its 
first directors.

F elderhoif-Sicking 
Herd is Among High 
Producers in DHIA

The herd belonging to Felder- 
hoff and Sicking was second from 
the top in butterfat production 
when the monthly summary for 
the Cooke County Dairy Herd 
Association was compiled. The 
cows, with an average of 39 
pounds of butterfat, were topped 
only by herds belonging to Rich­
ard Frasher and H. H. Moody 
which tied at 42 pounds.

The June report showed the 
Frasher cows leading with 116C 
pounds of milk, Moody’s herd in 
second spot with 1138 and the 
Felderhoff & Sicking herd with 
1082 pounds.

A total of 549 cows in 20 DHIA 
herds were tested during the 
month. Seventy-five produced 50 
or more pounds of butterfat with 
the average per cow standing at 
29. Tlie association’s milk aver­
age was 790 pounds per cow.

Other local dairymen with high 
producing herds in June include 
Tommy Knabe, Paul Fisher, Paul 
Fetsch, Paul and Mrs. Ben Sick­
ing, Ed Sicking and Jerry Hoenig.

In state association averages 
Wichita Valley, Wise and Ran­
dall Counties split honors. Wich­
ita was first with 960 pounds of 
milk and second with 34 pounds 
honor with Dallas and Wise 
County. Both also registered 34 
pounds. Cooke County tied with 
Dallas in third place for milk 
of butterfat, sharing the latter 
production at 880 pounds and 
averaged 32 pounds of butterfat.

There are 27 associations oper­
ating in the state with a total 
of 17,817 cows.

The terrace building season 

around Muenster is trying to get 
into swing. In between showers, 
landowners, cooperating with the 
Upper Elm Red Soil Conserva­
tion District to protect and im­
prove their soil, are busily build­
ing terraces.

Terraces are one of the main 
items of defense used by man to 
stave off the ravages of soil and 
water losses. Terraces break long 
slopes into short slopes. They 
make the water “walk” not “run” 
from the field. They take all ex­
cess run-off water to a safe out­
let area.

Joe Trubenbach is having over 
8,000 feet of broad, easy to farm, 
channel type terraces built. These 
terraces empty onto a waterway 
that he planted to King Ranch 
Bluestem several years ago.

Alfred Sicking is building three 
terraces on his farm at Myra. Al­
fred is building these terraces 
with his tractor and three-disc 
plow. He is using the “ island” 
method of construction. By using 
this method he will have a wide, 
semi-channel type terrace with 
gentle slopes that are easy to 
farm.

Among those waiting for fav­
orable weather to build their ter­
races are Martin Trubenbach, 
Frank Bayer, Tony Trubenbach 
Sr.. Ed Schmitt, C. O. Taylor, J. 
W. Hess and Andrew Wimmer.

Liberal cost-share benefits are 
offered by the Agricultural Con­
servation Program, and the Soil 
Conservation Service furnishes 
the technical assistance in the 
layout and checking of terrace 
systems These services are fur­
nished to encourage the terracing 
of all sloping cropland in this 
area.

Now is the time to make use 
of all the assistance and know­
how available to save the good 
earth for posterity. Make sure 
that when the next generation 
inherits the land it won't have 
to say "Here’s the farm, but 
where’s the soil?" It's later than 
you think!
