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Under way now and build-
ing up steam for a big push
in the next legislative session
is a drive seeking a constitu-
tional amendment election on
abolishing the poll tax.

Apparently that is smart
politics. We can imagine the
professional politicians all
striving to be prominently
identified in this noble effort
to remove a shameful restric-
tion on the rights of the dear
peopie. Lots of vote seekers
would like to boast “I helped
enable you to vote without
paying that awful poll tax.”

But there is doubt regard-
ing the economic wisdom of
the movement. Most of us have
clear memories of this year’s
desperate legislative efforts to
create new
revenue. It doesn’t seem smart
to eliminate a generally ac-
cepted tax and then cause a
big furore setting up a new
tax to succeed it. And we
know that would have {o be
done. With the condition of
modern budgets, it is self
evident our state can’'t afford
such political luxury as lop-
ping off revenue.

Aside from that considera-
tion, we could say also that
the scheme ought to be op-
posed on principle. This col-
umn has contended for years
that the poll tax is both prac-
tical and just, and its greatest
fault is in its name . . . which
derives from the penalty for
violation rather than the tax
itself.

Actually the poll tax is
nothing but a personal tax. It
is reasonable because it de-
mands from each citizen a
small portion of support to
his state government. Certain-
ly there can be no objection to
that, especially since there are
so many who pay nothing else
toward the state services they
receive. We ought to be fair
enough to admit that every
person owes something . .
and this method is as practical
as any for getting such pay-
ment from every adult citi-
zen.

Now let’s look at the next
provision of the poll tax law,
the feature from which it
derives its name. Clearly, there
must be a penalty for evading
tax. If we evade income or
excise taxes we can be pros-
ecuted. Property tax can’t be
evaded because it can be
charged against the property
itself, and eventually has to
be paid. But failure to pay
the personal tax bhas its
special penalty . . . suspension
of the person’s right to vote
during the coming year.

After all, isn’t that a logical
penalty? If a person fails in
his obligation as a citizen, isn't
it fair that some phase of his
right as a citizen should be
correspondingly restricted?

Well, that’s how the poll tax
works. Regardless of the crit-
ical comments, it is not a price
on someone’s voting right.
Rather, loss of voting right is
the penalty for poor citizen-
ship.

If this seems like double
talk, consider the time ele-
ment. A person reaching 21 is
permitted to vote from the
date of his birthday until the
end of the year but his per-
sonal tax obligation becomes
due at the end of the year.
His voting privilege comes
ahead of his obligation. And
thereafter a person does not
pay his tax in advance to
qualify for the voting right.
He votes the full year and pays
his tax at the end. At this
time, until January 31, we are
paying a 1959 tax and renew-
ing our privilege to vote in
1960. Significantly, the receipt

~jssued specifies the payment

is for a 1959 tax. Suspension

of voting privilege does not |
come until after a person has |¥

failed in his obligation.

New Listings for
Scholastic Census
Sought by Bruns

As the time approaches for
the annual scholastic census
Superintendent L. B. Bruns
is concerned with the problem
of getting a complete list of
the district’s school age child-
ren for the next school year.

In the hope that it will help
him avoid oversights, Bruns
is looking for information
which can be used next month,
when the actual count is
made.

Present records enable the
census taker to get a com-
plete list of children over 6
years old. Pupils usually are
found both on the previous
census list and on the current
class roll. But beginners are
not on either of those records.

In case they have older
brothers or sisters in school
the enumerator at least has
family connections and will
find the youngsters listed with
the older children. However if
the first child of a family
reaches 6 before Sept. 1 he
may be overlooked because
there is no previous record of
him.

Such children especially are
the ones Bruns wants to know
about. Parents and friends will
do him a favor if they will
report such names so he can
make notes and stand a better
chance of avoiding oversights
at census time.

It is financially important
for the district to report all
of its school age children.
Since the school operates on
a per capita basis the figure
determines how much money
will be received from the
state for operation of the local
school.

MEDICAL REVOLUTION
IN COLD BLOOD

A great advance in science
and in life-saving is
nearing its climax. What’s in
prospect is a new technique
that will permit the storage
of whole blood, not for 21
days as at present, but indef-
initely. This suggests not only
a coming revolution in blood
banking, but a new technique
as well for storing bone mar-
row and — at some future
time perhaps limbs and
organs for transplantation.

Aided by such tools as the
electron microscope, a team
of scientists at"the Linde Com-
pany laboratories at Tona-
wanda, N. Y., have recently
demonstrated that quick freez-
ing to a temperature of minus
320 degrees Fahrenheit is the
answer to long-term blood
preservation. This is done with
liquid nitrogen in fewer than
45 seconds so fast that
blood cells are undamaged.
Kept at temperatures this low,
living cells remain inert and
unchanging indefinitely.

What this development will
mean to the medical profes-
sion, to suffering humanity,
and to those who must meet
the disasters of war and peace
only the future can {ell in
full. It seems likely, however,
that this new research will re-
sult in a means of stockpiling
enough whole blood of all
types to meet every require-
ment. And blood needs are
increasing fast: a single heart
operation may take as much
as 20 pints.

The Linde scientists work-
ing on this dramatic program,
with support from the Office
of Naval Research are quick
to point out that there is much
yet to do. Practical equipment
must be perfected so that hos-
pital staffs everywhere can
economically and easily freeze,
store, and thaw blood in this
fantastically low temperature
range. The work may take an-
other three years, but the goal
is plainly in sight.

When Linde started this
program three years ago, much
work on blood preservation
had already been done by
distinguished medical re-
searchers. What the Tonawan-

da team has done is to carry
the best work forward, bring-
ing to the project the com-
pany’s great experience in
low-temperature technology
and its extensive facilities in
such fields as bio-chemistry,
physics, mathematics, biology,
and mechanical engineering.

Thus, once more, as in the
past, industry is extending a
capable helping hand through
science to all humanity. This
is free enterprise at its best —
the pattern of progress in
America.

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THE FAMILY DOCTOR
HOLDS HIS OWN

The family doctor helds a
high and honorable place in
American history and tradi-
tion. The very phase brings
up pictures of a dedicated
physician, fighing his way
through storm and darkness
in a horse and buggy or a
primitive car.

Yet, some years ago there
was a feeling that the family
doctor was on -the way out,
and that medical knowledge
had become so vast and treat-
ment so complex that only

specialists could meet the
need. And, for a time, the
statistics bore this idea out.

In 1940, only one medical stu-
dent in 10 planned on enter-
ing general practice. But a
dramatic change has taken
place. Today, six medical stu-
dents in 10 go into general
practice.

There are good reasons for
this. The general practitioner
of today is far more compe-
tent, far more knowledgeable,
than his predecessors. Post-
graduate work, reading, medi-
cal meetings and other fac-
tors see to it that he keeps
up with medical progress. And
there is more to the matter
than just the question of com-
petence. The family doctor
fills a niche that no one else
can fill. He knows his patients
— and they know him, as a
friend as well as a medical
man. He is on call when
needed. He brings with him
confidence and peace of mind
— psychological medicines, so
to speak, which are important

to building and regaining
health. He knows when a
specialist should be sum-

moned, and what kind.

The American scene would-
n’t be the same without the
family doctor. It’s good to
know that he is holding his
important place in the great
canvas of American medicine.

The biggest trouble with
success these days is that its
recipe is just about the same
as that for a nervous break-
down.

and to summit conferences, Khrush-
chev must conceal his full mean-
ing behind roundabout language.
But when we look at the goal of
the Soviets, we see that it leads
to espionage and into every meth-
od that would hamper us and
eventually destroy us.

Knowing Communists, we should
realize that it is impossible to deal
with Moscow., Because of their
pledge to conquer the world, the
Soviet uses every means, fair or
f%ul, to bring .about world dictator-
ship.

AMERICANS, however, are con-

against the Communist line. For
instance, the Communists skill=
fully conduct what looks like an
extensive battle against social ine-
justice, At the same time they
wage a continuous campaign to
alarm us into thinking that Amer-
ican civil liberties are in danger if
the Communists are curbed in any
way. Thus many patriotic Amer=
icans, taken in by the Red attack
on “social injustices,” begin to take
a kinder view towards the Come-
munists’ pleas for freedom, the
surrender of Berlin and West Ger-
many, and the official recognition
of Red China.

We, however, must be aware of
three things: the godless nature of
Communism, the unscrupulous
methods Communists use to furth-
er their own ends, and the Com=-
munist use of reforms as a “screen”
to cover their illegal conspiracies.

IT'IS amazing that the intention
of world conquest, constantly
stressed by the Communists every=
where, has not been better grasped
by patriotic Americans. We must
realize clearly and beyond doubt
that the great plan and purpose of

Soviet Russia is to smash our Gov#®

ernment and thus to end our Re-
public. The best way that we can
guard our country from the effecis
of Red tactics is to know the Com=-
munist line and to combat it.

The invention, known as
the “RAM” straticharge com-
bustion system,” was devel-
oped by Jack Heintz in the
garage of his home at Los Ga-
tos, Calif. It was tested and is
on _display at the Stanford
University engineering labora-
tory.

Heintz, former partner in
the Jack and Heintz engineer-
ing firm of Detroit, said the
modification could be applied
to any auto engine for about
$200 — and could be built into
new engines at no increase in
their cost.

The inventor said he hasn’t
been approached by the auto-
mobile industry in regard to
the device and doesn't expect
to be.

“They’re content with the
status quo and more inter-
ested in covering up the de-
ficiencies of their engines with
smog-muffler systems than in
improving their fuel burning
potentials,” he said.

Heintz said the auto indus-
try’s experiments with muf-
flers which would destroy un-
burned fuel after it leaves the
engine by heat or catalytic
action was “like inventing
rubber gloves to repair a leak-
ing fountain pen.”

This imposing body of medi-
cal opinion makes it pretty
tough for parents to object to
the bicycle. In fact, they’re
asking for them, too. But
what sends the youngsters,
from five to 25 — or-more —
is the testimony of famous
football coaches and the tidal
wave of popularity for bicycles
at American colleges and uni-
versities, with bike riders
mounting into the thousands
on many a campus. At Smith
College, for instance, there are
2,034 riders out of a total of
2,150 students, and at Vassar
1,100 out of 1,384 are cyclists
while there are 4,500 pedalers
at the University or Michigan.

So it looks like a rough
Christmas for grandma and
grandpa, America’s traditional
givers of bicycles. Not only
are the little people clamoring
for bikes, but the older ones
— who got their first two-
wheelers back in the 40’s —
have got to have new ones to
take to college-

It seems only fair to suggest
that the time has now come
for a little reciprocity. Why
not a “bicycle built for two”
under gramp's Christmas tree?

“The time has passed to talk
about ‘Mailing Early for
