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A day or two before returning
to Moscow Khrushchev expressed 
the hope that his visit over here 
would help to ease tension in 
the cold war, On the surface it 
was a commendable remark, but 
implied in it is a thought ^’hich 
falls far short of sustaining that 
hope in the rest of the world.

It was as much as saying that 
he hopes his appearance and his 
statements would have a favor­
able effect . . . favorable to him­
self and his policies . . .  on the 
people of this country and the 
rest of the world. In other words 
he hopes that he has succeeded 
in changing the attitudes of other 
people toward a more general 
acceptance of the ideas and poli­
cies he proposes.

The important point is that 
he made no hint of a possible 
change in his own attitude. He 
gave no assurance that he will 
be any less demanding or un 
reasonable in the concessions he 
will require as his price for easing 
tensions. He might as well have 
blurted out bluntly that he is 
still the big shot in global policies 
and hopes others have been suf­
ficiently convinced of it to 
slacken their resistance toward 
his plans of world supremacy.

Despite the unyielding impli­
cation, however, there are quite a 
few American observers who be­
lieve that Mister K has made a 
change or two for the better. 
Admitting he is a shrewd man, 
they assume he was able to detect 
certain factors of American 
strength which should make him 
more hesitant in throwing his 
weight around.

He must be aware by now that 
United States is far ahead of his 
country in industrial power and 
would be better able to support 
its military forces in case of 
war. He must be aware that the 
achievements of communism are 
puny as compared to those of 
the capitalist economic system. 
He must be aware that claims 
of personal comforts and attain­
ments in this country arc not ex­
aggerated after all.

Most important of all, he must 
be aware that the spirit of free­
dom, as seen in words, deeds and 
attitudes of people over here, 
constitutes a powerful morale 
force that cannot be matched in 
his land of privation and slavery. 
No doubt Khrushchev realizes 
more than before that free Amer­
icans have something to fight 
for, whereas his dejected sub­
jects have no reason whatever to 
be loyal to him. If he is suf­
ficiently wise he may even realize 
that he is risking widespread 
revolution if he ever starts an 
external war.

Considering those things there
are reasons to believe that some 
good will derive from the visit 
of the Soviet boss. That is, of 
course, if our own leaders will 
appraise the situation correctly 
and make the most of it. Khru­
shchev can be expected to bully 
and bluff as much as ever, but 
there’s reason to hope now- that 
he will be less inclined to back 
up his threats.

So, maybe we can brush aside 
the implication in K’s remark 
and substitute the opposite im­
plication as we express our own 
hope that his visit has helped to 
relieve tension.

On* absurdity of tha Khru­
shchev visit was his frequently 
made boast of the moon shoot as 
evidence of communism’s super­
iority over our way of life. We 
can overlook the inconsistency 
which prompts him to harp on 
this one victory when this coun­
try has been ahead in so many 
other achievements, but we can 
hardly excuse the man for his 
utter blindness in realizing the 
significance of this event.

Regardless of what the Soviets 
have done to encourage scientific 
progress, the fact remains that 
the moon shoot was accomplished 
by individuals and stands out 
as a tribute to the dignity of in­
dividuals, which is constantly

The latter 
figure measured early Thursday 
is shown on the October record. 
Other rain for September fell in 
three nice showers from the 4th 
to the 24th.

Election Proposed 
To Create District 
For Junior College

Efforts toward transferring the 
sponsorship of Gainesville College 
to Cooke County got under way 
in Gainesville Tuesday night 
when the Gainesville school board 
met with a group of people repre­
senting rural areas of the county.

Because the Junior College 
serves an area much greater than 
the city it has been proposed that 
an election be held to determine 
whether people of the county 
favor a county wide junior college 
district to sponsor and administer 
the school.

The first step in that direction 
is set for Saturday. A group of 
men will appear at a hearing of 
the Texas Education Agency to 
consider whether the need and 
feasibility of operating a junior 
college under the state supported 
education program exists in this 
area. This is the procedure in 
establishing a new college and 
must be followed also in trans­
ferring sponsorship from one 
jurisdiction to another. Since the 
college is already operating suc­
cessfully with a substantial en­
rollment it is assumed that the 
education agency’s approval is 
assured.

With the okay of the state 
agency the next step will be to 
arrange for a county wide elec­
tion at which voters will decide 
if the college passes from city to 
county administration.

In addition several others have 
also applied for licenses and they 
are expected to go into business 
as their licenses arrive.

Gilbert Endres and Urban En- 
dres have applied for wholesale 
distributorships of beer. The 
VFW, KC and St. Joseph's Clubs, 
Acc Cafe and Eddie Krahl have 
applied for licenses to sell beer 
for on-premises consumption. L. 
D. Cochran and Carl Walter- 
scheid are applicants for licenses 
to sell liquor, wine and beer in 
package stores.

FARM PRICES 
SUBSIDY SENSELESS

You would undoubtedly howl 
like a banshee if Congress decided 
to subsidize the automobile in­
dustry to the tune of $8 billion a 
year . . . with your tax money.

Or, put it another way, suppose 
the government guaranteed every 
motor car manufacturer $4000 for 
every car produced, and would 
buy all vehicles the automakers 
couldn't sell.

That, in a nutshell, is what is 
happening in the federal farm 
price subsidy program.

The farming industry is big 
business, no less than automo­
biles.

We are guaranteeing prices on 
farm production, encouraging 
over-production and then buying 
all the farmers can’t sell — with 
tax funds.

Farm price supports cost the 
U. S. taxpayer $5 4 billion this 
year. All-time record wheat and 
com crops this season will prob­
ably boost program costs to $8 
billion next year.

We have already bought $9 
billion in farm produce which we 
can't get rid of. It costs about 
$1 billion a year in storage 
charges, on top of what we paid 
for it.

If the government was holding 
$9 billion worth of surplus auto, 
and paying $1 billion a year to 
store them, the Congressmen 
who voted for such an idiotic 
subsidy would be swept out of 
office to the last man.

Why should big farmers be 
babied any more than shoe manu­
facturers or any other producers?

When farm subsidies were first 
voted, they were intended for 
relief of the struggling, desperate 
small farmer.

Since then, big farms have al­
most entirely taken over. Some 
huge farm operators draw down 
in excess of $2 million yearly in 
subsidies.

Let’s get back to some sem­
blance of common sense. Some 
aid for the small, single-family 
farmer may be in order. (Even 
that can be argued.) But guaran­
teed profits for gigantic rural in­
dustrials is ridiculous. No other 
industry is so subsidized.

There is a bill in Congress now 
to limit payment of farm sub­
sidies to any individual or corpor­
ation to $50,000 a year, maximum. 
It is a step toward common sense, 
but we should go farther.

Any individual who can qualify 
for a $50,000 subsidy payment 
can’t qualify as a struggling 
farmer. He doesn’t need relief.

Let’s limit the maximum pay­
ment to any fanner or farm 
corporation to $15,000 tops per 
crop year, plus hail or dought 
insurance at reasonable premiums 
to protect against weather vagar­
ies.. That would be fair.

But let’s get away from a 
senseless program that enriches 
one favored industry by taxing 
all other industries and every­
body else, to boot.

Half Moon Bay, Calif., Review

The steel workers lost more 
wages tnan they have gained in 
the four major postwar strikes, 
writes Henry Hazlitt in News­
week. In those strikes, he goes 
on, total direct loss to the strik­
ers came to more thao $830 mil­
lion, most of which was never 
recovered by strike “gains.” And 
in the current dispute, he adds, 
to make up for each week of 
strike idleness, workers will re­
quire mere than 20 weeks of em­
ployment at the increased wage, 
if it is granted.

“Everybody I meet is so irritat­
ing,” a tense, nervous patient 
complained to her doctor. He 
prescribed a tranquilizer and 
told her to come back in a week 
and let him know how she was 
feeling.

“Have you noticed any change 
in your mental attitude?’’ he 
asked her on her next visit.

“None at all,” she replied. ’’I 
feel just the same — but I’ve 
noticed that other people are 
acting a lot better.”

YOU’RE WORKING FOR 
THE GOVERNMENT

If you ever wonder why taxes 
and government debt are at outer-
space levels, some facts issued by 
a New York bank may help to 
clarify matters.

One out of every six employed 
Americans is now on a govern­
ment payroll. Since 1900 private 
employment has increased 100 
per cent — and government em­
ployment 650 per cent.

The Federal government runs 
about 20,000 commercial-indus­
trial enterprises, with capital as­
sets of some $12 billion, in direct 
competition with private business.

Federal aid to states, local com­
munities and individuals totals 
about $7.2 billion a year. By way 
of comparison, the figure was 
$147 million in 1930.

We have swollen government, 
socialistic government, and pater­
nal government. It devours taxes, 
even as it discourages and some­
times destroys taxpaying private 
enterprise. That’s one of the big 
reasons why taxes, direct and in­
direct, take about 30 per cent 
of our income.

Out of 68 million people em­
ployed in this country 26 million 
w o r k  in s o m e  phase of 
agriculture — 8 million on farms, 
7 million to produce goods and 
services purchased by farmers, 
and 11 million to process and 
distribute farm products. This 
means that the livelihood of al­
most two-fifths of the nation’s 
families depend upon the farm.

David Lawrence writes in U. S. 
News & World Report: “Only 
when peoples are able, in free 
elections, to choose their leaders 
and to remove them at will can 
there be an assurance of peace i n ' 
the world. Peoples don’t make 
war — only dictators do. ,

“Until the people of the Soviet 
Union and the peoples of the 
neighboring countries of Eastern 
Europe are free, there can be no 
relief from the burdens of arma­
ment. Tension cannot be relaxed 
anywhere while the murderous 
regime in Moscow keeps its con­
spiratorial agents in every part 
of the world and its troops 
quartered in supposedly inde­
pendent countries.”

A labor of love and a work of 
art is the miniature grotto just 
finished by Father Martin Fischer 
after months of spare time effort. 
Complete with a delicate statue 
of Our Lady of the Rosary and 
flowers and vigil lights, it now 
occupies a spot of prominence in 
his private study.

The outstanding feature of the 
little shrine is its brick-like con­
struction from some 260 pieces 
of white pine, each sawed and 
sanded by hand then nailed into 
place in the brick-work design.

The grotto is 27 inches tall and 
is mounted on a 30 inch table 
specially made to serve as its 
base.

In keeping with the grotto, the 
statue also is something special, 
of fine ceramic 18 inches tall, im­
ported from Portugal, and en­
cased in a glass bell similar to 
those often used on 400 day 
clocks.

Many cooperators in the Muen- 

ster-Saint Jo area of the Upper 
Elm-Red Soil Conservation Dis­
trict are preparing to plant one 
of the oldest and mose reliable 
legumes known to man — alfalfa.

Alfalfa is a deep-rooted legume 
that is best adapted to bottom­
land soils. However it has been 
grown on cropland soils with 
good success in the past. It is 
not recommended for shallow 
soil with low moisture-holding 
capacity.

Where proper management of 
alfalfa has been carried out, 
yields from crops following this 
legume have been increased as 
much as one-third.

Take a nomal wheat crop, 
for instance, that produces 15 to 
20 bushels an acre. Following two 
or three years of properly man­
aged alfalfa the same land can 
produce 25 to 30 bushels of wheat 
to the acre, and has in many

Alfalfa should be planted in 

September or October for best 
results. Plant 20 to 25 pounds of 
seed per acre and inoculate with 
"Culture A” inoculant. The seed, 
when inoculated, gives the plant 
the ability to take nitrogen from 
the air and store it in the roots 
in the ground for use in growing 
crops to follow. Hence the reason 
that yields of crops after alfalfa 
and other legumes are often in­
creased.

Plant alfalfa, manage it cor­
rectly, and see what it will do for 
that piece of land that i3 not pro­
ducing as much as it did a few 
years ago.

There is still plenty of time 
to get those waterways staked off 
before grain planting. Many 
fields could not be terraced *his 
summer because no satisfactory 
waterways to serve as outlets had 
been established. To keep from 
being caught in this predicament 
next year, or the next, land- 
owners are urged to mark needed 
waterways now. Technicians of 
the Soil Conservation Service will 
help.

The 
moon shoot was not accomplished 
because of their system but ra­
ther in spite of it. The achieve­
ment was one of men who, con­
trary to the usual method of 
communism, were allowed to use 
their God-given faculties in har­
mony with Divinely created ma- 
tural laws. Though it happened 
in a communist country it was 
done in accordance with work­
ing conditions that derive from 
Christianity and free enterprise.
