After these many years ithe
Texas Supteme Court has finally
got around to ruling that the
rights of a precinct or incorpur-
ated city in relation to the state’s
prohibition Jaw can be applied
either way. Its interpretation
agrees with what many of us
have contended all along . . .
that it should be possible to have
a wet political subdivision in a
dry county as well as a dry one
in a wet county
It has been taken for granted
that people in a dry area of a
wet county are not required to
abide by the preference of the
county as a whole. They are
permitted to hold an election
legally establishing prohibition
in their own area. Meanwhile
people have wondered why the
law did not apply both ways, al-
lowing people of a wet area the
same right of not being im-
posed upon by the majority wish
of the entire county.
Many of us recall an effort by
the Texas legislature to eliminate
this double standard policy dur-
ing the administration of Gov-
ernor Buford Jester. Both houses
passed a bill allowing wet areas
to determine their own status, but
it was killed by the governor's
veto. Now the Supreme Court
tells us that the right has existed
all along, just has not been cor-
rectly interpreted.
To people hereabouts this de-
cision comes as welcome news
In all local option elections of the
past the city and precinct have
strongly favored legalizing the
sale of alcoholic beverages but
their preference was over ruled
by the majority vote of the
county. Now they no longer need
to be governed by the wishes of
people outside their own area
There has been a great deal
of talk on the subject during the
week since the Supreme Court's
decision was handed down, and
indications are that people here
are as anxious as ever to get rid
of prohibition. Also apparent is
concern over the measures to be
established for assuring orderly
sale and use of the alcoholic
drinks.
The first thought is to make
the beverages available for home
consumption . . retall outlets
for beer and wine in the stores
and possibly also a package store
selling liquors. These facilities
would provide a long awaited
convenience for people who have
been getting their supply many
miles away from home. At the
same time they would open new
business opportunities and more
possibilities for tax revenue.
Providing beer by the drink is
taken for granted but along with
it is an opinion that drunken-
ness and disorderly conduct will
not be taken for granted The
main objective is to avoid the
honky tonk atmosphere in both
appearance and policy, catering
to those who are moderate in
consumption and behavior,
The whole idea in a nuishell is
respect the right of a wvast
ty of people who can and
without getting out of
drinks available

Intensive harvesting in the
Muenster area caused a tem-
porary glut in the local wheat
market Wednesday afternoon.

Wet Vote ted
Soon as Result of
New Court Ruling

Muenster’s response to the
State Supreme Court's recent
ruling that a wet precinct or
town can be legally established
in 2 dry county is practically
certain, but the method of pro-
cedure still remains to be de-
cided.

Mayor Herbert Meurer said
Wednesday that an election and
its result can both be confidently
predicted, however, before the
election, even before the petition
asking for the election, some
persons will have to decide just
what conditions are wanted here.

It isn't a matter of just voting
wet and deciding later what to
do about it, Meurer said. The
election ballot will have to spec-
ify the method of operation which
is to be approved. So there will
have to be discussions and plans
before the matter comes to &
vote.

The State Department of
Health does not keep statistics on
non-fatal accidents, so the ex-
tent of injuries from carelesssly
handled power mowers is un-
knpwn. But a random check of
private physicians and an emer-
gency hospital confirms the fact
that the number is considerable.

Like the man who stopped his
car at the curb, intending to say
hello to his perspiring neighbor
busily mowing the grass. Neigh-
bor wheels up with mower to re-
turn the greeting. Man in car —

resting on window — finds
his forearm
a five-inch piece of wire fiung
at him by the whirling blade.

Power equipment is a tremen-
dous boon to the man who likes
to keep his yard neat with a min-
imum of effort. But it takes con-
stant concentration to do the
job safely. Even experience is no
substitute for concentration.

A garden club member in a
major Texas city used to pride
himself on his safe and sane use
of power tools that helped him
maintain the sharpest yard in
the block.

But no more. One afternocn
recently, while trimming his
driveway with a power trimmer,
he reached down to lift a bloom-
laden branch of a rose bush out
of the way.
