voters of Cooke

importance to college age
students, their parents and the
area’s general economic status
for many years to come. That's
because the vote will decide
whether this county can have
a program of improving col-
lege facilities, or whether its
present inadequate system will
have to struggle along under
present handicaps and perhaps
eventually fade out of exis-
tence.

Our first consideration in
this issue is the question of
need, and that is answered by
careful surveys of recent years.
First of all the studies show
that college enrollment will
make tremendous increases
during the next twenty years.
Along with the rapidly grow-
ing percentage of young
people going to college we
have the population surge of
post war births approaching
college age. The two factors
combined will crowd senior
college facilities to the limit.
leaving many deserving young
people without educational op-
portunity unless it is provided
by the local area.

Equally vital is the subject
of educational expense. Stud-
ies show that the average cost
of attending college away
from home is about $1000 a
year higher that attending a
state affiliated junior college
at home. To many students
that is the difference which
determines whether they can
attend. To some others the
saving determines whether
they can continue in a senior
college. Among those who
could manage to meet the
higher cost, the saving of
$1000 a year would be most
welcome.

This saving for each student,
considered along with the ex-
pected increase in local col-
lege population, has possibil-
ities of growing into a really
substantial figure. Today’s en-
rollment is 230, already a sav-
ing of almost a quarter of a
million dollars to the families
concerned. Enrollment is al-
most certain to double in
several years, perhaps even
to triple, bringing family sav-
ings to nearly half or three
quarters of a million annually.
That's a big economic factor
in a county the size of ours.

Also worth figuring in is the
value of state funds coming
to the county. The present per
capita allotment per student
is $275 up to 350, slightly less
for higher enrollments. That
sum, mostly to local teachers
who spend most of it locally,
is another big asset in the
county’s economy.

Still another point to con-
sider is the economic benefit
to be derived from the higher
percentage of college trained
local people. Statistics show
that income is higher where
educational level is higher . . .
and the increased educational
opportunity can be expected
to result in a higher educa-
tional level for Cooke County.

So much for the asset side
of the issue. It is clearly evi-
dent that combined values
can amount to many hundreds
of thousands of dollars a year.
But how about the cost?

To support this program
taxpayers of the county are
asked to accept a raise of 20
cents on the $100 of assessed
valuation . . . using the coun-
ty’s valuation figures. This
means a total tax of about
$86,000 a year on all the
- county.

We are told that the full 20
cents may not be needed and
the rate could be set propor-
tionately lower by the board
of regents. Present figures
seem to bear out that estimate.
Next year’s budget has been
set at $90,000 for instruction
and administration plus $16,-
000 for debt retirement. Reve-
nue is estimated at $57,700
from the state and $40,000
from tuitions At that rate the
college would have to draw
only about $8,000 from its tax
sources.

That figure, however, may
be a bit too conservative.
Needed faculty additions could
raise the budget by some 10
to 20 thousand, requiring as
much as $25,000 out of the
tax revenue. And needed

building expansion . . . pre-
sent facilities are already
bulging . . could require

some more for annual debt re-
tirement.

So, let's assume that the
college would find a use for
the full 20 cent tax. At the
same time, however, let’s bear
in mind that the 20 cents

What is American farming?

An impressive and unusual
answer comes from Curry W.
Stcup, president of the New
Idea Division of Avco Corpora-
tion. He offered it at a re-
cent meeting of the Ohio
Commercial Swine Producers
Association. In his words: “It
is 4,800,000 factories — factor-
ies without roofs — factories
with mniore horsepower than
all the rest of industry com-
bined. These factories with
their equipment have com-
bined assets of over $187 bil-
lion and an investment per
worker 2% times that of the
average in all industry. Yes,
farming . . . is 4,800,000 in-
dependent enterprises, 98 per
cent of them family-owned

and operated — 4,800,000 solid
blccks in the very foundation
of our free enterprise system.”

The strength of American
farming lies in its productive
efficiency. Crops in this coun-
try are produced at a work
output of only 2 man days
per acre, in contrast to the
world-wide average of 200
man days per acre and a far
eastern average of 400 man
days. That fact caused Mr.
Stoup to say that no single
aspect of the American free
enterprise system could have
such impact on the rest of the
world as our mechanized
agriculture. He is convinced
that not only knowledge but
even a fractional part of the
efficency of the American
farming system could do more
to offset communist propagan-

LEFT HAND, RIGHT HAND
Every now and then some-
one again points the finger of
outrage at waste in govern-
ment. This can scarcely be
overdone, sinice waste is one
of the conspicuous causes of
high government costs and, by
extension, of high taxes.

The latest finger-pointing
has been done by Sen. Paul
H. Douglas. At his request, the
General Accounting Office
prepared a report on the trans-
fer of federal surplus property
to various states. On the basis
of this report, he charges that
there is “scandalous” waste in
Washington’s procurement and
surplus property disposal pro-
grams,

The report is peppered with
examples, any one of which
is enough to raise a taxpayer’s
hackles. Hammers, soldering
irons, hacksaw frames — a
bewildering array of articles
have been disposed of at
sacrifice prices even while
other government agencies
were paying much higher
prices for the same articles.

This is preposterous. In
government, as in anything
else, the left hand ought to
know what the right is doing.
There is not the slightest sense
in a system which permits
the Army, say, to sell off
“surplus” hammers at ridicul-
ous prices while the Navy is
busy purchasing the same
kind of hammer.

Senator Douglas notes that
the government will be dis-
posing of some 60 billion dol-
lars’ worth of surplus property
during the next three or four
yvears. He asks that wvarious
government agencies, and par-

ticularly the Department of
Defense, look over the “sur-
plus” lists before going into

the market for new supplies.
That is sound advice which
deserves the whole-hearted
support of taxpayers.

The stern Puritans of New
England, who frowned upon
the celebration of Christmas as
a pagan rite, went so fas as to
enact “blue laws” banning the
making of mince pies.

A BIT OF RUSTED PIPE

Out in a scarred patch of
Southwest Texas prairie
stands a bit of rusted pipe. A
passerby wouldn’'t give it a
second glance. Yet it is an
ironic monument to the colos-
sal gambles men take in pur-
suit of oil and gas.

The bit of pipe marks the
site of the deepest hole in the
world. The well below it was
sunk almost five miles. The
cost was $3 million and two
years time and toil. And what
did the drillers find?

The answer is — Nothing.
Neither gas nor oil was struck.
All the money, time and toil
had been spent in vgin.

This is the most spectacular
dry hole in history, because
of the magnitude of the opera-
tion. But there was nothing
unusual about the failure. As
Robert W. Stock explains in
Petroleum Today, a dry hole
is the rule, rather than the
exception. Eight out of nine
wells drilled in search of new
oil and gas deposits don’t pay
off. Last year, 21,000 of these
wells were abandoned — and
the cost was $330 million in
the U. S. alone.

Yet men take the long risks
— and the reason they do is as
simple as it is fundamental.
They do it in the hope of mak-
ing a big strike and earning
a profit. Without that hope,
no one would accept the gam-
ble— and the nation would
lose the new o0il resources it
so sorely needs.

Thus, the bit of pipe symbo-
lizes another thing. It mutely
proves the need for incentives
that lead men to take long
chances — incentives such as
the depletion allowance that
helps to compensate for the
fact that most wells are dry
and that all wells ultimately
wear out and must be re-
placed.

On December 19 the taxpayers of Cooke County
have been asked to create a new taxing jurisdiction.

Taxes on both the state and local level are already
at an all-time high. If the Gainesville Junior College
is expanded taxes must be raised. Larger operations
cost more money.

Why bring in students from surrounding counties, and even from
Oklahoma, for the taxpayers of Cooke County to educate? Cooke County
is within a few miles of two large state-supported four year colleges.

Regardless of what has been said, values can be
raised above the county level. As an example, Odessa
Junior College uses 250% of Ector County values. Kil-
gore Junior College uses 145.23% of Rush County
vaules.

In some cases tax rates are not limited to 20 cents.

Howard County Junior College used a 60 cent tax rate
in 1959.

Below are 1959 tax figures, which can. be verified
at the respective tax offices, for some junior colleges
of Texas.

“World Series of
Rodeo” Dated for
Dallas Dec. 26-30

Rodeo fans all over the na-
tion are planning to converge
on Dallas for the historic first
National Finals Rodeo to be
staged Dec. 26-30 in the new
State Fair Livestock Coliseum
Ticket orders have been re-
ceived from virtually every
state in the U. S. including
Alaska and Hawaii.

The first real “world series
of rodeo” will also be the first
rodeo in the history of the
cowboy sport in which only
the top 15 money-winners of
the year in each rodeo event
are qualified to compete, thus
making the National Finals a
genuine “tournament of

champions.” The contestants
will come from 18 states and
Canada.

The National Finals, which
is being produced by the
Rodeo Cowboys Association
itself, is a longtime dream of
the entire sport.

All of professional rodeo is
cooperating in putting on the
National Finals — the stock
contractors and rodeo spon-
soring groups over the whole
country as well as the cow-
boys. The bucking stock has
all been handpicked and col-
lected from among the strings
of more than two dozen R.C.A.
stock contractors who supply
stock for rodeos all over the
nation.

There will be ten go-rounds
or performances at 2 and 8
p.m. daily during the five days
of the National Finals, with a
complete section of competi-
tion in saddle bronc and bare-
back riding, bull riding, steer
wrestling and calf roping at
each go-round.

0. Box 7755, Dallas 26. Prices
are $4 for reserved seats and
$6 for box seats at each per-
formance.

New Insurance
Law Rewards
Careful Driving

Fort Worth, — Texas motor-
ists who have operated their
automobiles in an accident
free and lawful manner during
the past three years will be
rewarded to the extent of $20
million, Dr. Robert W. Strain,
Member of the State Board
of Insurance toid a meeting of
the Independent Insurance
Agents Association here Mon-
day noon.

Actually, the plan will be a
shifting of financial burden
from the careful driver to the
shoulders of those who have
been involved in accidents or
who have compiled a record of

moving traffic violations
“This is not an increase in
automobile rates — it is a

shifting of costs,” Dr. Strain
emphasized.

Breaking down an intensive
survey of driving records of
40,365 Texas motorists, into
more understandable statistics,
Dr. Strain revealed that out
of 23 insured family automo-
biles, 13 will receive a dis-
count of 20% of their premium
rates and 4 will receive the
same rate they have been
paying before. Thus, 17 of 23
will either receive a reduc-
tion or no change in the rate
they now pay. The remaining
6 will pay higher rates. Of
these, 3 will pay only 20%
increase, one will pay a 40%
increase, the remaining 2 will
pay from 60% to 100% in-
crease in rate.

The Safe Driving Insurance
Plan is a result of the public
demand to reward safe drivers
and force those who have had
accidents or records of moving
traffic violations to share a
more proportionate cost.

“In addition, we very defin-
itely feel that this plan will
provide an incentive to reduce
the traffic toll on our high-
ways that may not have been
present heretofore,” he said.

The State Board Member
went on to point out that the
plan is set up on a point
system which provides 4

45 Years of CDA
In Muenster Show
Enviable Record

A history recalling 45 years
of organization has just been
written on the local court
Catholic Daughters of America
to be on display at the state
convention in Austin next
May.

The concise report compiled
by Grand Regent Mary Moster
expresses much in a few para-
graphs. It reveals that the
Muenster court is among the
pioneers of Texas in this na-
tional organization and shows
how closely its activity is
connected with parish life and
community events.

This month marks the
court’s 45th birthday. It was
established on Dec. 6 — the
date of the charter — and
early records show that the
first meeting was held on
Dec. 14.

There were 29 charter mem-
bers of which six still hold
membership. Present member-
ship totals 61. Many grand
regents have headed the
court since Mrs. G. H. Hell-
man was the first leader. Cur-
rently, Mrs. Steve Moster is
serving her first term.

During the years numerous
projects were undertaken cov-
ering nearly every phase of
activity leading to the court’s
present major enterprise, the
city library.

The women have raised
money by sponsoring bake
sales, card parties, quilting
bees, ice cream socials, chili
and pie suppers, dances and
ball games and have conducted
booths at parish picnics.

Because, on the whole, ihe
undertakings were successful,
the court contributed a gen-
erous amount to the new
church, provided church linens
and vestments and sanctuary
supplies. And contributes each
month toward the cost of com-
munion bread for the parish.

Other charitable work,
headed by mission activity, in-
cludes collection of eye glasses
and old nylon hose for re-
habilitation purposes, contri-
bution of religious articles to
girls of the State Training
School, collecting for the
needy, adopting Korean fam-
ilies, sending Care packages,
aiding displaced priests and
donating to drives for TB and
polio, Red Cross, and similar
campaigns.

Through the course of the
past 20 years mission work has
been a major activity, ably
supervised during the past 15
years by Mrs. Joe Swirczynski,
chairman.

She has tended to the ship-
ment of tons of clothing and
bedding including hundreds
of quilts and blankets and
comforts to missions in al-
most every state of the union
and to the Holy Father’s
storerooms. When flood, fire
or tornadoes strike, Mrs. Swir-
czynski is quick to dispatch
clothing, regardless of dis-
tance, color or creed.

Along with monthly meet-
ings the court holds socials
for its members, usually fol-
lowing the business sessions.

would finance almost as much
expansion . . making some
allowance for increasing costs.
Despite obvious needs of the
institution it is clear that wise
administration can hold “%he
budget within the revenue
provided.

Opponents of the proposition,
however, are not convinced
that we can depend on conser-
vative administration. Ambi-
tious regents, they say, could
go on a spending spree and,
on their own authority, set
up their separate tax office
and increase valuations to any
level they like. Though not
empowered to raise rates they
could raise actual taxes as
much as they please.

Theoretically this is true,
but many of us wonder
whether a group of regents
could succeed in such a
scheme. First of all they aren’t
likely to make radical changes
despite the inevitable storm
of public protest. Secondly
such regents would have little
chance of remaining in office.
Actually, instead of wonder-
ing how we would cope with
such an emergency, we might
be more correct in assuming
that the regents will have
more regard for the confi-
dence placed in them
that they will confine them-
selves to the provisions ap-
proved by voters.

Opponents have complained
also that the Gainesville Dis-
trict started this college pro-
gram to please itself and is
now seeking a way to dispose
of its burden. It is true that
the rest of the county had
nothing to say so far, but it
is also true that the deal now
offered the county is quite
reasonable. Assets of the col-
lege, including the plant, the
scholarship fund and its ac-
cumulated surplus, amount to
about $575,000, and liabilities
amount to about $290,000. So,
regardless of resentments over
past ways and means, there’s
nothing wrong with the deal
offered now.

Summing up, we could say
that a county eollege offers
opportunities for education
that many would otherwise
miss. Besides, it has very defi-
nite financial values to the
families who use it and the
county as a whole. For the
help it can give to themselves,
their children, or close friends
or relatives, it will, in time,
be appreciated by practically
every person of the county.

The only question is, are
these benefits worth what
they will cost? . . . a tax of
slightly over $5.00 a year to
the averageé taxpayer.
