Short Turkey
Season Nets
Only 5 Cars

Many Birds Still Available,
Expect Record Program
For Christmas Market

This year's Thanksgiving Turkey
Packing Program was exceptionally
short, both in duration and in vol-
ume. The season officlally ended
Tuesday when a large truck headed
for Chicago with the final shipment.

Although a large percentage of
turkeys are still available, all major
packers have closed down, according
to Roy Callahan, Wilson and Com-
pany representative for the Muen-
ster program. Considering shipments
already made and a small surplus
held in storage since last Christmas,
it is belleved the market is suffici-
ently supplied for the coming holl-
day.

The poor quality of birds, especi-
ally in the South, was another rea-
son for closing down. Rather than
place a surplus of poor turkeys in
storage for several weeks, packers
prefer a few more weeks of develop-
ment so they can offer better tur-
keys at Christmas. Callahan expects
the Christmas packing season to be
the greatest in the history of the
local industry.

Five and a half car loads almost
three less than last year’'s record, is
the season’s score. The total dressed
weight was about 102,000 pounds
from 10,000 birds with a live weight
of about 115,000,

Muenster raisers were little af-
fected by the short season. Most of
them, as members of the FMA, took
advantage of a special membership
offer permitting early delivery for
a later market price. They delivered
5,600 birds, more than half the sea-
son's volume, before the market
opened. As a result there are few
turkeys left here.

Roughly estimated the season was
worth $16,000, $14,000 going to the
raisers and $2,000 to laborers.

First In Series
Of Soil Project
Meetings Held

The first of a series of meetings
to familiarize Cooke, Grayson and
Montague farmers with the purpose
and methods of a soil conservation
distriet was held Wednesday after-
noon in the Cooke county court' room
with C. Hohn of the Agricultural
Extension Service, College Station
as principal speaker.

Almost 200 Cooke county land-
owners, including 12 from Muenster,
were present at the meeting. Other
such meetings, to be under the su-
pervision of county agents, will be
held before December 14, when
farmers will vote at a referendum
accepting or rejecting the conser-
vation project. Bach of the 32 vot-
ing districts designated for the elec-
tion will have one meeting.

Approval of the 8oil conservation
project does not authorize any agen-
cy to take control of soil policies, the
speaker emphasized. It merely sets
up a district organization capable of
participating in state or federal aid
if any s offered. Under their present
unorganized system farmers have no
means of applying for or receiving
help.

He also pointed out the strictly
democratic feature of the organiza-
tion. Since only landowners are con-
cerned, they are the only ones who
can vote or ta'e any pant in district
administration. There 18 nothing
compulsory, if a person within the
district does not approve he need
not cooperate in the program. Simi-
larly there can be no tax or bond
issue to support work In the district.

County Board Expects to
Send Only Two Men in
November Draft

Three young men of Muenster
have received their questionnaires

in connection with the national se-
lective service draft. They are Ro-
man Trachta and IL.eonard Yosten,
whose serial numbers were among
those selected early i the national
lottery, and Adolph Knabe, who re-
cently volunteered for a year's serv-
ice.

Those names were included in the
list of 24 registrants and 13 volun-
teers to whom the Cooke county
draft board mailed questionnaires
last Saturday.

As pointed out by Ancil Ross, sec-
retary of the board, a man who vol-
unteers for one year comes under
selective service regulations rather
than regular army regulations. His
enlistment merely places him at the
head of the list and permits him to
complete his service earlier. And he
is subject to the board's regular
classification. The man who enlists
for three years joins at a recruiting
station according to the usual army
or navy regulations.

Announcement was also made by
the board that Cooke county’'s quota
in the first draft, during the Nov.
19-26 period, is five men. The order
had been received from Selective
Service headquarters at Austin,
however it was accompanied by a
notice that two volunteers had been
inducted into the regular army thus
reducing to three the number of men
who must report to the Dallas Army
Recruiting office on Nov. 22.
“Since that notice another man is
known to have enlisted and we ex-
pect an official notlce from Austin
in the next few days,” Hill Camp-
bell chairman of the county draft
board stated. “So it seems that the
county wili have to send only two,
and perhaps not that many.” _

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A TWO-FOLD PURPOSE

At a dinner sponsored last Thursday
night by the Independent Petroleum As-
sociation of America, Cecil Murphy, mayor
of Gainesville, informed non-member
guests that the association has a two-fold
purpose: to foster a spirit of fair play
among members of the oil fraternity and
to protect the interests of oil men from en-
croachment by outside agencies.

It is easy to understand that oil men,
any group of men, would unite with that
second purpose in mind. It is easy to under-
stand why the association in the interest
of its members constantly keeps a man in
the national capital watching for every
new development in trade or taxation that
would affect the industry.

Legislators who draw up bills, as well as
those who vote on them, are not always
aware of the far reaching consequence of
their action. Usually they are more inter-
ested in trade advantages or tax revenues.
Any industry that is to survive must stand
on guard, not necessarily because the gov-
ernment aims at opressive measures, but
rather because it considers its own inter-
ests and expects the industries affected to
guard theirs.

While the second purpose more than
justifies the existence of the association,
the first is the one which lends real digni-
ty. It is the truly democratic feature, for it
recognizes certain obligations as well as
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demanding certain rights.

Conscientious oil men are willing to con-
serve rather than exploit an oil pool, to
give a fair share of their return to labor
and royalty holders, to provide the best
possible finished products at the lowest
possible cost, to make their proportional
sacrifice for the benefit of profitable trade
with other countries. They play fair with
labor, with landowners, with posterity and
with the general public. Like any business,
the oil industry has some chislers, but they
are the exceptions,

THE GOLDEN RULE

In one of his recent lectures Dale Carne-
gie, famous for his book “How to Win
Friends and Influence People,” told his au-
dience to take pencils and notebooks for
a magic formula which is the best assur-
ance of success. Then he slowly recited the
Golden Rule: “Do unto others as you wish
others to do unto you.”

It is hardly necessary to state that Car-
negie was speaking the language of the
masses, that when he mentioned success
he was, like those in his audience, thinking
in terms of money and comfort as much as
social harmony. Assuming that a man has
a fair degree of industry and thrift he will
get along if he applies the golden rule to
his business.

A recent issue of “This Week” gave a
fine example of success acquired the gold-
en rule way. A man had spent thirty years
of his life as clerk in a small town grocery.
The aged proprietor took advantage of a
good opportunity to sell out and the new
proprietor put in a different clerk. The old
clerk faced disaster, until a former custo-
mer suggested he put in his own store. He
could have space in the man’s filling sta-
tion at the outskirts of town, and perhaps
the wholesalers would advance a month or
so of credit. The old clerk tried it and be-
fore the year was over he was building a
sizeable store of his own beside the filling
station.

One might say he got the breaks. But
the fact is that for the past thirty years the
old clerk had been applying the golden
rule. He was honest, accommodating, cour-
teous, pleasant. He had a reputation that,
even in this so-called hard business world,
was as valuable as money in the bank. He
was able to make a new start and advance
to a fine success because people trusted
him and liked him. They went out of their
way to deal with him.

Cutting corners and driving hard bar-
gains apparently has made a few financial
successes but it has also made a surprising
number of failures and practically no
friendships. The golden rule, on the other
hand has brought many a success though
sometimes very modest, and always brings
friends. It pays. It is worth observing as an
expedient policy even though a person does
not believe in it as a fundamental principle.
