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Here's a little idea that should
be of special interest to the school 
kids, because if the people pro­
posing it succeed in convincing 
the general public the school year 
will be extended to include tht 
full yeas’. Or, to put it the more 
pleasant way, vacations will last 
the year around.

No, the statements aren’t con­
tradictory. They mean that the 
full year may be broken into four 
scholastic quarters each to be at­
tended by approximately three 
fourths of the total enrollment. 
While the three fourths are at­
tending the remaining fourth* 
will be on vacation.

The suggestion is one of the de­
velopments in current efforts to 
solve the teacher shortage pro­
blem — and incidentally also the 
problem of shortage in teacher 
pay. It would also solve the pro­
blem of overcrowding, which is 
expected on a large scale a few 
years hence.

There are quite a few good
points in the idea but putting 
them into practice may bring up 
a lot of complications. Theoreti­
cally, each teacher should be able 
to teach and the school building 
should be able to accommodate 
one third more pupils per year 
than at the present time. Likewise, 
the «teacher should get a third 
more pay.

As far as pupils are concerned, 
they still have their vacations, 
but at different times of the year. 
To provide for teacher’s vacation 
the proposal is to have 12-week 
quarters allowing either one week 
each quarter or four weeks once 
a year, whichever method is pre­
ferred.

The big difficulty, however, is
how to manipulate the schedule 
of courses so that each of three 
class groups in attendance at any 
time can have its work progres­
sively arranged. Large schools 
with several teachers in each 
subject might find a way but 
small schools with several sub­
jects for each teacher would have 
plenty of trouble.

Another complication is the 
athletic schedule. A football or 
basketball player would put up an 
awful howl if his vacation period 
came during his favorite sport 
season.

Yes, the more we think of the
difficulties the less we think of 
the idea. That’s principally be­
cause we’re accustomed to pre­
sent methods and naturally balk 
at the thought of giving them up.

At the same time we have to 
admit that the motives behind 
the suggestions are worth while. 
The primary purpose is to offer a 
better education for more child­
ren with the teachers and schools 
now available. If that can be 
done the idea is good regardless 
of the many changes required.

Now it seems that the portal-
to-portal pay racket has finally 
reached its limit. The latest de­
mand is for pay to cover the time 
men spend getting paid. They are 
actually ’ trying to collect for the 
short waiting period while they 
are lined up for pay checks. Of 
course the claim is no more ridi­
culous or unjust than most of the 
other portal pay suits, but this 
just seems to stand out as the 
very ultimate in nerve.

Things like that rub our fur 
the wrong way but we should 
really be grateful for them. The 
net result is that we are getting 
fed up with the abuses a lot 
faster.' Things like this hasten 
the changes we’ve wanted so 
long,

A recent nation wide poll on
labor problems reveals that the 
vast majority of people want 
labor -curbed in one way or an­
other. They want unions held re­
sponsible for their actions, they 
want unions to account for all 
funds, they want to restore open 
shops, they want compulsory 
arbitration in lobor disputes af­
fecting public safety or welfare. 
In short the public is tired of be­
ing pushed around by irrespon­
sible power-mad labor bosses. 
They want some way to make 
labor observe civilised standards 
like the rest of us have to.

The new congress Is aware of
the sentiment and has expressed 

-  the intention to do something 
about it- An£ labor racketeers, as 
might be expected, have intro­
duced a smear expression for 
their fight against the change. 
They are howling about “puni­
tive legislation” , We have a feel­
ing, however, that neither con­
gress nor the thinking public will 
be taken In by the trick.

The status of the community’s 
grain crops as a result of the 
hard freeze, just before the first 
of the year is still not definitely 
known, but the prevailing opinion 
is that only a small percentage 
will have to be replanted.

Farmers questioned this week 
all said that the grain has been 
thinned out- but the remaining 
stand if favored with good wea­
ther can still produce a fair 
crop. Only a few small fields 
have been replanted to date. A 
few others seem to be border-line 
cases and may be replanted la­
ter.

Grain in loose soil was damaged 
worst by the freeze, apparently, it 
is believed, because it did not cofi- 
uict sub-soil heat to the plants. 
Land which had been packed by 
grazing, and sandy land which 
is more inclined to pack, survived 
fairly well.

A. For men enlisting or reenlisting now, family allowances will 

continue until six months after the war is officially ended.

seas theater which has openings, especially Japan or Korea.

emphasize that poll tax most certainly should be paid 
just as it is in other years. One reason is that a person 
should maintain his voting qualification to be ready for 
unexpected elections, the other is that the poll tax is a 
legitimate obligation, a debt to the state, and it should 
be met like any other obligation.

To some of -us, perhaps, this debt does not seem 
quite as binding aH other debts and taxes. That’s because 
of the too prevalent'impression that the tax is the price of 
our voting privilege and we can save our money when we 
do not expect to vote. The name “ poll tax”  is one reason 
for that erroneous impression.

In spite of its name' the tax is a personal tax. Every 
resident of. the state between 21 and 65 owes it as his 
own personal debt' to the state government. The mere 
fact that a person is willing to accept the penalty for 
non-payment —  forfeiture of his right of franchise — 
does not relieve him of his obligation to pay.

This is far more than a formality to qualify for 
voting. It is a citizen’s duty. Anyone who has overlooked 
it should make a sincere effort this last day to pay his 
poll tax.

PASTURE FERTILIZERS

Fertilizer left too near the soil 
surface will dry out, which is 
likely to leave the phosphorus and 
potash content of the fertilizer in 
a dry form that is not available 
to benefit plants. Nitrates are 
highly soluble and pass readily in­
to the root zone. Potash is also 
fairy soluble and usually finds 
its \yay into the soil, but liming 
materials should be mixed into 
the surface soil because they do 
not dissolve readily.

Phosphate, which the speeialists 
call the “ key to pasture improve­
ment” , combines with the soil and 
moves beneath the surface very 
slowly. For this reason, phosphate 
should be worked into the soil for 
best results,

Most effective method of apply­
ing fertilizers on sandy and loamy 
sod land is by the use of a com­
bination grain-fertilizer drill. The 
drill puts the fertilizer in the soil 
about two inches deep* in nar­
row bands along the drill rows.

A common method in fertilizing 
sod land and temporary pastures 
Is broadcasting with a regular 
fertilizer spreader, and endgate 
seeder of trailer-type lime spread­
er. When broadcasted, superphos­
phate needs to be worked into the 
moist soil by a light disking, 
chiselling or springtooth harrow­
ing, the specialists say.

Lie fanner told him to do, 
but a lot of extra Jobs on his 
own.

Then, one night came a big 
wind. It awakened the farmer. 
He sprang out of bed, ready to 
go into action, as he knew the 
damage done by previous winds 
to things around his farm. 
He called to the new hired hand 
to get up. Getting no response, he 
went to his room. Shouting at 
him and shaking him, all he 
could elicit was a grunt. That 
hired hand hadn't been kidding 
when he said he knew how to 
sleep on windy nigltts.

Disgusted, he went out alone 
to the bam expecting to find doors 
burst open and things blown 
hither and yon. But all was 
shipshape. Some of the odd Jobs 
the hired man had done on his 
own had consisted of fastening 
securely anything and everything 
that the wind might damage. 
And then, at long last, it dawned

We must 
everlastingly insist that they 
balance the budget, cut taxes, 
weed out the unnecessary feder­
al payroller% • and enact labor 
legislation fair to all. They’ll 
listen, for after all, they know we 
voters are their boss, that we 
hired ’em and that we can fire 
’em two years from now.

Our job wasn’t finished when 
we voted ’em in. That was but an 
auspicious beginniiffe. So, gentle 
reader, let your Congressman and 
your Senators hear from you re­
gularly, that is, if you, too, would 
like to get back to being able to 
sleep on windy nights.

Washington 
'News Letter

Washington, D.C.* Jan. 25 — 
The press and radio of late have 
ballyhooed a so-called settlement 
of the bitter controversy between 
the Army and the Navy over the 
so-called merger or unification of 
the armed forces. While the high 
command has tentatively agreed 
with the President on a so-called 
unification, the matter is far 
from settled. Sim ply to have a 
Secretary of National Defense in 
the President's Cabinet, and un­
der him Secretaries <for the Army, 
the Navy, and the Air Corps, is 
not unification. The subject will 
continue to be debated and dis­
cussed both on and off the re­
cord. and Congress will probably 
make a 'good many changes in 
the so-called agreement.

Many examples of the need for 
?ome unification especially in 
theater commands could be cited. 
In the Okinawa campaign some 
forces were under General Mac- 
Arthur, a thousand miles to the 
south in the Philippines. Others 
were under Admiral Nimtiz, a 
thousand miles to the east on 
Guam. The strategic air forces 
were under General Spaatz who 
was a thousand miles away. Mac- 
Arthur reported to General Mar­
shall, Nimitz reported to Admiral 
King, while Spaatz rerorted to 
General Arnold, all in Washing­
ton. It is said that the so-called 
I s; l a n d  Commander actually 
lacked authority to discipline 
traffic violators under other 
brances of the service. Even on 
tiny Johnson Island with barely 
enough room for a single air 
strip, the Army and Navy each 
maintained its own exclusive per­
sonnel and service depots.

Some few months ago I flew 
with a Major in the Aitov to 
Meecham Field in Fort Worth. 
The Navy personnel at that field 
refused to service his plane. In far 
away posts such as Iceland and 

v Alaska, the Army specifies one 
weight of underwear for its men 
while the Navy specifies a dif­
ferent weight and color, re­
quiring the maintenance of sep­
arate supply depots by the separ­
ate forces.

The Army and Navy often 
maintained duplicate intelligence 
services uring the war. Efficiency, 
to say nothing of economy, re-

quires some unification.
^Debate still goes on behind the 

scenes as to the wisdom and pro­
cedure of our various trials -of 
war criminals. Two friends jusi 
back from Germany this week 
tell m  ̂ they fear we have m%de 
martyrs and heroes of at least 
some leading Nazis in the matter 
of their trials) and executions.

In a leading magazine of this 
week I find this statement: “Re­
publicans, like Democrats, have 
their minds on the voter and the 
votes. More union members vote 
than do employers. More people 
have low incomes than have lar­
ger incomes. More local enthus- 
iam and votes can be had for 
continued streams of dollars out 
of Washington than for a check 

to the dollar flow. What Repub­

There is more truth in this 
than one likes to admit. Congress 
is moving much too slowly in the 
matter of labor legislation and al­
so in the matter of reducing gov­
ernment spending ant^ in bal­
ancing the budget.

This is more than twice our in­
come in^any year before the war. 
Out of such an income we cer­
tainly should be able to balance 
the budget and pay something on 
our tremendous debt. During 1946 
we sold goods and services abroad 
in the amount of $15 Billion, 
nearly four times the amount of 
any year before the war. We also 
spent $7 Billion abroad which is 
twice the amount of any pre-war 
year. *

Back in 1940 I was the author

of the ficst amendment enacted by, 
Congress for the discharge of 
Communist from the public pay­
rolls. This week Secretary of War 
Patterson very properly sustained 
the dismissal of five communists 
from the public payrolls. All five 
were former employees at Aber­
deen Proving Grounds. All were 
officials in the local United Pub­
lic Workers Union (CIO). Some 
40 employees have recently been 
discharged from the State Depart­
ment on grounds of questionable 
loyalty. T h e -  public payroll1 
should be purged of all commun­
ists and fellow travelers.

Dr. Lawton, It takes a mature 
persons to be really young.

This basic science test 
would be merely a preliminary to 
further examinations by State 
Boards qualifying applicants In 
various branches of healing.
Those seeking to become doctors 
of medicine would be examined 
by a State Board of Medical 
Examiners, osteopaths by a State 
Board of Osteopathic Examiners, 
and chiropractors, naturopaths 
and others would be similarly 
qualified for practice by examin­
ing boards representing their 
own schools of healing arts.

work, was a great problem. Only 
one Democratic vacancy existed 
on the House Judiciary Commit­
tee. tSe Comm}ttee of which the 
Honorable Hatton W. Sumners of 
Dallas was formerly Chairman.

The first big problem to be 
tackled by the House Judiciary 
Committee will be a number of 
bills dealing with the current 
scourge of portal-to-portal pay 
suits. American industries are now 
being sued for more than four 
billion dollars for alleged portal- 
to-portal pay. 99 per cent of this 
is for pay which neither em­
ployees nor employers ever an­
ticipated, until the Supreme 
Coiud decision in the Mount 
Clemens Pottery case of last June. 
This case seemed to hold that 
employees were entitled to com­
pensation from the time they set 
foot on company property until 
they depart. If judgments were 
rendered for plaintiffs in all these 
cases, it would immediately bank­
rupt a substantial part of Amer­
ican industry.

Statistics on  Texas farms and 
farming just received from the 
Bureau of the Census are re­
vealing. Farm sales in Texas 
during 1944 exceeded one billion 
dollars. The size of Texas farms 
are approximately as follows: 28 
per cent arc under 50 acres, 20 
per cent between 50 and 99 acres, 
12 per cent 100 to 139 acres, 10 Ms 
per cent 140 to 179 acres, 9V2 per 
cent 180 to 259 acres, 8 per cent 
260 to 379 acres, 7 per cent 380 
to 699 acres, 6 per cent over 700 
acres.

Of Texas farms 39 per cent had 
running water, 42 per cent had 
electricity, 68 per cent had radios, 
19 per cent had telephones, 21 
per cent had trucks, 38 per cent 
tractors, 63 per cent automobiles'!* 
These are figures revealed by the 
1945 census of agriculture, and 
would indicate there is much room 
for improvement in our farms 
and farming.

DR. COX RECOMMENDS 
CAREFUL DRIVING AS 
GOOD HEALTH HABIT

Austin, Texas — . An automo­
bile collision can kill a human be­
ing just as certainly as cancer, 
and a traffic accident can cripple 
Just as badly as poliomyelitis, and 
for this reason Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer, urges Tex­
ans to protect their health and 
lives by using the utmost care on 
highways.

“ It is the duty of the State 
Health Department to do every­
thing in its power to foster good 
health and prevent as many 
needless deaths as possible,” Dr. 
Cox declared, “and because so 
many Texans each year are killed 
permanently crippled, or disabled 
for long periods of time through 
preventable traffic accidents, I 
earnestly urge eveiY driver in the 
State to do his conscientious best 
to help reduce the number of 
these tragic and often fatal 
smash-ups.”

Dr. Cox said that it is a driver’s 
responsibility to know that his 
lights, tires and brakes are in 
good condition; that he pay pro­
per attention to traffic signals; 
that he give due regard to other 
drivers and pedestrians; that he 
use great caution at unmarked in-' 
ter-seotions, “ and above all,” he 
urged, “ use common sense and 
folksy a live-and-let-live policy 
when in your car, whether driving 
to the corner grocery, or going 
from coast to coast.”

All Her Eggs in 
One Basket

UNDERFEEDING A COW 
IS EXPENSIVE BONER, 
DAIRY EXPERTS CLAIM

Underfeeding a good cow is one 
of the most expensive mistakes 
that can be made in dairy man­
agement, say dairy husbandmen 
of the Texas A. and M. College 
Extension Service.

From now until grass comes on 
again, most dairymen are faced 
with a real need for getting ,the 
greatest good out of each pound 
of feed, the dairymen say. This 
means that cows that do an un­
satisfactory job of milk production 
when given an opportunity must 
be moved out* so that feed sup­
plies can be best utilized to pre­
vent the underfeeding of good 
cows. Then the remainder of the 
herd should be fed a balanced ra­
tion according to production.

An average sized milk cow, 
capable of producing three gal­
lons of milk per day, needs about 
18 pounds of good hay and nine 

fou n d s of a suitable grain mix­
ture. This feed will meet her pro­
duction and maintenance re­
quirements. If the hay allowance 
is cut in half, fifty percent of the 
nutrients required to produce the 
three gallons of milk is lost. In a 
short time, her production will

DO put all your eggs in one 
basket — if it’s a new rubber- 
covered one made especially for 
that purpose. Suggested .by poul­
try raisers who had seen a rubber- 
covered potato basket introduced 
about six months ago, the egg­
carrying version offers less danger 
of breakage. The basket is made 
of lightweight steel wire coated 
with rubber, and is rustproof.

come down to a gallon and a 
half, as she cannot draw on her 
body reserves indefinitely to make 
up for the loss.

Plenty of good roughage Is the 
basis of the ration. Feeding hay 
twice or even three times a day 
is preferable to putting out the 
entire amount at one time, the 
dairymen say. This will prevent 
waste and enable the cows to 
handle more efficiently the hay 
that they eat.

The Extension dairymen em­
phasize that the cost of produc­
ing a pound of butterfat or a gal­
lon of milk from a low producing 
cow is always greater than the 
cost of producing the same 
amount from a good cow.

TESTS REVEAL HYBRID 
CORN YIELDS HIGHER

Field performance tests con­
ducted during 1946 at 17 Texas 
A. and M. Agricultural Experi­
ment Substations showed hybrid 
com to have an average yield in­
crease of 33 per cent over open- 
pollinated corn varieties.

The tests involved hybrids de­
veloped by the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station, hybrids from 
commercial hybrid seed com  
companies and other state agri­
cultural experiment stations, na­
tive adapted open-pollinated var 
ieties and many experimental 
com  hybrids.

MORE LEISURE AND 
PROFIT FOR FARM IS 
GOAL OF ENGINEERS

Tulsa, — . In the future if 
fanners and townspeople of the 
southwest do not have more time 
for leisure and derive more pro­
fits from their efforts, it will be 
through no fault of the electrical 
and industrial engineers of the 
Southwestern Power Administra­
tion.

Brushing aside the complicated 
formulae a n d  high-sounding 
technical language, with which 
they usually work, these astute 
slide rule manipulators have come 
up with some highly informative 
facts which point the way to & 
more prosperous farm life in the 
not too distant future.

Most people today are aware 
that electricity can eliminate 
praotically all the drudgery of 
housekeeping and greatly increase 
the speed and efficiency of most 
farm and shop chores. The SPA 
engineers have not been content 
with suoh generalizations, how­
ever, and, with the help of the 
Rural Electrification Administra­
tion, they have probed the depths 
of farm and home activities for 
more tangible information.

They have found, for instance, 
that there are well over 200 jobs 
in the hotie  and on the farm 
where electricity can save time 
and money, not to mention hard 
physical labor. They have learned 
that a one-horsepower motor can 
do as much work in one hour as 
a man can do in ten hours. On 
the other side of the picture, 
they have . learned that, without 
the aid of electricity, it is not un­
usual for a housewife to walk 10 
miles and carry approximately 20 
tons of water in doing the family 
laundry once .each week for a 
year.

"Once homes and farms are 
completely electrified” , declared 
Douglas G. Wright, Administrator 
of SPA, “more leisure time is 
bound to result, all of wjhich will 
bring about improved education­
al and social conditions. Rural 
living will become more attractive 
to young people, encouraging 
them to remain on the farms ra­
ther than go to the already over 
crowded cities to seek the desired 
comforts of life.”

INTEREST IS GREATER 
THAN PRINCIPAL WHEN 
FERTILIZER IS INVESTED

Any farmer is likely to agree 
that if he could put money in the 
bank and draw 95 per cent inter­
est, he’d have a very profitable 
deal.

While he won’t find a bank 
around that will offer him a pro­
position like that, there is a deal 
that will bring him profits on the 
same basis, says Dr. Roy L. Don­
ahue, Farm Unit Demonstration 
supervisor of the Texas A. and M. 
College Extension Service. And 
Dr. Donahue is talking about 
fertilization as a part or a soil 
building, crop rotation program.

A farmer can put into the soil 
five pounds of minerals — lime, 
phosphorus, potash —  and take 
out 100 pounds of dry grass, ex­
plains Dr. Donahue. He can look 
at the 95 pounds as interest on 
the fertilizer investment. And 
where does the 95 pounds come 
from? From the air and water 
says Dr. Donahue, which the good 
Lord has provided free. In fact, 
95 per cent of the dry weight of 
plants comes from air and water.

Applying fertilizer and growing 
soil building legumes is like re­
versing the process of investment 
— putting in the interest and 
drawing out the principal. The in­
terest, in this case, is lime, phos- 
horus and potash.

STEUBENVILLE, OHIO — The 
Most Rev. Bishop John King Mus- 
sio, above, spiritual leader of 150,-, 
000 Roman. Catholics in the 13- 
county Steubenville diocese, made 
the nation's headlines with a pas­
toral letter to all of the diocesan 
priests, explaining the church’s at- j 
titude on the subject of gambling. 
The pastoral letter is receiving na- ; 
tional attention, creating many 
discussions and debates.

"Unfortunately there are many 
misguided, puritanical and narrow-1 
minded persons to whom a game of 
chance is a serious crime,’’ the pas­
toral letter read, "to whom it Is a 
violation of the whole moral code

is not wrong or sinful. Apart from 
abuse, to play games of skill or 
even of pure chance for a stake is 
not immoral.”

Bishop Mussio further decried 
the fact that “Fathers, mothers, 
good middle aged or elderly wom­
en, who got relaxation once a week 
at some church bingo, must be sub­
jected to intolerable abuse raised 
up by the charges of local fanatics 
who would make them criminals in 
law and immoral characters before 
God.”
