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The report is that highway cops
have strict instructions to crack 
down on violators of the uniform 
traffic code, and more cops will 
be added as soon as possible to 
enforce a more general observ­
ance. m  plain words that means 
that dumb driving will begin cos­
ting money.

Probably the most attractive 
feature about the new regulations 
is that they require us to do just 
what common sense prompted us 
to do all along. People who vio­
late those standards used to be 
only discourteous. Prom pow on 
they are illegal.

Major offenses such as reckless­
ness and drunken driving still 
rate the heavy penalties, o? 
course, but from now on people will 
not be excused from some of the 
minor offenses which come under 
the general heading of sloppy 
driving habits. Some of those are 
failure to dim lights or to give 
hand signals or to turn right or 
left from the proper lane of the 
road. All are common sense rules, 
but it’s surprising how many were 
violated because people just did 
not stop to think them out. Now 
that violation constitutes a double 
hazard — the possibility of crash­
ing and of being pinched — per­
haps more people will stop to 
think.

In normal every day driving a
person can be fairly sure to avoid 
both kinds of trouble by following 
these few simple rules.

Always use the low beam when 
meeting a car at night. It gives 
both drivers a better chance — 
by reducing glare and defining 
road limits more clearly,

Use signals a hundred feet be­
fore making stops or turns — the 
left hand up for a right turn, 
straight out for a left turn and 
down for a stop.

Avoid sweeping turns. Crowd 
the right edge for a right turn 
and crowd the center for a left 
turn — this prevents the car be­
hind from trying to  pass on the 
dangerous side.

And don't pass on hills, curves 
or any place where sufficient 
clear distance is not visible 
ahead.

Farmers, here's a new theory on
those big jumbo grasshoppers. In 
one South Texas county recently 
— and maybe still — swarming 
With the things, the county agent 
has Just issued a report indicating 
that perhaps the jumbo hoppers 
are really the farmer's friend.

The man went on to explain 
that the jumbos don't seem to be 
eating anything but poisonous 
bitterweeds. The swarms are con­
fined to areas infested with bit- 
terweed and , though they aren’t 
killing the plants they are pre­
venting a crop of bitterweed seed.

One of the most welcome bits
of news in recenit weeks is that 
concerning the chummy visit 
paid by Rev. Frank Norris and 
three other prominent Baptist 
ministers to Pope Pius. The 
comments they have made since 
then have already done much 
toward offsetting the ill advised 
report brought back from Yug­
oslavia a few weeks earlier by 
another group o f Protestant 
ministers.

Rev Norris and his colleagues 
oonsider the pope as the most 
powerful anti-communist influ­
ence in the world today and ad­
vise Protestants of all denomin­
ations to cooperate with him in 
the struggle against godlesisness 
and inhumanity.

The really important point Is
that they recognize the serious­
ness of the menace to Christian 
civilization and recommend pos­
itive defense action. Their atti­
tude stands out in sharp con­
trast with the attitude of the 
other ministers who oame back 
not with a real report but a 
propaganda sheet issued by Tito 
himself.

To say the least, this is a 
gratifying incident. It is a small 
beginning of what can posslblv 
develop into an alliance of a ll 
Christian religions.

Too long the various denomi­
nations have wasted their energy 
in futile bickering with one an­
other when they should have 
been pulling together for the 
common good of all. The real 
truth is that many have fallen 
for a favorite communist trick, 
working themselves into a frenzy 
over Issues that are magnified by 
the reds themselves to spread 
hostility among the creeds.

Divide and conquer is one of 
the principal red campaign meth­
ods. Their purpose is bo divide 
Christians o f various denomina­
tions and get them to  sniping at 
one another while the forces of 
godlessne9s maneuver to wipe 
them both out o f existence.

Of Heart Ailment; Funeral 
Service Is Held Saturday

Charles J. Bernauer, 62, well 
known retired lumberman, suc­
cumbed to a heart attack at 2:30 
Thursday afternoon Sept. 4 in his 
home here following a two weeks' 
illness. He had been afflicted 
with heart trouble for four years.

Funeral services were held Sat­
urday at 8:30 a.m. in Sacred 
Heart church with Rev. John 
Walbe officiating at the requiem 
high mass and at the burial in 
Sacred Heart cemetery.

Mr. Bernauer was born April

He attended 
school there and when he was 
17 years old went to Nashville to 
learn the lumber trade. He was 
active in that business until ill 
health forced him to retire four 
years ago.

In 1908 he moved to Muenster 
with his parents and assisted his 
father, as a wagon maker, in his 
blacksmith shop here Eight years 
later, in January, 1916, he went 
to Mounds, 111., to be employed 
with the George F. Kerns Lum­
ber Co., and after seven years 
became a partner in the business 
and established a yard in Mem­
phis, Tenn. On May 2, 1916. he 
was married there to Miss Lena 
Seyler of this city.

In 1923 he established a busi­
ness in New Madrid, Mo., and 
went from there to Lauderdale, 
Miss., where in 1927 he incorpor­
ated the Missabama Hardwood 
company. Two years later he 
sold out and spent a year travel­
ing looking for virgin timber to 
open a saw mill, then opened a 
business iix Madison, Ark., and 
was there 14 years,- selling out in 
November, 1943, when his doc­
tor advised him to retire follow­
ing his first heart attack in Sept­
ember, and he moved to Muen­
ster.

The illness that caused his 
death afflicted him on August 
20 and he spent two weeks in 
Gainesville Sanitarium. His con­
dition was improved to such an 
extent that he was permitted to 
return home on Wednesday. The 
following day he had a relapse 
and passed away. While relatives 
and friends knew that he was 
afflicted with heart trouble and 
had been seriously ill, his relapse 
and death followed so quickly 
upon his apparent improvement 
and return home from the hospi­
tal that it was a shock to all who 
knew him.

Five hundred and eighteen 
students answered registration 
call at the two Muenster schools 
Monday morning.

Enrollment at the Sacred Heart 
parochial school is the largest in 
its history with 338 in the grades 
and 102 in the high school for a 
total of 440. Last years figures 
listed 322 in the grades and 89 
in high.

The opening day figure shows 
a decrease in the enrollment a. 
the public school, 78 as compared 
with 95 on opening day last year. 
61 arc in the grades and 17 in 
high school.

K-C’ t HEAR MISSIONARY 
DESCRIBE BLEAK LIVING 
CONDITIONS IN CHINA

Just settled in this country af­
ter spending 17 years as a mis­
sionary in Mongolia, Father 
Joseph Goedertier of Gainesville 
entertained Muenster Knights of 
Columbus Wednesday night with 
an interesting discussion on con­
ditions in China. A land of hard 
ship and poverty, the country 
presents even more problems for 
a man of his calling.

The first task is to learn the 
extremely difficult Chinese lang­
uage which consists of several 
thousand monosyllables with a 
variety of inflections for each. 
The second is to become suffici­
ently familiar with the rites and 
beliefs of traditional religions to 
discuss them intelligently with 
prospective converts.

During the war Father Joseph 
was a prisoner of the Japanese, 
however his most harrowing ex­
periences were with Chinese com­
munist bandits and their monot- 
nously frequent plundering raids. 
To guard against them, he said 
cities have to build protective 
walls and maintain their own 
armed forces. Christians get es­
pecially harsh treatment from 
the red bandits. Anyone known or 
suspected to be a Christian is 
shot down in cold blood.

A native o f Belgium, Father 
Joseph is currently assistant pas­
tor at Saint Mary’s church, Gain­
esville, and pastor of the recently 
organized Catholic Colored parish. 
When his health permits he will 
return to Mongolia to continue 
his missionary work.

"I phosphated andtprepared a 

bed for 200 acres of vetch and 
rye thi* week. When it rains, I 
am ready to sow my vetch and 
rye without unnecessary loss of 
Fall growth. My best results with 
vetch for winter pasture, cover 
crop, and seed production, has 
been by early planting, lnnccula- 
tion. and application of phos­
phate", states V.W. Redman. 
Supervisor, Upper Elm-Red Con­
servation District, whose farm is 
located in the Katy Conservation 
Group, one mile north cf Saint 
Jo. "In preparing a seed bed f o r ! 
vetch this fall, the ground where I 
vetch was planted last year 
plowed faster than It ever has In 
spite of dry weather. The "round 
did not break in big clods as 
usual but made an even seed 
bed,” Redman added. He Is one 
of the biggest vetch groove;s in 
the district and averaged 300 
pounds of vetch seed yield per 
acre this summer

Twenty-one district cOoprra- 
tors in the Muenster Work Unit 
have already ordered and pur­
chased Hairy Vetch. Abruzz. Rye, 
and phosphate. Many, already 
have phosphate applied arid s^ed 
bed prepared to enaile earlier 
sowing after rain.

200 bricks per day, for which he 
deserves full compensation. But 
under the Closed Shop a work­
man of his capability and energy 
is compelled to slow down to the 
level of the bricklayer unable to 
lay more than 600 brinks. The net 
result is that a good workman’s 
earning power is set by that of 
his inferior.

Is this taking a free ride? In­
deed, it is  no fiich thing. As a 
matter cf fact, the capable work­
er is being “ taken fer a ride,” be­
cause he is not pernvtted to ex­
ercise his sperior skill on his own 
behalf. His incentive is cut off at 
the root and, thus deprived, he no 
longer has the desire to render a 
full day’s pay.

Workers, don’t be f coled by the 
lamentations of certain labor 
leaders over the passare of the 
Taft-Hartley Bill. That legisla­
tion hits no one but the labor 
leader who hqs lorded it over his 
members, the employer. Uncle 
Sam and the general public.

Corn and sorghum crops beginning to suffer from hot, dry weather 
may be put up in temporary silos to insure adequate dairy herd rough- 
age this fall and winter. Shown here is a demonstration silo filled on 
the farm of Oscar Adams, near Commerce, Texas.

Farmers facing the prospects 
of scarce, high-priced corn and 
other feeds next winter because of 
this summer’s prolonged heat 
wave and late planting dates in 
the Corn Belt this spring, are sav­
ing row crops by building and fill­
ing temporary silos.

In many areas in Texas, Okla­
homa, Missouri, Arkansas and 
Kansas, crops that are fired by 
heat and drouth are going into the 
low-cost, easy-to-buijd temporary 
silos. Principal materials used 
are slat fencing or welded wire 
fencing and special reinforced 
lining paper, Sisalkraft.

Typical of the work being done 
is on the farm of Oscar Adams, a 
Grade A milk producer of near 
Commerce, Texas. This demon­
stration of temporary silos was

arranged by T. R. Holder, field- 
man for the Kraft Foods Com­
pany’s Sulphur Springs, Texas, 
plant.

In other demonstrations in the 
Southwest, such crops as corn that 
is beginning to fire, sorghums in­
cluding Sudan grass, and Johnson 
grass arc going into the temporary 
silos. One farmer even used sur­
plus potatoes obtained through 
the Commodity Credit Corporation 
to make silage for his dairy herd.

County agricultural extension 
agents can advise on correct meth­
ods of making temporary silob and 
filling them. Dairy specialists are 
urging that quick action on stor* 
ing forage be taken to help re* 
lieve probable feed shortages thi* 
winter.

Oil Provides 23 Per Cent 
O f Texas Income And Pays 
53 Per Cent o f  State Tax

Dallas Tex., — . One oat of 
every eight Texans gets his living 
out of the petroleum industry 
which provides $1 Vi billion, or 23 
per cent, of the state’s income, a 
survey by the Texas Mid-Con­
tinent Oil and Gas Association 
revealed.

The industry’s 48-page annual 
report, “ Texas Oil and Gas, 1947” 
a source book of official figure's 
on the petroleum activity of the 
state, emphasizes the scope of oil 
and gas production, refining, and 
marketing and its effect on the 
economy of Texas.

Sitting atop 11-Vibillion bar­
rels of crude oil in underground 
formations <55 8% of the nation's 
known reserves), Texas in 1946 
produced more than three quar­
ters of a billion barrels which 
was more than the combined 
output from four leading foreign 
producing countries — Venezuela, 
Russia, Iran and Saudi Arabia.

The oil and gas industry spent 
$1,524,104,000 in Texas in 1946 
the Association report showed. 
Out of each dollar spent 31.5<? 
went for wages and salaries, 
16.3c* for leases and royalties, 
which added together meant 
that Texas workers, farmers, 
ranchers and other landowners 
received nearly half of each 
part of each dollar spent. Most 
of the ether part of each dollar 
9pent remained in the state for 
taxes, and as a payment for drill­
ing, prospecting, supplies, ana 
miscellaneous costs, such as in­
terest to Texas banks.

“ Furnishing 23 per cent of the 
total Texas income, petroleum 
might properly be expected to 
pay an equal share of govern­
mental Income. Actually, this one 
industry now pays 53 per cent of 
all state property and business 
taxes, while all other Texas in­
dustries and taxpayers combined 
pay only-, 47 per cent,” the 
publicationi stated.

SOUND RELIGION
Several years ago in my column an 

attempt was made to give a def­
inition of sound, ethical religion, 
to which adherents of all religi­
ous faiths could subscribe. From 
the letters received from people 
of many different religions, lo­
cated in all parts of the country, 
It was evident that I had at long 
last penned something so un-

controversial that no one could 
quarrel with it.

The responses served further to 
prove that while religions may 
differ as to dogmas and tenets, 
fundamentally they a r e  very 
much alike in that .they all point 
to the safe goal. It also proved 
that the petty bickerings between 
those of different religions are 
unnecessal-y and futile.

The definition, with which not 
one single person of any religious 
faith quarreled, went as follows: 
“ Sound, ethical religion is any 
code of principles and rules of 
conduct based on man’s recogni­
tion of God as the Supreme Being, 
the Author of Life and Creator of 
all things —  of a God to whom 
we are accountable for the con­
structive use or destructive abuse 
we make of our lives —  of a God 
with whom we finally hope to be 
united in Eternity as a reward for 
proper use of our lives — of a God 
from whom we may be forever 
separated as punishment for fail­
ure to exploit our opportunities.”

Men and women of all religious 
faiths should stoutly resist every 
attempt of the left-wingers to 
make America a collectivist state. 
For with collectivism inevitably 
comes dictatorship and when the 
dictator comes through the door 
religion flies out the window. Some 
claim this process is reversed, 
that when religion flies out the 
window the dictator comes through 
the roof. This is reminiscent of 
the old wheeze, "Which came first 
the chicken or the egg?”

At any rate, whether religion 
leaves first, thus opening the 
door for the dictator, or whether 
the dictator ousts religion, we do 
know that communism and reli­
gion cannot breathe in the same 
atmosphere. Dictators cannot af­
ford to brook any interference; 
their subjects must have no other 
gods before the dictators them­
selves. There can be no free reli­
gion. no free press, no free radio, 
which might deign to criticize: 
there can be no freedom of dis­
cussion, of thought, of action, of 
opportunity, nor can there be any 
freedom of enterprise.

At first blush it may seem to 
border on the Irreverent, to in­
ject the though that their is a 
definite affinity between religion 
and free enterprise. But there is. 
else why are both automatically 
banished when dictators come to 
power? The reason for that is 
simple, dictators cannot survive if 
they permit either to exist.

As a matter of fact, Jesus 
Christ, Himself, repeatedly was an 
ardent advocate of freedom of en­
terprise. His parable of tihe talents 
in an eloquent testimonial to that 
effect. He who put his talents to 
work so that they would increase 
and multiply, Christ commend­
ed; he who did not do so, He ad­
monished.

We can be mighty thankful 
that America's churches of all

No child under 15 shall be 
permitted to work between the 
hours of 10 p.m. and 5 a m., nor 
more than 8 hours a day, or 48 
hours a week.

Violation of these provisions by 
the employer carries a penalty of 
not less then (25 nor more than 
(200, or imprisonment in jail foi 
not more than 60 days.

Personal needs may require 
some boys and girls to work dur­
ing the comira year and some 
work experience may have sign­
ificant educational value for some 
young people. School, however, 
provides the greatest opportunity 
for development, a n d  school 
should be placed first, the child 
supervisor said.

Work permits are not author­
ized for children under 12 or who 
have not completed the fifth 
grade.

STATE’S DIPHTHERIA 
CONTROL BETTER, BUT 
NOT SATISFACTORY

Austin — . Education of the 
public to the value of diphtheria 
immunization has resulted in low­
ering the incidence of this dread 
disease, but Texas still had over 
1500 cases of this preventable dis­
ease last year according to records 
in the Texas State Department of 
Health.

“ It is a generally accepted fact 
among public health authorities,” 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health O f­
ficer, said, "that any community 
may control its death rate from 
diphtheria. Immunization has been 
proved a safe and effective preven­
tive measure. Wherever immuniz­
ing treatment has been extensive­
ly used, diphtheria has steadily 
decreased.

“The most forceful weapon in 
the control of diphtheria is pre­
vention through immunization, ra­
ther than cure of the disease after 
it h$s developed. Children can be 
protected against diphtheria by 
the use of what is known as tox­
oid. Young children are particul­
arly susceptible to the disease. Ac­
cordingly, as soon as a baby Is 
six months old, the parents are 
advised to take it to the family 
physician and have it immunized 
— protected, by the use of toxoid. 
Older children in the family who 
have not had the protective treat­
ment, should be attended to now 
before the school season begins. 
This immunizing agent is absol­
utely safe to administer; there is 
only a slight local reaction, and 
practically no constitutional or 
troublesome after effects. It con­
fers a life time immunity in the 
majority of cases. To be certain 
that immunization is complete, 
however, the child should be tak­
en back to the physician six 
months after the toxoid was ad­
ministered. and given the Schick 
Test.

College Station, — . A pint 
o f milk a day is a must if older 
people are to keep health and 
active say foods specialists of 
Texas A. and M. College Extension 
Service. Men and women in their 
fifties, sixties, and seventies of­
ten overlook milk in their diets, a 
neglect that deprives bones of 
necessary minerals.

To help furnish enough cal­
cium, protein and phosphorus 
for the proper upkeep of their 
bodies a daily pint of milk is 
the minimum, say the specialists. 
A condition of demineralization 
of the skeleton may come from 
too little calcium in the diet and 
often leads to broken bones hi 
later years. Some investigators 
have suggested that many a fall, 
which supposedly results In a bone 
break, is actually due to weak­
ened bones which break and cause

group, the specialists report, and

INVENTOR CLAIMS HiS 
M ECHANICAL NO-CLERK 
STORE IS FOOL PROOF

Memphis, Tenn. — Sam Esgro, 
Memphis inventor, has come up 
with the latest In sales ideas — 
the mechanical grocery store.

Another Memphis inventor, 
Clarence Saunders, developed the 
“ keedoozle” — an electrically- 
operated grocery store. Before 
that, someone invented the nic- 
kel-in-the-slot automat.

Now Esgro has topped them all 
with his patented plan to elimin­
ate clerks, checkers and cash re­
gisters at the grocer's.

Esgro, a slight, graying Italian, 
spent several years developing his 
idea. He tried and discarded var­
ious electrical and mechanical 
models before experimenting suc­
cessfully with the present device 
which he said will “ revolutionize” 
the food store business.

The key to the plan Is a hand­
sized “register,”  which is in effect, 
a miniature adding machine. The 
customer picks It up at the door 
and carries it around with him. 
Food in cans and packages lines 
the store shelves, with prices set 
in a mechanical attachment. 
When he buvs an article, the cus­
tomer inserts his register into toe 
attachment. That releases a single 
article and automatically records

the price on the register.
1 As each purchase is made, the 
price is added and the total listed 
immediately. When the shopping 
tour is completed, the cashier fits 
the hand-sized machine Into a 
master register. There it is re­
corded on a master list and toe 
customer pays his bill.

Esgro, who formerly operated 
grocery stores in Clarksdale, 
Byhalia and Greenwood, Miss., got 
to work on the new device after 
he lost his business and fortune 
through illness.

The pilot model has worked suc­
cessfully, he said, and he is now 
set to go into production. He said 
he was negotiating with a large 
engineering concern for toe man­
ufacture of toe device.

The inventor said his brain­
child should make it possible for 
grocers and other storekeepers to 
operate on a 5 percent profit mar­
gin and still make more money 
than on present price mark-ups.

Esgro said he based his esti­
mates on the facts that increased 
speed and toe elimination of 
checking and sacking would result 
In added sales volume.

The device, he said, is fool­
proof. The customer won’t be 
overcharged and toe store owner 
won’t be defrauded. In addition, 
the shelf attachment will show at 
aglance a permanent inventory of 
sales and stock on hand, while 
toe master register gives an in­
stant record of sales in any given 
day, month or year.

Texas has 25,734 Miles 
Of Paved R oad; More Than

Austin. —  Reviewing the ac­
tivities of the Texas Highway De- 

| parttpent now entering its SOth 
year as the state’s road building 
agency, Commission Chairman 
John S Reddltt reported paved 
mileage on the state system had 
more than- quadrupled since It was 
first accurately measured in 1929.

The endless struggle to build new 
roads as fast as traffic demand in­
creased has shoved the 1929 paved 
mileage of 6,061 up to 25,734 miles 
on July 1, with more being added 
every day.

“This still Isn't enough.'’ Red­
dltt declared. The blight of con­
gestion and hazards to safety on 
many sections of these paved 
roads rcnd<w them inadequate to 
handle the heavy traffic using 
them.’’

He expressed confidence that 
the Commission's recent expanded 
policy building farm-to-market 
roads on a cooperative basis with 
counties, together with the current 
federal sid program, would result 
in substantial Improvements to the 
state’s farm transportation pro­
blem.

The total Investment In the state 
road network stood at $934,197,- 
811.55 on July 1, Reddltt an­
nounced. This includes all expend­
itures made under the supervision 
of the Texas Highway Department 
since it was created thirty years 
ago.

"It  has heen a good Investment," 
he said. "I  doubt if any other 
similar expenditure of public funds 
has done so much good for as many
people."

Speaking of the high cost of

An eastern Newspaper, survey­
ing conditions, reports that:

Outside Philadelphia, the owner 
of a sumer cottage hired a brick­
layer to help erect a five-foot 
chimney.
