Something I should have known
last week while sounding off on
Elliott- Roosevelt’s remarks about

Wallace preaching the political
gospel of FDR — Henry Morgen-
thau's Diaries, to be published
soon, quotes the late president’s
opinion of Henry Wallace: “He
has his heart in the right place
but he's a crackpot”.

It seems that almost every time
Wallace opens his mouth he gives
us another reason to be sore at
him but last week’s comment in a
Liondon paper leads us to wonder
whether the p1rob1em boy is, af-
ter all, a blessing in.disguise.

That paper pbserves that think-
ing people in other parts of the
world might be favorably im-
pressed by Wallace's speeches —
not from, their content but from
the fact that he is touring the
world making such speeches.
Many Europeans, whg are afraid
to criticize their governments
even in private, might be edified
at the extent of personal and
political freedom in a nation
which permits its critics to run
loose.

Not near all 6f Wallace’s list-
eners were sympathetic with his
ideas, we can bet on that. And
among those who disagree are
many who will spread friendly
comment along Europe's under-
ground grapevines. People will
talk about American freedom.
They will observe that America
must be confident and strong to
permit such antics.

So, for all we know, Wallace
may be a political messiah after
all. Not because his ideas will
help pressure this country into
agreement with Russia but rather
because he is giving Europe an
object lesson in true democratic
freedom. In him Europe can see
a concrete reason for striving
harder than ever before to bust
the Red bubble.

Peace conferences have often
been referred to as international
poker games, and the one  that
just fizzled at Moscow iS5 no ex-
ception. However, there is one
feature about this game that was
exceptional and shouid be publi-
cizeds all over the world. The Reds
were caught cheating.

The sordid and shocking re-
velation of what K actually hap-
pened can be found elsewhere in
this issue. It is just another ver-
sion of the many, many contem-
ptible tricks the Soviets use to win
a point.

For more enlightening reading
on Red methods the column re-
fers you to the Russian spy story
in this month’s issue of Reader’s
Digest. ¥t concerns the espionage
case exposed in Canada almost a
year ago. When the case started
it was a matter not of two ene-
mies spying on one another, nor
even of two neutral countries, but
two allies then fighting side by
side against a common enemy.
The idea was so revealing that
one of the spies could no longer
stomach his job. He went to Can-
adian authorities and started an
investigation which led to, expo-
sure of the whole contemptible
mess.

How much more of such evi-
dence will other nations need be-
fore wising up to Russia? Ever
sind¢e "long before the war Stalin
and his henchmen have been ex-
posed in one intrigue after an-
other, and there’s no knowing
how many crooked deals they
pulled without being discovered.
It’s high time to quit playing into
théir hands.

Now comes a report that an-
other attempt at the German
peace treaty will be made in
November. Meanwhile Stalin will
continue his insidious campaign
to control that meeting when it
comes. If he can't dominate he
will stall for even more time. The
evidence is unmistakeable. He's
pulling the same trick Hitler
pulled — and getting away with it.

From Washington a few days
ago came a suggestion that's well
worth considering. That is for na-
tions to get together and form
their UN organization on a basis
of justice and security, and, if
Russia and her satellites continue
to balk, to form it in spite of
them.

Now is the time for a show
dowmn, not after Stalin has gob-
bled all of Burope and is in a
position to tell the Western
world to go to Hades. The most
urgent international problem now
is not to decide how and how
much Germany will be punished
but to ocheck Russia’s march to
world domination.

Notes On Soil

Conservation

Throughout, the Muenster Work
Unit, farmers cooperating with
the Upper Elm-Red Soil Conser-
vation District’ are continuing
their seeding and sodding of Ber-
muda Grass.

Some seed is still available at
the local Soil Conservation Ser-
vice office for distribution to co-
operators in this Work Unit. Ar-
rangements have also been made
with farmers in the Whitesboro
Work Unit to furnish bermuda
roots for amyone desiring them.
These men harvested the roots by
use of a spring tooth harrow and
side delivery rake. In the event
anyone locally would be interested
in procuring some of these ber-
muda roots, they can get full
particulars from the local SCS
office.

In the Clear Creek Conserva-
tion Group, southwest of Saint
Jo, J.K. Seibold has 33 acres of
Austrian Winter Peas and 18
acres of Cow Pea’ that are giv-
ing him excellent cover for erosion
contrgl. Later he intends to plow
these under for soil building pur-
poses. Mr. Seibold planted 30
acres of Weeping Love Grass that
he will also use for erosion con-
trol and grazing.

J.P. Embry, in the same con-
servation group, has a good stand
of Austrian Winter Peas on 10
acres. He, like Mr. Seibold, is us-
ing this crop for erosion control
and soil building. Another co-op-
erator in the Clear Creek Group,
Mr. F.A. Dunn, has planted 4
acres of Weeping Love Grass.

plant by instant recognition of it,
Dr, Geo. W, Cox, State Health
Officer, has issued the following
statement, “Poison ivy may be
recognized by its leaves and its
fruit. -Each leaf is divided into
three leaflets, the margins of
which vary from smooth to more
or less notched outlines. The
small greenish flowers appear in
May or June and the fruits
which are the size of a small pea
are pale green and poisonous
when immature.”

The symptoms of ivy poison-
ing range from slight redness and
itching to exaggerated swelling
and blisters, accompanied by
severe burning sensations. There
are all gradations between these
extremes. In mild cases the skin
is covered by numerous small
blisters containing a colorless
syrum which is not poisonous. The
poison cannot gpread from brok-
en blisters but pustules may form
and infections may result as sec-
ondary consequence. Recovery
usually occurs in from 10 days to
3 weeks. Occasionally a persist-
ent skin inflammation follows.

Dr. Cox advised persons plan-
ning picnics and out door ex-
cursions to learn to recognize
poison ivy and thus be able to
avoid - it. Prevention is muen
easier to accomplish, than relief
from ivy poisoning.

If you've got troubles on your
mind, try riding horseback when
you're not used to it, or working
in a garden.

News Letter

By Congressman Ed Gossett

WASHINGTON, D.C. May 3—
The House this week passed two
very controversal bills, The Tirst
bill was the so-called Foreign
Relief Bill to provide $350,000,000
recommended by the President
to supply food, clothing, medical
supplies, and so forth, for Trie-
ste, Italy, Hungary, Austria, Po-
land, China and Germany. This
is not to be confused with the
areek-Turkish Aid Bill in the
amount of $400,000,000. This
Greek-Turkish Aid Bill has not
yet been debated in the House.
The House reduced the $350,000,-
000 Foreign Relief Bill by $150,-
000,000 and also provided that
no part of the relief supplies
should be distributed except by
American citizens and for direct
relief and only then if Americans
including newspaper men, were
permitted to have free access to
the areas in which supplies were
distributed. Members of Con-
gress generally want to strongly
support the administration’s for-
eign policy, but there is a defin-
ite limit to how far Congress will
g0 in the further appropriation
of relief funds

The second controversal
passed by the House was the so-
called Rent Control Bill. This
bill provided that rent control
be extended to December 31,
1947, and that President Truman
could, if he wishes, extend rent
control further until March 31,
1948. The first section of the
bill provided dfor a release of
most of the existing building
controls. In other words, it was
a double barrelled measure. No
member of Congress was pleased
with the entire bill. The eviden-
ce shows that in most commun-
ties thousands of houses and ad-
ditional thousands of rooms are
unrented because owners do not
wish to be tied up with OPA or
with a tenant they cannot get
rid of. Many of us feel that rent
controls are now more detrimen-
tal than beneficial to the hous-
ing situation, and that it would
be better to do away with rent
control altogether. When finally
passed, the bill may leave rent
controls up to states and local
areas.

A big event in Washington this
week was the visit of President
Aleman of Mexico and party. Our
capital turmed out in force to
honor the visiting Mexican dig-
nitaries from south of the bor-
der. Certainly nothing has been
left undone to promote friend-
ship and goodwill with our
southern neighbors. The capital
was filled with Mexican news-
papermen who must have writ-
ten glowing reports for their
homefolks. Among prominent
Mexican officials in the Aleman
party was Senor Ramon Beteta,
a cabinet member and close
friend of the President. Ramon
Beteta and myself roomed in
the same house and waited on
tables in the same boarding
house while in the University of
Texas. He came as a scholarship
student from Mexico. When en-
tering the University he could
not speak English. Within three
years he spoke perfect English,
had made Phi Beta Kappa, and
was teaching economics

The real motive was, however, to
be able to look into the cards of
Russia's partners when the big-
gest of all games, the German
game, is played by the Big Four.
There is not the least doubt
that the six microphones dis-
covered are just a fraction of
those planted and that both the
French and the Americans can
be sure that their plans, their
strategy, and their decisions are
known to their Soviet partners
before the Foreign Ministers be-
gin to make them know to each
other.

“There is not the least doubt
that in Teheran, in Yalta, and in
Potsdam — always in the Rus-
sian sphere enough micro~
phones were planted to enable
Stalin to win. All the decisions of
the Big Three were thus brought
about by a perfect network of
espionage. The records of FDR'S
preparatory conversations with
his Secretary of State and his
aides were in Stalin’s possession
when the negotiations began. The
same applies to the British dele-
gations at the fateful conferences.

“The same is now true in Mos-
cow. Bevin has certainly discussed
with his aides how far he can go
to meet Molotov’'s demands; he
shared his secret information with
them; he reported on Anglo-
French and Anglo-American con-
versations. All the records are in
Molotov’s hands. No doubt, Mar-
shall and his delegation have
been the victims of a similar pro-
cedure.

“The only possible conclusion
is never to hold conferences in
Russia or in the Soviet sphere as
long as those methods prevail.
This is not enough, however. If
the British continue the'Moscow
Conference_ as if mothing hap-
pened, if they don't break it up
and refurn to London, they will
deserve the miserable results
which, under the circumstances,
the Mioscow <Conference will
yield.”

stockmen during fly season this
year.

A tall statment? Entomologist
Charles A. King, Jr., of the Texas
A. and M. College Extension Ser-
vice, says “figure it up yourself”.
One pound of wettable DDT,
powder, mixed in 25 gallons of
water, will spray about 25 head
of cattle. Stockmen who have
used DDT spray the past two
years will testify that beef ani-
mals will put on an average of
80 pounds of flesh as a result
of thorough spraying through-
out the (fly season. When 25
head gain 80 pounds, that’s 2000
pounds of beef from one pound
of DDT.

King says that the fly season
is getting underway now, and

experienced stockmen are check-
ing up on spraying equipment
and DDT supplies. Four pounds
of wettable DDT powder at a
strength of 2 of one percent,
mixed in 100 gallons of water, is
the spray to use. When to spray?
King says “let the flies te§l you”.
If the pests are thick, the spray
is needed. A lot of factors enter
into the “when to spray” pic-
ture. Often the treatment holds
flies in c¢heck for months, but/a
hedvy rain can mean the job
needs re-doing after a ten-day
period.

Dairymen also have an oppor-
tunity to cash in on DDT, King
says. After spraying barns and
cows, dairy farmers have report-
ed a 5 to 15 percent boost in
milk production.

A. & M. Extension Service
Gives Tips on Increasing
Yield of Fish Per Acre

Texas farmers have grown
cotton by the acre, corn by the
acre, beef to the acre of grass,
and now it's-fishh by the acre.

There are more than 100,000
ponds on farms and ranches in
the state that are kept for stock
water. Every year, more farmers
and stockmen are putting more
of these ponds into fish prodac-
tion by stocking and fertilizing.

In connection with fertilization,
R.E. Callender, specialist in wild-
life conservation of the Texas A.
and M. College Extension Service
is telling “fishmen” and land-
owners now that the time has
rolled around when the spring
application of fertilizer goés into
the fish pond. The fertility of the
water means just as much to
healthy growth of fish as a fer-
tile pasture means to the weight
of a beef animal, Callender says.

Various mixtures of fertilizers
may be used to promote growth
of plants that make fish food.
Probably the most common is a
mixture of 400 pounds of cotten-
seed meal and 200 pounds of
superphosphate, which makes
enough fertilizer to take care of
one acre of water for one year.
The first application — + 300
pounds of the mixture early in
the spring, applied broadcast.
Second and third applications —
100 pounds each — can be made
at four to six weeks intervals.

Barnyard manure makes good
pond fertilizer, too, says Callen-
der. About 500 pounds per appli-
cation is the amount to use, up
to three tons for an entire sea-
son.

Home Grown
Proteins Cut
Feed Costs

I got a chuckle out of this story and
maybe you will, too. An elderly
preacher was thanking his congre-
gation for all the fine pigs’ feet he
had received in the past few months.
He said they were plumb delicious.
“But,” he added, “If I'm going to
keep on this job of saving you sin-
ners, I'm going to have to eat higher
up on the hog!”

Strikes gpe the story is a lesson
for a dairy farmer to remember
in feeding his cows. If they pro-
duce all the milk you want from
them in the months ahead, they
must havequality feed,especially
when the pasture flush is over.

I've just received one of the best
bulletins I've run across in a long
time on protein feed. It’s from the
Extension Service, University of
Tennessee, Knoxville, Tenn. It is
Publication No. 300, called “Keys
to the Protein Feéd Problem.”

It points out that protein feed is
absolutely essential to cows’ health
and milk production. Often, how-
ever, it is an expensive feed. But you
can grow a greater quantity of your
own protein at home, thus cutting
down the cost of producing milk.

Tennessee pointsout thatgood
pasture and high quality leafy
legume hay are the cheapest and
most important sources of pro-
tein. If you have good legume
pastures, good supplementary
pastures and a high quality hay
program, you can save plenty on
your feed bills, and still give
your cows the feed they need.

The bulletin says that getting into
such a program is like planting pen-
nies and reaping dollars.

You’'ll get a great deal of informa-
tion out of the bulletin on the sub-
ject of what kind of grasses and hays
give the most protein so I suggest
you write for a copy today regard-
less of the section of the country you
live in.*

Quality Milk Helps
Cheese Consumption
Maybe you heard about the fellow
who had a lazy mule. He said he
finally got the animal to working by
shortening its front legs. The mule

thought it was going downhill all

the time after that.

Possibly you can fool a mule but
the dairy farmer who cuts his utensil
cleaning routine is only fooling him-
self and his pocketbook. These's a
quick, easy and right way to clean
milk pails, strainers, milking ma-
chines and other utensils, and any
other way may cause trouble,

Maybe you saw in the papers
recently that the people of the
United States ate seven pounds
of cheese last year—the greatest
consumption per capita we've
ever chalked up in this country.
That'sgettingstarted toward the
big post-war goal of the industry
—at least nine pounds per capita
—and more and better dairy
products of all kinds.

And it means a bigger
market for the milk produced on
your farm and the farms of all the
other dairymen in the nation.

But there’s one thing we must
have, not only for building cheese
consumption still higher, but keeping
to the seven pounds we've reached.
That thing is “‘quality.”

High quality cheese will do the
job of building cheese consumption.
And high quality cheese starts with
high quality milk, carefully handled
on the farm.

The rinse-scrub-rinse routine
of cleaning utensils is a most
essential part of your quality
program. The cold water rinse,
followed by scrubbing in hot
water with brush and soapless
cleanser, then another rinse,
keeps milk stone from forming.

Clean utensils leave no place for
bacteria to settle down and multiply
themselves and add to your troubles,
To guard against milk losses, take
that most important first step
toward a quality product and keep
it up every day—twice a day.

The dairy industry has started its
march to a bigger and better future,
It’s up to each of us in his own field
to keep the parade going strong.
