While the 1960 census en-
umerator is making rcalls in
the city, it's interesting to take
note of an advance study made

by The Texas Municipal
League, wondering how those
figues will compare with the
official count.

According to that organiza-
tion’s estimate, the 1959 popu-
lation of Muenster is 1400. The
report, however does not show
the census figure for 1950, so
it cannot show a percentage
figure for the rate of growth.
Well, to the best of this col-
umn’s recollection . . . with-
out taking the time to hunt
for the last official figure .
the population then was very
close to 900, give or take just
a few. If that recollection is
correct it means that the pop-
ulation increase here for the
past ten years has been about
55 per cent.

Going farther back, we recall
that our city enjoyed almost
as much growth in the preced-
ing decade, which started with
just less than 600. Likewise
during the thirties Muenster
started from about 400 and
added about 200 for another
growth rate of about 50 per
cent.

Relying strictly on memory
we can say with near accuracy
that our fair city has grown
at the rate of 50 per cent per
decade or 5 per cent a year
since its incorporation back in
1927. That’s not booming but
it explains why Muenster is
thriving. Our economy has a
sound foundation. It’s under-
standable why we can boast
that our town is one of the
most active for its size to be
found anywhere.

With such a background we
can look to the future with
full confidence. This column
firmly believes that the next
ten years will bring new busi-
ness, new industry and new
civic development for another
50 per cent increase. Incident-
ally, the hospital project now
getting started should prove a
wonderful kickoff for the next
era of growth.

Other interesting figures are
shown in the Texas Municipal
League’s report. Cooke Coun-
ty’s population has declined
steadily from 27,494 in 1900 to
22,146 in 1950. During the same
period Gainesville grew from
7,874 to 11,246. In round fig-
ures that means that the rest
of the county’s popwation
dropped from 20,000 to 11,000.

The League’s new estimates
for Gainesville and the county
are not available here, but it
may be said, if the trend con-
tinued, the county’s population
outside of Gainesville is prob-
ably under 10,000. Deducting
for the two other cities, Muen-
ster and Lindsay, this means
that the rural area of the
county numbers less than 9,-
000. It will be interesting to
study those figues when they
become available.

More poplation and growth
estimates in the League’s re-
port give an idea how Muen-
ster compares with. a number
of other towns within a radius
of some 50 miles. For Nocona
the figures are 4,507 and 46%.
Decatur 4,000 and 37%;
Whitesboro 3,000 and 62%;
Henrietta 2,900 and 3%; San-
ger 1,500 and 287 ; Pilot Point
1,176 and no growth; Saint Jo

;1,100 and a decrease of 2%.

While self seeking politicians
and racial agitators are playing
the Civil Rights issue to the
limit, it is pleasing to note a
movement which the Texar-
kana Gazette refers to as “a
breath of fresh air in the hos-
tile atmosphere.” It says:

“Appropriately, this new
movement toward sanity is be-
ing organized by a group of
Southern Negroes who can
remember when there was
harmony and good will be-
tween the races in the South.
This was, of course, before
Northern political opportunists,
demagogues, NAACP agitators
and others who found it ex-
pedient to play upon the pas-
sions and prejudices of minor-
ities to win votes and gain
power.

“This new group is being
formed in Montgomery, Ala-
bama, and is a state-wide
Negro group designed to com-
bat racial tensions. It calls it-
self SANE, Inc., and according
to press reports ‘had adopted
and committed itself to a pro-
gram of not forcing integration
of schools and other places,
but toward promoting - and
bringing about equal schools,
parks, recreational facilities,
voting rights for qualified ap-
plicants and like, public bene-
fits.

The editorial explained that
SANE stands for “Sensible
Approach of Negro Efforts”
and that its two basic objec-
tives are: “Peace, harmony and

will between the races”

Flood Control in

Local Area Aided
By 2 More Dams

Another step forward in
halting needless flooding on
Elm Creek of the Trinity
River has been taken with the
completion of flood prevention
sites TF and 7G northeast of
Muenster. These bring the
total number completed in the
Upper Elm-Red District to 26.

T Site TF is located on the
J. R. Winstead and J. H. Bayer
farms and 7G is on land owned
by Mike Schilling and J. B.
Klement. While the dirt mov-
ing was completed some time
ago, bad weather postponed
grass planting on the dams
and spillways until the past
week.

These dams consist of about
six acres each and have been
sodded to Bermuda grass and
fertilized with 200 pounds of
10-20-0.

The lake on the Winstead
farm has a permanent pool
area of nine surface acres and
the 7G on the Schilling land
has a surface area of seven
acres. Both dams are approxi-
mately 35 feet high and re-
tard surface water from nearly
600 acres each. Both pools are
about 30 feet deep.

City Streamlines
Billing Procedure

For Water Service

A change in billing and col-
lection procedure in the water
department of the City of
Muenster will become effective
on the next billing date, April
1. T

Water bills of the future will
be sent on post cards similar
to those used by the electric
and gas companies, and all
bills will be sent directly to the
customers. In the past most
bills were sent to the bank on
agreement with the customers
to have the bills deducted
from their bank accounts, and
others were mailed in enve-
lopes directly to the customers.
Hereafter bills are payable to
the city’s water department.

The city expects to profit in
two ways from its change of
method. Filling out the card
and two stubs will require less
work than the former tripli-
cate copies, and mailing them
will eliminate the cost of en-
velopes and higher postage
rate. Also, collection by the
water department will elimi-
nate the former 2 per cent
collection fee.

When making out the new
bills the city secretary will
keep one stub for city records
and send the bill with one
stub to the customer. The stub
is to be returned with re-
mittance “to assure proper
credit.

Persons who prefer the con-
venience of having bills de-
ducted from their bank ac-
counts can still make that ar-
rangement. At the city halil
they can sign several checks
made payable to the water de-
partment. Each month one of
those checks will be completed
for the amount of the bill and
deposited as a regular pay-
ment. Bills sent those custo-
mers will be marked “paid”
before mailing. As regards
signing blank checks, Manager
Steve Moster said that there
is no risk involved because all
are made payable to the wa-
ter department and cannot be
used for any other purpose.

There are
such things as quotas so low
that workmen could fill them
with about a half day and yet
receive a full day’s pay, and
an item of two men in a crane
cab, now air conditioned,
originally allowed because the
heat was excessive and one
man could relieve the other.

The Pittsburg Plate Glass
strike did not involve wages:
there was the matter of 8
hours pay for 3 hours work.
In the printing trade, make-
work rules provide that all
local adwertising arriving at
newspapers in mat form (ready
for casting and printing) be
set in type, then typeproofed
and then thrown away, never
used. In many cities plumbers
refuse to use pre-threaded

Section I

It shall be unlawful for any
ferson. persons, firm or corpora-
ion to construct, build, maintain
and display any i , bill-boaras
and other of signs within the
limits of the City of Muenster,
without first obtaining from the
City cf Muenster a permit therefor.

Seclion II

Definitions: For the purpose of
this Ordinance, the following des-
criptions shall determine the mean-
!nf of signs:

la) An type of construction,
boards, wa'ls, post, polls or other
type of materials, or for the sup-
port of si used for the pur-
pose of a vertlsing. or on which
any type of wording, letters or
designs are displayed, shall come
within the meaning of this Ordin-
ance.

(b) Any type of construction
board, walls, bill-boards, whethcr
supported by polls, post or other

type of materials attached to or
fastened on or within the ground,
or whether any such bards, bill-
boards, signs are attached to any
type of building, shall come with-
in the meaning of this Ordinance.

(¢c) EXCEPTIONS: There shall be
nothing in this Ordinance requir-
in aJ)ermlt when such signs are
painted, without raised lettering,
upon the serface or wall of any
existing building or existing struc-
ture, or upon the windows of any
such building. This exception ap-
plies only and exclusively to
painted leitering, words or de-
signs, which are painted directly
upon the surface of the wall of
any building, or upon the surface
of any existing private structure,
where no other type of materials
are used to make up the sign. The
exception shall also apply where
the sign, wording or design is
carved into the material of the

wall or surface of any building and
where no part of such sign re-
quires any other material to make
up the sign.

(d) A sign, display or wording af-
fixed to any type of movable vehi-
cle, for the purpose of permanently
locating same as a sign, shall like-
wise come under this Ordinance.
However, nothing herein shall be
construed to effect signs, wordings,
or other displays in or upon auto-
mobiles, trucks and »ther vehicles
which are used as transportation,
or vehicles owned by dealers and
which are offered for sale and-or
used in or upon the streets,

Section IXI
Location, Tyr of Materials: No
private si or advertising pur-

poses shall be constructed, main-
tained, built or used by any per-
son, persons, firm or corporation
upon the property line of any
street or alley within the limits of
the City of uenster.

(a) Any sign, display or bill-
board attached to the fron*, side
or back of any building and ex-
tending out in*o the street or
alley shall not extend out into
the etreet or alley, and shail not
extend out into or toward the
street or ailey to any grezster
length than the curb line of the
existing street or alley.

(b) All such signs, display or bill-
boards attached to buildings as
herein descrihbed and which ex-
tend out toward the street or al-
ley, or extend out from the build-
ing, shall be no lower than seven
feet from the bottom part of such
sign, display or bill-board.

(c) Signs, bill-boards, displays or
other type signs not attached to
existing buildings and erected or
constructed upon the ground sup-
ported by polls, posts, concrete or
other materials, shall, in addition
to paragragh “b” of Section III,
be set back so that the post, poll
or other suppcrt thereof shall in
no way be or set out further than
the extendin% {)orch roof, and in
no case shal he sign, bill-board
or other display extend out further
than the curb line.

(d) Signs, bill board, displays or
other type signs not attached to
the buildings and erected or con-
structed upon the ground, sup-
ported by polls, posts or other ma-

or near any intersection of streets
shall have at least seven (7) feet
open space between the bottom of

e sign and the ground so as not
to obstruct the view of traffic.

(e) All signs, bill-boards and
other dls%lny signs, supported by
posts, olls or other supporting
materials which is attached to or
set into the ground, in the case
where the location of such signs
are in the fire zone of the City
of Muenster, must have such sup-
porting polls, posts or other type
supports constructed out of steel,
iron, concrete or other non-com-
bustible materials and likewise,
any and all braces attached to any
part of said sign must be of non-
combustible materials. All such
signs must be cons.ructed to with-
stand reasonable weather condi-
tions to meet the safety require-
ments

(f) Locations of signs witl.in the
limits of the city which are not
within the fire zone shall not be
required to hav~ steel, concrete,
iron or other types of supports
and a wood material may be used.

(g) All signs of whatsoever tyne
and wherever locaied, when eiec-
tric wiring or eleectricity is in anvy
way used to illuminate same, shall
comply with  ail electiical codes
and be declared safe against fire
af \Y(ell as harm to citizens or live-
stock.

Section IV
All signs existing prior to the
passage of this Ordinance shall

not be declared, to be in violation
of this Ordinance, but such ex-
isting signs shall not be replaced
or repaired, other than the re-
placement of light bulbs, nor shall
they be rebuilt, but must be com-
pletely reconstructed to meet with
all the portions of this Ordinance
and such shall require a permit.

Secttion V

required fees snall be as
follows: All signs, bill-boards, dis-
plays under the terms of this
Ordinance, which are or consist
of 150 square feet or more in size
shall require a fee of $7.50 and
all signs, bill-boards, displays,
smaller than 150 square feet in
size shall require a fee of $5.00.

Section VI
The penalty for violation hereof
shall be not less than $10.00, nor
more than $20.00, and each day
such violation exists shall be con-
sidered a separate offense.

Section VII

The fact that no regulation is
now or prior hereto in existence
and that an immediate need exists
for same, in order to abate any
dangerous conditions and to pre-
serve the public peace, health,
safety and general welfare of the
citizens, creates an emergency, and
the rule requiring the reading of
Ordinances at several times is here-
by suspended, and this Ordinance
shall become effective and shall
be in full force wupon its final
adoption and passage by the City
Council, and it is so ordained.

City Council OKs

Increase of Rate
For Gas Service

Lone Star Gas Company's
application for a rate increase
of 5.4 cents per MCF in each
step of its rates for residential
and commercial gas service
was approved by the Muenster
City Council at its meeting
on April 4, 1960. The new rate
will become effective May 1,
1960.

This increase to the average
residential user would amount
to slightly more than one cent
per day, it was pointed out by
Lone Star’s District/Local

Manager J. B. Smith.

THE MUENSTER ENTEHPRISE

On February 15, 1960, the
Railroad Commission of Texas
authorized an increase in the
city gate charge of 5.4 cents
per MCF. The rate revision
requested by Lone Star and
authorized by the City Council
is the exact amount of the
increase in the charge at the
city gate ordered by the Rail-
road Commission.

Mr. Smith empasized “that
the approved increase will
only offset the increased cost
of gas to the Distribution Di-
vision at the city gate. The
rate in effect in Muenster
prior to the Council’s action,
was based on our 1951 cost of
service, yet the costs of serv-
ing our customers had in-
creased continually since that
year. In addition to the in-
crease of 5.4 cents in the city
sate  charge, pipe costing
$100.00 in 1951 now costs
$159.30; meters are up from
$100.00 to $126.70; vehicles,
$100.00 to $140.29; and pay-
roll cost per employee, $100.00
to $151.60.

The increased cost of pur-
chasing gas in the field is the
primary cause for the in-
creased expenses in delivering
gas to the city gate. In recent
years, numerous large gas
pipe lines have been con-
structed from the gas produc-
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States, and these new lines
have vigorously competed for
all available supplies of gas.
Progressively higher wellhead
prices have been offered by
these new buyers, and Lone
Star has, of necessity, had to
meet these higher competitive
prices for both existing gas
supplies and for the new re-
serves required to protect the
present and future require-
ments of our customers.

Mr. Smith expressed appre-
ciation to the City Council for
approving the Company’s ap-
plication. He said, “This mod-
est increase will help to pro-
vide additional funds needed
by the Company tc continue
to acquire an adequate gas
supply.”

An ordinance fixing and deter-
mining the general service rale
to be charged for sales of natural
gas and natural gas service 1o
residential and commercial con-
sumers within the city limits of
Muenster, Cooke County, Texas,
providing for the manner in which
such rate may be changed, ad-
justed and amended and declaring
an emergency.

Be it ordained by the city council

of the City of Muenster:

SECTIO 1. Effective with the
first gas bill on or after the Ist
day of May, 1960, the general

service rate for sales of natural
gas service rendered to residential
and commercial consumers within
the city limits of Muenster by
Lone Star Gas Company, a Texas
corporation, its successors and as-
signs, is hereby fixed and deter-
mined as follows:
Minimum Monthly Bill $1.53.

gross; .834 &er MCF net.
Next 20 CF at .649 per MCF
gross. .584 per MCF net.

All over 25 MCF at .593 per MCF
gross; .534 per MCF net.

Net rate shall app!ir to all bills
gaid within ten days from monthly
illing date,

This ordinance does not regulate
any rate or change except those
specifically set out hereinabove.

The above rate is applicable to
each residential and commexrcial
consumer per month or for any
part of a month for which gas
is used at the same location.

SECTION 2. The rate set forth
in Section 1 may be changed and
amended by either the City or
Company furnishing gas in the
manner provided by law. Service
hereunder is subject to the orders
of regulatory bodies having juris-
diction, and to the Compan{'s
Rules and Regulations currently
on file in the Company’'s office.

SECTION 3. The fact that there
is an imperative public need for
an 1mmediate change and adjust-
ment in the rate for gas and gas
service furnished to residential
and commercial consumers creates
an emergency and the reading and
passage of this ordinance at three
separate meetings is hereby sus-
pended and this ordinance shall
take effect and be in full force
from and after the date of its pass-
age at a single meeting and the
approval thereof by the mayor.
