“Four of our Presidents be-
longed to no church, Hayes,
Jefferson, Lincoln, and John-
son gave only lip service to
organized religion, never af-
filiated with any church. Two
of them were never baptized
and, in my humble opinion,
one of them was at heart prac-
tically an atheist. Yet, of the
four, Jefferson and Lincoln
still rank among the world’s
finest statesmen.

“Ten Presidents have been
Episcopalians, 6 Presbyterians,
4 Methodist, 3 Unitarians, 2
Baptists, 2 Dutch Reformed
and 1 each of Quakers, Con-
gregationalists and Disciples
of Christ. Put the religious
creeds of all these churches
into a crucible and stir them
and you come up with some
weird stuff. A little Catholic-
ism thrown into the pot isn't
going to alter the fate of our
nation one way or another.

“While our religious beliefs
do not coincide at many
points, I hold no fear of the
Pope. My only fear today is
for my freedom, a fear stem-
ming from Russia. Perhaps the

Bome men read half a dozen
languages. Some are incredibly
learned in mathematics. Some can
calculate the weight of an atom,
Some men can even tell the age of
a 5,000-year-old city by examining
a handful of broken pottery.

SUCH MEN are great scholars,
They are amazingly learned within
their field. Many of them are truly
intellectual, Yet :
they need not be
wise at all, Learn~
ing and wisdom
are not the same 7
thing.

What is a wise
man? God has

Carter
gifted us so that some of us are
musical, some artistic, some intel-

lectual, some muscular., It is the
beginning of wisdom to recognize
our differences and to accept our
special gifts as a responsibility. A
wise man does this. He knows
why he exists and he knows how
he should behave.

A WISE MAN keeps in mind
that as important as science is, it
deals only with the material things
of nature. Science does not deal
with the supernatural world, though
in outbreaks of “unwisdom” scien-

It is from
their ranks that a regular pro-
cession of learned fools marches
lorward to embrace godless com-
munism in the belief that this hor-
rible evil can be good,

are unimportant. It is simply that
they are only relatively important,
They are second to wisdom., Wis-
dom does not flow from just any
kind of knowledge. Even less does
wisdom come from skills with the
typewriter or the microscope or the
Geiger counter. Not equipment, not
learning, not even intelligence
guarantees wisdom,

THE MOST important thing for
wisdom is to know why you exist.
God is the answer to this. Without
God life is meaningless —a man a
mere animal and the individual an
unimportant cog in @ machine.
Without God the world becomes a
beehive or a termite heap. This is
the path that leads to socialism and
communism. For without God, man
as an individual has no meaning,
and meaningless actions cannot be
wise.,

When we put Christ first, all
other things take their proper place.
Then we see that it Is not our
wealth or our fame or our position
that really counts, but the kind of
life we lead and the example we
set amongst a eonfused people. We
need Christianity at the grass roots.

our congregation had ledrned
of the reason for our headlong
visit, and the tears of those
sorrowing folks flowed with
ours.

Our Laura was one of 250,000
babies born each year in our
country with t birth
defects; that tragic total is
growtna with our increasing
population. Our baby was one
of 34,000 who in addition die
ann from theese congeni-
tal malformations; and that
awful figure is also mounting.

At last, something construc-
tive is done about birth
defects. With March of Dimes
contributions, The National
Foundation is directing a broad
study of this devastating puz-
zle, just as it fought polio and
in time found the Salk vaccine
to prevent it.

With a donation in January
from each of us, in time there
will be many fewer Lauras in
our land.
