This week, as we observe
‘Washington’s Birthday, we are
reminded by Industrial Press
Service of the big change that

has developed in American
political philosophy since the
time when he served as pres-
ident. History relates that he
had a hard time getting his
small union of thirteen states
to give up a few of their local
rights and powers in order to
strengthen the infant nation.

Today we have just the op-
posite problem. Descendants
of those rugged individuals
now seem willing, even eager,
to turn over their local rights
and powers if the government
will take over their problems.
They accept high taxes as a
matter of course, but seem to
expect that our bureaucratic
centralized government will
see that everyone has a good
job, good pay, good home,
good roads, good education,
good health and carefree old
age.

As the first president had his
troubles getting people to sup-
port the government, did he
possibly anticipate, a time
when so many people would
expect the government to sup-
port them?

All of which reminds us
that, as originally set up, the
nature of our government was
implied in its name. A group
of sovereign states banded to-
gether for their mutual pro-
tection and welfare as the
United States of America.
While united in a common
cause the separate states re-
tained jurisdiction over their
local affairs. Times have
changed a lot. Vast powers and
controls have been transferred
to the central government, but
we're still inclined to believe
that the original method was
the best.

Wise Guy Fidel Castro, is
beginning to wonder whether
he was gypped by Russia’s
Mikoyan in that deal of a few
weeks ago. As reported now
it seems that Russia will re-
ceive Cuban sugar at prices
set by the world market and
Cuba, in exchange, will receive
Russian products at prices to
be determined by Moscow.

Whether or not that report
on Soviet price manipulation
is true . . . and most likely it
is . . . does not really make
any difference. The plain fact
is that any country which
deals with Russia is the loser.
After being exposed to the
past 20 years of history, any-
one should understand that.
One way or another the Sovi-
ets manage to cheat on every
deal they make.

By way of making the agree-
ment really one-sided Russia
can be expected to stall until
Cuba has a big fat credit over
there, and then ship only the
kind of stuff which serves
Moscow’s political advantage,
and which is loadeq with polit-
ical strings.

One agreement, for instance,
as mentioned by Senator Lyn-
don Johnson, is that a $100
million loan will be accom-
panied by Soviet technicians
to “help the Cubans”. It would
be more correct to say that the
real mission of the technicians
is to make Cuba economically
dependent on Russia. Also that
they will be actively engaged
in political activity to hasten
the complete communization
of Cuba. The high and mighty
Castro is rushing headlong in-
to the role of a Moscow yes-
man.

Johnson observes that this
is a classical pattern of com-
munist penetration, and the
real tragedy is that it is hap-
pening right at our doorstep.

In the light of such con-
ditions we wonder what could
have induced our state depart-
ment last week to offer an of-
ficial apology for the plane
which left Florida to drop
propaganda leaflets over Cuba.
Compared with Cuba’s many
un-apologized acts of insult,
insolence, and violations of
the person and property of
hundreds of American citizens,
that unauthorized plane flight
was a mere trifle.

Another point worthy of
consideration is the fact that
in this land of the free our
government does not exercise
gestapo inspection over every
plane that gets ready for a
take-off. It did not know and
could not be expected to know
the plans of every anti-Castro
partisan. An apology was not
even in order. Especially not
when Castro’s government has
been caught red handed in the
act of inciting revolution in
Latin American countries.

The whole sorry situation
makes us wonder what hap-
pened to the good old spirit
of former years when our
country tolerated no insults
to its honor or its citizens.

This winter season already
showing records of more cold
and wet weather than other
winters of recent years, took
on new intensity Wednesday
with snowfall and temperature
in the low twenties.

But Khrushchev did not pay
a call on Kerensky, which may
seem odd, since Kerensky was
Russia’s first premier after the
overthrow of the Czarist re-
gime in 1917.

It may seem odd — but it is
not really odd at all. For the
communists, of whom Xhru-
shchev is the present leader,
have built a legend that they
overthrew the Czars. But that
is not true. The tyranny of the
Czarist regime was overthrown
by a people’s movement
headed by Alexander Keren-
sky. Kerensky was no Bols-
hevik. His government was
overthrown by the Bolsheviks
after only a few months — and
Kerensky went into exile . . .
a fateful turn of events in the
history of mankind.

" YOU AND CRIME

by Roger Arnebergh, Los Angéles City Attorney =

In the last few years crime has
been increasing 4 times as fast as
population. And in 1957 juvenile
crime increased 10 times faster than
juvenile population.

SOME PEOPLE think that law
enforcement is solely the probiem
of law officers. But the prevention
of crime is the problem of each
and every one of us.

Before we can
make any real
progress against
crime we must
teach our children
to believe in God.
We must either
obey God’s laws
or else we .must
eventually pay the
price. The Com- ¥ .
munists deny this. They have no
respect for the law because they
claim that there is no God.

But with no belief in God there
can be no true morality —no fixed
standards of right and wrong. One
judge, for instance, studied the
cases of 8,000 delinquents. He found
that only 42 of those 8,000 — about
1 out of 200! — regularly received
religious instruction. And none had
a mother or father who regularly
went to church!

IDLE TIME presents another real
problem. We should provide healthy
activities to fill the spare time of
our youth, This demands parks,
playgrounds and other recreational
facilities,

Then, too, a child should be ex-
pected to handle some daily task
which will give him recognition for
a job well done. If a child never
has any household duties how will
he carry out his civic duties when
he grows up?

RESPECT for the authority of
the parent, the teacher and the
policeman is absolutely necessary
if we are to get rid of crime. Par-~
ents who don’t teach their children
this lesson do them serious harm.

DELINQUENCY would not be a
serious problem if parents would
assume their full responsibilities.
But they must set a good example
by their own lives. Children follow
our actions —not our words. What
we do speaks so loudly that they
can’t hear what we say.

We would still need policemen.
But if we Christians would do our
part as Christians, crime would
cease to be the grave national prob-
lem that it is today.
