
"Metropolitan rubes" was an
expression coined by O’Henry 
to apply to know-it-all city 
slickers who were easy victims 
for sharpies preying on their 
conceit. Now we have need of 
another O’Henry term, for 
politicians who may become 
victims of their expedient 
settlement in the steel dispute.

As the sad story becomes 
better known we learn of ter­
rific pressures in this case. As 
pointed out by U. S. News and 
World R e p o r t ,  Congress 
showed every sign of compell­
ing a surrender by steel com­
panies to the union tnrough 
Government imposed pressure. 
Anfi, as mentioned in practic­
ally all the news releases, Vice 
President Nixon and Labor 
Secretary Mitchell exerted in­
fluence in settling for a bil­
lion dollar wage increase . . . 
to become efective next De­
cember, three weeks after the 
national elections.

Other reports have it that 
Senator Kennedy’s diplomat 
father was pulling vigorously 
to get an agreement out of 
the steel companies.

From which it appears that 
the two present fore-runners 
in the race for the presidential 
nomination h a v e  involved 
themselves in a deal which 
should become increasingly 
unpopular as its effects be­
come better known. Their 
political strategy in the end 
could prove to be a faux pas. 
The storm of protest that can 
and should develop from their 
short sighted settlement can 
and should induce the two 
conventions to consider a few 
other candidates more favor­
ably. For instance a couple of 
stalwart conservatives l i k e  
Lausche and Goldwater

Despite assurance that the 
steel deal was not inflationary, 
people are not likely to be 
convinced. They know, just as 
you and I do, that when the 
day of reckoning comes steel 
prices will have to go up. They 
know that when the world’s 
highest paid workers get a 
wage increase it will be next 
to impossible to avoid wage 
increases, followed by price 
increases, in the many other 
industries. They know that the 
millions on fixed incomes will 
suffer. They know that the 
value of savings will be fur­
ther slashed. They know, in 
fact, that our nation will be 
poorer despite t h e  extra 
money in circulation.

A most forceful statement 
of that condition is set forth 
in an editorial gem published 
this week as an advertisement 
by Warner and Swasey of 
Cleveland. Under the title 
‘‘The little man who wasn’t 
there in the wage negotia­
tions,” it offers the following 
for consideration:

“This is written the day a 
new wage agreement is an­
nounced between the union 
and the big steel companies. 
Pictures of workers, victori­
ous. Pictures of labor and 
management shaking hands. 
Pictures of victorious labor 
leaders signing their new con­
tract.

,‘But no picture of the man 
who pays for it all — the con­
sumer. He’s no hero — he’s 
just the fellow who pays the 
bills. No mention of workers 
earning their higher and high­
er pay by more production. No 
mention of all those out of 
work because past wage in­
creases have driven prices so 
high that people cannot afford 
them.

“No pictures of the man on 
pension who knows that now 
prices of everything will inch 
up even more so that his pen­
sion will buy less. No picture 
of the housewife whose home 
budget won’t buy as much in 
the future. No picture of the 
honest, thrifty savers, whose 
life savings shrank today as 
surely as though a thief had 
stolen part of them. No picture 
of the little boy who won’t 
go to college in years ahead, 
because his father’s life in­
surance can’t pay swollen 
prices.

“No — no pictures of them. 
They’re just Americans — 
who pay the taxes and fight 
the wars, and try to do what’s 
right. They know this action 
today is one more link in the 
chain of inflation that can 
make us a second-class na­
tion.

“They don’t see anything 
to celebrate.”

Frankly, now, do you see 
anything to celebrate? . . . 
when so many little people 
are being made the victims of 
organized greed? . . . when so- 
called statesmen abandon our 
welfare for the sake of politi­
cal expediency?

These are a few good points 
to keep in mind in this gen­
eral election year. Let’s hope 
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Muenster Leads 
County in Growth 
Of Bank Deposits

By a substantial margin in 
both amount and percentage, 
Muenster State Bank led the 
county last year in growth of 
deposits.

In response to a call made 
on banks last week for a re­
port of condition as of Decem­
ber 31, 1959, the Muenster
bank showed an increase in 
deposits of $587,770 over last 
year’s $2,494,458. This repre­
sents a percentage increase of 
23.

Next in growth was Gaines­
ville National Bank which 
showed an increase of $411,- 
590 over its previous figure of 
$6,813,481, about a 6 per cent 
increase. First State Bank of 
Gainesville increased its de­
posits by $293,326, slightly 
more than three per cent over 
its previous figure of $8,886,- 
422. The county’s other bank, 
at Valley View showed a de­
cline in deposits of $18,514 from 
the previous $837,500.

Bank deposits for the county 
as a whole increased $1,274,172 
over the previous $19,031,861, 
slightly more than 6 per cent.

The growth in savings ac­
counts represents more than 
half of Muenster’s increase of 
deposits. T h a t  department 
grew from $804,854 to $1,139,- 
190, slightly less than 42 per 
cent.

Loans at Muenster State 
Bank also increased substan­
tially during the year, from 
$1,235,189 to $1,526,610, for a 
growth of 24 per cent.

Several factors combine to 
account for the bank’s record 
business, according to J. M. 
Weinzapfel, president. A good 
wheat crop and good livestock 
prices have helped farmers. In­
creased oil production from 
water flooding has boosted oil 
checks. More industry and in­
creased business volume after 
legalization of alcoholic drinks 
helped along. Finally, infla­
tion accounts for some of the 
growth.

The former Miss Sally Mae 
Castleman, she came to Texas 
from Missouri at an early age 
with her parents, the James 
Castlemans. Her father was a 
gospel preacher and medical 
doctor.

Sally Castleman was 17 
years old when she was mar­
ried to Adolphus C. Kidd in 
1882. They were the parents 
of ten children, eight of whom 
survive. Mr. Kidd died in 1926.

A son, Hollis Kidd and his 
wife and their daughter live 
on the old homeplace in recent 
years.

Mrs. Kidd was a devout 
member of the Saint Jo 
Church of Christ and until the 
past year attended services 
regularly unless bad weather 
or a sick spell intervened.

At near 95 she was one of 
the oldest residents of this 
area, second only to Mrs. Mol- 
lie Montgomery wha passed 
the century mark last year.

Directors Review 
Clear Creek Vote 
And Plan Program

Directors of the Clear Creek 
Watershed Authority meeting 
at the Muenster State Bank 
last Saturday night took steps 
to get their huge flood control 
program under way.

First in order at the meet­
ing was canvassing the elec­
tion returns on Dec. 31 in 
which voters of the watershed 
authorized a 10 cent tax for 
maintenance of flood control 
structures, and preparing of­
ficial reports certifying the 
outcome.

The rest of the meeting was 
spent with Soil Conservation 
Service personnel planning 
the steps necessary to get the 
flood control projects started. 
Preparatory work includes 
securing easements, then mak­
ing tests and preparing specif­
ications for contracts. SCS 
men mentioned a possibility 
that two projects may /begin 
as early as July, and four or 
five may be in progress before 
the end of the year.

SCS men who attended are 
District Conservationist John 
Arnn, and local Conservation­
ists Emmit Yoder and J . W. 
Tippie.

County Asked 
To Maintain Elm 
Flood Structures

A recommendation t h a t  
maintenance of flood control 
structures on the Elm Creek 
Watershed be taken over by 
county r o a d  maintenance 
crews was submitted to the 
Cooke County Commissioners 
Court Monday afternoon by a 
group including Soil Conser­
vation Service personnel and 
directors of the Elm Creek 
Watershed Association.

The delegation explained 
that flood control work on the 
watershed is held up until 
provision is made to assure 
maintenance of the structures. 
In the past SCS built the res­
ervoirs without requiring an 
agreement about maintenance. 
But since the official policy 
changed the partially com­
pleted Elm Watershed pro­
gram awaits an arrangement 
for care of all the structures. 
Until now SCS has maintained 
the reservoirs.

Ih e  group pointed out that 
the maintenance can be guar­
anteed in either of two ways: 
by having the county assume 
responsibility* or by voting a 
special tax on the watershed, 
as was just approved by Clear 
Creek voters.

Two reasons were given in 
support of the request for 
county maintenance. One is 
that the county can afford to 
take over maintenance in con­
sideration of the time and ex­
pense now saved by the flood 
control program. Damage to 
bridges, culverts and roads has 
been consistently lower since 
completion of the detention 
reservoirs. Another reason is 
that, in the group’s opinion, 
provision for flood control was 
included in a special 10 cent 
tax approved by county voters 
in 1955.

Elm Creek Watershed direc­
tors at the meeting were Tom 
Hickman, Roy Wilson, Jake 
Biffle Jr., and J. M. Wein­
zapfel. Soil Conservation per­
sonnel present were Supervi­
sors Willard Kemplin and Tony 
Walterscheid. and District Con­
servationist John Arnn.

Muenster Mutual 
Reports Costly 
Operation for ’59

The Muenster Mutual Fire 
Insurance Association has just 
completed the most expensive 
year in its history, representa­
tives of the organization’s five 
districts were told at their an­
nual general meeting in the 
Muenster City Hall Tuesday 
morning.

Secretary W. H. Endres 
pointed out that both losses 
and administrative expenses 
ran higher for a total cost of 
34 cents per $100 of insured 
valuation as compared with 13 
cents in 1958.

Claims paid for damage by 
fire, hail and windstorm 
amounted to $14,046.77 where­
as the previous year’s claims 
amounted to $2,889.67.

The higher administrative 
cost resulted from a general 
overhaul of the association’s 
records. Policies were revised 
to make adjustment for in­
creased valuations and also, 
in many cases, to add build­
ings or equipment which had 
been acquired during the 
several years since former 
policies w ere w ritte n . Time 
and travel of appraisers plus 
the expense of providing, pre­
paring and mailing new pol­
icies ran the year’s admini­
strative cost much higher than 
usual.

As a result the association 
operated at a net loss of 
$4229.72 for the year. Another 
factor that contributed to the 
deficit was a low assessment 
for the year. Based on the 
previous year’s experience, the 
1959 general meeting had de­
cided on a 20 cent assessment, 
which fell 14 cents short of

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FARMING THE ECONOMY
Everybody knows now that 

a farmer can’t keep getting 
high crop yields without ferti­
lizing his farm. But it took 
a long, long time and a lot of 
ruined farm land to convince 
people. Will it, take as much to 
convince them about taxes 
and the national economy?

Each year the government

harvests a tax crop from the 
economy. If the economy 
grows, the tax harvest in­
creases. But it takes capital 
to make the economy grow. 
Capital comes from savings of 
individuals and corporations. 
Invested in business, plants 
and tools, it produces jobs and 
products — which in turn pro­
duce tax revenue.

At present our top-heavy 
progressive tax structure is 
preventing both individuals 
and corporations from accum­
ulating the savings needed for 
investment to make the econ­
omy grow. Thus the tax struc­
ture is sapping the fertility of 
the economy and destroying its 
ability to produce larger tax 
yields in future years.

Congress in general does not 
appear to be aware of this, but 
some of its members are. Re­
presentatives A. S. Herlong 
of Florida and Howard H. 
Baker of Tennessee have 
brought forth a tax rate re­
form plan which would release 
savings to be plowed back into 
the economy in order that our 
nation may grow and prosper. 
Their plan recognizes that if 
the government wants to keep 
reaping big tax harvests, it 
will have to fertilize the econ­
omy that grows hem.
1.ESS~FOR- YOUR MONEY
An interesting comment on 

federal “aid” comes from the 
Tax Foundation.

“There’s nothing small,” it 
points out, “about the nearly 
100 federal ‘aid’ programs to 
state and local governments 
which will cost $6.8 billion in 
fiscal 1960, up $2 billion since 
fiscal 1958.

‘ Three out of four of these 
‘aid’ dollars (for agriculture, 
housing, veterans, highways, 
etc.) represent taxes that made 
the ‘round trip’ to Washington 
and return to the state of ori­
gin. Such ‘re-allocation’ of tax 
monies results in some states 
paying over $2 in federal taxes 
for each $1 received as ‘aid’.

“The designation, ‘federal 
aid,’ is a misnomer in the im­
plication that the government 
is the source of such bounty, 
but it is a handy label. The 
government has no money to 
distribute other than that it 
receives from the taxpayers. 
It simply serves as a broker, 
as a dealer in money, when 
its handouts are made. Be­
cause it costs money to handle 
money, the government has to 
exact what amounts to a 
brokerage fee. Thus, it pays 
out in ‘aid’ less than it re­
ceives. The greater the federal 
‘aid’ the less the taxpayers 
get for their money.”

STRIKE AGAINST STRIKES
Now that the steel strike 

is claimed to have been won 
by the union, let’s look at 
what all the crowing is about.

An increase of 39 cents an 
hour means $800 a year, 
though only 14 cents will find 
its way directly into pay 
checks. The average worker, 
in 116 days of not working, 
lost nearly $3000. Something 
to crow about?

The increase adds more than 
half a billion to annual steel

Mrs. Strategier was born 
Elizabeth Feltman, Jan. 9, 
1860, in Guttenburn, Iowa. 
When she was 16 she became 
the bride of Henry Strategier 
who was ten years older and 
hailed from Oldenburg, Ger­
many. The birthplaces of their 
children trace their movement 
from mid-west to southwest — 
Iowa, Kansas, Nebraska and 
then to Muenster where they 
lived until 1906. In that year 
they moved to Norman where 
they bought a farm three miles 
east of town. In 1908 their 
home burned to the ground, 
destroying everything includ­
ing family records. The same 
year they rebuilt on the same 
site and Mrs. Strategier lives 
in the old homestead with her 
son-in-law and daughter, Mr. 
and Mrs. Sylvester Hoeffelder. 
Mr. Strategier died in 1915 at 
the age of 65

Mrs. Strategier enjoyed vig­
orous good health until she 
was 90. It was then that she 
made her first visit to a hos­
pital when a nose bleed turned 
into a hemorrhage. Then at 
95 she made a return visit for 
a gall bladder operation. Since 
then she spends most of her 
waking hours in a wheel chair 
but still manages to get from 
the chair to a rocker or her 
bed with a minimum of help.

Her children, all of Nor­
man, are Henry J . Strategier 
who is married to the former 
Miss Rose Sandmann of Lind­
say and who visit Cooke Coun­
ty relatives often, Mrs. Alois 
Klement also well known loc­
ally, John, Ben and Clem 
Strategier, Mrs. W. A. Jansing, 
Mrs. Herman Jansing and Mrs. 
Sylvester Hoeffelder. The old­
est child, Mrs. M. A. Kunkel, 
died in 1955 eight days before 
her 80th birthday. Two other 
children died as infants. There 
are 25 grandchildren, 50 great­
grandchildren, and 27 great- 
great-grandchildren.

A highly informative and 
entertaining talk on “Care of 
Trees” was presented to mem­

note the progress made by 
land owners in the Muenster- 
Saint Jo  area of the Upper 
Elm-Red S o i l  Conservation 
District in their programs to 
conserve the good earth and 
its resources. Many took giant 
strides in their objectives to­
wards saving and improving 
the soil, plant life and water.

During the past year 22 
new farms were added to the 
list of land owners cooperating 
with the district program in 
this area. They bring the area 
total to 577 farms and ranches 
that cover 181,000 acres of 
land.

These district cooperators 
planted some 15,000 acres of 
cover crops such as clover, 
vetch and peas for soil im­
provement and protection. An­
other 8000 acres of cropland 
was seeded to alfalfa or mix­
tures of clover and grasses to 
enrich the soil, improve its 
condition, and prevent erosion. 
The remains of crops, stalks 
and stubble, were left on some 
20,000 acres to prevent rain­
fall splash and increase water 
intake.

Progress on terracing shows 
up in the area with completion 
of 35.2 miles of broad-base 
channel-type terraces. All ter-

races were built to empty onto 
wide grassed waterways or 
pasture grasses to prevent 
erosion on the outlet ends.

On pasture lands in the area 
approximately 15,000 acres of 
grass were properly grazed, 
taking half and leaving half 
to maintain vigor of the plants 
and form a protective mulch 
on the soil surface to prevent 
erosion and increase water in­
take for the use of next year’s 
grasses.

Twenty-six ponds for live­
stock water were built last 
year to bring the total number 
of ponds under the district 
program to 487 in the Muen- 
ster-Saint Jo area These 
p o n d s  furnish water for 
livestock and help assure bet­
ter management of grazing 
land.

Over 500 acres of brush was 
cleared so that pasture grasses 
can be planted, and 1027 acres 
of cropland which were too 
steep or too eroded to be 
fanned were planted to grass 
for pasture.

Thirty-eight wide grassed 
waterways averaging o v e r  
four acres each were esta­
blished in 1959. They will 
provide safe outlet for ter­
races that will be built on ad­
joining cropland.

Progress was also made in 
the district’s upstream flood 
prevention program on Elm 
Creek. Two new reservoirs 
were completed last year 
making 25 on the watershed. 
And one site is under con­
struction now. Those com­
pleted near Muenster are for 
Mike Schilling and J. R 
Winstead

Oustanding progress w a s  
noted during 1959 on Clear 
Creek with the formation of 
the Clear Creek Watershed 
Authority and the approval of 
an operation and maintenance 
tax by the voters in the wa­
tershed. Fifty-two detention 
reservoirs are planned on the 
watershed, forty of which are 
in the bounds of the Upper 
Elm-Red District.

All in all it was a good year 
for conservation accomplish­
ments and many cooperators 
moved closer to their goal of 
using each acre to the full 
limit of its capabilities and 
treating each acre to its 
specific needs for protection 
and improvement.

and due share of road work 
and that all would at all 
times be treated with the same 
consideration as to progress 
in their community.

Second, that I would work 
toward the goal of giving you 
a better county government 
to the extent that I am aware 
that as of today we are living 
as though we were in a sea 
of drowning taxes. And that 
at any time I should have the 
opportunity to be instrumental 
in obtaining lower taxes that 
I would not hesitate to vote in 
that direction so long as our 
county has a surplus of funds

Texas Power & Light Com- 
ny’s plans for construction 

f new facilities, including 
reliminary work on a new 
enerating station in North 
exas, will cost approximately 
20,000,000 in 1960, according 

a statement issued by W. W. 
ynch, president.
The company spent $16,000,- 

00 in 1959 for construction, 
ie said. A portion of this ex- 
enditure went into the re- 
ently completed Lake Creek 
enerating Station near Waco, 

nd the remainder for build- 
ng new power lines, new of- 
ice buildings, substations and

other facilities.
The new generating station in 

North Texas is to be built 
near Bonham and is scheduled 
for operation in 1962, unless 
there is need for this plant 
sooner, in which case the com­
pletion date could be moved 
up, Lynch stated.

Rearding the future, the 
executive pointed out that 
present plans call for facilities 
to duble the 1959 system load 
of 768,000 kilowatts by 1965 
when the TP&L Company 
plans to have a total capacity 
of 1,770,000 kilowatts.

“Our plans anticipate elec-

trie power needs of this area 
as far as 20 years in the fu 
ture," Lynch said. “We are 
continually studying possible 
future needs and at the same 
time planning installation of 
whatever power facilities will 
be required to supply those 
needs.”

Lynch stated that a similar 
program of building a n d  
planning for future electric 
power needs is carried on by 
electric u t i l i t y  companies 
throuhout the United States, 
adding that therein lies the 
reason this county has never 
had an elctric power shortage 
and likely will not have one 
in the future.

He pointed out that recent 
printed statements by public 
power advocates who had been 
to Russia were inferring that 
the U.S. would soon fall be­
hind Russia in the production
of electricity. ____
"’ “This is far from the truth,” 

he said. “Representatives of 
the industry report that there 
is no indication that the Rus­
sians will be able to catch up 
with the United States at any 
time in the foreseeable future. 
The Russian goal calls for 
about 110 million kilowatts by 
1965. In 1965, the U.S. is ex­
pected to have 245 million 
kilowatts, to lead Russia by 
more than 130 million kilo­
watts,” he said.

The TP&L president added 
that these erroneous news re­
leases are obviously aimed at 
conditioning people to accept 
and support more appropria­
tions for government power 
projects. He said the impres­
sion may be created that more 
government power projects

are needed, despite the fact 
that investor-owned compan- 
ines now have a 27 percent 
margin of reserve power, a 
record of no power shortages 
in the past, and no indication 
that there will be one in the 
future.

“A good indication of a na­
tion’s total productive capacity 
and the well-being of its 
people is kilowatt hour use 
per capita,” Lynch said. “The 
Eidson Electric Institute re­
ports show that for the United 
States in 1959 this was 4.481 
killowatt-hours compared with 
1,161 kilowatt-hours per capita 
estimated for Russia. The Rus­
sian goal for 1965 is about 2,- 
100 kilowatt-hours. This com­
pares with a forecast of about 
6,000 for the U.S. in 1965."

Lynch said TP&L and other 
investor-owned companies are 
moving ahead in the develop­
ment of nuclear power.

TP&L and ten other Texas 
electric utility companies are 
spending $5,000,000 on a four- 
year program of research of 
methods which may make 
possible the economical gen­
eration o f electric power 
through controlled fusion en­
ergy. This program was begun 
in 1957 with the General 
Atomic Division of General 
Dynamics Corporation.

He added that TP&L Com­
pany is far along in the de­
velopment of a lignite research 
program with a view to pos­
sibly using lignite as a fuel 
in the future.
