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After a bout with the flu
bug, in which yours truly 
came out a very poor second, 
it sort of comes natural to 
lean toward the kind of col­
umn Glenn Shelton, “The 
Hired Hand” of the Wichita 
Falls Record News presented 
a few days ago.

In fact, since every little 
achievement nowadays re­
quires such a great big effort, 
it seems that the smartest 
thing here is to copy his stuff 
and admit that Con is just 
too tired to do his own work.

Shelton says, “It seems to 
me that the long-hair guys 
who can whip polio, pneumo­
nia and small pox should be 
able to lick a little thing like 
a cold.

“As highly paid as they are, 
it seems to me they should be 
able to wipe out this affliction. 
But even they lose time be­
cause of colds, and virtually 
all of us get the sniffles at one 
time or another. And thous­
ands actually die from ail­
ments that began as a common 
cold.

“If you want to avoid a cold 
this winter, you will have your 
best chance if you’re a well- 
adjusted Eskimo. If you aren’t 
then you probably will be one 
of the 450 millions who will 
have one. Colds are less apt to 
infect people who live in polar 
regions and those who are over 
the age of sixty. A man is less 
likely to have a cold than his 
spouse or grandma, since males 
are less susceptible than fe­
males.

“About one-fourth of all 
colds;, the doctors say, are 
triggered by mental tensions. 
Weak body cells seem more 
resistant, strangely,, t h a n  
strong ones; that is, a person 
physically fit may have more 
colds than one who isn’t. If 
you get a cold, there isn’t 
much you can do. A little soda 
bicarbonate with lemon juice 
will help. So will rest and 
tranquility.”

The Hired Hand may be
satisfied that he has given the 
subject sufficient treatment 
but lots of other guys, like 
me, know that he isn’t half 
finished. It’s that second stage 
of winter affliction, the one 
following a cold, which de­
livers the knockout punch. By 
the time a person sweats off 
the siege of chills and fever 
he can estimate his strength 
and energy at about 10 per 
cent of normal.

Here at Muenster this sub­
ject is especially significant 
this year. The absence of a 
resident doctor leaves us with­
out our former confident as­
surance that help was near 
whenever needed. Being sick 
is more inconvienent, more 
miserable than it used to be.

All of which should help 
sharpen the determination of 
local people to get behind a 
hospital project as soon as it 
begins to shape up. Since the 
signs indicate that we will not 
have a local doctor unless we 
have a hospital it follows that 
we can’t settle for half-way 
measures. We have to work 
for a really good system or 
nothing at all.

That’s because no doctor 
will be interested in settling 
here unless he has good hos­
pital facilities at his disposal. 
But once we have those facil­
ities we could expect two or 
three to show interest.

T h e  extra inconvenience 
caused by our present rash of 
seasonal illness simply em­
phasizes the importance of 
this community’s need. A 
really good medical program 
including adequate facilities 
and adequate staff is the fore­
most item on Muenster’s blue­
print of progress.

Truck licenses, 1,976 of 
them, run from 1W 4100 to 
1W 6074 and farm truck tags, 
a total of 1,225 are numbered 
5K 5450 to 5K 6647.

During 1959 the number of 
cars registered totaled 8,619 
through Jan. 27. In 1958, the 
total for the entire year was 
8,774. The tax office expects 
about the same number this 
year.

March 31 is the deadline for 
purchasing 1960 license plates 
and Piper reminds car owners 
that the last two days are al­
ways the busiest.

Besides car, truck and farm 
truck licenses, there are num­
bers awaiting owners of trail­
ers, motorcycles and dealers.

City Water Works

The city 
also made the eight-inch tap 
and set the eight-inch valve 
at Oak and Third.

This major improvement in 
the water department will as­
sure an adequate supply in 
several areas where pressure 
falls during peak consumption. 
Cost of the pipe will be about 
$3500 and installation will be 
$1,000, more or less depending 
on how much rock is encoun­
tered in digging.

The city is anxious to get 
the project finished before 
paving begins on Walnut 
Street.

District Gains 6 
In School Census; 
1960 Count is 690

A gain of six children in 
the scholastic census of the 
Muenster School District since 
last year is indicated by the 
annual count just completed 
by Superintendent L. B. Bruns.

The new count shows 690 
as compared with 684 shown 
on last year’s official census 
roll certified by the Texas 
Education Agency.

However the new figure still 
is not official, and it may be 
revised by the Austin head­
quarters. Last year the local 
count of 685 was reduced by 
1 when TEA made its final 
check.

Revisions on the census list 
result mostly from adjustments 
for students who move from 
one district to another dur­
ing the month of January. 
Often such children are listed 
in two districts and the TEA 
in its final adjustment elim­
inates the duplications.

The official count becomes 
the basic figure to determine 
the district’s per capita al­
lotment for the next school 
year. Transfers into the dis­
trict are then added and trans­
fers out are subtracted to de­
cide the district’s net allot­
ment from the state

A break-down of figures 
shows there are 342 boys and 
348 girls in the district this 
year. The break-down accord­
ing to age groups is as follows:

6 year: 25 boys, 28 girls.
7 year: 31 boys, 32 girls.
8 year: 35 boys, 33 girls.
9 year: 36 boys, 29 girls.
10 year: 30 boys, 29 girls.
11 years: 20 boys, 25 girls.

14 years: 25 boys, 26 girls.
15 years: 25 boys, 36 girls.
16 years: 25 boys, 25 girls.

Also, 15,000 employes of the 
McGraw-Edison C o m p a n y ,  
which the inventor helped to 
found, will celebrate the event 
in the scores of plants operated 
by its 31 divisions in the US 
and Canada. Many plants will 
have giant birthday cakes top­
ped by an exact replica of the 
first successful electric light 
bulb, and every worker is go­
ing to get a slice. The bulbs, 
however, are not edible and 
may be saved till next year 
when, at a signal from who­
ever may be in the White 
House at that time, they may 
be ejected in usison from as 
many giant replicas of pop-up 
toasters for the home (devel­
oped by Max McGraw).

It has been estimated that 
Mr. Edison received patents at 
the average rate of one every 
15 days from the time he was 
30 until he died at 84 — for 
a total of 1,093. And if you 
wince at the electrification of 
the world, consider that the 
Wizard of Menlo Park also 
invented th e  phonograph 
(great grandpaw of hi-fi), the 
movies — both still and 
“talkies” — the stock ticker, 
the miner’s safety lantern, the 
medical fluoroscope, waxed 
paper and gummed wrapping 
tape, to mention a few items. 
The Edison notebooks (2500 of 
them of 300 pages each) con­
tain sketches of what we now 
call helicopters. And more 
than half a century ago he 
predicted that some day a 
teacup of energy would drive 
an ocean liner across the seas 
and back!

Not only was Thomas A. 
Edison a man who couldn’t 
let well enough alone, but 
now, 29 years after his death, 
his questing spirit carries on 
in the firm that bears his 
name. We might as well face 
it, there will be no end to 
what he started.

$65,000 LUNCHES
There is no dispute of the 

fact that the American dollar 
is worth just half now what it 
was worth prior to World War 
II.

The end result we call infla­
tion.

What can inflation do to a 
nation’s currency? Take a look 
at Germany after World War

I. In 1919, it took 4-1/5 Ger­
man marks to equal the pur­
chasing power of one Amer­
ican dollar. Inflation ran wild 
in 1922-23 and by November, 
1923, it took 4,200,000.000 
marks to equal $1. Newspapers 
sold for 200,000,000 marks per 
copy.

What happened to the 
people? In 1920 an 18-year-old 
German inherited 650,000 
marks. It was worth $65,000 
at the time. He was to receive 
the money when he was age i 
21, and he became 21 in the 
middle of 1923. With his en­
tire inheritance he was able to 
buy only one meal.

True, our economy may 
never drcp to such a level, but 
the fact that our dollai has al­
ready been cut in half should 
scare us into doing something 
about it.

If a dictator declared a law 
depriving his people of half 
of their purchasing power, we 
would call it tyranny.

Yet, in a democracy, wage 
increases without increased 
productivity result in the 
same loss of purchasing power.

As individuals in a country 
of free men, we have the 
power to determine how our 
economy fares. Each of us with 
the right to vote is a ruler of 
our country.

As such, only we as indi­
viduals can tyrannize our­
selves.

Simple Solution

LIFE AND DEATH 
COMPETITION

Some time ago the Internal 
Revenue Service and the Fed­
eral Power Commission ruled 
that certain institutional ad­
vertising placed by electric 
utilities was not a legitimate 
business expense, and hence 
was not deductible for income 
tax purposes. The advertising 
in question presented the util­
ities side of the public-vs- 
private power controversy.

Since then, a great deal of 
discussion has taken place. 
And a number of distinguished 
Americans have charged that 
this ruling is grossly unjust 
and punitive.

One of these is Admiral Ben 
Moreell, chairman of the Task 
Force on Water Resources and 
Power of the second Hoover 
Commission. In filed testi­
mony, he points out that the 
federal government is by far 
the largest single producer of 
electric power in the nation,

generating electric energy in 
26 states ar.d selling it in 29. 
This is done in direct compe­
tition with private enterprise. 
So, he states, in the face of 
this competition managements 
of power companies are under 
a “solemn obligation” to tell 
their security holders, employ­
es and customers the facts 
about public power through 
advertising.

Professor William A. Paton 
of the School of Business Ad­
ministration, University o f 
Michigan, has presented sim­
ilar testimony. When any 
government body becomes a 
business competitor of any 
private enterprise, he states, 
“the company concerned must 
meet that competition, and the 
costs involved are necessary 
and proper business expenses, 
just as in the case of the costs 
of meeting private competi 
tion.”

In the case of the utilities, 
moreover, government com-
