
A contrast of opinions by
tw o  prominent Americans 
comes close to summing up 
popular reaction on the report 
of Adlai Stevenson’s availa­
bility for another try at the 
presidency.

Eleanor Roosevelt said the 
collapse of the recent summit 
conference at Paris had con­
vinced her that America needs 
the wisdom, maturity and ex­
perience of Stevenson.

James A. Farley says “For 
Mr. Stevenson to state that 
the administration gave the 
Soviet the sledge hammer and 
crowbar to wreck the summit 
conference indicates to me 
that Mr. Stevenson continues 
to be as misinformed on the 
facts as he is infatuated with 
his own writing style . . .  it 
seems to me he is attempting 
to ‘sledge hammer and crow­
bar’ another disastrous nomi­
nation for himself as the apos­
tle of appeasement of the Dem­
ocratic party.”

What Mrs. Roosevelt ap­
parently does not realize is
that a great number of Amer­
icans are not greatly impressed 
by her recommendation of
Stevenson as the man to
negatiate with the Kremlin 
gang. First of all they do not 
consider him as especially
qualified for the assignment. 
More important, they are not 
convinced that he or any 
other person can gain by deal­
ing with the reds.

The long and ugly record 
of communist behavior proves 
conclusively that reds have 
only one standard in dealing 
with other countries. They 
take advantage of any agree­
ment that favors them and 
repudiate what does not favor 
them. They only take. They 
never give. Knowing that . . . 
and who can look at history 
without being aware of it? . . . 
anyone should realize that 
dealing with them is a waste 
of time.

The one big disappointment
in present hulabaloo about 
candidates for the Democratic 
nomination is that the entire 
field of aspirants leans to the 
liberal side of the party. Even 
Senator Johnson, who is often 
hailed as the most conserva­
tive of the lot, is far more 
inclined to collectivism and 
welfare statism than to the 
old traditional and constitu­
tional standards of American 
government. In fact, according 
to a detailed index prepared 
by Americans for Constitu­
tional Action, his voting score 
on the conservative side of 
national issues is a puny 10 
per cent, and Kennedy’s is 11 
per cent. By way of contrast, 
Byrd and Lausche scored 92 
and 81 respectively in their 
voting.

The same applies also on 
the Republican side. Nixon 
says he will stand by the re­
cord of the present adminis­
tration which, as most of us 
see it, has been little if any dif­
ferent from the liberalism of 
the preceding administration. 
And Rockefeller, the only 
apparent challenger for the 
nomination, is described as a 
better fit in the Democratic 
party. Chances of breaking 
away from socialistic and 
bureaucratic trends in govern­
ment appear to be very slim.

All of which amounts to a 
raw deal for the public. Candi­
dates on both sides are do-, 
gooders, dedicated to more" 
welfarism and more regula­
tion. There is no candidate 
for people who like the old 
standards of liberty and thrift 
upon w h i c h  this nation 
achieved its greatness.

That’s why this column 
fervently hopes the Constitu­
tional party will grow and 
prosper. America needs an op­
portunity to choose between 
one political philosophy and 
the other, not a mere selection 
between men who strive to 
outdo one another in liber- 
aliism. Above all it needs an 
effective force to guard the 
old standards. Men like Sen­
ators Byrd, Goldwater and 
Lausche, or Douglas Mac 
Arthur, Tom Anderson, David 
Lawrence, Dean Manion, Dan 
Smoot and Fulton Lewis 
should be more than mere 
voices in the wilderness.

John 
was married there to a Bryan 
girl and had lived there ever 
since. He was a retired bar­
ber.

Easements Ready 
For 5 Reservoirs 
On Clear Creek

Flood control on the Clear 
Creek watershed is moving 
ahead steadily. Reports given 
Thursday night in a meeting 
of Clear Creek Watershed 
Authority directors in the 
Muenster bank revealed that 
easements, are cleared on five 
reservoir sites and are almost 
cleared on some others.

With that detail completed 
engineers can begin the work 
of surveying, testing terrain 
and preparing blueprints and 
specifications for actual con­
struction.

Another important develop­
ment is the willingness ex­
pressed by some of the county 
commissioners of the water­
shed to take on responsibility 
of maintaining the dams. If 
that should materialize it may 
mean that the special main­
tenance tax authorized by a 
recent watershed election will 
not have to be collected.

The situation on Clear 
Creek is expected to turn out 
the same as it did on Elm 
Creek, where the savings on 
roads and bridges resulting 
from protection of detention 
reservoirs has already proved 
to be substantial. Dam main­
tenance is estimated to cost 
much less than the savings 
they make possible, so the 
commissioners will actually be 
money ahead in spite of tak­
ing on new responsibilities.

Urgency of getting the pro­
jects under way was indicated 
in a flood history on Clear 
Creek between the years 1923 
and 1957. A total of 116 floods 
are recorded for that time, and 
15 are classed as major floods 
which inundated one half or 
more of the entire acreage ad­
jacent to the creek.

Clear Creek’s watershed cov­
ers an area of 236,200 acres, 
130,200 of which is in the Up­
per Elm Red Soil Conservation 
district, and the remainder in 
the Denton-Wise d i s t r i c t .  
Counties concerned are Mon­
tague with 46,200 acres, Cooke 
with 84,000 acres, Wise with 
6,530 acres and Denton with 
99,470 acres.

Harvest of Fine 
Crop Speeded by 
Ideal Weather

One of the most bountiful 
wheat harvests in the history 
of this community, perhaps its 
very best, is at its peak. With 
ideal weather prevailing Wed­
nesday afternoon it was be­
lieved that practically every 
combine in the area was busy, 
and a steady stream of trucks 
was delivering grain to both 
local elevators.

If the favorable weather 
continues the greater part of 
the work will be finished by 
the weekend. Up to the past 
weekend very little was har­
vested. Occasional showers de­
layed cutting after many 
fields were ripe, and by the 
time machines could operate 
practically everything w a s  
ready. Since then activity has 
shifted to high gear and it 
will remain that way, weather 
permitting, until the crop is in.

Reports received at the ele­
vators up to Wednesday bear 
out the most optimistic predic­
tions. The average for the area 
will probably run to 30 bushels 
per acre. Yields of about 40 bus­
hels per acre are frequent, and 
some crops are said to have 
reached the fifties and sixties. 
And quality is as good as 
quantity. Tests on an average 
are between 61 and 63, prac­
tically nothing falls under 60. 
Even moisture is ideal, except 
when farmers crowd their luck 
by starting too early in the 
morning.

Practically all local wheat 
is selling on the open market. 
Up to Wednesday it was still 
going at the starting price of 
$1.77 a bushel, which is 7 cents 
over the government support 
price.

ESKIMO RUSE
In a recent speech, Charles 

R. Sligh, Jr., Executive Vice- 
President of the National 
Association of Manufacturers, 
gave this rather frightening 
illustration of federal aid:

A recent book which de­
scribes the lives of the Eski* 
mos tells about the way they 
deal 'with wolf packs. The 
story goes that the Eskimos 
embed razor - sharp knives 
clasp down in the ice, and rub 
the blades with a little seal 
blood. The wolves are at­
tracted by the blood, and lick 
the knives, cutting their 
tongues. They are delighted 
by the seemingly inexhausti­
ble supply of nouishing blood 
they can lick off the knives, 
and stand there licking until 
they drop in their tracks from 
the loss of blood, qnd freeze 
to death in the snow.

This is a clever trick, but 
we are in no position to jeer 
at the stupidity of the wolves. 
We Americans have been fall­
ing for a similar trick for a 
good many years now, and this 
year it may be played upon us 
again.

The variation in our case is 
this. In Washington and scat­
tered around the nation are 
a great many politicians. 
Many of them are poor men, 
a few are well to do, but none 
of these proposes to give the 
public any of his personal 
estate.

Instead, they promise that 
if they are elected or re­
elected, they will give us fed­
eral support. They will empty 
the federal treasury at our 
feet. Now, we should know 
that there is nothing in the 
federal treasury but what we 
have sent there by way of the 
tax collector. These taxes are 
our blood, and we cannot be 
nourished by it, any more than 
those wolves can thrive on 
their own blood.

But we have bought this 
kind of trick on many past 
election days. Today the Min­
nesota farmer is taxed to sub­
sidize the electric bills of a 
plumber in Knoxville. The 
Knoxville plumber is taxed to 
subsidize the farm program 
enacted to benefit the Minne­
sota farmer. We are all being 
taxed to subsidize each other. 
We are trying through the 
federal process to nourish our­
selves with our own blood.

PLAYING WITH FIRE
It was not so long ago that 

Mr Bulganin, one of the Rus­
sian leaders, was quoted as 
saying that the United States 
would become a socialized 
state not as the result of out­
side forces, but that we would 
vote ourselves into that situa­
tion.

Anyone who has watched 
the methods of many state and 
federal law makers who favor 
putting government into tax 
exempt projects in competi­
tion with exorbitantly taxed 
private citizens and business 
can see Bulganin’s prediction 
working out, not under false 
title of liberalism—free wheel­
ing government spending and

taxation.
It must make the Russians 

chuckle to see our own poli­
ticians playing their game and 
our people swallowing the 
bait.

If the people continue to sell 
their votes for political prom­
ises of something for nothing, 
promises that can only be fin­
anced by constantly more des­
tructive taxation, they will 
have only themselves to blame 
for fulfilling Mr. Bulganin’s 
prophecy that we will destroy 
our freedom from within.

TAXING FREEDOM
The Constitution guarantees 

Americans the right of free 
speech and the right to peti­
tion the government. It says 
nothing about charging for 
these rights, but the Internal 
Revenue Service is trying to 
charge businessmen for using 
them.

When a businessman fills 
out his income tax form, he 
puts down his income, sub­
tracts his costs of doing busi­
ness, and pays taxes on the 
remaining profit — if any. In 
other words, his business ex­
penses are tax deductible.

Suppose, however, a bill 
comes up in Congress which, 
o u r  businessman suddenly 
realizes, will have the effect 
of killing or crippling his busi­
ness. Alarmed, he sends a 
representative to petition Con­
gress and advertises to tell his

story to the voters.
Obviously his costs of peti­

tioning and advertising are 
business expenses. But the In­
ternal Revenue Service says 
he can not list them as busi­
ness expenses on his tax form. 
He must take them out of his 
profits and pay income taxes 
on them.

This amounts to putting a 
tax on free speech. Luckily 
Rep. Hale Boggs of Louisiana 
has recognized this infringe­
ment on constitutional rights 
and has moved to prevent it. 
His bill (H. R. 7123) is one of 
the important measures re­
maining for Congress to pass.

DOESN'T MAKE SENSE
Of interest to the taxpayers 

is the following item about 
the Montana Power Company, 
which is typical of hundreds of 
other private electric compan­
ies in the 50 states.

In 1959, its taxes came to 
more than $14 million. This 
was a little more than com­
pany employes received in 
wages, salaries and pensions 
and the return to investors, 
combined. Thus government— 
federal, state and local—is the 
biggest beneficiary of the suc­
cessful operation of hundreds 
of such tax-paying electric 
companies throughout the 50 
states.

Yet there are those in gov­
ernment and elsewhere who 
would displace these tax-pay-

THE WISE father uses discipline 
to help his child. Such a father 
assumes that his child wants to be 
good but needs help. He alwaya 
remembers that the purpose of dis­
cipline is self-discipline.

OF COURSE the coddled child 
gets no bargain either. He will 
later suffer for the smugness and 
selfishness he has learned at home.

A father must be well adjusted 
if he wants his children to be. If 
a boy has a happy home and knows 
that he is loved, he feels secure 
and does not misbehave. If he can 
look up to his father as a model, 
he is going to be a fine boy. De­
linquents g e n e r a l l y  come from 
homes of little understanding, af­
fection, stability or religious prac­
tice.

FINALLY, father can remember 
that “The family that prays to­
gether stays together.” In fact, the 
greatest dignity of a father is the 
image he gives his children of God 
our Father in heaven.

“Rell^M ilkPrice 
Today Is Lowest 
In U. S. History

If American farmers were 
no more efficient than Rus­
sian farmers almost half of the 
U. S. working force would be 
required just to feed and 
clothe our population, J. O. 
Woodman, General Manager of 
North Texas Producers As­
sociation declared today as the 
nation prepared to celebrate 
“June Dairy Month”. As it is, 
one American farmer produces 
enough food and fiber for 22 
other citizens.

With good management, one 
dairymen alone, today can 
milk 50 cows and produce 250 
tons of milk a year, he stated. 
Farm man-hours have been 
reduced by 40 percent since 
the early ’30’s, and production 
per man-hour has almost 
trebled.

In terms of today’s factory 
wages, the “real” price of a 
quart of milk is the lowest in 
history, according to the U. 
S. Bureau of Labor Statistics. 
Back in 1890 it took 26 minutes 
of factory work to pay for a 
quart of milk selling at the 
average price of 6.8 cents. To­
day it takes lass than 7 min­
utes to earn the price of a 
quart of home-delivered milk 
figured at 25.2 cents per quart.

In the North Texas market­
ing area the 2,700 dairymen 
members of North Texas Pro­

ducers Association marketed 
approximately 9 0 0 million 
pounds of Grade A milk in 
1959. Cooke County dairymen 
accounted for 152 producers 
and produced a total of 45,931,- 
260 pounds of milk at a value 
of $2,379,060.84.

The dairy industry has un­
dergone a revolution in the 
past score of years. Today the 
milk extracted by machine 
and virtually piped from the 
cow to a refrigerated stain­
less vat where it is instantly 
cooled to around 33 degrees 
farenheit. From this refriger­
ated vat it is pumped daily in­
to a big insulated tank truck 
(like a gasoline truck) and 
hauled to the processor who, 
by using more pumps, pipes 
and machines, bottles it or 
manufactures cottage cheese, 
butter, ice cream or other 
dairy products.

Todays dairyman is a busi­
nessman as well as a farmer. 
Investment in a dairy farm is 
about $25,000 per worker com­
pared with around $15,000 
per worker for industry. This 
higher investment per worker 
m e a n s  greater efficiency 
through mechanization and 
automation.

Providing milk for all the 
people in America is one of 
the nations biggest businesses, 
says Woodman. The American 
industry, guardian of the na­
tion’s health, uses more motor 
trucks than any other industry 
in the world.

To accomplish more efficient 
marketing, dairymen in North 
Texas organized the North 
Texas Producers Association 
in June 1949. Members pay 
dues into their organization 
to finance the marketing ser­
vices it prvides. NTPA is a 
cooperative similar to the 
ones to which most business­
men in cities belong. Exam­
ples are: Retail Merchants As­
sociation, Bank C l e a r i n g  
Houses, Associated Press, etc. 
Eighty-six percent of the 
Grade A milk marketed in 
North Texas is sold through 
the North Texas Producers 
Association.

The functions performed by 
the North Texas Producers As­
sociation are providing a more 
stable and olderly market. 
Milk is hauled from farm to 
processor in tank trucks either 
owned or leased by the As­
sociation. Surplus supplies of 
the product are processed by 
the organization’s two plants 
into cheese, powder, condense 
and butter. These plants lo­
cated at Muenster and Sulphur 
Springs, Texas, can convert a 
million pounds of perishable 
milk daily into non-perishable 
products such as: powder, con­
dense, etc. The Association la­
ter markets the products in 
free trade channels. Not an 
ounce of any North Texas 
producers Association dairy 
product has ever been sold di­
rectly to the Federal Govern­
ment stated Woodman.

Other Association functions 
a r e :  collective bargaining,
shifting milk to the area of 
greatest need, providing a 
system to adjust production 
more closely with consump­
tion, marketing studies, and 
other activities. By the Pro­
ducers Association handling 
the milk, it reaches consumers 
in a much more efficient 
manner than would be possible 
without such an organization, 
Woodman said.
