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Shortly after the Republican
convention reports hinted that
the Nixon campaign strategy
was to start mildly and build
up gradually to hard hitting
oratory as the race neared its
end. The object, we were told
was to avoid a let down which
might result from reaching a
climax too early and failing to
keep enthusiasm at its peak.

Well, it seems the time has
come for him to start blazing
away. And the opportunity is
presented by none other than
the old war hoss of the Dem-
ocratic party, Former Presi-
dent Truman. The lambasting
he handed out the past few
days ought to get all of the
GOP hot under the collar.

A person wonders how he
can have the crust to criticize
the present administration af-
ter his own record, but that
doesn’'t seem to cause him a
moment’s hesitation. On the
subject of foreign affairs es-
pecially he lashes out with
abandon, charging that Eisen-
hower and the State Depart-
ment have permitted our
country’s prestige to fall to
an all time low. He points
with scorn to advances made
by communism during the
past seven and a half years as
evidence that GOP leadership
has been a complete flop.

From his ravings it appears
the man is either hope-
lessly confused or he has a
conveniently short memory. If
reds had been allowed to ad.
vance as fast during Ike's
time as they did during Harry's
they'd have all the world un-
der their control by now.

Truman was the man who
sat in those post.war confabs
with “Good Old Joe” and
watched Eastern Europe fall
under the Soviet yoke. He's
the fellow who swallowed
that “agrarian reform” line of
the Red Chinese and withheld
from our former allies, the
Nationalist Chinese, the mil-
itary aid which was their only
hope of preventing the com.
munization of China. He gave
the order for “police action”
in Korea, fired General Mac-
Arthur for trying to win the
war, and assured the Chinese
Reds, while they were killing
and torturing American sold-
iers, that Chinese Nationalists
would not be permitted to at-
tack them.

History is plain in revealing
that Truman was a failure in
his dealings with communism.
It's amazing that he has the
nerve to bring up the subject.
One would think he'd keep
very quiet just for fear some-
one else would mention it.

In one respect HST is cor.
rect. World condition has de-
teriorated since his time. Reds
have made some gains. How-
ever, because of their wvast
gains under Harry, Ike had a
much bigger problem, and still
he permitted them to make
less headway. If we are to
judge by recent developments
we might even say that US
prestige has made big gains.
The mob of red leaders who
just tried to take over the
UN got a thorough set back,
for which Eisenhower’s efforts
are due most of the credit.

So much for the Truman
outburst. Plainly he stuck his
foot in his mouth. Certainly
he’s going to provoke many
people into realizing that the
Republican record in foreign
affairs is lots better than the
Democratic. In an indirect way
he may have rendered a real
service to American voters.

That is especially true if
his intemperate remarks will
serve as a burr under the
elephant’s saddle. Perhaps the
irritation will get old GOP to
start snorting and kicking.
perhaps this will be Nixon’s
cue to begin putting real fight
into his political tussle.

For the country’s welfare
it is urgent that Nixon and
Lodge get down fo the vital
job of selling their program.
As things stand now we're
dangerously close to voting
for an administration dedi-
cated to policies which have
led us far from the traditional
standards of Americanism.

It’s high time to put a brake
on liberal trends that already
border on socialism. We need
to back track toward the good
old principles of less govern-
ment meddling, less spending,
less centralization of power,
less cradle to the grave secur-
ity, less official doing of things
that we should do for our-
selves .

Candidates Nixon and Lodge
have identified themselves as
conservatives, opposed to these
ties on people’s freedom and
purses. But just saying so isn’t
enough. For the public’s sake
as well as their own, they
need to convince lots of voters
that their way is better . . .
and to hit hard at the flaws

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School District
Taxpayers Get

Bills for $61.416

Over 2000 statements for
total assessments of $61,416.00
were sent out last week to
taxpayers of the Muenster
School District, and early pay-
ments are being received daily
at the tax office in the school
building.

The assessments are based
on a rate of $1.00 per $100 of
valuation on the total district
valuation of $6,141,600. That
valuation is somewhat lower
than last year because of a
decline in the value of oil pro-
perty wvaluations. Real estate
and personal property values
are higher but do not com-
pensate for the drop in oil
property valuation. The oil
values dropped from $3,019,247
to $2,721,890. Other values in-
creased from $3,203,322 to $3,-
419,710.

Tax dollars received by the
public school are divided on
a 70-30 basis, the larger por-
tion going into the local main-
tenance fund and the balance
into the debt retirement fund.
Other funds for school opera-
tion are provided by the state.

Comparison with the report
of three months ago also shows
a gain in Muenster deposits.
The former total was $3,025,-
024.47, and the gain is $164,-
519.77. A part of this is ac-
counted for by the savings ac-
count gain of $28,031.23 to the
present total of $1,284,184.87

Loans in the local bank like-
wise increased. They were
$1,382,794.86 last year, $1,472,.-
451.81 this year, a gain of $89,-
656.95.

In 1959 the number of fires
deaths totaled 11,300 compared
with 11,500 in 1958.

And fire losses at $1,047,-
073,000 were nine-tenths of
one per cent under 1958, the
first decline since 1950.

The drilling, completion and op-
eration of only one well to each
