Two weeks ago the Enter-
prise carried the very pleas-
ing report that Muenster peo-
ple will continue to receive the
maximum credit of 25 per
cent on their fire idsurance
premiums. And last week it
told about the prompt response
of the local firemen in answer-
ing a wee-homs fire alarm.
Despite the fact that the fire
was discovered about 4 am.,
when all the firemen were at
hiome and asleep, they man-
aged to get to the station, drive
about a mile to the fire, and
get their equipment into oper-
aticn within ten minutes.

We hope that residents of
our town are aware of the
close relationship to those two
stories. The second serves as
an explanation of the first.
Considering that kind of ef-
ficiency on the part of our
firemen, it's easy to under-
stand why fire losses are held
to a minimum and all of us
are enjoying substantial sav-
ings on  our fire insurance
premiums. All of wus, even
those who have no fire, have
reason to appreciate the superb
job these fellows are doing.

It might be mentioned also
that these men are not paid
for their work in our behalf.
Every one is a volunteer, giv-
ing his time and energy gener-
onsly in drills and studies and
actual fire fighting in order
to keep losses at a minimum.

Another thought: while we'’re
getting by with less insurance
expense it's comforting to
think that those of us who
may have the misfortune of
needing their service will
sustain a lower loss because
of their alertness. Muenstier
should be proud and grateful
for its volunteer firemen.

After some two weeks of
bickering over statements in
an Air Force manual about
communist infiltration in the
National Council of Churches
of Christ in the USA, it is
rather pathetic this week to
hear a prominent churchman
refer 16 the charges as malici-
our falsehoods. As an immedi-
ate retort in self defense this
remark might have been un-
derstandable. But after the
thorough airing the issue has
received, including chapter
and verse documentation from
the files of the HouSe Com-
mittee on Un-American Ac-
tivities, a denial of the charges
has become absurd.

Developments in this case
have been interesting. First
the discovery in a new " Air
Force training manual of
charges that reds have infilt-
rated the churches and that
30 of the 95 persons who
worked on a revised version
of the Bible have been af-
filiated with pro-communist
fronts, projects and publica-
tions. The National Council of
Churches of Christ, which
claims to represent 60 million
American Protestants, raised
a stormy objection. Within 24
hours Defense big shots were
apologizing and ordered the
manual withdrawn from cir-
culation.

But then came counter
charges, including a statement
from the chairman of the Un-
American Activities Commit-
tee, saying that the charges
are true, and evidence galore
citing cases where the accused
persons have served anti-
Christ much better and Christ.

And another imporiant fact
develops. Lots of Protestant do
not admit they are among the
60 million whom the National
Council of Churches claims to
represent. Rather they main-
tain that the official pronouce-
ments of that organization re-
present no more than a few
of its big shots. And lots of
them are pulling out of the
Council, which already seems
to be permanently discredited
as the spokesman for Ameri-
can Protestantism.

All of which is fine. Every
American of every religion has
been hurt by the pro-commun-
ist propaganda and activity of
the reds and pinks in the
Council. And Protestant pres-
tige has often been hurt. From
now on we can expect that
Protestant belief and attitude
will be more correctly repre-
sented in ‘“Protestant policy.”
There's likely to be less sabo-
tage of Christianity and a
greater tendency of all the
disciples of Christ to work to-
gether for His cause.

Despite all the furore, no
Protestant needs to be em-
barrassed or humiliated by the
manual incident or the de-
velopments that followed. No
organization can be judged by
a few of its individuals. A
firm is not condemned because
of a crooked employee, nor

Diocese Adopts
Easier Rules for
Observing Lent

With the Lenten season un-
der way since Wednesday,
Catholics of the Dallas-Fort
Worth diocese this year are
experiencing the most relaxed
regulations on fast and ab-
stinence in the history of the
diocese.

It is the result of an auth-
ority given by the late Pope
Pius XII in 1948, put into ef-
fect for the first time in the
local diocese by Bishop Thom-
as K. Gorman. The new regu-
lations were read in all
churches Sunday. They are:

Fast 'and abstinence (com-
plete) are to be observed on
(1) Ash Wednesday; (2) Good
Friday; (3) Dec. 7, the vigil of
the feast of the Immaculate
Conception, and (4) Dec. 23,
Christmas fast and abstinence.

Abstinence (complete) is to
be observed on all Fridays of
the year except those that fall
on a holy day.

Because of changing con-
ditions of the times, especially
among the working classes and
in the whole social order, the
Holy See deemed it advisable
to grant to local bishops the
power to modify the universal
law of the church with re-
gard to fast and abstinence.

Msgr. Ernest Langenhorst,
dean of the diocese, pointed
out that the trend for more
relaxed reguations started dur-
ing World War 1 with food
shortages in European coun-
tries. Then World War 1II
brought about a tremendous
change especially in the Euro-
pean countries.

Bishops were given the auth-
ority in 1948 but it was mostly
those in the food-short Euro-
pean countries who put it into
effect. The bishop of this dio-
cese just “tabled” the authority
in 1948, the monsignor pointed
out.

But the increasing number
of complaints, especially among
industry and other hard work-
ers who cannot get types of
food to conform in places they
work brought about the new
regulations, the monsignor
added.

Lent, once a time for strict
fast and abstinence through-
out the 40 day period, has only
two days of complete fast and
abstinence — Ash Wednesday
and Good Friday.

In making the announce-

ment Sunday local pastors
urged _practices of voluntary
acts of sacrifice, works of

charity, additional prayer and
attendance at church services
to keep one in the right spirit
of the Lenten season.

Taxes take 2 hours and 16
minutes of your working time
each day. By way or contrast,
food and tobacco together de-
mand only 1 hour and 28 min-
utes, household and household
operations 1 hour and 24 min-
utes, and so on down the list.

If you think taxation and
government spending aren’t of
top importance to you and
your family, think again!

Lent Is A Time For Trading

By Bishop Fulton J. Sheen

MODERN MAN IS AFRAID OF
LENT. Keeping Lent means do-
ing penance and making sacri-
fices, and the average person
today shudders at the very men-
tion of sacrifice. But if happ!-

ness lies in giving, then part of
that happiness lies in giving up
—our selves and our pleasures,
in return for God’'s calm. Lent
comes around each year to re-
mind us to make this exchange.

Self-discipline
is the way to
peace of soul
which modern
man knows noth-
ing about. He
runs away from
self - discipline
because he E
thinks it means
giving up some- . .
thing. But it Sheen
does not only mean giving up
something, for giving up is a loss.
Jesus never asks us to give up
anything, but to exchange. In
self-discipline we exchange the
sorrow and agony of soul that
comes from selfishness and
sensuality for peace of soul.

THE MAN OF GOD turns
away from soul-harming things
as he turns away from a light
that blinds his eyes. He forbids
backbiting, slander and gossip
to his tongue because only God
knows what happens in his
neighbor’s soul. He denies his
body that extra cigarette, the
second cocktail (maybe even
the first) lest by giving his body
too much comfort he forgets his
soul. His desire to do things for
God’s sake will make him avoid
publicity for his good works,
knowing that God must get all

the credit. For all talents and
powers come from God.

SELF-DISCIPLINE OR MOR-
TIFICATION for its own sake is
silly of course. Its whole effect
depends on our intention: all for
the love of God. There is no
visible difference between a
monk fasting from meat and
bread, and a fat lady dieting
from the same things. The dif-
ference between fasting and
dieting, suffering and sacrifice is
the love of God. Sacrifice with-
out the love of God is suffering;
suffering with the love of God
is sacrifice.

Without this sacrifice of our-
selves and our pleasures there is
no coming to God and hence no
real happiness. We don't be-
come better just because we live
longer. Moral progress is not
automatic. There are no short-
cuts to spirituality; pain and
purification go hand in hand, for
sin and its pleasures are not
easily discarded. Love feeds on
crosses and sacrifices—and God
hurigers for our love.

WE ARE LIKE A LITTLE BOY
standing in front of a candy
store with one last nickel in his
pocket. He can't have the candy
until he gives up the nickel. So
too we cannot have both our
self-will and peace of soul, our
sinful pleasure and joy c¢f union
with God. We must exchange
the one for the other.

It costs something to come to
God, as it cost God something
to come and save us. When a
trial comes, we can't rebel; when
temptation attacks, we can’t
surrender. Of course, this means
that the service of Jesus Christ.
is a yoke and a burden. But as
He said, a yoke that is sweet and
a burden that is light.

First 1960 Case of
Leprosy Reported

Texas' first case of Han-
sen’s disease (leprosy) for 1960
has been reported to the State
Health Department. The de-
partment says some 14 cases
can be expected to develop
during the year if the annual
median holds.

Communicable disease spec-
ialists say Hensen’s disease is
only mildly communicable
from person to person. Its
mode of transmission is not
definitely known.

Automation Speeds
Vaccine Packaging

Mrs. E. B. M. Cook’s pro-
blem wasn’t automation. It
was the lack ofit.

Mrs. Cook is in charge of
biologics production at the
Texas State Department of
Health, which annually distri-
butes some 300,000 sealed vials
of smallpox vaccine and 300,-
000 separately sealed smallpox
vaccine needles. Filling and
sealing used to be done by
hand, but those tedious, time-
consuming days are gone for-
ever.

A machine to do the job
was not available commercial-
ly, so Mrs. Cook explained her
problem to two of the de-
partment’s shop staff, Grover
Kenyon and Pete Ezba. A few
days ago they delievered their
brain child — a device which
in one hour duplicates the
work of three people working
eight hours a day for two days.
Using a jet stream of air it
fills and seals 9,000 capillary
tubes per hour, all automat-
ically.

Estimated cost of the ma-
chine if it could be purchased
commercially: $3,000. Cost to
the department: About $400,
plus labor.
