As tim e passes and we ap ­
praise m ore calm ly the real 
significance of the cancellation 
of P resident Eisenhow er’s trip  
to  Japan , it’s doubtful w hether 
w e w ill continue regarding it 
as so u tte rly  hum iliating to 
h ’m and this country.

The only hum iliation was 
suffered by the governm ent 
of Jap an  and  its decent citi­
zens. T heir nation was sham ed 
by a mob of barbarians who 
violated the traditional court­
esy which usually  m arks the 
behavior of Japanese people. 
It is a black m ark on th e  his­
tory  of th e ir country.

As regards the president, the 
incident was a disappointm ent. 
He was deprived of the p leas­
u re  of m agnificent receptions 
such as he received in so m any 
o ther countries. He and  we 
w ere deprived of the satis­
faction of being enthusiastical­
ly hailed as the champion of 
freedom.

Indirectly  the incident was
a trib u te  to him. It dem on­
strated  how desperately d eter­
m ined the com m unists were 
in  preventing  the kind of re ­
ception w hich has become a 
thorn  in K hruschev’s side. 
Big K has reason to be jealous. 
Com parison of crowds and 
dispositions th a t greeted him 
and  Ike on th e ir travels re ­
veals unm istakably  th a t Ike 
is much m ore generally  re ­
spected and  loved. K hrush is 
like the dog in the manger. 
K now ing that he him self can­
not inspire popular respect, he 
is determ ined tha t Ike will 
no t receive it either.

Looking back on the presi­
d en t’s cancelled visit to Rus­
sia, we can be sure tha t the 
real m otive was the same 
streak  of jealousy. Despite his 
iron fisted ru le  over the 
masses, K  know s tha t Russian 
people are essentially the same 
as others. They too love free­
dom  and hum an d ignity  and 
they  respect the m an who 
stands for them . The K rem ­
lin  mob did not wish to  risk 
the  em barrassm ent of Ike’s 
trium phal v isit in  their coun­
try , so they  took steps to  p re­
ven t it. The U2 incident was 
an  excuse, not a reason. I t  was 
a convenient p re tex t which 
could be propagandized to  the 
lim it as a pre lude to cancelling 
an  invitation.

For a m ore accurate ap­
praisal of the  popular a ttitude 
tow ard  E isenhow er and  this 
country  one should look to 
h is reception on his other 
stops. The Philippines, Korea, 
Form osa and O kinaw a tu rned  
out in cheering throngs. The 
success he w ould have enjoyed 
in Russia and  Japan  can also 
be m easured by the fanatic 
efforts to keep him  away. He 
and we can derive satisfaction 
from  th a t thought.

A1 the  sam e tim e we have 
to adm it th a t the situation is 
disturbing. We cannot help 
w ondering about the stability  
of the  Japanese governm ent 
if it is unable to cope w ith  a 
sm all m inority  of rowdies do­
ing the bidding of red organ­
izers. Unless the leaders of 
th a t country  act soon to stam p 
out the enem ies in their m idst 
there is grave danger of its 
being absorbed by the Mos- 
cow -Peiping axis. If th a t 
should happen the fall of the 
rest of Asia would be prac­
tically  inevitable, and the dan ­
ger of w orld conquest by  the 
reds w ould become greater 
th an  ever.

Now, m ore than ever before 
we should realize th a t it is 
high tim e for free people 
everyw here to s ta rt w orking 
together for their survival. We 
should also be aw are th a t our 
country, as the acknowledged 
leader of the free nations, is 
charged w ith  the responsibil­
ity of leading the  m odern cru ­
sade. I t’s our job to organize 
free people and to m uster as 
m uch devotion to our cause 
as the reds are m ustering to 
theirs.

F irst of all the situation
calls for an aw akening in this 
country. It dem ands official 
acknow ledgm ent tha t there  is 
no such th ing  as peaceful co­
existence, th a t we are at this 
very  tim e engaged in a global 
struggle w hich m ust even tua l­
ly  resu lt in  complete defeat 
for freedom  or communism 
W e are shirk ing a sacred re ­
sponsibility every  day th a t we 
delay gettihg  actively in this 
contest and  striv ing  tow ard 
annihilation of the red m en­
ace.

This doesn 't m ean th a t we
have to plunge into a shoot­
ing w ar, even though we 
surely  m ust be prepared in 
case one is forced on us. Far 
m ore im portan t is a nation 
w ide educational campaign 
identifying reds in our coun 
try  as m em bers of an in ter­
national conspiracy, accom 
panied by a nation w ide drive 
to  rid  the country  of every 
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Dramatic proof of the need for aid for Chilean earthquake 
victims is evidenced by this Puerto Montt orphan—his only 
belongings heaped in a string bag— shown waiting a mercy 
plane trip to a refugee reception center in Santiago.
Nations throughout the world are responding to appeals for 
help. President Eisenhower appointed American Red Cross 
President, General Alfred M. Gruenther, as coordinator of 
U. S. voluntary relief efforts. Numerous religious and welfare 
organizations are engaged in the massive relief project The 
Red Cross, which is conducting a nationwide fund appeal, made 
an initial allocation of $175,000 and provided $250,000 worth 
of donated medical and other supplies.

Nears Completion
The best gra in  harvest in 

the  history of the  com m unity 
is practically  ended. W ednes­
day afternoon both  elevators 
reported  th a t they have only 
a few custom ers left and those 
a re  expected to finish the  job 
by the end of the  week.

W eather as w ell as yield for 
th is harvest season has been 
about the  most favorable in 
the m em ory of local farm ers. 
Scattered showers caused a 
few  days of delay at the  start, 
b u t ideal cu tting  conditions 
prevailed from  then  on. I t is 
doubtful if any grain  was lost 
because of the w eather.

Likewise favorable was the 
m ild w eather before harvest. 
G rain  m atured  perfectly  and 
tests ran  high through all the 
season.

Reports during the past 
w eek bear out early  estim ates 
of a com m unity average of 
30 bushels per acre. P robably 
the yield runs even higher. 
No fields w ere figured at u n ­
der 20, and there  w ere m any 
th a t ran over 40, some in  the 
fifties and sixties.

The to tal local crop is es­
tim ated at 100,000 bushels.

A hearing  to be held in the 
M uenster city hall the  la tte r 
p a rt of Ju ly  will determ ine 
w hether or not the K aty ra il­
road w ill close its depot here.

Paul Luke, local agent, said 
he has been inform ed that 
his com pany has applied to 
the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion for perm ission to close 
the station and expects an 
early  announcem ent by the 
commission of a date for the 
local hearing. At th a t tim e 
local people w ill have an op­
portun ity  to present their rea­
sons, if any, w hy the freight 
service should be continued 
here. If  the  commission de­
cides then  th a t the shut-down 
is justified  it will g ran t the 
ra ilroad’s request.

K aty  has filed sim ilar ap ­
plications for closing the de­
pots at S aint Jo  and Ringgold 
and th e ir hearings will p rob­
ably be scheduled at about the 
sam e tim e as M uenster’s.

In  each case, Luke said, the 
ra ilroad’s reason is th a t the 
station is operating at a loss. 
Almost all freight in the  th ree 
tow ns is handled by truck  
lines.

If K aty ’s request is granted 
it w ill b ring  an end to service 
which has been available here 
for about 70 years. F irst set­
tlers arriv ing  here in 1889 
found a m arker and a siding 
beside the  track  which had 
been installed  a few years be­
fore, and the depot, erected 
about a year later, was one of 
the tow n’s first buildings. 
Since its com pletion up to a 
year ago M uenster had regular 
passenger and freight service. 
A t th a t tim e the passenger 
train  was taken from  the line 
but the  station rem ained open 
for freight service.

Oxygen Shortage 
Suffocates Fish

A freakish  condition lim it­
ing the supply of oxygen in 
the top few feet of w ater is 
believed to be responsible for 
the death of thousands of fish 
in J. M. W einzapfel’s lake at 
the w est city limit.

W einzapfel said tha t a rep- 
presen tative of the Texas 
Game and  Fish Commission 
tested the  w ater and found 
no trace  of any toxic sub­
stance. He also stated  th a t the 
commission is fam iliar w ith 
the condition, which is found 
m ore frequen tly  in sm aller 
farm  ponds.

It was noted th a t practically 
all fish were small, the  size 
th a t stays near the top of the 
water. Since very  few  larger 
fish w ere found it was as­
sumed th a t the oxygen short­
age did not go down to deep 
w ater and the  few  large fish 
died of o ther causes.

New Schedule of Advertising Rates 
In Enterprise Effective Next Week

Effective n ex t week adver­
tising  rates in the E nterprise 
w ill give w ay to the pressure 
of inflation. Charges w ill be 
increased on both display and 
classified ads in an effort to 
relieve the financial stra in  
caused by steadily  rising costs 
during the past several years.

U nder the new  schedule the 
regu la r ra te  on local display 
ads will be 50 cents per col­
um n inch, and standing dis­
play ads will be 40 cents per 
colum n inch. The previous 
ra te  was 40 and 35 cents per 
column inch. A 10 per cent 
discount on accounts of 60 
column inches or m ore per 
m onth will apply as did be­
fore.

creased 5 cents p er line. The 
charge now is 15 cents per 
line for the  first insertion and 
10 cents per line for following 
insertions. T h e  m inim um  
charge will be for four lines, 
hence 60 cents the first tim e 
and 40 cents for each follow­
ing insertion.

Display ads w hen placed 
in the  classifieds will be sub­
ject to a special ra te  of 75 cents 
per colum n inch for the first 
insertion and 50 cents per col­
um n inch for each insertion 
thereafter.

A new  policy regarding 
cards of thanks also becomes 
effective on Ju ly  1. Such 
messages will be subject to 
the regu lar classified ad ra te  
H eretofore the Enterprise has 
made no charge for a card of 
thanks even though it requires 
as m uch w ork and space as a 
w an t ad, and has discovered 
th a t it probably was the only 
paper of the state  giving that 
service free.

As the  change of rates be­
comes effective it can be 
pointed out that, in relation to 
circulation and dollar values, 
the charge now is lower than 
than  the previous one when it 
was adopted eight year ago. 
The en terprise m ailing list 
then had 1160 names, now it 
has over 1400, an  increase of 
over 20 per cent. M eanwhile 
inflation was constantly grow­
ing aw ay at the real value of 
advertising revenue. It was a 
two w ay squeeze. The present 
ra te  adjustm ent is intended 
to com pensate for some of the 
strain.

Local Bank Leads 
County Gains in 
Year’s Deposits

Deposits a t the M uenster 
S ta te  B ank account for more 
than  60 per cent of the  growth 
of all ban k  deposits in Cooke 
C ounty for the past year.

At a call received th is week 
for a statem ent of condition 
as of Ju n e  15, the local bank 
showed deposits of $3,025,024 
for a gain of $417,880 over its 
deposits a year ago.

AH four banks of the  coun­
ty  had to tal deposits of $19,- 
695.323 for a gain of $689,- 
275 since Ju n e  10, 1959. W hile 
M uenster’s bank  had an in­
crease of $417,880 the  other 
th ree  banks had a combined 
increase of $271,393.

Com parison of M uenster’s 
Ju n e  15 deposit w ith  tha t of 
M arch 15, the previous call 
date, was not so favorable, 
however. Deposits then  were 
$3,082,092.

In M uenster, as in the rest 
of the county  deposits on June 
15 w ere considerably lower 
than  now. W heat sales since 
then have added over $300,000 
to M uenster accounts and 
probably m ore than  a million 
dollars to all banks of the 
county. -*

Savings accounts m ake up 
75 percent of the increase in 
deposits here for the year. The 
to tal has grown $306,500 to 
the  present figure of $1,256,- 
153.

Loans also have increased 
considerably at the M uenster 
Bank. The total on Ju n e  15 
was $1,581,562, a gain of $317,- 
013.

Highway 82 Gets 
New Surface Job

A new surface job is prac­
tically  finished on Highway 
82 from G ainesville to  the 
M ontague C ounty line. The 
w ork has been in progress 
since early  last week.

The job consists o f  a hot oil 
spray on the old pavem ent 
followed by a layer of p re­
m ixed asphalt and crushed 
rock.

More Sites Clear 
For Flood Control 
On Clear Creek

Flood control on the C lear 
Creek W atershed took another 
step forw ard last w eekend 
when easem ents w ere cleared 
on sites for th ree more d e ten ­
tion reservoirs. This m akes a 
to tal of eight out of fifty  pro­
posed sites tha t are ready for 
the engineers.

A ll the cleared sites are 
near the head of the w ate r­
shed. Six are in the U pper 
Elm-Red Soil Conservation 
D istrict and the o ther two are 
in the Denton-W ise District.

M ontague C ounty commis­
sioners w ere the  first in the 
w atershed to tak e  over m ain­
tenance of the dams. S im ilar 
action is aw aited now by com ­
missioners of Cooke, Denton 
and Wise counties. Cooke 
county commissioners set a 
precedent some tim e ago w hen 
they agreed to m aintain th e  
structures on the Elm C reek  
W atershed but they have not 
to date taken  action on C lear 
Creek dams.

In M ontague as in Cooke 
commissioners w ere agreeable 
because experience has shown 
th a t the cost of m aintenance 
am ounts to less than  the sav­
ings on roads and bridges p ro ­
tected by the dams.

In  counties w here the com­
m issioners take over m ain ten ­
ance it will be possible to drop 
most of the  special adm inis­
tra tiv e  and m aintenance tax  
recently  approved in a w ate r­
shed election. Collections w ill 
be m ade this year as au tho r­
ized to provide an adm inis­
trative fund. A fter that it m ay 
be om itted for several years.

HOW TO CATCH UP* 
WITH RUSSIANSl

One of th e  m ost effective 
rebu tta ls to the  hue and cry 
tha t th e  U nited  S tates is be­
coming second ra te  tu rn ed  up 
the o ther day. It seems well 
w orth repeating  in th is space, 
in view of the difficulty  be­
tw een the  Soviet and  free 
w orld governm ents.

Bryce N. Harlow, deputy  
assistant to  P resident Eisen­
hower, in a recent speech at 
the Southw est Electric Con­
ference, out lined w hat the 
U nited S tates w ould have to 
do to exchange places w ith 
Russia.

He said th a t in order to 
enjoy the glory of the  present 
Soviet system , we would have 
to abandon three-fifths of our 
steel capacity . . . tw o-th irds 
of our petro leum  capacity  . . . 
95 per cent of our electric mo­
to r ou tpu t . . . destroy tw o 
of every th ree of our hydro­
electric p lan ts . . . and get 
along on a ten th  of our p re ­
sent volum e of na tu ra l gas.

We w ould have to r ip  up 14 
of every 15 miles of our paved 
highw ays and tw o of every 
th ree m iles of our m ainline 
railw ay tracks. W e’d sink  eight 
of every  n in e  ocean-going 
ships . . . scrap 19 of every 20 
cars and  trucks . . . and shrink 
our civilian air fleet to a 
shadow  of its size.

We could cu t our living 
standards by th ree-fourths . . . 
destroy 40 m illion TV sets . . . 
n ine  of every  ten  telephones 
. . . and seven of every  ten  
houses; and then  w e could 
have to pu t about 60,000,000 
of our people back on the 
farm.

And really  to revel in the 
Soviet scheme, w e w ould then  
have to  assum e a few m ilitary  
problem s such as accepting a 
aircraft c a r r i e r s ,  overseas 
bases, and allies.

We w ould have to struggle 
w ith a hundred  or so d ifferent 
languages, w ondering all the 
w hile how m any of our sol­
diers w ould have to  garrison 
the hom eland if a  serious 
w orld crisis arose, and  how 
m any w ould really  perform .

In answ er to the claim s th a t 
the Russians are leapfrogging 
us in electric pow er facilities, 
H arlow  declared th a t if they 
are to  catch up  w ith  us by 
1980, they  m ust, in  the  nex t 20 
years, build the  equivalen t of 
a b rand  new  Hoover dam  
every  21 days. They w ill have 
the form idable task of adding 
390 m illion kilow atts by  1980 
ju st to b reak  even w ith  us.

Does th is sound a s  though 
Russia is about to  overtake us?

YOUR POWER BILL

had to ask for a ra te  increase 
because of rising costs of all 
kinds over w hich it has no 
control. So have other pow er 
companies.

W hat would you th in k  of a 
man, who had an incom e of 
$7,000 a year, bu t had ru n  up 
a debt of $29,000 of which 
$5,000 was payable on dem and 
and $7,000 m ore w ith in  a year? 
Well, don’t  criticize him  too 
soon. Add seven zeros to those 
figures and you’ve got your 
Uncle Sam.

Last year 35,000 p e o p l e  were
killed on our streets and highway*. 
The automobile, however, does not 
cause this terrible slaughter. How 
a car performs depends on the 
driver. It was human error that 
killed those 35,000 people.

LIFE IS God’s most precious gift. 
It is a gift which no man can create, 
repair or restore. Only God can 
create human life, 
but you or I can 
destroy that pre­
cious l i f e  in a 
matter of seconds 
by careless driv­
ing. A traffic vio­
lator is a poten­
tial killer.

The f i r s t  step 
toward safer driv­
ing is to study Kelly 
our own driving habits. If we are 
the good citizens we want to be, 
we will correct any driving weak­
nesses we discover in ourselves,

FIVE DRIVING faults cause most 
accidents: Speeding without con­
sidering driving conditions. Lack 
of common courtesy, such as, yield­
ing the right-of-way. Disregard of 
traffic laws, such as, driving on 
the wrong side of the road. Drink­
ing, Driver fatigue.

Speed does not cause an acci­
dent, but speed is the killer when 
an accident occurs. Most wrecks 
happen when a driver has to make 
several decisions in a few aeoonds. 
Speed iams such decisions together. 
A good driver takes stock of un­
safe conditions and l o w s r s  his 
speed to At them—bad

heavy traffic, worn tires, even the 
way he may be feeling at the time.

A COURTEOUS driver is thought­
ful of the man in the next car. He 
treats pedestrians and other driv­
ers «s he would his mothet and 
father.

Drinking mixed with d r i v i n g  
turns loose on defenseless people 
a b r a i n l e s s ,  multi-horsepowered 
monster. Even without signs of 
being drunk, a person with a few 
drinks loses some control of mind 
and body. As little as 0.04% of 
alcohol in the blood may reduce 
the sharpness of one’s sight as 
much as the wearing of dark glass­
es after sundown.

Driver fatigue is another cause 
of accidents. It sets in even be­
fore a person realizes he is now too 
tired to drive. All drivers are 
dangerous who have driven ten 
hours without sleep.

THESE FIVE checks — speeding, 
courtesy, traffic laws, drinking, and 
fatigue — can help you be a safer 
driver. Remember how precious 
human life is. The life of a child 
on the street or of the driver up 
ahead is sacred in God’s sight — as 
it our own.

We value God’s gift of life by 
avoiding needless d a n g e r s  to it. 
Traffic violations, however, reck­
lessly put H in danger. Such vio­
lations are no minor misdemeanors. 
They are serious crimes against 
society. They can be serious sins 
against God, even more serious 
than lying or stealing.

4. F ilters should be checked, 
cleaned and replaced period­
ically on both w indow  and 
central a ir conditioning units. 
It is w ise to keep several new 
filters on hand  for rep lace­
m ent pux-poses.

5. A ir conditioning un its can 
be operated more economically 
through the use of clean fil­
ters.

And finally  — most a ir con­
ditioning dealers have in 
stock a re la tively  inexpensive 
air pressure w arn ing  indicator 
that can be installed on cen­
tra l system  air conditioning 
ducts. This indicator shows 
when the u n it’s a ir pressure 
drops. This pressure reduction 
may be caused by a d irty  fil­
ter.

JOSEPH CORBETT, JR.
Corbett, one of the FBI’* "Ten 

Mo«t Wanted Fugitive*," i* wanted for 
escape from the California Institution 
for Men, Chino, Calif., where he was 
serving a 5 years' to life sentence for 
murdering an Air Force sergeant. A  
Federal warrant was issued at Los An­
geles, Calif., on March 21, I960,
charging him with unlawful interstate 
flight to avoid confinement for murder.

A  white American, born on October 
25, 1928, at Seattle. Wash., Corbett 
is 6 feet I inch to 6 feet 2 inches tall 
and weighs 160 to 170 pounds. He 
has light brown hair, haiel eyes, a fair 
complexion, a medium build, and has 
worked as a clerk-typist, laborer, 
warehouseman, laboratory technician, 
and alkyd-resin cooker for a paint 
manufacturer. His two upper front 
teeth slant inward and he wears 
glasses, reportedly being extremely 
nearsighted and capable of seeing 
only close objects without them. He 
has a mole under his chin and a C- 
shaped scar on his right thumb.

Corbett, once a premedical student, 
is interested in scientific matters, 
avidly reads technical and travel 
books, and it intensely interested in 
firearms and target practice. He re­
portedly has a superior general in­
telligence and generally lives quietly 
and neatly but becomes erratic when 
drinking alcoholic beverages.

Convicted of second-degree murder, 
he is considered armed and dangerous.

to cooperators in the  area on 
account of th e  large am ount 
of stubble left on the  land. 
“ But don’t bu rn  it! Leave it 
on the ground w here it be­
longs!" emphasize technicians 
of the soil conservation ser­
vice.

On an average, w heat y ield­
ing 30 bushels per acre pro­
duces about tw o tons of straw  
per acre. A chemical analysis 
of this straw  will show it con­
tains over $7.00 w orth of fe rti­
lizer per ton if fertilizer w ere 
bought in the sack.

This alone is reason enough 
to leave the stubble on the 
land w here it will decay and 
p u t fertilizer into the soil. 
S traw  left on or near the  su r­
face acts as a cushion for 
beating rains, prevents c rust­
ing and soil losses and keeps 
the ground in condition to 
soak up w ater like a sponge.

Much of the nitrogen in the 
soil is tied  up in the process 
of decaying this straw  and is 
not available to the crops tha t 
are  grown following small 
grain. If crops are to follow 
soon it will pay to fertilize 
w ith  30 to 40 pounds of ac­
tual nitrogen per ton of straw  
to help the decaying process.

At any rate , do w hatever 
is necessary to  utilize the grain 
stubble. It is one of the n a­
tu ral ways to re ta in  good soil 
condition and  fertility , soil 
technicians point out.

Rules to Follow

Vacation tim e is here. As 
millions of people begin driv­
ing about the country, au to­
m obile accidents w ill occur 
w i t h  increasing frequency. 
W hat should a person do when 
involved in an accident?

At such tim es it is hard  to 
keep your w its about you and 
know  just w hat to  do. It is 
therefore a good idea to plan 
in advance ju st w hat you 
would do in event of a smash- 
up. Here are a few simple 
rules th a t every d river should 
commit to memory:

1. Stop! Failure to stop can 
result in serious crim inal con­
sequences.

2. R ender Aid. If anyone is 
injured: (1) R ender first aid. 
(2) S top bleeding. (3) Call a 
doctor or an am bulance or 
both. (4) Do not move an in ­
ju red  person in any way tha t 
could possibly add to his in ­
jury.

3. P rotect the Scene from 
F u rth er Damage. You m ay be 
liable for dam ages to approach­
ing drivers, unless they are 
properly w arned. If the h igh­
way is obstructed at night, 
have someone tu rn  his head ­
light beams on the wrecked 
vehicles.

4 Call an Officer. Police­
m e n ,  H ighway Patrolm en, 
Sheriffs and th e ir deputies are 
trained  accident investigators 
whose testim ony m ay be in ­
valuable in establishing j'ou r 
civil claim  for damages.

W rite it Down. Don’t tru st 
your memory. Don’t guess — 
be specific. M easure skid 
marks. S tep off distances. Be 
sure to obtain nam es and ad­
dresses of w itnesses You are 
required by law  to exhibit 
your d river’s license to the 
o ther driver — and he must 
do the same.

6. Be Careful W hat You Say. 
Even if you feel you probably 
are to blame, it is best to m ake 
no admission. You m ay learn 
later than  the o ther driver 
was equally at fault, or more 
so. Emotional com m ents can 
be m isconstrued by others, or 
m ay be misquoted. W hatever 
you say, m ake it factual.

7. See Your Doctor if there 
is the slightest chance you 
m ay be injured. Serious in ­
juries do not alw ays result 
in im m ediate pain or blood­
shed.

8. Consult Y our Law yer 
Im m ediately. The sooner your 
law yer is brought into the 
m atter, the be tte r he can ad­
vise you and protect your 
rights. He can obtain s ta te ­
m ents from the  w itnesses 
while th e ir m em ories are 
fresh, and do m any other 
things to insure th a t the true  
facts are preserved. Get your

law yer’s advice before giving 
any in terview s o r statem ents 
to investigators or ad justers 
for the o ther side.

9. Inform  Your Insurance 
Company Prom ptly. Failure to 
do so m ay void your policy.

10. Report the  Accident to 
the D epartm ent of Public 
Safety. This is required  by 
law  if there is any injury, 
death, or to tal dam ages ex­
ceed $25.00.

An official accident report 
form m ay be procured from 
the Police, Sheriff’s Dept., 
Highway Patrol, or S tate Dept, 
of Public Safety.

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School Busses 
In Texas Used by 
400.223 Children

A ustin, — M ary’s legendary 
little  lam b w ould have a hard  
tim e following her to school 
today  in  most Texas com ­
m unities.

O ne Texas school child in 
every  five now  rides the 
school bus each day to and 
from  the  school house, the 
T exas S ta te  Teachers Associa­
tion  reported  today.

L ast year 400,223 Texas 
ch ildren  rode to school in the 
fam iliar yellow buses, Texas 
E ducation Agency figures 
show. Total distance covered 
by the  buses averaged 482,384 
m iles a day.

S tre tch  those m iles over 175 
days of instruction (the m in i­
m um  school year) and you get 
an  85 m illion m ile trip. T hat’s

the  equivalen t of alm ost a 
round  trip  to the m oon every 
day.

I t’s 253,000 miles to the 
moon. To the sun its 93 million 
miles — so the  annual ride 
by Texas school children 
would fail short of the sun 
about n ine m illion miles.

These figures are a com pila­
tion of the  miles driven by 
7,847 school buses receiving 
state aid. An average school 
bus last year traveled  81 
miles a day and carried 51 
children on its route.

S tate transporation  aid is 
provided for those children 
who live two m iles or more 
from  school w here public 
transporta tion  facilities are not 
available.

Dairy Cow Walks 
With Man Through 
Pages of History

College S tation — The story 
of m an is closely re la ted  to 
the story of the dairy cow, 
A. M. M eekma, extension 
dairy  husbandm an, said to ­
day in a Ju n e  Dairy M onth 
trib u te  to the nation’s g rea t­
est industry.

It’s a story/ th a t goes back 
to the very beginnings of civ­
ilization, as fa r back as re ­
corded history. T here is evi­
dence tha t the  ancestors of 
m odern m an followed the an ­
cestors of m odern cows from 
pasture to pasture m any thous­
ands of years ago.

In the oldest w ritings know n 
to man, the Vedic hym ns w rit­
ten in S anskrit on tab lets of 
stone, it says th a t the  earliest 
know n form  of K ing was a 
Gopatis or Lord of the Cows. 
Gopatis owned the cows but 
m ilking was a sacred rite. One 
priest stood at the cow’s head. 
A nother held  her tail. The 
th ird  priest was of the  highest 
rank ing  and did the m ilking.

Gopatis re ferred  to the moon 
as the  “m ilk goddess of the 
night.” The stars w ere defined 
as 5-horned cattle. As Gopatis 
w atched t h e  cow -studded 
Heavens ano ther visible proof 
of the holiness of the  cow 
appeared. Across the sky there 
flows a great river of soft 
w hiteness w hich to  this day is 
called the “Milky W ay.”

The great G reek physician 
H ippocrates prescribed m ilk 
as a m edicine 500 years before 
Christ was born.

W ithout the  dairy cow more 
than  half the  colonists who 
first came to A m erica’s shores 
from  England in the years 
1607-1610 did not survive. 
They im ported food b u t their 
supplies of b u tte r  and cheese 
w ere en tire ly  inadequate. The 
The first sh ipm ent of dairy 
cattle arrived at Jam estow n, 
V irginia, in 1611.

From  th a t tim e forw ard, 
says M eekma, the hea lth  and 
w ealth  of Am erica was on 
the upswing. As m an moved 
w estw ard across the con­
tinent, the cow was tied to the 
tailboards o* the covered w a­
gon and h e r brothers, the 
oxen, furn ished  the pu lling 
power.

Milk Is Biggest 
Bargain in Foods

College S tation, Ju n e  — 
N utritionists agree, says A. M. 
Meekma, extension dairy  hus­
bandm an, tha t if you w ere to 
duplicate the  food elem ents in 
a q u art of m ilk  by purchasing 
o ther products, it w ould co3t 
you about 43 cents.

Dr. Charles H. Mayo, la te  
distinguished surgeon a t the 
famous Mayo C linic said, 
“Considering its cost per 
pound, m ilk offers m ore food 
for the m oney th an  any  other 
food m aterial available.”

M eekma points out th a t 
studies of consum er food ex­
penditures show th a t 18 to 
20 percent of th e  fam ily food 
budget is spent for m ilk  and 
m ilk products. However, he 
states, the Am erican fam ily 
calories, 40-45 percen t of th e ir 
protein, 75-84 percen t of th e ir 
calcium, 59-76 percent of their 
riboflavin, 35-39 percent of 
th e ir V itam in A, 18-19 p e r­
cent of th e ir thiam in, and 
5-6 percent of th e ir iron and 
niacin for this money.

In term s of today’s factory 
wages, the “re a l” price of a 
q u art of m ilk is the lowest in 
history, according to  the U. S. 
B ureau of Labor Statistics. 
Back in 1890 it took 26 m inutes 
of factory w ork to pay fo r a 
q u art of m ilk selling at the 
average price of 6.8 cents. To­
day it takes less th an  7 m inutes 
to  earn  the price of a q u art 
of hom e-delivered m ilk fig­
u red  at 25.2 cents per quart.

The older generation thought 
no thing of getting  up a t 5 
o’clock in the m orning — and 
the younger generation doesn’t 
th in k  so m uch of it either.
