Religious and Social Program Marks 
Golden Anniversary of Muenster KCs

A topic that's already get­
ting monotonous, though, ap­
parently, we’re destined to 
hear a lot more of it, is the 
one pertaining to a Catholic’s 
fitness to serve as president of 
the United States.

From the volume of static 
already generated by this sub­
ject we are inclined to wonder 
how much is based on sincere 
conviction, how much on prej­
udice, how much on the ugly 
and subversive motive of 
stirring up religious friction in 
this country.

We have no doubt that ail
three help to account for the 
current hassle. There are peo­
ple who constantly fret over 
the pope’s influence and pres­
tige and the possibility that he 
may some time find willing 
tools to impose some of his 
ideas on us. While mustering 
all their alertness against fast 
deals that might be slipped 
over by Rome, they remain 
blissfuly blind to the tricks of 
Moscow. They are determined 
that no Catholic child shall 
receive tax money toward its 
education, but they think our 
government is out of line 
when it denies public funds 
to young communists who re­
fuse to pledge their loyalty to 
this country.

Incidentally, do you recall
reports a few months ago of 
the several big Eastern col­
leges that arrogantly declined 
federal aid rather than de­
mand an oath of loyalty from 
the students receiving it? One 
of these schools has just com­
pleted a drive for $82.5 mil­
lion, made up in part by fat 
contributions from public men 
who apparently were not in­
fluenced by the -school’s 
twisted attitude on loyality. 
Yes, there are people who 
worry about infliltration of 
the state by the church but 
don’t bother about infiltration 
by communism.

The really tragic side of this 
absurd situation is that they 
base their fear of Catholics 
strictly on their unfounded 
opinion while overlooking solid 
facts which should justify an 
intense fear of communism. 
The records are there, plain 
for anyone to see, without a 
single instance of any of hun- 
reds of Catholic office holders 
who attempted to sell out their 
country. On the other hand 
there are many instances of 
red agents in high position who 
sold out to Moscow.

If the facts of recent history 
are not sufficient, more food 
for thought can be gathered 
from our country’s early days. 
Those who fear Romanism 
might be imposed on them 
ought to check back to the 
origin of religious freedom in 
America, w h e n  Lord Balti­
more, in the predominantly 
Catholic colony of Maryland, 
decreed that each person 
would be permitted to practice 
freely the religion of his 
choice.

Likewise on the basis of ser­
vice, Catholics have earned the 
right to equal and unbiased rec­
ognition. Records of our wars 
show that their representation 
in uniform exceeded their 
representation in the country’s 
population. And they had their 
full share of men who served 
with distinction and died with 
honor. There was no discrim­
ination against allowing them 
to share their nation’s respon­
sibilities.

An outstanding case of such
heroic service was related a 
a few weeks ago as an editor­
ial in U. S. News and World 
Report, a reprint of an article 
appearing in Reader’s Digest 
of August 1944. It is the epic 
story of a young naval of­
ficer’s personal heroism and 
devotion far beyond the call 
of duty during the few days 
after his small boat had been 
destroyed by a Japanese ship. 
The ordeal he endured in his 
efforts to save the small group 
of survivors distinguishes him 
as one of the truly great heroes 
of the war. That man is the 
present Senator John F. 
Kennedy o f Massachusetts, 
whose eligibility for the Presi­
dency is challenged because 
he is a Catholic. Editor David 
Lawrence heads the reprint 
“Ineligible for the Presid­
ency?” and introduces it with 
the question: “Is it possible 
that many Americans consider 
as ineligible for the Presidency 
the young naval lieutenant 
whose heroism is described 
here?”

The answer is self evident. 
Anyone who renders that kind 
of service to his country does 
not deserve to have his loyalty 
questioned. Who of all the 
contestants can claim that he 
is more entitled or more elig­
ible to his cpuntry’s highest 
position?

Plainly it's a violation of

Rural Fire Calls 
Outnumber City's 
28-19 in 2 Years

During the past two years 
the Muenster fire department 
has answered more calls and 
done more work outside the 
city than in the city.

A report submitted to the 
city council by City Superin­
tendent Steve Moster shows 
that 28 rural fire calls have 
been answered as compared 
with 19 city calls.

In 1S59 the truck made ten 
rural runs, nine for grass fires 
and one for a building. Mean­
while it made eleven runs in 
the city, nine for grass fires, 
one for a building and one for 
an oil rig.

During the dry year of 1958 
the firemen had 17 rural callj 
for grass fires and one call 
for a buring car. In the city 
they went to five grass fires 
and thre building fires.

The city’s total revenue for 
rural fire runs during the two 
years was $337.50. In 1959 it 
received $100 from the county 
and $25 from landowners. In
1958 it received $175 from the 
county and $37.50 from land- 
owners.

Total insurance losses re­
ported from fires within the 
city limits were $173.98 in
1959 and $500.40 in 1958.

Lively Election 
Awaits Lindsay 
Voters on Jan. 26

A lively election with a full 
slate of candidates will launch 
Lindsay’s history as a mun­
icipality. At last Friday’s dead­
line for filing in its first elec­
tion of a town council, the 
ballot had two candidates for 
mayor, three for town mar­
shal and eleven for the five 
alderman positions.

The list of candidates is as 
follows. For mayor: Joe Bez­
ner Jr., and Ferd Albers. For 
marshal: Wilford Bengfort,
Raymond Laux and George 
Moster. For aldermen: Nick 
Block, Paul Hellinger, Frank 
Haverkamp Jr., A. I. Kubis, 
Adolph Fuhrmann, Joe Beng­
fort, Anton Laux, Pete Block, 
Joe Sandmann, A1 Bengfort, 
and Jake Bezner.

The election is set for next 
Tuesday. In deciding the date 
people of Lindsay and Coun­
ty Judge Fletcher rushed to 
get it booked in January while 
1958 poll tax receipts were still 
valid. Beginning February 1 
the new poll tax receipts are 
in use, but several days of de­
lay would have been necessary 
for the tax office personnel to 
compile the new list of eligible 
voters. Another reason for the 
rush is that short terms of 
office would have been made 
even shorter. Another elec­
tion has to be held in April 
in accordance with the state’s 
municipal regulations.

Post Office Swaps 
Museum Piece for 
Modern Mail Box

Something new at the post 
office this week is a large, 
blue and red regulation re­
ceiving box for letters and 
small parcels. Standing on the 
sidewalk just north of the 
post office entrance, it replaces 
the small cast iron box that 
used to be mounted on the 
wall to the left of the door.

There’s a story behind the 
change of boxes. Months ago, 
the Post Office Department 
inquired about possible mus­
eum pieces and Arthur Endres 
suggested the old box, which 
apparently has been here for 
fifty years, and may have been 
old before it got here. So 
t h e  department arranged a 
swap, a modern box for the 
relic.

In calling attention to the 
new box Postmaster Endres 
encourages its use. It’s there to 
receive letters any time of 
the day or night, and it’s al­
ways emptied a few minutes 
before dispatching time . . . 
a real convenience to those 
who care to use it.

Death Cheated in 
Tractor Accident

Twenty-five-year-old Jerry  
Hoenig had an experience 
Monday afternoon that few 
have and live to tell about. A 
heavy tractor turned over on 
him and pinned him to the 
ground for at least a half hour 
until help came to free him. 
Through it all he never lost 
consciousness. The soft mud 
is credited with saving his life 
. . .  by allowing him to sink 
in rather than being crushed.

Here’s how it happened: 
Jerry, who is a farmer and 
dairyman, was feeding his 
cattle, about 4 o’clock, using 
a small tractor to haul hay.

The tractor became stuck 
and he hitched a big tractor 
to it to pull it out. In the pro­
cess of pulling the large ma­
chine somersaulted backward 
and fell on him. As it went 
over he cut off the ignition.

What seemed like a long 
time later — but was really 
about a half hour — Ed Sick­
ing passed the Hoenig place, 
noticed the tractor with its 
wheels in the air, and stopped 
at the house to inquire.

After putting in a call for 
a winch truck and to summon 
help, Mr. Sicking and Jerry’s 
young wife ran to the accident 
scene and dug furiously, first 
with a hay fork and then with 
their bare hands in the mud. 
Wilfred Sicking and Gus Lut- 
kenhaus helped in the final 
minutes of dig-out and had 
the victim freed before the 
wrecker arrived. Lutkenhaus 
took Hoenig to a Gainesville 
doctor’s office for examina­
tion. Nothing serious showed 
u d . The only injuries are a 
blistered right arm from 
seeping gasoline and some 
body burns from battery acid.

School Tax Office 
Provides for Rush 
To Beat Deadline

Expecting a late rush for 
payment of school taxes before 
the delinquent penalty be­
comes effective, members ot 
the school board Tuesday night 
decided to have their tax of­
fice open for extra hours next 
week. The deadline is January 
30.

The office will be open 
Thurday and Saturday in ad­
dition to the three regular 
days . . . that is all of next 
week except Tuesday. Hours 
will be 9 to 4.

Taxpayers are urged to 
come as soon as possible and 
avoid a late rush. While there 
they are also urged to render 
their property for taxation 
next year.

Bank Will Accept 
Poll Tax Payment

People of Muenster h a v e  
the opportunity again to se­
cure their poll taxes without 
making a trip to the court 
house.

The procedure, as usual, is 
to fill out an application and 
pay the $1.75 at Muenster 
State Bank. Application and 
money are sent to the tax of­
fice, which fills out the poll 
tax receipt and sends it di­
rectly to the person con­
cerned.

One detail should be re­
membered, says Earl Fisher, 
vice-president. T h e  b a n k  
closes at noon Saturday, so 
the deadline for paying at the 
bank is earlier than at the 
tax office. Furthermore, the 
deadline of January 31 falls 
cn Sunday this year, so the 
actual deadline is Saturday, 
the 30th.

Persons who owe a poll tax 
are those who were between 
the ages of 21 and 60 before 
January 1, 1959. A person
whose 21st birthday fell on 
or after that date is not re­
quired to pay the tax but 
must secure an exemption 
certificate shewing his eligi­
bility to vote.

Since a person becomes 
qualified to vote on his or her 
21st birthday, an exemption 
can be secured in advance to 
become effective on the birth­
day.

Over-age exemptions apply 
to persons who reached their 
60th birthdays before Jan­
uary 1, 1959. If the birthday 
fell on or after that date a 
person is required to pay poll 
tax for the year.

Over-age voters of this com­
munity do not have to secure 
a certificate of exemption . . . 
in accordance with a s t a t e  
law which requires certifi­
cates only in cities of 10,000 
population or higher. In smal­
ler localities it is assumed that 
the person is known by elec­
tion personnel and does not 
have to furnish proof of his 
identity or age.

A record number of poll

Windthorst Loses 
6 Classrooms in 
High School Fire

All the classrooms of Wind- 
thorst’s comparatively new 
high school building were lost 
early Tuesday morning in a 
fire that competely destroyed 
that part of the building. A 
faulty heater is believed to 
have been the cause.

Firemen from near-by towns 
saved a wing that included 
the gymnasium, library a n d  
cafeteria.

Loss in the fire has been 
estimated at $120,000, some of 
it covered by insurance. Cost 
of the complete building when 
constructed in 1954 w a s  
$150,000, and many additions 
have been made since then.

Students got only one holi­
day as a result of t h e  fire, 
however. Classes were re­
sumed Wednesday in the gym­
nasium and lunchroom a n d  
the a d j o i n i n g  elementary 
building.

Firemen came from Jacks- 
boro, Olney, Henrietta, Archer 
City and Sheppard AFB to 
fight the blaze.

as general chairman.

Church door collections are 
scheduled for Sunday follow­
ing all masses in Sacred Heart 
Church, a sock hop for teens 
is set for the following Sun­
day, Jan. 31, a porch light 
drive will be conducted by 
Muenster High FHA Chapter 
members next Tuesday, Jan­
uary 26, and envelopes have 
been delivered to both schools 
for all the students.

With the coin envelopes are 
cards with five questions for 
parents to answer, if they will. 
They ask if anyone in the 
house has arthritis, or a physi­
cal defect, has anyone had 
polio, how many are in the 
family, and how many have 
had three or more polio shots. 
This information helps the Na­
tional Foundation establish a 
program for dealing with 
these problems in each com­
munity.

Those who wish can pay by 
mail or arrange to have the 
secretary draw on their bank 
accounts.

A group that was exception­
al both in community repre­
sentation and class participa­
tion reported last week for 
the four day course in “Dy­
namics of Selling” conducted 
by Francis Flynn of the Uni­
versity of Texas Extension 
Service.

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ANTI-TRUST LAWS 
FOR UNIONS

The following editorial is 
reprinted from The American 
Press:

“During the next few 
months there will undoubtedly 
be a flood of suggestions for 
dealing with management- 
labor relations. The tremend­
ous losses to workers, manu­
facturers, government and the 
public resulting from the 
steel strike cannot help but 
lead to fervent demands for 
legislation to prevent repeti­
tion.

“In the editorials of the 
newspapers of the -country, we 
have read many proposals for 
dealing with the situation. But
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we have read none that make 
more sense than the seemingly 
simple answer of making anti­
trust laws applicable to labor 
as well as to management.

“The anti-trust laws were 
enacted in the first place to 
prevent industry from gang­
ing up on labor and the public 
and taking unfair advantage of 
the power which could be 
wielded by building monop­
olies.

“Now the shoe seems to be 
on the other foot. Business and 
the public now need similar 
protection against labor. For 
it seems just as dangerous for 
labor to form tremendous, in­
dustry-wide unions, which are 
in a position to break the back 
of industry and inflict hard­
ship on the public, as it would 
be to permit industries to form 
monopolies.

IMMUNITY A ONE-WAY 
STREET

Not only is it becoming less 
and less fashionable to be a 
patriotic American — it is 
becoming downright danger­
ous. It seems that America is 
carrying the State Depart­
ment’s “turn the other cheek” 
policy to the point of national 
cowardice. Just check the 
news reports.

In Washington, a pipsqueak 
from Iran, the son of the di­
rector of exchange students at 
the embassy, slaps an Amer­
ican girl, then hides behind 
diplomatic immunity. In New 
York, the son of the Irish 
Ambassador kills an American 
woman in an auto accident, 
and is protected by diplomatic 
immunity. A United Nations 
functionary f r o m  overseas 
crashes his car and kills an 
American woman pedestrian 
in New York, and again diplo­
matic immunity is the refuge.

Apparently the immunity is 
a one-way street, for when an 
American Marine is savagely 
beaten in India by Communist 
Chinese, the lace hanky lads 
in the State Department are 
aflutter, writing a “strong 
note.” Other Red Chinese at­
tempt to steal American docu­
ments, and again nothing is 
done. Red Russians slaughter 
American airmen on official 
flights over Europe, and our 
“leaders” chit-chat with the 
Soviets about it — over cock­
tails of course.

Where is “diplomatic im­
munity” for American boys 
sent against their will to pro­
tect apathetic nations unwill­
ing to protect themselves? 
When they step ashore in a 
NATO country, they are strip­
ped of their Constitutional 
rights as Americans, and are 
subject to the same Old World 
laws their forebears fought to 
escape.

A GI in France served years 
in solitary confinement for 
stealing a French taxicab. A 
Yank in Japan was tried for 
his life for the accidental kill­
ing of a Japanese woman — 
he was on official duty, and 
she was on ground barred to 
civilians. Throughout th e  
world, the picture is the same. 
America insulted in Cuba, 
trouble in Panama (acceler­
ated by the “Goodwill” trip 
statements attributed to Mil- 
ton Eisenhower), the stoning 
of Nixon in South America 
Isn’t it time Uncle Sam de­
cided he’s had enough? Or is 
he officially afraid? Ameri­
cans have the right to know.

Economic igorance can be 

about as dangerous a weapon 
as an atom bomb. It leads to 
beliefs, attitudes and demands 
that could ultimately eat 
away the foundations on 
which this kind of country and 
this kind of government rest.

OUR CHILDREN'S EDUCATION
By JunM P. Mitchell, Secretary of Labor

There la turmoil in our educational 
ayatem. There la equal turmoil 
among ita critics and defenders. I 
am not a professional educator, but 
I have a great profeaaional interest 
in the proper use of human re­
sources. And I have some serious 
misgivings about a school ayatem 
that overlooks the three major re­
quirements for full education — dis­
cipline, excellence, and faith.

APPARENTLY 
our schools are 
t r y i n g  not to 
frighten anyone.
They don’t want 
to frighten the 
parents by dis­
ciplining the chil­
dren. The.’ don’t 
want to frighten 
the children by 
proposing long Mitchell 
hours of arduous work. They don’t 
want to frighten the school boards 
by suggesting a weedinj out of use­
less courses. As a result they fail 
.3 come to grips with the basics 
of education.

You cannot educate without some­
how linking the student, binding 
him to his own social and spiritual 
and intellectual inheritance — to his 
cultrre. And in order to make 
-hat essential connection, the mind 
of the student has to be made 
capable of understanding.

IN MY DAY we did not have 
million-dollar educational plants 
with super gymnasiums and fluor- 
scent blackboards and rule by the

will of a child. All we had were 
comparatively dingy little rooms 
ruled by good teachers who knew 
what their purpose was.

One educates, if one is going to 
educate at all, the entire person-* 
with full acknowledgement of man’s 
spiritual soul.

Education is not entertainment; 
it is difficult work with grest re­
wards. Any education, for example, 
that fails to provide a student with 
some basis for belief, some respect 
for authority, and some reverence 
for his own tradition is a failure.

IF OUR CHILDREN are agnostic, 
disrespectful and irreverent it is be­
cause we have failed to teach them 
otherwise. They might turn out 
to be first-rate technicians and 
high-class engineers and marvelous 
businessmen who make breathtaking 
fortunes — but they will still be 
agnostic, disrepectful, and irrever­
ent — incomplete men and women 
— poor citizens.

To teach a man or woman thj 
values that should govern his lifa 
is more important than teaching 
them the prices of things. It has 
been said that a cynic knows the 
price of everything and the value 
of nothing. And in the same way 
far too many of our students in this 
country know the facts a bo ut  
everything and the meani ng of 
nothing.

THESE THREE things — excell.
ence, discipline and faith — are the 
very business of education.

or rented and whether it has 
running water, plumbing and 
cooking facilities.

In addition, census takers 
will leave at every household 
a somewhat longer form ask­
ing more detailed questions 
about the dwelling and its 
residents.

Householders will be asked 
to fill it themselves and mail 
it proptly to the local census 
office. In past head counts, it 
took census takers about 20 
minutes to get answers to this 
second set of questions. This 
time they will only have to 
copy down the answers after 
the forms are received by mail.

The advance form to be sent 
to all households carries a 
message from Census Director 
Robert W. Burgess which 
notes:

“The information that you 
are required to furnish is held 
confidential by law.Your cen­
sus report can not be used

for purposes of taxation, in­
vestigation or regulation.”

Burgess also said the 1960 
census will be the basis for 
reapportioning the 437 seats 
in the House of Representa­
tives, which are assigned on 
the basis of population.

Final total population fig­
ures for each state must be 
sent to the President by Dec. 
1, 1960. Prelimiinary totals for 
counties and places with 10,000 
or more inhabitants will be 
announced by district offices 
much sooner, some by late 
April.

Field reports will be sent 
to an operations office at Jeff­
ersonville, Ind., where they 
will be microfilmed before be­
ing forwarded to Washington 
for compilation by electronic 
computers.

55 Million Homes 
Due to Receive 
60 Census Forms

WASHINGTON.—A couple 
of do-it-yourself gimmicks to 
be used in this year’s census 
will save the government con­
siderable time.

The Census Bureau made 
public one of two do-it-your­
self forms — a four-page item 
that will be mailed to the na­
tion’s 55,000,000 households 
late in March.

Householders will be asked 
to fill out this form before cen­
sus takers make personal visits 
starting April 1. The census 
takers, officially called the en­
umerators, then will merely 
copy down the information in­
stead of asking questions that 
might be difficult to answer on 
the spur of the moment.

The bureau tested this ad­
vance form last February in 
two North Carolina counties. 
It said use of the form cut the 
average visit of the census 
taker to seven minutes from 
about 15 minutes and produced 
more accurate information.

Basic questions on the ad­
vance form include: Names of 
all residents of the household, 
address, sex, color or race, date 
of birth, marital status num­
ber of rooms in the household,

If you plan to attend your 
Democratic precinct conven­
tion on May 7, you’d better 
vote in the first primary earlier 
that day and have your poll 
tax receipt stamped to show 
that you voted in the Demo­
cratic primary.

Othervise, you’ll be left out 
with no-say-so at the grass 
roots level of politics.

A new law in the state elec­
tion code limits admission to 
precinct conventions to those 
who have a poll tax receipt 
stamped to show that they 
voted in the primary of the 
party whose convention they 
are attending.

This is just one of the 
changes noted in the ttate 
election law which steps up 
the filing deadline for the 
primary more than three 
months and advances the prim­
ary and runoff election dates.

Under the new state elec­
tion law, the deadline for fil­
ing is Monday, February 1. 
The first primary and precinct 
conventions will be held on 
Saturday, May 7, and the run­
off on Saturday, June 4.

That’s the main reason that 
some candidates are getting 
out and hustling months early 
this year.

The county convention will 
be held on May 14. The state 
presidential convention, a t 
which delegates to the nation 
convention are chosen, is 
slated for June 14, and the 
state governor’s convention 
will be September 14.

Delegates elected at the 
county convention on May 14 
will be delegates to both the 
presidential and the governor’s 
conventions. Formerly t h e  
delgates were selected at two 
separate precinct meetings.

The delegation strength will 
be based next year as usual 
on the vote for governor in 
1958 But in 1962, the delega­
tion’s size will be based on 
the votes for governor in the 
preceding presidential year.

Absentee voting has been 
tightened up. From now on, 
only sick and disabled voters 
will be able to receive absen­
tee ballots by mail within the 
county where they live. This 
is believed to eliminate “solici­
tation” of absentee ballots.

Voters absent from the 
county can still vote by mail, 
but they must make applica­
tion from outside the county 
of their residence

Peter Prescher's 
Herd Is On Top in 
DHIA Production

Petek- Prescher’s cows took 
top honors in both milk and 
butterfat production in the 
Cooke County Dairy Herd Im­
provement Association f o r  
December, according to the 
technicians’ report for the 
month.

Prescher's herd led with an 
average of 1190 pounds of milk 
and 47 pounds of butterfat. H. 
H. Moody’s cows were second 
in both categories with 1144 
and 45 pounds, and third place 
was split between Ben Davis’ 
herd which accounted for 1109 
pounds of milk and Carl Kem- 
plin’s with 41 pounds of but­
terfat.

Other high herds included 
those belonging to Felderhoff 
and Sicking, Tommy Knabe, 
Paul Fisher, Charlie Fisher, 
Paul Fetsch, Paul and Mrs. 
Ben Sicking, and Jerry Hoe- 
nig.

During the month 19 herds 
were tested. The average 
pounds of milk per cow was 
871 and the average butterfat 
per cow was 42 pounds. There 
were 723 cows in the associa­
tion with 603 in milk and 120 
dry.

In state averages among 26 
associations, Cooke County 
was tied for third spot in but­
terfat production for Novem­
ber — the last month‘ avail­
able — with Wise County, at 
33 pounds and was fourth in 
milk production with 839 
pounds. Wichita Valley led in 
both categories with 35 and 
964 pounds. All-over averages 
for Texas during November 
were 28 and 701 pounds.
