People who have been hop-
ing to see the poll tax abol-
ished apparently have things
going their way. The U. S.
Senate has put its okay on a
proposed amendment to void
the tax. Next the proposal goes
to the House, which has passed
similar measures five times in
the past, so it’s practically cer-
tain te get another okay there.

If passed by the House the
measure has to be ratified
within seven years by the leg-
islatures of three fourths of
the states. And there again it
seems that the odds are in
favor of ratification . . . es-
pecially since only five of the
states have a poll tax law.
Those five, in case you did
not know, are Texas, Arkan-
sas, Alabama, Mississippi and
Virginia.

Of course, there's always a
slim chance that some of the
state legislatures will look at
this issue from the viewpoint
of traditional Americanism and
decline to impose their opin-
ions on the five remaining poll
tax states. If they have any
regard for the principle of
states rights they will vote to
leave each state determine its
own election laws, as they
themselves were permitted to
do.

As stated, however, that
chance is slim. The tendency
nowadays, especially among
the meddling civil rights do-
gooders, is to lay down rules
for others to live by rather
than abide by the time hon-
ored standard of allowing
others to "live by their own
rules.

Regardless of the merits be-
hind this poll tax abolition
scheme, it’s_basially wrong be-
cause it violates a basic Amer-
ican right of states to run
their own affairs.

While aware that lots of
Texans are hoping to see the
poll tax abolished, this column
still belives that it should be
kept. In fact, it believes the
poll tax idea is wise enough
and fair enough that it .should
be more generally adopted
rather than wiped out. How-
ever, it ought to be identified
by its real name, a personal
tax, representing a personal
assessment to make each citi-
zen aware of sharing in the
expense of his state govern-
ment. Everyone has a personal
obligation to the state for ser-
vices received and everyone
should be conscious of his
definite part in supporting the
state.

There is no other method of
requiring each undividual to
do his part. And when poll tax
is abolished there are thous-
ands who get by without pay-
ing any tax, except unseen
excise taxes. The net result
is that, to make up for lost
revenue, the state has to get
more tax from other sources.
People who pay the other
taxes have to take on the
burden of those who get a free
ride.

What happens then, that is
for the privileged class, is re-
presentation without taxation,
which is no less unfair than
taxation without representa-
tion.

In answer to the Jeremiahs
who lament about placing a
price on a person’s vote, it
might be asked whether any
person is entitled to exercise
his right as a citizen if he
shirks his duty as a citizen.

Another sample of the So-
viet way of doing business was
that deal in which Russia’s
Menshikov and America’s Boh-
len were working the other
day. They were discussing a
$800 million payment to square
off a $2.6 billion portion of the
$11 billion of Lend Lease
goods furnished by us dur-
ing World War II. After two
weeks of haggling Bohlen had
a belly full and broke off the
meeting when Menshikov de-
manded a trade agreement and
long term credits as a part
of the deal.

Another exasperating sam-
ple: In Geneva the Russians
rejected as “nonsense” a new
Western plan on nuclear tests
before it had ever been pre-
sented.

Weanwhile, as far as we
know, our leaders are still go-
ing ahead with plans for a
summit meeting in Paris in
a few months. Will someone
please explain why we should
spend any time on any kind
of dealings with the Soviets?

As if adding insult to injury
the Soviet Butcher Mikoyan
has been having a big time
with the Castros of Cuba con-
solidating communist gains and
fanning the “hate America”
campaign. It's a part of the
coexistence program which will
be hypocritically proposed all
over again at the summit meet-

Residents of Cooke county
were reminded today that the
1960 Deadline for having their
motor vehicles inspected is
midnight April 15th.

Captain Marvin Blount, Mo-
tor Vehicle Inspection Service
of the Texas Department of
Public Safety, stated today
there are 14,100 motor vehicles
registered in Cooke county,
of these 28 percent have been
inspected.

Drivers are urged to
have their vehicles inspected
early to avoid a last minute
rush. This time of year is
noted for adverse weather
conditions, which may be
predominate during the next
two and a half months. As a
result the number of inspec-
tion days may be reduced,
since most stations cannot in-
spect in wet weather.

“Passenger cars are in-
spected for brakes, lights, re-
flectors, horn and windshield
wipers, while commercial
vehicles are inspected for the
above plus additional items
required by law,” said Blount.

Over 8000 Are
Qualified to Vote
In County m 1960

The official voting strength
of Cooke County this year will
be just under 8000, but the
actual voting strength will be
several hundred higher.

Figures released by the
county tax office this week
show a total of 5990 receipts
for poll tax and 1996 certifi-
cates of exemption issued for
the year 1959 . . . a total of
7986 who are officially listed
as qualified to vote during this
year.

Also eligible to vote are
several hundred over-age per-
sons living outside the city of
Gainesville. Because they live
in towns of less than 10,000
population they are not re-
quired to get exemption cer-
tificates as proof of their vot-
ing eligibility.

These figures put the coun-
ty slightly aread of its voting
strength for 1956, the last pres-
idential election year. The 1955
record of poll taxes and ex-
emptions, which listed those
qualified to vote the following
year, showed 5996 poll taxes
and 1798 exemptions, a total
of 7794.

Listed as qualified to vote
last year, a political off-year,
were only 5916 persons, 4289
of them with poll taxes and
1627 with exemptions.

1958, a year for local and
state elections, had a larger
list, but still far short of that
for 1956. It showed 5123 poll
taxes and 1922 exemptions, a
total of 7045.

In 1957 there were 5920
listed qualified voters, 4353
poll taxes and 1567 exemp-

County Assumes
Maintenance of

Elm Creek Dams

Responsibility for maintain-
ing detention reservoirs on the
Elm Creek watershed in Ccoke
County has been taken over
by the Commissioners Court.

In its’ meeting Monday the
court responded to a request
made several weeks ago by
directors of the Em Creek Wal-
tershed Assiciation and agreed
to take over the maintenance
in connection with its regular -
road and bridge maintenance
program. The cost of this new
program was not estimated, °
however it was assumed that
the county will pay out con-
siderably less than it is saving
since roads, -culverts and
bridges‘ are protected by the
reservoirs.

The county’s agreement to
take over reservoir mainten-
ance will permit construction
of ten more reservoirs needed
to complete the flood control
program on the Elm Creek
watershed.

Originally Soil Conservation
Service built the reservoirs
without assurance that they
would be cared for later. Re-
cently that policy was changed
and SCS demanded that main-
tenance must be provided be-
fore a dam is built. On the
local flood control program
it specified that maintenance
must be provided feor all dams
on the watershed before the
program can be completed.

“Constant pressures for in-
creased and expanded bene-
fits have resulted in the orig-
inal law being liberalized six
times in the past 20 years. . . .
Increased tax rates cre now
scheduled every three years
instead of five. During the
next decade the tax rate will
almost double.

“These increased costs are
becoming a serious financial
burden upon American -citi-
zens. We therefore recommend
that the social security pro-
gram be stabilized. We are
opposed to legislation which
would increase social security
taxes or benefits.”

The social security concept,
obviously, could be broadened
and broadened until it cover-
ed every conceivable human
contingency from cradle to
grave. Then, of course, we'd
all be working for the govern-
ment, at least in effect — the
cost would reach unimaginable
proportions. If we want to
avoid that dreary and deadly
prospect, stabilization is the
answer.

FIT FOR A KING

Anyone who thinks Con-
gress will be careful with his
tax dollar without prodding
from the homefolks needs onl
to look at Capitol Hill to be
disillusioned.

The House of Representa-
tives is going ahead with a
new $84 million office build-
ing which will house only part
of its members. This figure
has been worked out at $192,-
000 a room, and each Repre-
sentative will have three
rooms.

And so each Representative’s
quarters will cost about as

much as three dozen new
homes that his constituents
might build to house their

families — if they could afford
it.

Of course, it’s unfair to com-
pare office building costs with
home building costs, so look at
it another way. For little more
than half what Congressmen
are spending on their quarters
($46 million) Union Carbide is
putting up a block square 52-
story office building on New
York’s plush Park Avenue.
But, we suppose such austere
quarters wouldn’t be good
enough for our lawmakers.

It seems they must function
amid splendor in the capital,
even though the old front
porch may be good enough of-
fice quarters back home.

When Congress is so in-
different fo prodigal spending
which it can view from the
windows of the capitol, is it
any wonder that federal
money wanted in far-off Ore-
gon or Laos fails to excite our
lawmakers.

It looks like the voters are
the ones who will have to get
excited.

hurt. To protect you, they let
the vandals finish. Only after
the vandals go are you free
to go in.

Outrageous? Of course, but
how does it differ in principle
from the thing that happened
at the Wilson Company strike
in Albert Lea, Minnesota?
There, in order to prevent
picket-line violence, the Gov-
ernor sent state troopers to
help the pickets keep other
employees out. Nobody is free
to work until the pickets quit.

An ironic twist is noted in
the fact that the Governor’s
name is Freeman, and the
town is in Freeborn County.
It somehow reminds of the
startling remark by Senator
Wayne Morse when the steel-
workers were ordered back to
work: “Stripped of legalism,
it means that supposedly free
workers have been sentenced
for 80 days to a form of econ-
mic peonage!”

And so freedom has come
to mean “by permission of the
unions!”

Strange things are happen-
ing to the once-proud name of
freedom, but the strangest is
the freedom to use it for any-
thing you please — like the
cry 25 years ago of the Hitler
youth: “At last we are free of

LINCOLN SPEAKS NOW

By Carl Sandburg, poet and biographer of Abraham Lincoln

COULD LINCOLN tell us any-
thing now in these troubled days?
Perhaps 1 could deal with that
question that I've been asked across
the years, finding myself as time
went on a little more able to answer
it.

In December of 1862 he sent a
message to Congress in which he
proposed tha* Congress should en-
act reasures for
buyinz the slaves
in the border slave
states, and giving @
them freedom.

IN THAT MES-
SAGE to Con-
gress, which re- §
fused to enact his
plan, he had the
little sentence:
“In times like

Sandburg
the present men should utter noth-
ing for which they would not will-
ingly be responsible through time
and in efernity.”

Further on in that message he
wrote: “The stormy present...is
piled high with difficulty, and we
must rise with the occasion. As
our case is new, so we must think
anew and act anew, We must dis-
enthrall ourselves.”

LINCOLN was asking that Con-
gress and the nation should break
themselves loose from all the un-
holy bonds that tied them down.
He himself did this not only by op-
posing the slavery of human be-
ings, but also by desiring to live
always as a willing instrument in
the hands of God.

A minister in a delegation meet-
ing Lincoln said he hoped “the
Lord is on our side.”

Lincoln: “I don’t agree with you.”

There was amazement. Lincoln
continued: “We know that the Lord
is always on the side of right. But
it is my constant anxiety and prayer
that I and this nation should be on
the Lord’s side.”

THAT HE WAS a man of deep
religious belief was conveyed to
large numbers of people by un-
mistakable expressions in his
speeches and messages.

One man formulated a creed from
Lincoln’s own words. Here are
some of Lincoln's convictions:

“l BELIEVE the people of the
United States, in the forms ap-
proved by their own consciences,
should render the homage due to
the Divine Majesty, for the won-
derful things He has done in the
nation’s behalif.

“I believe in His eternal truth
and justice.

“I believe the will of God pre-
vails. Without Him all human re-
liance is vain, Without the assist-
ance of that Divine Being I cannot
succeed; with that assistance I can-
not fail.

“I BELIEVE I am a humble in-
strument in the hands of our Heav-
enly Father., I desire that all my
works and acts be according to His
will; and that it may be so, I give
thanks to the Almighty and seek
His aid.”

DISTRICT NEWS

Some conservation farmers
tend to slack off when their
waterways are established and
terraces have been completed
on their cropland fields. Sure-
ly these are the foundations
of the conservation plan for
a farm, but the true conser-
vationist must, and does, go
beyond the step of laying the
foundation. He must start
thinking about the cropping
system that will pay the big-
gest dividends and at the same
time protect and improve the
soil.

When this kind of thinking
begins, sweet clover inevitably

comes into the picture. The
reason? Sweet clover has prov-

en itself to be one of the best
soil building legumes adapted
to this area, Sweet clover is
adapted to so0il containing
lime.” This we have in our
Grand Prairie soils.

Clover has a strong tap root
that will penetrate plow pang
and permit more water and
air to enter the ground. Sweet
clover will add from 20 to 100
pounds of nitrogen per acre,
valued at from ten to 15 dol-
lars an acre when seeqd is in-
noculated and plants are
managed correctly. After the
clover roots decay this nitro-
gen can be used by crops such
as maize, corn and small
grains. Land that has been in
clover is easier to plow be-
cause clover leaves the earth
in honey-comb condition.

It is estimated that to do
this conservation job right
there is an annual need for ten
to 15 thousand acres of sweet
clover in the Muenster-Saint
Jo area.

Are you doing your part?
ask soil conservation techni-
cians. Why not overseed that
oats field with sweet clover
this spring? Especially the
field that has only about half
a stand following the freezipg
weather recently.

Back to the foundation of
that conservation plan.

Today there are more than
80 million passenger cars
traveling on the world’s roads,
according to World Book En-
cyclopedia.

a bombshell' from Secretary of
State Herter, in the form of a
suggestion that we drop the
Connally amendment of the
Senate’s 1946 approval of U. S.
participation in the World
Court. As set up, the Court
does not claim jurisdiction
over any country’s “domestic
affairs”, but the Court decides
what is domestic. When Amer-
ica’s participation was con-
sidered Texas’ own Tom CTon-
nally authored a reservation,
which received 51-12 approval,
that in our case our govern-
ment and not the Court would
decide whether an issue is
“domestic.”

Most other nations leave that
decision to the court, and now
some of our one-worlders, in
their panicky efforts to coop-
erate with other countries, are
trying to let the World
Court decide which of our is-
sues it can take charge of.

In a way it seems they are
trving to correct an arbitrary
attitude of this government,
but they’re overlooking a most
important point. It makes no
difference that the Soviet
group of countries lets the
Court decide, because none of
them live up to decisions that

displease them. They can de-
fy the court and get by with
it because there is no enforc-
ing power. Nations are bound
by honor to abide, but that
means nothing to a nation that
has no honor.

United States, on the other
hand, has a record of living
up to the court’s decisions, and
it feels bound by honor to
live up to future decisions.
And let’s remember also that
those decisions could be
handed down by judge‘s who
ave appointees of the Soviet
countries. Many of the 15
judges are picked by Moscow.

Under such conditions, im-
agine what could happen. Sup-
pose that, under red influence,
Panama were to demand that
we leave the Canal Zone, or
Cuba were to demand that our
navy leave its base there. And
suppose red stooges of the
Court should decide that these
issues are international rather
than domestic, then proceed
to hand down a typical red
verdict, which is determined
by communist politics rather
than justicee We'd be faced
with the dilemma of surrend-
ering our soverignty or defy-
ing the Court, either of which
violates our principle. Such

possibilities and many others
make it clear that we would
play into the communist hand
if we discarded the wise pro-
vision made by Connally.

The more we see of com-
munist dealing and commun-
ist schemes to undermine our
sovereignty the more we are
convinced that we should have
less to do with them and their
one-world shenanigans. As
Tom Anderson of Farm and
Ranch recommends, “Let’s get
U. S. out of the U. N., and U.
N out of the U. S.”
