For a while it appeared th a t
American voters th is  year 
would have a real problem  
deciding betw een th e  tw o 
p r e s i d e n t i a l  candidates. 
Prom ptly a f t e r  D em ocrats 
came out w ith a ticket and a 
platform that rivaled  their 
strongest ever in liberalism , 
the N ixon-Rockefeller huddle 
started p e o p l e  w ondering 
whether Republicans w ould be 
offering more of the same.

But the tren d  of th e  GOP 
convention started  po in ting  up 
b a s i c  differences. W h e n  
staunch conservatives such as 
Herbert Hoover, B arry  Gold- 
w ater and W alter Ju d d  ap ­
peared in policy shaping 
speeches it becam e apparen t 
t h a t  Rockefeller liberalism  
would not be a dom inant fea­
ture of the party . A nd on the 
final night acceptance speeches 
by Nixon and Lodge again 
leaned to the conservative side.

As regards the  Dem ocratic 
ticket, liberalism  adopted by 
the convention has been in ­
tensified since then. K ennedy’s 
position, if ever in doubt, is 
becoming more app aren t as a 
result of his m eetings w ith  
Reuther, Meany, M cDonald 
apd Stephenson. S till ano ther 
indication is the  announced 
Democratic strategy  of cram ­
ming an abundance of liberal 
legislation through  Congress 
during the final weeks.

From  now until N ovem ber 
the Am erican people w ill hear 
plenty about each p a r ty ’s p ro ­
gram. I t w ill be up to  them  to 
decide w hich they  like best. 
W ill they  go for continued  
w elfare expansion as em ­
phasized by the  Dem ocrats, or 
will they p refer the com bina­
tion of conservatism  and firm  
foreign relations as stressed 
by the Republicans?

At last the drys of Cooke 
County seem to have a fairly  
even fight on th e ir hands. 
Their cause in the local option 
election now shaping up at 
Gainesville doesn’t appear near 
as hopeless as it w as at M uen­
ster and L indsay. This con­
test is conceded to be a close 
one w hereas the  o ther tw o 
were cinches to go w et by sub­
stan tial m ajorities.

And early  ac tiv ity  by the 
drys indicates a m ighty de­
term ination to stop the elec­
tion  before it is even started . 
The first step is to  in tim idate 
possible signers of the local 
option petition  in the hope 
tha t it w ill not get a sufficient 
num ber of endorsem ents to 
w arran t ordering th e  election.

A clear indication of tha t 
in ten t was revealed  M onday 
by the G ainesville R egister in 
its explanation for refusing to 
publish an ad subm itted  by 
the dry  forces. E xecutive p e r­
sonnel of the paper said the 
ad not only sought to  identify 
persons signing th e  petition 
b u t also included th in ly  veiled 
th rea ts  of boycott. I t was def­
initely  libelous, said the Regis­
ter spokesm en, and  they  would 
have nothing to do w ith  it. 
And no w onder. The paper 
could have been held  legally 
responsible.

All of w hich goes to show 
how tw isted  some people’s 
th ink ing  can be. F ired  up w ith 
belief in the rightness of th e ir 
cause they  don’t seem  to no­
tice the w rongness of th e ir 
methods. I t’s a m odern v e r­
sion of w itch burn ing , a re ­
tu rn  to the long discredited 
principle tha t the end justifies 
th e  means.

Ii is unfortunate  tha t d ry  
leaders resort to sound and 
fu ry  and coercion instead of 
sim ply presenting their case 
on its merits. Surely  they  
should realize th a t theirs is 
not the  fair way, nor the 
A m erican way.

O r is it because they are 
aw hre of th e  w eakness of 
real m erit in th e ir argum ent? 
T hey  know tha t prohibition 
has been proved a failure, th a t 
i t  has not kept drunkards from 
getting their drinks. The old 
plea of preventing  d ru n k en ­
ness never did and never will 
stand  up.

As regards the old conten­
tio n  th a t it is w rong to drink, 
it can be said tha t m illions of 
o ther people are equally sin 
cere in their belief tha t it is 
not wrong. Since there is no 
agreem ent of conscience on 
th is point it follows th a t peo­
ple who advocate prohibition 
are seeking to impose their 
opinions and convictions on 
the  others.

In this regard it can also 
be said tha t sensible d rinkers 
vastly  outnum ber those who 
m ake fools of them selves. De 
p riv ing  them  because of the 
few  is about as reasonable as 
tak ing  away all driving li 
censes because of the relative 
ly  sm all num ber of reckless 
drivers.

In o ther words, tak ing  a 
d rin k  is a person’s right. L ike 
tevery righ t it has correspond-

Blessed Events

Fifteen Blocks of 
City Pavement 
Get New Surface

Fifteen blocks of city pave 
m ent are receiving a new su r­
facing job this week. The p ro ­
ject w ill consist of a 1-coat 
surface course of asphalt and 
crushed rock at a w idth  of 
18 feet on 14 blocks and a 
full curb  to curb w id th  on 
the rem ain ing  block.

The w ork schedule, as ou t­
lined W ednesday by the con­
tractor, H. M. Scott & Son of 
Denison, consists of the ap­
plication of asphalt a n d  
crushed rock on Thursday, and 
brushing and rolling for the 
nex t tw o days.

Estim ated cost of the en­
tire  job is about $2,000, accord­
ing to  C ity M anager Steve 
Moster. This is figured at the 
ra te  of 20 cents a square yard 
on about 10,000 square yards 
of surface. This estim ate also 
includes additional w ork at 
the four corners of each in ­
tersection to  provide good su r­
face for tu rn in g  corners . . . 
as well as to protect pavem ent 
edges a t the corners.

M oster also disclosed th a t 
the city has abandoned origin­
al plans to rebuild  pavem ent 
edges before the  new surface 
is applied. Instead the new 
pavem ent coat extends the 
full 18 feet and w here sides 
are broken the new coat will 
protect against fu rth e r de­
terioration.

S treets favored are as fol­
lows. North Oak, 1 block of 
curb to  curb  w idth from 8th 
to 9th. All the o ther streets 
are 18 feet wide. Fourth  S treet, 
4 blocks from Maple to Oak; 
Oak S treet, 6 block from 
highw ay to 6th; F ifth  S treet, 1 
block from Main to  Elm; 
Third S treet, 1 block from 
Main to Oak; F irst S treet, 1% 
block west from  Oak; Second 
S treet, Vi block east from Oak.

NTPA Reports 
5 Per Cent Rise 
In Milk Volume

An increase of about 5 per 
cent in volum e set a new  all 
tim e high record in m ilk pro­
duction for the North Texas 
Producers Association l a s t  
year.

That inform ation was re ­
ported by M anager J. O. 
Woodman in the organiza­
tion’s annual general m eet 
ing held in A rlington last 
week W ednesday.

He said th a t NTPA m ar­
keted 914,218,941 pounds of 
milk for a total of $44,347,137, 
m aking the past year the big­
gest ever in the cooperative’s 
history.

Class 1 sales on the North 
Texas m arket also topped all 
previous figures. The to tal was 
702,214,671 pounds, an in ­
crease of about 15,000,000 
pounds and 2Ms per cent.

Average price paid for 
class 1 m ilk during  the year 
was $5.51 per 100 pounds, a l­
most the identical average for 
the previous year.

Directors of the association 
voted by acclam ation to hire 
Woodman on a two year con­
tract as general m anager of 
NTPA. Since he was previous­
ly em ployed on a year to 
year basis, the 2 year contract 
was regarded as a special vote 
of confidence in the m an who 
helped found the association 
and guided it through 11 
years of steady growth.

O ther officers nam ed by the 
directors w ere W. T. Crouch 
of A rlington, president; Leroy 
Hay of G ainesville first vice 
president, Jack  Cornelius of 
Antlers, Okla., second vice 
president; J. O. Woodman 
secretary-treasurer.

About 40 M uenster mem 
bers helped to account for the 
county’s attendance of about 
140 m em bers at the meeting.

City, County Sign 
!ontract on Rural 
ire Protection
R ural fire  protection is again 

being offered by m em bers of 
the M uenstqr fire  departm ent.

M ayor H erbert M eurer dis­
closed W ednesday th a t he had 
just received his copy of a con­
trac t betw een the city and 
county  com m issioners p ro v id ­
ing th a t th e  local fire  d ep a rt­
m ent fu rn ish  a tan k  truck  and  
personnel to answ er ru ra l fire  
calls in this area for one year 
beginning on A ugust 15.

T hat date is specified as the  
next m eeting of the commis­
sioners court, a t which tim e 
paym ent of $1,000 for the  
year’s service w ill be m ade to  
M uenster. However, as fa r as 
M uenster is concerned, th e  
agreem ent is effective now, 
M eurer said.

The contract also solves an ­
o ther im portan t problem  for 
M uenster. It provides im m un­
ity  from  liab ility  to  the  city, 
and m em bers of the city coun­
cil and  fire departm ent in case 
of an accident w hile on a 
country  fire  run. As of now 
such accidents are  in line of 
official duty . Before, firem en 
w ere on th e ir own w hen ou t­
side the city  limits.

In its contract w ith  the  
county the  city agrees to pro­
vide a tan k  tru ck  and fire 
fighting personnel for ru ra l 
fires. As a s ta rte r it has re ­
paired its old un it, how ever it 
hopes to continue renew ing 
the contract year afte r year 
and use the annual paym ents 
to get and  m ain tain  a m ore 
efficient ru ra l fire  fighting 
unit. Several years of such 
paym ents w ould be needed to 
pay for th a t kind of unit, bu t 
the city could arrange to fin ­
ance it a fte r only a few pay­
m ents.

There is a chilling report in 
Motor m agazine on w hat h ap ­
pens in the first second when 
an auto speeding at 55 m.p.h. 
crashes into a tree. R esearch­
ers, particu larly  those at the 
U niversity of California and 
Cornell, have been studying  
various types of auto collisions 
and the au to -tree varie ty  has 
produced findings that argue 
strongly for avoiding it.

H ere they  are.
In the first ten th  of the 

fatal second, the fron t bum per 
and grille collapse.

The second ten th  finds the 
hood crum pling, rising  and 
strik ing  the  w indshield as the 
spinning rear wheels lift from 
th e  ground. S im ultaneously, 
fenders begin w rapping them ­
selves around the tree and, a l­
though the ca r’s fram e has 
been halted, the  d river’s is 
still going 55 m.p.h. Instinct 
causes the d river to stiffen his 
legs against the crash and they 
snap at the  knee joint.

D uring the th ird  ten th  of 
the  second, the d riv er’s torso 
lunges from the  seat, broken 
knees sm ashing into the dash­
board. The steering  w heel 
s ta rts  to d isin tegrate and the 
steering colum n aims for the 
d riv er’s chest.

The fourth  ten th  of a sec­
ond finds two feet of the  car’s 
fron t end w recked w hile the 
rea r end still moves at 35 
m.p.h. and the d riv er’s body 
still travels a t 55.

In the fifth  ten th  th e  driver 
is im paled on the steering 
colum n and blood rushes into 
his lungs.

The six th  ten th  finds im pact 
bu ilt up to  the  ex ten t tha t 
feet are ripped out of tigh tly  
laced shoes. The b rake pedal 
breaks off; the car fram e 
buckles in the m iddle, and the 
d riv er’s head bangs in to  the 
w indshield as the rear wheels, 
still spinning, fall back to 
earth .

In the seventh  tenth , hinges 
rip  loose, doors spring open 
and the seat breaks free, 
strik ing  the d riv er from  b e­
hind.

But he doesn’t m ind because 
h e ’s already dead and the 
last th ree-ten ths of the second 
m ean nothing for him.

Why Divorce Doesn’t  Work
By Joan Mitchell

I SHOULD have hated the 
word “divorce.” Divorce took 
my parents from me when I was 
a child, during those freedom­
seeking days after the First 
World War, when God’s law 
against divorce became unfash­
ionable.

But for a long time divorce 
seemed like a sensible practice 
to me. It is only with mature 
reflection that I realize the 
tragedy of the broken home.

THE ARGUMENTS for divorce 
can sound very 
very l o g i c a l :
“Why live with 
a faithless or 
Improvident or 
just Incompat­
ible spouse?” or 
“N o t h i n g  i s  
worse for a child 
t h a n  t o  be  
caught in the 
crossfire of his 
parents’ conflicts.” But these 
arguments for divorce do not 
stand the test of experience, or 
the greater logic behind God’s 
law.

I had a friend whose husband 
went from surliness and bad 
temper to Idleness and heavy 
drinking. My friend managed 
as best she could for a while, 
but finally her spirit snapped, 
and taking the baby with her, 
she divorced him. She was mar­
ried a few years later to a suc­
cessful business man. They lived 
In an exclusive suburban neigh­
borhood, had cars and servants, 
but she still wasn't happy.

THE REASON for her unhap­
piness tnen dawned on me. in  
both marriages my friend had 
been concerned only with her 
happiness, and happiness was 
now impossible to her in any 
marriage. Divorce wasn’t a 
change; it left her exactly as 
she was before—selfish to the 
core.

So often divorce Is the way 
out for people like my friend. 
They never learn the lesson that 
in marriage (as In everything 
human) joy comes only out of 
sacrifice and hard work. Even 
when people find themselves In 
marriages that were “wrong,” 
mistakes from the beginning, 
they can work at love. With 
God’s help they can take the 
“liking” that brought them to­
gether and turn it Into love.

THE GREATEST tragedy about 
divorce i3 what it does to child­
ren. A child Is the strongest 
proof that there once was love 
In a marriage—a love to build 
on—and the good of the child 
is the fundamental reason for 
God’s law against divorce.

My thoughts often go back to 
my empty childhood. If my 
parents had loved me they would 
have stayed together—for they 
could have. I was the living 
Image of their former love, and 
which In my image had never 
died. Yes, they should have stay­
ed together. Not only for my 
sake, but for thelr’s too. For like 
others, they found‘ divorce waa 
the blindest alley l

It took 900 m en to 
put it in place in 1586, under 
the penalty  of death if anyone 
dared speak because of the 
seriousness of the event. A 
sailor, however, who saw that 
through friction the ropes 
were smoking and m ight 
burst into flam e shouted, “W a­
ter the ropes.” He was par­
doned and to this day, as a 
rew ard, his descendants m ay 
bring palms on Palm  Sunday.

Two years la te r they 
were m arried  and B arbara 
Frohn becam e Mrs. Mosser.

In 1892 they  m igrated  to 
Texas settling  a t Lindsay. 
They w ere am ong the earliest 
colonists and w ere present for 
the celebration of the first 
mass in the in fan t com m unity

They picked L indsay sight 
unseen through an ad in a 
G erm an new spaper asking for 
settlers, moving principally  be­
cause doctors recom m ended a 
change of clim ate for Mrs. 
Mosser. She lived to be 71, 
rearing  8 children, helping 
in parish  w ork and spending 
“spare tim e” crocheting. The 
a lta r piece used a t the  reunion 
mass w as some of h er hand­
w ork donated to the church 
m any years ago. Mr. Mosser 
died 16 years before his wife. 
Both are buried  at Lindsay 
and fam ily  m em bers at the re­
union paid th e ir respects to 
them  by visiting th e ir graves.

S M IT H  G E R A L D  H U D S O N

One of the FBI’s "Ten Moif Wanted 
Fugitivet," Hudson it sought for hit 
August 2, 1957, escape from the Penn­
sylvania State Penitentiary where he 
was serving a 10- to 20-yeor term for 
the brutal 1951 shotgun slaying of a 
Pennsylvania man. A  Federal com­
plaint charging Hudson with unlaw­
ful interstate flight to avoid confine­
ment for murder was issued on August 
26. 1957, at Scranton, Pa.

Hudson it a white American, born 
at Rostraver, Pa., on March I, 1928. 
Approximately 5 feet 8 inches tall and 
weighing about 113 pounds, he has 
brown hair, blue eyes, a medium com­
plexion, and a medium-stocky build. 
He has a H/j-inch linear scar on the 
first joint of hit left thumb, a ‘/j-inch 
scar on the outer edge of hit left 
eyebrow, and an appendectomy scar.

He hat worked at o coal miner, farm­
hand, laborer, and truckdriver and likes 
most sports, particularly swimming.

Previously convicted of interstate 
transportation of a stolen motor vehi­
cle, murder in the second degree, and 
involuntary manslaughter, he it re­
garded as belligerent and often violent 
when drinking to excess. He is con­
sidered armed and extremely danger­
ous and capable of killing without 
hesitation.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL. 
AMENDMENT TO BE VOTED 
ON AT AN ELECTION TO BE 
HELD ON NOVEMBER 8, 196#.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION NO.
6 proposing xr Amendment to Sec­
tion II, Article XVI of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texes, so ex to 
give the Legislature authority to classi­
fy loans and lendcra, license and regu­
late lenders, define Interest, fix maxi­
mum rates of Intereet, and provide for 
a maximum rate of interest of ten 
per centum (10%) per annum In the 
absence of legislation setting maximum 
rates of Interest: providing that the 
rate of interest shall not exceed alx 
per cent (6%) per annum in contracts 
where no Interest rata la agreed upon: 
providing for the right of appeal and 
trial de novo In the event any regula­
tory agency cancels or refuses to grant 
any permit; providing for the neces­
sary election and the form of the 
ballots: and providing for the neces­
sary proclamation and publication.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OP THE STATE OP
TEXAS!
Section 1. That Section 11, Article 

XVI of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas be amended so as to here­
after read as follows:

“Section 11. The Legislature shall 
have authority to elaaalfy loans and 
lenders, license and regulate lenders, 
define Interest and fix maximum rates 
of interest: provided, however. In the 
ebeence of legislation fixing maximum 
rates of Interest all contracts for a 
greater rata of Interest than ten per 
centum (10%) per annum shall be 
deemed usurious; provided, furth 
that in contracts where no °*  ln-

tcrest is agreed upon, the rate shall 
not exceed six per centum (6%) per 
annum. Should any regulatory agency, 
acting under the provisions of this 
Section, cancel or refuse to grant any 
permit under any law passed by the 
Legislature; then such applicant or 
holder shall have the right of appeal 
to the courts and granted a trial de 
novo as that term is used In appealing 
from the justica of peace court to the 
county court.”

See. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall be submitted to a 
vote of the qualified electors of this 
State at. an election to be held on the 
first Tuesday after the first Monday 
in November. 1960, at which election 
all ballots shall have printed thereon 
the following:

“FOR the Constitutional Amendment 
gMng the Legislature authority to 
classify loans and lenders, license and 
regulate lenders, define Intereet and 
fix maximum rates of Interest; and 
providing for a maximum rate of In­
terest of ten per centum (10%) per 
annum in the absence of legislation 
fixing maximum ratea of Interest.”

“AGAINST the Constitutional A- 
mendment giving the Legislature au­
thority to classify loans and lenders, 
license and regulate lenders, define In­
terest and fix maximum ratea of In­
ter eel: and providing for a  maximum 
rate of intereet of ten per centum 
(10%) per annum In the absence of 
legislation fixing maximum ratea of 
Interest."

Sec. 8. The Governor shall Issue the 
necessary proclamation for the said 
election and have the aame published 
as required by the Constitution and 
law, of thl.
