
By way ol clearing up a bit of
confusion on the elections next 
Saturday and next Tuesday, the 
column takes this occasion to 
point out that the first is an 
election of school trustees and 
the second is an election of ald­
ermen for the city of Muenster.

The reason for this explana­
tion is that a few people living 
outside the city limits somehow 
got the mistaken idea that Sat­
urday’s election is for residents 
of Muenster only.

So, here’s the correct dope: If 
you are a qualified voter and 
live anywhere within the limits 
of the Muenster Independent 
School District . . . including not 
only the former; Muenster dis­
trict but all areas that have 
consolidated with it . . . you 
are not only permitted but also 
urged to vote Saturday.

If you live within the Muen­
ster city limits next Tuesday’s 
is another election for you.

And speaking of that school
election, it would be a good idea 
for us to bear in mind that it 
is no longer the mere formality 
that many of us used to consider 
it. In recent years it ha6 become 
far too important to be taken 
for granted.

The expansion of the district 
has vastly increased the num­
ber of scholastics, and the in­
creased allotment per scholastic 
has boosted the school fund in­
to a big money bracket.

The welfare of 500 children and 
stewardship over more • than 
$30,000 is the direct responsibili­
ty of the trustees we elect. Can 
anyone possibly be aware of 
that fact and still consider a 
trustee election as a trifle?

Under those circumstances it
becomes tremendously important 
for every person to consider the 
candidates and vote for the men 
he thinks best qualified to dis­
charge their duties with judg­
ment and integrity.

The thing involves the welfare 
of every one of the 500 school 
children in this district. So every 
voter in the district has a sacred 
duty of casting his ballot for 
the men who, in his opinion, will 
use the school’s facilities and 
funds to the best possible ad­
vantage of all thos4 children.

Indications are that there is
some division of opinion as to 
which of the candidates are best 
qualified to serve the interests 
of the district, also that interest 
is snowballing toward a record 
vote.

That's as it should be. The 
Jnore thinking and voting we 
have on any issue the better the 
chance that the will of the 

, majority will prevail.
This column does not favor any

of the candidates with its en­
dorsement, but it does state em­
phatically that Saturday’s elec­
tion is vitally important to the 
welfare of the children and the 
community in general.

So, talk it over with your 
friends. Decide who are the best 
men for the job, and then get 
out and vote . . .  at the public 
school, Saturday, April 3.

An interesting fact which de­
serves to be more widely known, 
especially in view of the fuss 
created by and still raging over 
the increase in steel prices:

Fact Number 2 is that England 
is now working out a gigantic 
trade agreement with Russia, by 
which England is to J>uild and 
deliver 1,000 locomotives, 2,400 
winches, 200 excavators, 54 load­
ing cranes, 14 tugs, 4 dredges, 
1,500 Diesel electric generators, 
24 steam power turbine stations, 
300 100,000-kilowat motors be­
sides many millions of dollars 
worth of other items requiring a 
vast amount of steel.

If what the senator says Is 
true, and we presume he had the 
caution to check before releasing 
his statement, it means that 
somebody in Washington had 
better get busy and tack special 
provisions to the European Re­
covery plan.

Notes O n Soil 
Conservation

Upper Elm-Red Soil Conserva­
tion District cooperators are tak­
ing advantage of favorable 
weather to establish grasses for 
pasture, seed production, and 
terrace outlets.

Several acres of Bermuda grass 
have recently been sodded. Dis­
trict cooperators sodding Ber­
muda grass sprigs last week were 
Tony Hesse, Paul Fisher, Paul 
Hutcherson, Tony Hacker, Alfred 
Bayer, Gary Hess and Ray Towns- 
ley. Those who seeded Bermuda 
grass were Tony Walterscheid, 
Paul Hutcherson, Tony Wimmer, 
Johnnie Bayer, Johnnie Klement, 
Henry Pick, and Norbert Kle­
ment.

R.S. Mann, Clear Creek conser­
vation group, planted 6 acres of 
Love Grass. Mr. Mann planted 
Lehman’s Love Grass, Sand Love 
Grass and Weeping Love Grass 
to compare the three grasses. 
Alfons Luke planted 3 acres of 
Little Bluestem for seed harvest 
also. Botl* Love Grass and Blue- 
stem was planted in 3 foot rows 
for cultivation and increased 
seed yields.

Johnnie Klement, group leader, 
states he has made arrange­
ments to secure bees on his farm 
to increase Vetch and Clover 
yields. Phillip F. Allan, Biology 
Diversion, Soil Conservation Ser­
vice states, “Bees have to visit at 
least 10,000 flowers for you to 
get a pound of Vetch seed. With 
some clovers, a pound of seed 
means 25,000 or more trips by 
bees. Vetch depends nearly 100 
per cent upon insects for poll­
ination” . Wild bees have decreased 
due to overgrazing of pastures, 
burning, and insecticides. As a 
result seed legume seed producers 
must depend on tame bees. All 
cooperators who plan to grow 
vetch and clever for seed produc­
tion are urgtd by the Soil Conserva­
tion District to make deals for 
pollinating service.

STOP! DON’T TAKE THAT  
MEDICINE UNTIL YOU 
HAVE READ THE LABEL

“ Too much emphasis cannot 
be placed upon* the need for 
reading labels on drugs and med­
icines before taking them,” says 
Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health 
Officer. “Frequent reports are re­
ceived of accidents, some of them 
fatal, affecting people who have 
formed the hazardous habit of 
taking medicines without care­
fully reading the labels.”

Equally dangerous is the habit 
of taking medicine after the dir­
ections on the label have become 
obliterated, which many people 
do, thinking that they can re­
member what the bottle contain­
ed. Reaching for a bqttle and tak­
ing medicine in the dark is an­
ther dangerous practice. It is im­
portant to remember that the 
law requires labels to be at­
tached to drugs and medicines in 
order to protect the public.

Dr. Cox ugres people to follow 
the simple rule of reading the 
label before using anything from 
a carton or bottle, either as food 
or as medicine. In brief, his ad­
vice to the public is: “Be sure 
you know what you are taking, 
and when in doubt —1 DON'T 
TAKE IT.”

Larger Grandstand 
Heads Improvement 
List for Ball Park

Henceforth spectators at ball 
games, horse shows or any 
other events at the ball park will 
have more and better grand­
stand space.

Since Tuesday work has been 
in progress to replace the an­
cient wooden stand with a larger 
and more durable stand of tile 
and concrete.

The project is sponsored and 
financed by a group of business 
men on a plan whereby they 
will get a small percentage of 
admission receipts until it has 
been paid out. Thereafter the 
grandstand will become muni­
cipal property for the general use 
of ttte community.

According to' Buck Knabe, who 
is in charge joi the work, the 
framework and seats will pro­
bably be ready in about three 
weeks. Improvements to the 
field and lights are to be made 
at the same time so that the 
contemplated baseball schedule 
can get under way with the least 
possible delay.

Other improvements in the 
general plan include rest rooms 
and a dressing room and shower 
under the grandstand and- a 
specially built booth for cold 
drinks at the front.

The grandstand will be built 
in three connected sections fac­
ing right, left and center fields. 
It will have nine rows of seats, 
the rear row being about 130 
fOet long and the front row about 
100 feet long. With two addition­
al rows of seats and 20 feet of 
additional length, it will ap­
proximately double the capacity 
of the old stand.

The seats will be 2 x 12 planks 
supported on bases of concrete 
blocks and the two exposed ends 
will be surfaced with clay tile.

Improvements to the field con­
sist principally in the addition 
of two more light poles and in­
stallation of four flood lights, 
instead of two, on each pole. 
The additions will give a brigh­
ter light on. the diamond be­
sides lighting an area large 
enough to play baseball as well 
as softball. *

Knabe also stated that a new 
parking system will be intro­
duced this season. Cars will not 
be permitted to park on the 
ball park side of the street and 
space on the far side will be re­
served for those who occupy the 
stands. The purpose is to favor 
patrons with the better parking 
space and also eliminate the 
clutter of automobiles around 
the field.

AN AUCTION SALE BILL 
ISSUED 99 ‘YEARS AGO

The following sale bill was 
printed 99 years ago. It was re­
printed in an Oklahoma paper. 
Under the heading of "Sale” it 
reads as follows:

Having sold my farm and I am 
leaving for Oregon Territory by 
ox team, I will offer March 1, 
1849, all of my personal property 
to-wit:

All ox teams except two 
teams, Ben and Buck and Tom 
and Jerry; 2 milk cows; 1 gray 
mare and colt; 1 pair of ox and 
yoke; 2 baby popular weather­
boards; plow with wood mole 
boards; 800 to 1000 three foot 
clapboards; 1500 ten foot fence 
rails; 1 sixty gallon soap kettle; 
85 sugar troughs made of white 
ash timber; 20 gallons of maple 
syrup; 2 spinning wheels; 30 lbs. 
mutton tallow; 1 large loom, 
made by Jerry Wilson; 300 poles; 
100 split hoops; 100 empty bar­
rels ;one 32 gallon of Johnson- 
Miller whiskey, seven years old; 
20 gallons of apple brandy; 1 
four gallon copper still, 1 dozen 
real hooks; 2 handle hooks 3 
scythes and cradles; 1 dozen 
wooden pitchforks; % interest in 
tan yard; one 32-caliber rifle; 
bullet mold and powder horn; 
rifle made by Ben Miller; 50 gal. 
of soft soap; hams, bacon and 
lard; 40 gal. sorghum molasses; 6 
head fox hounds, all soft-mouthed 
except one.

At the same time I will sell my 
six negro slaves — 2 men, 35 and 
50 years old; 2 boys, /12 and 18 
years old; 2 mulatto wenches, 40 
and 50 years old. Will sell all to­
gether to same party, as will not 
separate them. Terms of sale, 
cash in hand or note to draw 4% 
interest with Bob Connel as the 
surety.

My home is two miles south of 
Versalles, Ren., on the McChuns 
ferry pike. Sale begins at 8 a.m. 
Plenty tp drink and eat.

IT’S TAXES, BROTHER, 
NOT GROCERIES THAT  
COST THE BIG DOUGH

Austin. — You think your 
grocery bill is high?

Mister, have you stopped to 
think about how much you pay 
in taxes in Texas?

The average Texas family’s tax 
bill was $208 greater than its 
grocery bill last year — $208.07 
more, to be exact.

That’s what the Texas Re­
search Institute reported Monday 
The institute is a statistical 
agency sponsored by the South 
Texas Chamber of Commerce.

The statisticians figured out 
Texans paid $1,586,964,414 in 
taxes last year to federal, state 
and local governments. The focjd 
bill also ran more than $1,000,- 
000,000 dollars. It w as. $1,248,- 
241,000 — the first grocery bill 
we ever saw that didn’t come 
out in odd number of pennies.

“Assuming that the average 
family consists of 4.3 persons, 
the family tax bill in Texas in 
1947 was $974.85, while the 
grocery bill amounted to $766.78,” 
the institute reported.

That boils down to a monthly 
grocery bill of $63.88 for a fam­
ily of 4 3-10 persons.

Maybe the 3-10 of a person 
was the one who starved while 
♦he other four managed to gef 
by \pn $63.88 worth of groceries. 
The statistician didn’t explain.

The institute’s report gloom­
ily added that the everage Texas 
family owes $7,935.82 of its 
share of the federal government's 
debt of $258,375,903,293.

Easter This Year Misses 
Earliest Possible Date 
By Less Than A Week

Easter Sunday, which this year 
was March 28, just missed by 
six days the distinction of fall­
ing on the earliest possible date 
— March 22.

Since 325 A.D. this oldest Chris­
tian holiday has been celebrated 
on the first Sunday after the 
first full moon after March 21. 
It can be as late as 'April 25, as it 
was in 1943, but it won’t hit the 
earliest date in this century.

It fell on March 22 in 1761 
and again in 1818, when because 
of the complicated calculations 
it was observed on the wrong 
date. It will come close in 1951 
when it is March 25. Next year it 
will be April 17 and April 9 in 
1950.

The date for Easter was set by 
the Council of Nice in 325 to 
distinguish it from the Jewish 
feast of Passover. The Paschal in­
fluence remains in “ Pascua,’’ the 
Spanish and Italian name for the 

1 feast and "Pasques,” the French.

The English and German speak­
ing countries use the word

10 GALLONS OF MILK?

How much feed does it take 
to produce enough milk to fill a 
ten-gallon can? That depends a 
lot on the cows, says G. G. Gib-

pounds of hay and 30 pounds of 
concentrates. Three cows would 
need half as much hay, and 
about the same amount of con­
centrates.

That’s why 
it means ̂ more money to have 
the right number of cows than 
a lot full of poor milkers.
