
In connection with a very im­
portant event coming up Satur­
day, this is an appropriate time 
to ponder that “bad public of­
ficials are elected by good peo­

ple who don’t vote.”
Saturday is election day, the 

most significant day of the year 
to any free, self governing people. 
It ’s the day when we exercise 
the democratic God-given right 
to decide just what men will be 
entrusted with the handling of 
our public affairs . . .  the day 
that makes ours a government 
of, by and for the people.

To get a better idea of what
the day really means, let’s com­
pare it with the farce election of 
a totalitarian country. There the 
ticket shows only one candidate, 
the choice of the political bos­
ses. The whole affair is deter­
mined long before the voter ever 
sees a ballot. But here an ele­
ction has a real meaning. The 
voter has a free choice, and a 
sovereign right, to eliminate the 
undesirables. We the people are 
still the final bosses and we 
can still have good government 
if we will inform ourselves and 
vote conscientiously.

Of course we should also bear
in mind that rights are attended 
by responsibilities. Voting is also 
a duty. Every citizen has a sac­
red obligation to cast his vote 
for the men who, in his opinion, 
are most likely to serve with 
dignity, Integrity and sound judg­
ment.

There’s nothing new about 
this attitude toward an election. 
It originated with the founding 
fathers and it remains today the 
only firm basis on which Amer­
ican democracy can survive.

We worry about the red men­
ace. We worry about the dan­
gers of drifting into a socialized, 
state controlled economy, and all 
the while we have at oUr dis­
posal the one sure means of 
preserving the cherished values 
that have made this country 
great and kept it free. I f we will 
consider qualifications and vote 
conscientiously we can eliminate 
the red sympathizers, the some­
thing for nothing boys, the soc­
ialistic schemers and various oth­
er brands of political termites 
that gnaw at the foundations of 
our government.

A conservative guess places
Muenster’s total voting strength 
this year at about 750. As a 
matter of community pride let’s 
try to get all of them to the 
polls Saturday and ring up a per­
fect record of citizenship.

Whether or not Harry Truman
scores a point in political stra­
tegy remains to be seen. But 
one thing is certain, he won’t 
lose the coming election for lack 
of effort. Just now we have a 
clear case of Truman the pres­
ident trying to fix things for 
Truman the candidate.

With a platform that parallels 
his opponent’s in several respects 
he calls a special session deman­
ding that the Republican con­
gress pass those measures im- 
(Jnediately. Obviously he wants 
to claim credit for everything 
accomplished and to accuse th 
opposition for everything left un­
done.

He caught the GOPers off 
guard and they’re not a bit hap­
py about it. At the same time 
he caught Southern Democrats 
over a barrel, and they’re down­
right furious.

In spite of the fact that Muen-
ster hasn’t one negro and the 
civil rights program would hard­
ly affect us, this column is con­
vinced that the entire scheme 
is an outrage and will do more 
toward wrecking civil rights than 
sustaining them.

The anti-lynching law is an 
undisguised slap in the face to 
the entire South. It implies that 
lynching is the common thing 
and condoned by Southern law 
and custom, so the federal gov­
ernment has to step in to cor­
rect the states’ delinquency. The 
record proves that nothing is 
farther from the truth, and the 
implied accusation is an inexcus­
able insult.

The anti-poll tax measure is
another farce. Under the preten­
ce of giving the poor suppressed 
negro his rightful vote it elim­
inates one of the most reason­
able and valid tax sources in 
the entire nation. There’s noth­
ing evil or underhanded about a 
personal tax and there's nothing 
unjust about withholding suff­
rage rights from people who do 
not carry their rightful share of 
the tax.

Anyone who knows about the 
workings of the poll tax law 
knows also that it does not draw 
a color line. It rules out the 
sub-marginal citizen regardless of 
race. Good citizens, regardless of 
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County Gioup Sees 
Highway Officials 
On Road Extensions

The groundwork for a better 
road system in the western part 
of Cooke County was laid Tues­
day, July 20, in Austin when five 
county citizens presented their 
case before a hearing of the 
state highway department.

County Judge Carroll F. Sul- 
livant, as principal spokesman for 
the group, pointed out that the 
west part of the county has con­
tributed the greater part of the 
county’s tax money but, to date, 
has received the small part of 
farm to market road appropria­
tions. He especially stressed the 
situation here, requesting a five 
mile extension of the proposed 
road north of town to reach as 
far as the Valley Creek school.

Those who appeared at the 
hearing with Judge Sullivant 
were J. M. Weinzapfel, C. L. 
Maxwell and Jake Biffle of Myra 
and Joe Leonard of Gainesville. 
Leonard is vice president of the 
Texas Good Roads Association.

Regarding the north Muenster 
road the group requested a sur­
vey and deeds to be used by the 
commissioners court for purchase 
of necessary right of way. The 
department assured that its dis­
trict engineer, J. M. Isbell or 
Wichita Falls, will be here with­
in the next few weeks to make a 
survey of the proposed exten­
sion and assist the community on 
any of its other road plans.

Another proposed road is a 
spur from Highway 82 to Myra, 
which has Been virtually isolat­
ed since the main road by-passed 
it several years ago. In asking 
for this project Sullivant request­
ed that it be built as a state 
highway so that its mileage 
would not be taken from the 
county farm-to-market allotment.

A third project was the exten­
sion of the Butterfield Trail from 
Era to the county line. Both 
Denton and Wise counties al­
ready have right of way for the 
road’s extension to Decatur, Sul­
livant said, and Cooke county will 
secure its right of way as soon 
as the highway department mak­
es a survey and draws up the 
deeds.

None of the projects are to be 
included in the current program 
which expires July 1, 1949. The 
group’s purpose at the hearing 
was to have them included in 
the two year farm to market 
road program which will begin 
in July 1949.

The 5 mile north Muenster 
road is included in the current 
program. The contract for it is 
due to be let in October.

VOTING STRENGTH IN 
TW O  MUENSTER BOXES 
ESTIMATED OVER 750

A hundred per cent turn out 
at the two Muenster ballot boxes 
next Saturday would run up a 
total of more than 750 votes. 
Of that number 662 are accoun­
ted for in poll tax receipts and 
exemptions issued to persons 
reaching their 21st birthdays 
this year, and qualified voters 
past 65, who need no poll tax 
receipts por exemptions, will add 
about 100 more votes. This fig ­
ure is based on the conservative 
estimate of 15 over-age voters 
for every poll-tax payers.

According to figures released 
by the county tax assessor-col­
lector’s office North Muenster has 
478 poll taxes and 20 exemptions. 
South Muenster has 162 poll tax­
es and 2 exemptions. The entire 
county’s figure is 6472 poll tax­
es and 206 exemptions.

A recent report from the of­
fice of State Comptroller George 
H. Sheppard places the state’s 
total voting strength this year 
at 2,250,000. Official reports from 
the 254 county tax collectors 
show 1,722,333 poll taxes issued 
in Texas. Total exemptions are 
estimated at 528,000, of which 
427,000, are believed to be past 
65.

Election judges for Muenster 
are the precinct chairmen, Jos. A. 
Luke, north box, and Paul Fisher 
south box. The polls will open at 
8 a.m. and close at 7 p.m.

CO-OP ESTABLISHES 
RADIO COMMUNICATION  
FOR SERVICE CREWS

The Cooke County Electric Co­
operative Association officially 
went on the air Thursday morn­
ing July 22, at 8 o’clock. That 
was the hour at which the organ­
ization’s permit from the Federal 
Communications Commission be­
came effective.

The permit specifies a frequen­
cy of 158.13 megacycles and as­
signs the letters KG AX for the 
central station and KGAZ for mo­
bile units.

Installation of the central set 
was completed Tuesday after ar­
rival of the special conductor ex­
tending from the central house 
beneath the cjty water tower to 
the aerial at the top of the tow­
er. Messages are received and 
transmitted through an exten­
sion in the Electric Co-op’s of­
fice.

The purpose of the radio is to 
keep In constant communication 
with service crews in various 
parts of the extensive system. By 
reporting service interruptions im­
mediately instead of waiting 
for crews to return the co-op ex­
pects to give better service be­
sides saving time and mileage. 
Trucks, when not too far apart, 
can also communicate with each 
other.

Notes O n  Soil 
Conservation

Conservation plans have been 
made with the Upper Elm-Red 
Soil Conservation District on the 
following farms in the Muepster 
work unit area: C. C. White, 
Hood, R. A. and Don Cooke, 
Northeast Muenster. Mr. White 
has planned to establish water­
ways for terrace outlets and put 
some "thin land” 'into buffalo 
grass pasture. Don and Reeves 
Cooke plan to establish bermuda 
grass waterways and construct a 
diversion terrace to divert hill 
top water off bottomland field.

Parker Fears and J. T. Biffle 
Jr., cooperators in Myra conser­
vation group, mowed their pas­
tures this week. This practice is 
highly recommended for buffalo 
and bermuda grass pastures be­
cause it prevents the weeds from 
shading and competing with 
short grasses for food and water. 
Newly seeded and sodded water­
ways should be mowed again to 
encourage the short grass to 
spread and make a sod.

A conservation plan was wor­
ked out with Roy Davis on his 
Leo farm recently. Last week 
the Muenster work unit of the 
Soil Conservation Service laid out 
approximately 3.5 miles of ter­
races for construction. Mr. Davis 
completed these terraces this 
week as the first job toward 
conserving soil and water on his 
farm. Bermuda grass pasture was 
used to outlet the water on to 
prevent washing gullies in the 
field. Mr. Davis plans to sow 
vetch and madrid sweet clover 
for soil building crops.

Decision on Fedeial 
Help foi Hospital 
Expected in 60 Days

In about 60 days members of 
the Muenster Mutual Hospital 
association should know whether 
they will qualify for federal aid 
in the construction and equip­
ment of their proposed hospital 
building. That was the informa­
tion received by J. M. Weinzap­
fel, president, when he called at 
the office of the State Health 
Department in Austin Tuesday.

According to the information 
he received, Weinzapfel said, the 
State Board of Health is due to 
meet in about, 60 days to con­
sider recommendations of the 
governor’s advisory committee 
on federal aid to Texas hospitals.

A file on Muenster’s project 
was submitted to the advisory 
committee about six weeks ago 
but no word has been received to 
date as to whether or not it 
was favorably considered.

After the association hears 
from the State Board of Health, 
Weinzapfel said, it will be in 
position to plan its next move. 
If federal aid for the project is 
approved the association will 

'take steps to comply with the 
federal requirements. If it is 
not approved the association can 
either go on by itself or give up 
the project.

GAINESVILLE.— More than 
3,000 persons are expected to at­
tend a two-hour variety show to 
be staged exclusively for the oil 
industry workers of Cooke coun­
ty and their families in Gaines­
ville Thursday night, July 29, ac­
cording to an announcement 
this week by Harry O. Kinne, 
president of t h e  Gainesville 
Chamber of Commerce, sponsor 
of the event.

Scheduled as a “ gesture of ap­
preciation for the oil workers 
who have made Cooke county 
the third-ranking oil producing 
county in North Texas," the show 
will feature professional talent 
from Oklahoma City and other 

points.
In addition to ifhe show, which 

will start at 8:30 p.m. at the 
Gainesville Owls baseball park 
following a 30-minute band con­
cert, free ice cream and soft 
drinks will be served.

Admission will be by .ticket 
only, and a number of prizes will 
be awarded to holders Of lucky 
tickets, Mr. Kinne said.

“Our committee on arrange­
ments felt that the oil workers

M AN IS NOT A  BEE
In a charming little valley in 

southeastern Iowa, an experi­
ment in pure Communism was 
conducted over a period of 77 
years. This was not the Godless 
Communism of Marx, Lenin and 
Stalin — it was practiced by a 
devout religious sect, the Com­
munity of True Inspiration.

At Amana, Iowa, in the midst

of twenty-six thousand fertile 
acres, seven vilages were built 
the first in the year 1855 and 
the seventh in 1862. There Com 
munism was not a dream; it was 
a fact .—  an established order of 
living, with a spiritual under­
girding.

All citizens of these Amana 
villages shared alike. They ate 
in community dining rooms. No 
wages were paid. Inefficient and 
slothful workers received exac 
tly the same benefits as did the 
efficient and industrious. Educa 
tional standards were low. All 
modern gadgets were frowned 
upon. There was not even elec­
tricity. There were a few auto­
mobiles but only for the leaders 
for use on official business.

Here was a perfect setting for 
an experiment in pure Commun­
ism. It could not possibly have 
had a fairer trial. The Amana 
leaders were honest, able and 
pious. They were not grafters or 
selfseekers. They put forth their 
best efforts for their followers, 
but in spite of their devotion to 
God and their constituents, the

experiment failed — the Amana 
Society began to go into the red. 
It was even found necessary to 
hire two hundred outsiders to 
help get the work done. This was 
the first partial parting from 
Communism, as they became 
Capitalists by employing labor. 
In 1928-29, when American bus­
iness was enjoying its greatest 
prosperity, the Amana Society did 
only $6O0;OCO worth of business.

The younger people of Amana 
demanded a change and prevail­
ed. In 1932, the society became 
a privately owned qorporation 
and Communism was entirely 
abandoned. Workers are now- 
being paid wages, each accord­
ing to his worth. Property is now 
privately owned and the people 
eat in their own homes. Since 
the change-over from Commun­
ism to private Capitalism, the 
workers are taking more pride 
than ever in their work and are 
doing infinitely better work, with 
the net result that in 1946, the 
agricultural and manufactured 
products of Amana were in ex­
cess of $6,000,000.

Why did this experiment in 
Communism fail? Noble in con­
cept, carried on for 77 years un­
der the most ideal conditions and 
surroundings, honestly managed, 
if Communism as a way of life 
can be happy and successful, 
this should have been Exhibit A 
to prove it. For over half a cen­
tury the community did to a cer­
tain degree enjoy material pros­
perity, being one of the very 
few Communistic societies to 
show steady and continuous in­
crease in membership and in pro­
perty.

But as has been the case with 
all Communistic soiceties, old 
man “Huinan Nature” finally 
caught up with Amana. Indivi­
duals finally rebel against shar­
ing equally with those who, 
through either inability or lazi­
ness, make a lesser contribution 
to the general welfare.

That’s what happened at Am­
ana, despite the claim of some 
of its leaders that railroads, tele­
phones and newspapers brought 
about a change in the attitude 
of the people of Amana toward 
life. The real reason was given 
by a younger member of the 
Amana Society who said: "What 
Communists never seem to rea­
lize is that man isn’t a bee.”

outlawed in Nazi Germany, the 
trade unions and other organiza­
tions of the people were soon 
smashed. Who the hell do you 
think you are kidding again? It 
was the Communists Party that 
joined hands with the Nazis* to 
break up the Socialist Party and 
the trade union movement in 
Germany. These are facts that 
any bona fide trade union mem­
ber knows. Don’t try to propa­
gandize people who know the 
score.

As a matter of fact, our or­
ganization classes the Communist 
Party as an enemy of the work­
ing class. As far as we are con­
cerned, they can take the whole 
scabby, stinking Communist Par­
ty and kick it in the middle of 
Siberia and let it have a taste 
of Uncle Stalin’s slave camps.

At the present time there are 
15 million innocent trade union­
ists and political prisoners in 
Siberia tyeing starved and beat­
en to death by Joe Stalin’̂  Cos­
sacks. is our considerate opin­
ion that this is a fit place for 
the American Communist Party, 
its stooges, its fellow travelers — 
long haired ones, short haired 
ones — and what have you.

And P. S.: Do not send any ox 
your phony propaganda to our 
union because it will go the 
same way as all of it has gone 
before: Filed and flushed out!

PILOT JUST WHISTLES 
AND NEW  INVENTION* 
LIGHTS UP AIRPORT

A pilot, flying the inky black­
ness of a night thunderstorm 
near Midland, picked Up his mic­
rophone and shrilly whistled. In 
the distance, runway lights stab­
bed the dark as If by magic,

Sounds fantastic, but a young 
Dallas engineer’s invention has 
made it a practical operation.

Vernon L. Mallory, former 
WFAA radio engineer who lives 
at 2323 Colony . Court, made a 
forced landing in 1937 on a small 
field, equipped with lights but 
unattended after sundown.

"It seemed terrible to me to 
find runway lights down there 
after we’d almost cracked up 
landing,” Mallory said. “But 
these small airports can’t afford 
24-hour service. That started me 
thinking how fine it would be if 
the pilot could turn the lights 
on from the air.1’

Two years later, Mallory was 
issued a patent on his "pucker 
gadget” which American Airlines 
has successfully tested at Mid­
land.

It works like this: A receiver 
is installed on the unattended 
field. The pilot, using either a 
dime store whistle or an auto­
matic electronic whistle, blows a 
high note into his microphone. 
The high sound enters the receiv­
er, causes an electrical contact 
and the lights come on.

The lights stay on for a certain 
length of time, then turn off 
automatically. This allows the 
pilot to turn the lights on from 
the air, land and walk away. No 
one need bother about the lights.

Mallory's Invention is not bo­
thered by static or lightning or 
radio transmission. It will turn 
the lights on only with that high 
pitched whistle.

Pilots’ sectional maps show all 
auxiliary fields. Coming in for 
an emergency night landing at 
any of these fields will be simple 
with Mallory’s gadget, because

it can be used as much as thirty 
miles from the field.

Thus, If the pilot knows that 
a field is in the vicinity, he can 
blow his whistle and locate it 
by the runway lights.

The Civil Aeronautics Admin­
istration is studying the inven­
tion now: American Airlines has 
beetf testing it two weeks and 
reports excellent results under 
variable conditions.

Continental Electronics Com­
pany ih Dallas, for whom Mallory 
works, will manufacture the eq­
uipment.

VETERANS REMINDED 
JULY 31 IS DEADLINE  
TO RENEW INSURANCE

"Veterans Administrator Carl R. 
Gray, Jr., has reminded veterans 
that July 31, 1948 is the last day 
for reinstatement of lapsed Nat­
ional Service Life Insurance on 
a 'Comparative Health’ basis.

Before August 1, 1948, an eli­
gible veteran may reinstate any 
amount of term insurance — 
from $1,000 to $10,000 in multi­
ples of $500 — regardless of the 
length of time it has been lap­
sed, and usually without a phy­
sical examination. He need only 
fill out a simple application form 
in which he certifies that his 
health is as good as when the 
policy lapsed, and pay premiums 
for two months.

The privilege of reinstating on 
this basis will be available after 
July 31, only to veterans whose 
policies have been lapsed for 
less than three months. Where 
the period of lapse Is three 
months or longer, the veteran 
will be required to take a physi­
cal examination and qualify as 
an insurable risk, VA said.

Veterans should contact their 
nearest VA office, County Ser­
vice Officer,. Red Cross Chapter, 
or write the VA in Dallas for 
further information and assis­
tance.”

TEXAS IS HARD HIT 
BY CURRENT DECLINE 
IN MILK PRODUCTION

Reduction of dairy cows on 
farms has reached the point 
where the country’s milk supply 
is seriously endangered, J. C. 
Davison, Jr. of Texas Dairy Pro­
ducts Assocation, Fort Worth, 
Texas, said today. And Texas is 
harder hit than most states. A 
great deal of milk will have to 
be shipped into Texas by next 
fall.

“Milk cow numbers are down 
for the fourth successive year,” 
he said. “ There are several rea­
sons for this, among them the 
grain shortages of recent years 
due to great export demand by 
the government, and the price 
that cull cows have brought in 
the beef market. But I believe 
that forward looking dairymen, 
in reviewing the trend of our 
rapid population increases with 
resulting higher potential milk 
demand, will expand their -'herds 
to take advantage of expanding 
markets and the security in farm 
operations that have always re­
sulted from dairying.”

Milk cow numbers have drop­
ped from over 27,000,000 in 1945 
to 25,165,000 now, he said, and 
the decline has come while de 
mand for milk and dairy pro­
ducts has grown at the most ra­
pid rate in the country’s history. 
Not only are cow numbers down, 
but heifers kept for replacement 
are down proportionately with 
cows.

"Here in Texas the number of 
milk cows on farms at the start 
of this year was 1,200,000 com' 
pared with 1*400,000 at the start 
of 1947. In only six states are 
the numbers of cows greater 
than a year ago and in no case 
is the increase in production suf­
ficient to meet the need for 
milk on the basis of population 
increases. Butter production is 
off 43 per cent and cheese pro­
duction is off 46 per cent as 
compared with the same period 
last year in Texas.

“For instance, during, February 
of this year the percapita pro­
duction per day of milk in the 
country was 1.83 pounds, the low­
est figure since 1938. That is not 
enough milk to meet nutritional 
needs of our people.”

HEALTH DEPARTMENT  
NAMES HEART DISEASE 
AS NUMBER 1 KILLER

AUSTIN, TEXAS.— Heart dis­
ease continued in the top spot 
as the number one killer of Tex­
ans, according to figures releas­
ed by the Texas State Depart­
ment of Health.

Mortality rate figures show an 
increase of 255 deaths from the 
April, 1946 figure of 1,099, as 
compared to the April, 1948 total 
of 1,354. This represents an in­
crease of more than 18.5% for 
the comparative period.

"So-called functional heart dis­
ease is usually traceable to 
nervousness, infections from oth­
er parts of the body such as 
teeth and tonsils, a disturbed 
function of the thyroid gland, 
and to influenza,” Dr. George W. 
Cox, State Health Officer, said. 
"And the excessive use of to­
bacco, coffee, tea, or other heavy 
stimulant is often a contributing 
cause.”

Malfunction of the heart is a CONVENTION DELEGATES TO
correctable condition, the health 
officer said, insofar as the sour­
ces of infection may be located 
and eliminated, as in the case 
of bad teeth or tonsils. Incurable 
organic heart ailments exist only 
too frequent.

Strict adherence to competent 
medical advice will eliminate 
much worry about either func­
tional or organic heart condi­
tions, Dr. Cox said. He added 
that such adherence would un­
questionably reduce deaths from 
heart disease materially.

He supported a consti­
tutional amendment to be voted 
on this year which, if adopted 
by voters, will give Cooke county 
approximately $60,000 a year for 
farm to market roads. He worked 
and voted for legislation that 
will provide 200 additional high­
way patrolmen to maintain saf­
ety on Texas highways. As a re­
sult, a new patrol office has 
been opened in Gainesville with 
two patrolmen on regular duty 
in the county at all times.

He opposed efforts to legislate 
and increase gasoline taxes on 
the motorists, convinced that 
there will be dual benefits. First, 
by keeping gasoline taxes at a 
minimum, more tourists will be 
attracted to T e x a s ,  bringing 
thousands of dollars to all kinds 
of business each year, and sec­
ondly as roads are improved 
they will be used more by the 
motorists of Texas, who in turn 
will use more gasoline and there­
by increase the highway depart­
ment’s revenues from the present 
taxes. Higher taxes, he reasons, 
would tend to reduce the miles 
driven by Texans and tourists in 
the state and could actually re­
duce the revenues.

Last, but not least, Mr. Gard­
ner is highly in favor of lifting 
the 35 million dollar ceiling on 
public welfare aid consisting of 
such categories as old age assis­
tance, aid to the needy blind, 
and aid to dependent and crip­
pled children.

The high regard in which he 
is held by his fellow members 
and state officials generally, plus 
his past experience, fit him ad­
mirably to continue serving the 
people of Cooke county in the 
office to which he seeks reelec­
tion.

Mr. Gardner solicits the friend­
ly support and influence of the 
voters of the county, and pled­
ges, V reelected, a continuation 
of the best services he is com­
petent to render.

When it comes to handling bulls, every week is National Farm 
Safety Week at the Curtiss Candy Company farms in northern 
Illinois

While all good safety practices are encouraged during National 
Farm Safety Week from July 25 to 31, special emphasis is placed up­
on the careful handling of bulls which still represent one of the 
greatest hazards in farm operations For vears therefore, the Curtiss 
farms have worked to develop standard practices which have now com 
pletely eliminated the danger of casualties often experienced from 
those animals

All outdoor bull pens on the Curtiss farms are constructed to 
allow a 2-foot open space between the fencing or railing and the

for a job the negro has an ax 
over the employer. If he’s rejec­
ted he can send the man to 
court on a charge of discrimina­
tion. Whether the charge is true 
or false the man is subjected to 
loss of time and money and a 
possible fine.

He cannot char­
ge discrimination. Unless the em­
ployer has lots of principle and 
grit he’ll pick the negro regard­
less of preference, just to avoid 
trouble. Instead of preventing 
discrimination the measure only 
forces discrimination a g a i n s t  
whites besides causing unjust 
prosecution against thousands of 
fair minded men.

Again, herd’s a scheme that
fits the red plan perfectiy. Ima­
gine what will happen in the 
South when negroes get a legal 
weapon to back up demands for 
all the best jobs. Nothing could 
be more effective in promoting 
the class conflicts so ardently 
desired by Communists.

There’s no question that the 
civil rights bill, has some merit 
behind it. Minorities should have 
fair treatment. But the correc­
