of the community. Four candi-
_dates are on the ticket, but there
isn't any race. ch one has of-
fered to serve on the board but
is making no special effort to
be elected. The man who loses
will feel more relieved than dis-
appointed.

However, another part of the
ballot deserves a lot more at-
tention. Ben Seyler is a candi-
date for this precinct’s represen-
tative on the county school board
and he should have the support
pf every person who is interested
in the welfare of this district.

Let's bear in mind that the
Gilmer-Aikin proposals are caus-
ing a mighty stir in the state
school system and the legisla-
tive hopper is due to grind some
of them into law. As yet we fdo
not know what changes are com-
ing nor how they will affect
this community. Neither do we
know how they will affect the
operation of our county school
board. But one thing is certain.
We have everything to win and

nothing ‘to lose by electing a
Muenster man on the board. Let's
see to it that this district is

represented by someone who is

familiar with our needs and
wishes.

For that reason especially, Sat-
urday's election is vitally im-
portant. If and when the state’s
big educational upheaval be-
comes effective we should by

all means be prepared in every
possible way to safeguard our
interests. One way to do that is
to place our representative in
a position where he can do us
the most good.

For the sake of your children
and your community vote Satur-
day for a Muenster representa-
tive on the county board. Vote
for Ben Seyler.

Usually a storm is anything
but comfortable, but when the
storm happens to be in the form
of protest issued by the Moscow
dynasty it can have a comfort-
able and soothing effect. When
Russia complains it usually means
that one or more of her cold war
enemies have had a lucky break
or scored a point in the game
of international power politics.
And if the intensity of current
Kremlin bellyaching can be ac-
cepted as an indication, the
Western powers must have ac-
complished something really big
in the North Atlantic alliance.

The howling from Joe and his
boys sort of confirms general op-
inion over here that the alliance
is a mighty good deal. Over the
past several years his charges of
warmongering have become eq-
uivalent to admissions of a check
on Russian agression, so the
bombastic and caustic comment
simply adds up to so much good
news.

To our way of thinking the
principal merit of the alliance is
its straightforward warning that
no more aggression will be tol-
erated. Its provisions that any
hostile aect against any member
of the pact will be considered as
hostile to all members and will
be dealt with by all members if
neaessary by force of arms, leaves
no doubt that the alliance means
business. Though it doesn’t men-
tion Russia by name it does nev-
ertheless order Russia to desist
in the future or take the conse-
gquences,

The Western World has called
the bluff of the big red bully,
and it has done so with reason-
able certainty that the' bully
won't do a thing about it because
he's afraid to get into a fight.

A recent article in U.S. News
and World Report sums up the
situation by explaining that Rus-
sia has been leading from weak-
ness all along. The big bluff was
intended to conceal the fact that
the Soviets actually are less pre-
pared for war than we are. The
magazine backed up that opinion
by stating that Russian produc-
tion is still below the 1940 level
whereas American production is
54 per cent above. In the event
of war Russia's gigantic war ma-
chine would soon bog down for
lack of supplies whereas ours
could keep pace with the needs
of a global conflict.

So, the North Atlantic alliance
seems to be just what it was in-
tended for, a peace pact. Member
countries do not want war, and
by standing off the Soviet power.
mad fanatic they can reduce
world turmoil sufficiently to let
'peace loving people elsewhere
work out their own political
and economic stability. Russia
can fuss and fret and continue
to build a war machine, but it
will not be ready to attack for
a long time. Meanwhile there's

Two eloquent pleas in behalf
of the American way of life
along with two warnings to a-
void the conditions which en-
courage the spread of commun-
ism were the messages convey-
ed by A. C. Spencer and Mark
Love in addresses which feat-
ured the annual meeting of the

Cooke County Electric Co-op-
era‘.ve Association here Tues-
day.

As_ southwest representative of
the Friends of the Land Society,
A. C. Spencer urged soil conser-
vation and improvement as the
only means by which this coun-
try can maintain a high stan-
dard of living. Unless we do
that, he warned, this country will
be reduced to want and will be-
come an easy prey to the radical
isms which have already caused
havoe in other countries.

Mark Love, public relations re-

presentative of Curtis Candy
Company, stressed the spiritual

side of Americanism. Faith in
God, initiative and hard work
are the ingredients of this na-

tion's greatness, he declared, and
if we waver in any of these re-
spects we encourage the loss of
them all through the spread of
communism.

Mr. Love, a former opera Sing-
er, presents his program as a
combination of speech and song.
After a while of eloquent praise
of solid American virtues he
drifts into a rich baritone rendi-

tion of a popular American
song. The—_effect is both enter-
taining and inspiring.

The force of his message is fur-

ther enhanced by a wealth of
facts, quotations and observa-
tions. “If communism is such a

wonderful system, why does Rus-
sia erect an iron curtain to keep
the world from seeing it?"” he
demands. Another significant
thought: “Scientists claim that
from 1776 to 1939 there have
been 235 truly great inventions,
and 140 of them were invented in
this country”. He quotes Jeffer-
son, Washington and Lincoln in
support of his explanation that
the entire system of American-
jsm is based on beliefs in the
existence of God and the dig-
nity of the individual.

After exposing communism as
a godless, vicious ideology de-
serving of every thinking man's
contempt, Love statesthata mere
policy of opposition is not en-
ough. Save America by applying
Americanism, he pleads, rather

TEXAS DUE TO LOSE
798.746.000 TONS OF
TOPSOIL THIS YEAR

AUSTIN.— During the next 12
months, 798,746,000 tons of top-

soil will wash and blow off
Texas.
It would cost a billion, 250

million dollars to ship this am-
ount of soil from Temple to Gal-
veston in 16,000 - hundred-car
freight frains.

A steamship line would char-
ge 95 million dollars to move the

soil from Galveston to Havana
in™ 8,967 ships. "

These figures were given by
Representative J. A. Luedemann

of Brenham, sponsor of legisla-
tion in the House that appropria-
tes 10 million dollars as a cap-
ital fund for soil conservation
work in Texas. "

The money will be allocated
by a five-man state soil conse-
rvation board to 175 soil con-
servation districts ,there to be ad-
ministered by district supervisors.

Supporting the appropiation
measure is the Association of
Texas Soil Conservation District
Managers.

R. M. Boswell of Kenedy, re-
presenting the association in Aus-
tin, says that every penny of the
10 million dollars will go into
actual work on the land, inas-
much as the state has already
provided for payment of adminis-
trative costs.

Boswell emphasized that the
money will be used as a revolv-
ing fund, to be kept intact as
farmers pay for work done on
their property.

“In other words,” Boswell said,
“the fund is of a permanent na-
ture; it will not be necessary to
ask the legislature for additional
appropriations at every session,”

The fund, Boswell asserted, is
intended to round out the present
soil conservation program by ma-
king equipment and supplies av-
ailable at a reasonable cost to
operators of small farms.

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ALARMING SPREAD OF
SMALLPOX NOTED BY
HEALTH DEPARTMENT

AUSTIN.— With the appearan-
ce of an unusual numbe: of
smallpox cases during the past
week, Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State
Health Officer has issued a war-

ning that this dangerous, dis-
figuring and often fatal disease
can once again become & wide~
spread health problem unless
vaccination is used to protect
the public against it.

Four cases of smallpox were
reported from one county, and
while that number may not seem
great, it is nevertheless the same
total as was reported for the
whole State during the entire
year of 1948,

“Smallpox vaccination, which
affords complete immunity from
this disease, is a painless, inex-
pensive procedure, which should
be used to protect every indivi-
dual in the State” Dr. Cox said.
“When we grow ‘lax about our
vaccination and allow suscepti-
ble persons to be exposed to
smallpox, it follows that the di-
sease will spread throughout the
unvaccinated population, bringing

serious -illness and possible
deaths”.
Dr. Cox wurged all parents to

see that their children have been
properly vaccinated, and if there
is doubt about the immunity
still being in effect, they should
be given another vaccination. If
they are immune, the vaccination
will not “take”, but if it does
take, then the immunity was low
and the vaccination was needed
for their protection. “This same
thing applies to adults” Dr. Cox
said. “Check and be sure that

your own immunity is establish.
ed, as well as that of your child-
ren,”” he advised parents.

In Egypt they used to worship
cats. In India it was cows. But in
the United States we have de-

veloped a yen for curtailed pro-
duction per man per hour. We
talk about the “abundant .k life”

and then see to it that it is kept

from being abundant., We damn
the old-fashiohed monopolies
that used to add a nickel or

two here or there, and we stand
in fearsome awe of the modern
monopoly that,can treble cost of
building through its control of
workers and the amount of work
they do.

The plain reason many people
cannot buy houses is that, par-
ticularly in the larger cities, the
workers who make the materials
and who build those houses get
about 769% more wages, have
curtailed their output about 38°%
since 1940, and so have lifted
the costs about 1809,

Deliberate slowing down, in-
sistence on antiquated methods,
restraints on  wholesaling of
building materials, and building
codes that hold open the buy-
er's pockets while sellers dig out
extortionate rates, all contribute
to the high prices of buildings.

No one begrudges men higher
incomes to meet the increased
cost of living and to raise that
standard of living for his family.
But when we raise the wages
without increasing the output
we simply make other workers
pay more for that product in
terms of their own work.

It is reported that in 1941 a
bricklayer received $13.68 for an
eight hour day and laid 1,000
bricks to earn that money. When
I was a boy he received less
money and laid 2,000 bricks a
day. But, today, he gets $18.96 a
day and lays only 540 bricks.
He could lay a thousand bricks,
or even two thousand, but he
lays only 540 in order to “protect
the job.” At those rates he Iis
charging 3.5 cents to lay a sin-
gle brick. If he would lay only
a thousand bricks, the cost of
building would be reduced to 1.9
cents a brick. He has almost
doubled his share of the cost of
building.

Cement finishers are reported
as doing 359% less work per day
than before the recent war, plas-

terers 379 less, painters 40°%
less, electricians 419 less, car-
penters 43% less, plumbers 44%
less, and tile setters 509 less.

twenty different sites, of -cancer,
the common age at which they
appear, the accepted methods of
treatment, the percentages ot
cures, and any known preventive
measures.

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health
Officer says that cancer patients
today have a brighter prospéct
for recovery than at any time
before in history, and agrees
wholeheartedly with the national
movement to stamp out cancer
through educating the public that
“early discovery can mean recov-
ery.”

“Surgery, mdium and x-ray
therapy are working wonders in
many different types of cancer”,
Dr. Cox said. “In all types of
cancer except leukemia there is
a possibility of cure if the pat-|
ient is diagnosed in the very
early stages. Any suspicious sym-

ptoms should be investigated by
a competent physician at their
first appearance, and if cancer |
is found to be present and treat- |
ment Instituted at once, there is
every reason to hope for com-
plete recovery.

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NOW’S THE TIME TO
PLAN ADEQUATE FEED
CROPS SAYS A&M MAN

COLLEGE STATION.— Texas
dairymen should be planning now
for adequate pastures, hay and
silage crops for their herds says,
G, G. Gibson, extension dairy
husbandman of Texas A&M Col-
lege. Each cow needs at least
two tons of hay and three tons
of silage. Good pastures will re-
duce the cost of producing milk
and the cow does the harvest-
ing. Lower production costs are
daily becoming more important,
and the producer who can cut
costs ‘now will continue to find
dairying profitable.

Now is the time to plan for
storage space on the farm for the
year's supply of hay, silage and
grains. It is always good busl-
ness to store these feeds when
the supply is large and the qual-
ity good, says Gibson.

Hungry cows grazing on lush
clover are subject to bloat; this
can cause the loss of animals.
Gibson says it is a good idea to
feed the cows hay before turn-
ing them into the clover pas-

tures. This practice will help pre-
vent bloat.

Many eows are lost each year
because they get wire, nails,
bolts and nuts mixed in with
their feed. Watch for this hard-
ware and be sure that none of
it gets into the feed bins. You'll
save more cows if you do.

The Texas Agricultural Experi-
ment Substation ran some tests
recently on sweet sudangrass and
common sudangrass. At the con-
clusion of the experiment, they
decided that one is as good as
another in sudangrass pastures.
Common sudangrass yielded more
total forage during the dry
vears and was drouth resistant.
On the other hand, sweet sudan
is. resistant to the common bac-
terial foliage diseases, and holds
its lush greenness and palata-
bility better as it approaches
maturity with cattle grazing both
the leaves and the stalks, says
Gibson.

A regular check on the dairy,

will keep the dairyman in pro-
fitable production, the specialist
concluded.

Don't waste effort working ag-
ainst a bad system but accom-
plish something really worth
while by working with a system
whichgwe know to be infinitely
better.

Spencer opened his speech with

an explanation that scientific
and mechanical progress and
soil are the elements of our

prosperity, then pointed out that

the first two continue to in-
crease whereas the latter is
steadily decreasing. We are

headed for a condition of want,
he warned, and that can lead
to communism. “When people
are hungry and cold they fall

easy prey to the suggestion of
confiscating and redistributing
all goods.” ‘

He then quoted some alarming
figures to show that the country
today is rushing madly toward
disaster. We need 2% acres to
supporghone person and actually
have three at this time. How-
ever we are losing our life-sus-
taining topsoil at the rate of a
half milion acres a year. At the
same time our population is in-
creasing at a rate to double it-
self in 70 years. On the basis of
those two figures Spencer states
that we will be two million ac-
res short of our needs in 20
vears unless we do something to
save and improve the soil we
have left.

He gave his fellow Texans a
terrific jolt when he said that
this state in spite of its high
total production is actually one
of the lowest unit producers in
the country. It ranks 16th in the
vield of cotton per acre, 44th
in the -yleld of corn and 43rd in
production per cow,

He then continued that land
can be saved and it can be im-
proved with most desirable re-
sults. Actual results have preved
that production can be increased
as much as 35 per cent in three
years. Applying that rate to
Cooke county he estimated an
increased income of three to four
million dollars a year.

With a vacancy in Congress left
by the death of New York’s Rep.
Sol Bloom, 35-year-old Franklin
D. Roosevelt, Jr., has agreed to
become a candidate for the post
in a speeial election to be held
at an as yet undetermined date.
He 1s expected to be supported
by both Democratic and Liberal
parties of New York's 20th dis-
trict. .

At the present stage such a
development, though easily pos-
sible, is bhetter described as wish-
ful thinking. However, if it
should come to pass, historians
of the future will very likely re-
fer to our recent non-stop globe-
girdling flight ‘as the turning
poift in modern history.

Several significant things have
happened since that event a few
weeks ago. There was a reshuf-
fling of politburo top brass. Red
leaders in-a half dozen countries
asserted simultaneously that in
case of war they would support
Russia and oppose their own
countries, And nations that have
had threatening “invitations” to
join S$talin's pact came  forth
bluntly to join the North Atlantic
pact.

That flight, preceeded just a
few days by the 9,600 mile flight
of a B 36, made the world sit up
and take notice. Now everybody
knows that Stalin's domain is
within bombing range. And Sfalin
knows that everybody knows.
That's the reason for exposing
what he considers to be a very
potent \weapon of his own, the
subversive organization he con-
trols in other countries. It was a
desperate effort to scare the pros-
pective pact signers but it seems
the countries are more impres-
sed by real power than subver-
sive power.

An interesting sidelight on the
world flight is a report that it
was considered a year ago but
abandoned on the advice of the
State Department on the grounds
that it would annoy Russia and
hamper the amicable settlement
of disagreements with her. Un-
der the circumstances we may
assume that this -country either
has lost hope of making amicable

settlements or it feels big enough
to disregard the Kremlin reac-

| tion.
