Peo-
ple familiar with the trend tell
us that the day is coming, and
in the near future, when every
public school of the state will
either ' measure up to first class
requirement or will be combined

with a district that meets the
requirement. y
Applied to ourselves; this

means that Muenster will have a
first class public school or will
be annexed to some other dis-
trict and its pupils transported
there for their classes. |

And there precisely is where
the pinch will be felt by the par-
ochial school. If Muenster should
be annexed by another district
it will experience a drastic chan-
ge in its transportation system.'
Busses will = drive away from
Muenster, not to Muenster. And
they will carry only the public!
school pupils.

‘“'That the change
becomes obvious after " just a
moment's thought on circum-
stances as they are now and as
they will be if Muenster is ab-
sorbed in another district.

At this time the community
operates as a unit. Parochial and
public school parents cooperate
in electing a school board devot- |
ed to the welfare of all pupils.
The blunt fact is that parochial
parents are in the majority and
therefore in a position- to bar. |
gain for a few. advantages. So |
they operate through the pub-|
lic school system to tax them- |
selves for transportation to the
parochial school.

According to state laws they
are illegal, but understanding
people in the state department of
education appreciate the fairness
of the arrangement . . . and rea-
lize also that this is the only
means of providing local public
school - transportation S0
they permit it to continue.

is inevitable

But if Muenster should become
merely a part of some other dis-
trict the local parochial voters
will lose their majority status.
They'll lose their present assur-
ance of controlling the school
board as well as the power %o
bargain for a complete trans-
portation set-up.

It's har%liy necessary to point
out that e loss of a bus sys-
tem would be a serious blow to
the parochial school. There will
be many a case of distant pupils
who will thansfer to the public
school rather than provide their
own transportation.

But other factors are also in-
volved. Before congidering them
let's pause to observe that the
contemplated improvements are
intended primarily for high school
students. They include fully ac-
credited courses in vocational ag-

riculture, shop, home economics,
etc. One way or  another the
parochial school stands to lose

a few students. The choice of
subjects will induce some to at-
tend the public school either
here or in the school which ab-
sorbs the district.

And we may as well face the
fact that our parochial school
will not be able to improve suf-
ficiently to compete with the
public school. When the parish
is paying for a new church ana
also paying a public school tax
it isn't likely to assume the ad-
ditional. burden of supporting
expensive facilities in the par-
ochial school.

So, admitting that the tax is
inevitable, to support a better
public school either here or aw-
ay from here, and admitting also
that the parish cannot afford to
compete with- a complete, tax
supported system, where does it
wish to have the system?

Herein are several more vital
considerations for parochial par-
ents. If the school is here the
present local control can be con-
tinued and the facilities of the

valuation. Half of that rate is
to be applied on the debt and
the remaining half is to be av-
ailable for school operation and
maintenance expense.

In that connection the school
board pointed out that the actual
tax assessment is not likely to
be for the full authorized rate
but only for as much as required
to operate the bus system and
maintain the school property. At
this time a 50 cent rate is au-
thorized but the board is operat-
ing on a 30 cent assessment.
Expecting to continue on that
basis it anticipates an actual tax
assessment of 80 cents per $100
of valuation.

The outlook is further improv-
ed by prospects of expansion af-

ter the new school system is
established. Board members pro-
pose inviting neighboring dis-

tricts to consolidate with Muen-
ster if the bond issue is approved.
| Increased  valuations resulting
| from such mergers might permit
a lower tax rate. The present
valuation of the Muenster dis-
trict is approximately $3.5 mil-
lion. After possible consolidations

it would increase to approxi-
mately $5 million.
As regards the problem of

getting the new institution fully
accredited, board members were
assured that it would receive
immediate recognition if it will
meet state requirements for fac-
ilities, all of which are possible
in the proposed program. Harry
Rice, deputy state superinten-
dent, in g recent meeting with
the board stated that if the
school will meet other require-
ments it can begin with full
rating without having the full
minimum enrollment, and it can
retain that rating if it main-
tains its scholastic standard while
increasing the enrollment.
Present regulations require a
high school to have at least 60
students to qualify for accrediti-

zation. Counting present enroll-
ment and possible additions
through transfers, mergers and

greater attendance from the dis-
itrict the board expects to meet
the attendance requirement the

first year.
The favored location of the
proposed new school is the site

north of the parochial school. It
is convenient ‘o both schools for
the facilities to be shared, such
as lunch program, gym, auditor-
ium and bus loading, and also
has ample space for athletic
fields and agricultural projects.

Persons qualified to vote in
the election are property owners
who have duly rendered their
property for taxation and have
paid their poll tax.

Washington, D. C, April 15,—

Labor is now making their
last big assault on what some

President of the American Fed-
eration of Labor, anq Mr. Phillip
Murray, President: of the CIO,
have sent orders to all .of their
unions all over the United States
to have meetings with their
Congressman while said Con-
gressman is at home during this
Easter recess, and to put the
pressure on him for the support
of the Thomas-Lesinski bill, I
predict that such bill will not
be passed; that the Taft-Hartley
Act will not be repealed or sub-
stantially weakened.

MEDICAL NON-CARE

Ix\ a previous article I pointed
out that “Free Medicine” has
proven to be “Expensive Medi-
cine” in Germany. - Let's now
take a peek at what has trans-
pired in New Zealand, which
country in 1939 made the sad
mistake of launching a program
of compulsory health insurance,

Since 1939 the~ New Zealand
Government has brought under
its control by nationalization, the
banks, /dental profession, chem-
ists, masseurs, National Airways,
and many other formerly private
business and professions. This
sepves to prove that the regim-
entation of its medical profession
was but the entering wedge, part
of a‘carefully calculated plan to
the “Left-Wingers” to socialize
completely New Zealand's eco-
nomy. There is no reason to
doubt that the proponents of
“Free Medicine’ here have in
mind the eventual complete so-~
cialization of the United States,

In propaganda used by the
sponsors of the New Zealand law,
the word= ‘“free” was used in
many instances. For example, it
was stated that the act would
provide pharmaceutical benefits
“free of any cost to the patient”,
and State hospital benefits “free
of cost to the patient”. The tax
deduetions and other expenses
were not mentioned. Today So-
cial Security expenditures equal
$60 per person per year, or ap-
proximately one-fourth of the
Government’'s total income.

Does this “Free For $60 Per
Year” program give the New
Zealander adequate medical
care? Not by a jugful. A New
Zealander is required to pay a
considerable fee in addition to
that paid by the government to
achieve that goal.

Are hospital Dbenefits
in New Zealand as promised?
They are not. Private hospital
charges are subsidized by the
government up to $2 per day
during a period of hospitalization
and any charges over that are
paid by the patient.

Are the services of physicians
“Free” in New Zealand? Yes, if
a specialist is not needed. The

“Free'

doctors are paid in
with a prescribed fee schedule.

Are pharmaceutical benefits
“Free” to New Zealanders? Yes,
if the product is on a very lim-
ited list of trade-mark products,
otherwise the patient has to pay.
Most of the desired products are
not on the list.

Are New Zealanders under this
“Free’ plan getting the proper
medical attention. No! Persons
with minor ills or fancied ail-
ments keep the doctors so infer-
nally busy that they have time
to give only superficial exam-
inations to the genuinely sick.

"Why does a New Zealander get
so little for $60 per year he is
taxed for medical care? The an-
swer is simple. Because the grea-
ter part of this $60 is absorbed in
the cost of administration. An
army of civilian servants is en-
gaged full time in routine work,
checking «claims and making
payments to doctors.

Of course, this medical plan is
costing New _Zealand more per

ivear than was anticipated —
actually almost six times as
much. There is nothing strange

about that, such is always the

accordance | case.

All the evidence prove§ that
“Free Medicine” is not “Free”
in New Zealand. It is darned ex-
pensive and awfully darned in-
efficient, just as it is in every
country that has embarked on
such a Utopian scheme. We do
not want that kind of medical
care, or to be more factual, me-

dical non-care, in the United
States. If you agree, won't you
write your Congressman and

Senators to vote “No’ on House
Bill H. R. 783 and its companion
bill Senate 5, which would pro-
vide, among other things, a com-
pulsory health insurance pro-
gram to be financed by the col-
lection of a 69 payroll tax on
salaries of $3,600 and under —
39, to be paid by the employee
and the same amount by the em-
ployer?

they were anxious that Muenster
should have a good railroad sta-
tion, and for this purpose they
donated $1200.00 on the condi-
tion that the railroad Company
employ a German agent,

The Flusche brothers were en-
trusted with the agency of this
colony, and they made great ef-
forts to attract new settlers. Re-
ports of the new colony reached
t?e North, and toward the end
of October 1889 three young peo-
ple from Westphalia, Iowa, came
to make arrangements for the
first group of settlers composed
of 15 farmers, laborers and busi-
ness men. The group arrived on
the 14th of November.

Some experienced men had
joined this group in order to
decide for themselves whether
the conditions which were essen-
tial to a good German Catholic
colony were really present here
in the South, in the illfamed
Texas. When these men, after a
fairly long stay, had carefully
investigated everything, they
came to the conclusion that,
humanly speaking, this colony
had all the chances of prosper-
ity. They bought land for homes
here and returned to Jowa to
make arrangements for the mi-
gration.

Now the new Muenster was
founded, and with great courage
the settlers set to work, in order
to establish themselves, At the

end of the first year 30 families
were here, and each succeeding
year saw new groups arriving,
so that now there are 126 fam-
ilies living here, most of whom
come from Jowa.

Where six years ago 6000 head
of cattle were our neighbors, one
now sees farm bordering on farm,
with good buildings and modern
improvements, such as windmils,
ete.; as well as orchards and
| vineyards. The harvest was very
satisfactory during these six
yvears, and the colony has not
had a crop failuré so far.

The city of Muenster did not
boom, as is often the case in
new settlements, but it kept pace
with the neighboring settle-

Another possibility
appealing to many parents is
that of arranging religious Iin-
struction for public school stu-
dents. Officials of the state de-
partment of education have said
that a student can earn credits
in religion in another school and
apply them on his requirements
for graduation in the public
school. Fortunately the state of
Texas still recognizes the value
of religious instruction. Since the
famous Supreme Court decision
of a few years ago it cannot per-
mit the subject to be taught in
a public school, but it can and
does permit released time for
teaching religion elsewhere and
it does continue to recognize the
credit.

As regards the present public
school students, advantages are
so obvious and so numerous that
they hardly need a mention. The
column cannot imagine a public
school parent who would even
consider opposing it.

That's the reason for devoting
all this space to the parochial
parents’ viewpoint. For many &
year they have been concerned
primarily with the welfare of the
parish school and circumstances
permitted them to neglect the
other school and get away with
it. But a new set of circumstan-
ces is coming up. Now their own
interests are inseparably tied up
with the improvement of the lo-
cal public school. The day of
neglecting it in order to evade
a tax has comé to an end. One
way or another, the tax is com-
ing. So the issue is, will we take
the advantages as a return for
our tax money or will we just
fizzle away the money to help
support a systemm somewhere
else?

Before we leave the subject of
taxes let's remember that our
tax will be lower if we keep the
system at home. Everyone fam-
iliar with the valuations here and
outside the district says that
Muenster can get along on a
lower rate. Do we want to pay
the price for a school at home,
or~ more to support one away
from home?
