How about the proposed min-
imum wage standard of 75 cents

an hour? Are you for it or
agin’ it? No matter what side
you're on, you may rest assured
you have plenty of company.

A recent news release issued
by the Dallas office of the U.S.
Department of Labor says the
higher minimum wage is going
to be mighty fine for the small
merchant and the farmer. Able to
buy more food and clothing, the
worker will give his retailer more

business, which in turn will help
the farmer, who produces the
food as well as the raw material
for clothing.

So far the idea looks swell, but
along about here opponents of
the proposal begin raising a few
problems. For instance, what will
happen to the cost of living
when the millions of minimum
wage workers have their pay
practically doubled? The increas-
ed costs will eventually show
up on the price tag. No one has
any doubt about that. Then
there's the strong probability of
another round of wage increases,
The worker who got six bits all
along won't be satisfied when the
unskilled worker receives as
much pay as he does. He'll in-
sist on moré, after which the
man above him will pop up with
a similar demand. And so it goes
all the way up the line, the final
result being that a week's work
will continue to support about
the same living standard it does
today.

" Some opponents also think a
six bit minimum would cause an
immediate backfire against the
workers themselves. Our neigh-
bor on the Saint Jo Tribune had
something to say on that subject
last week. In his opinion a lot
of employers can't afford to pay
that much for the simpler jobs,
with the final result that many
a worker will have no pay at all
instead of better pay. The Tri-
bune scribe goes on to say that
the helper in that place faces
this very problem. » When the
wage goes to 75 cents an hour
the job will not be there any-
more,

Considering those things a per-
son cannot help doubting the
wisdom of the 75 cent minimum
scheme even though he must ad-
mit that it is amply justified by
existing conditions,

Anyone knows that a person
receiving 40 cents an hour for a
40 hour week cannot get along
with present price levels. How-
ever it's about time for some of
our economists to realize that
the price level and not the wage
may possibly be out of line. And
if that is the case the problem
should be tackled from the other
side. Something should be done
to bring the cost of living in line
with wages.

That has been the contention
of this column all through the
wage hullabaloo of the past few
years. Our whole economic ma-
chine would run smoother if we
tried conscientiously to do more
about prices and less about wa-
ges.

The sad fact is that the Amer-
ican worker today is being let
down by union and government

leaders, the very persons who
shout most loudly about their
noble service to labor. His ap-

parent gain in every pay increase
is quickly absorbed by price in-
crease. Meanwhile the value of
his savings depreciates and he's
actually worse off than before.

Now suppose the procedure
were reversed. Suppose the lead-
ers concentirated not on more
money but on making the money
go farther, and, incidentally, on
restoring some of the value of
people’s bonds, insurance and
other savings. It could be done
by the simple method of giving
a little more labor for the same
wage. That would reduce unit
costs for one thing and also build
up an abundance which would
be reflected in competitive pri-
ces. When things are plentiful
they are available at a reason-
able figure. Well, why don’t the
men with the power arrange to
make them plentiful? And why
don’t the big shots in Washington
arrange to reduce government
expense and let us apply a little
of our present tax money to the
cost of living? As long as gov-
ernment costs more than grocer-
jes we refuse to admit that we're
getting a fair deal

All of this of course is the con-
servative point of view. It is bas-
ed on the theory that a high
level of wages and living costs is
unfair because it penalizes ev-
eryone who has saved in the past.
1t wipes out almost half the orig-
inal value of bonds, insurance
and cash savings laid aside by

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FMA Gets Stand-by
Unit To Take Over

In Power Emergency

Power failures because of ice
storms are a thing of the past
at the FMA cheese factory. A
stand-by electric generating plant
acquired in Dallas this week will
enable the plant to switch to
its own electrical system on a
moment’s notice.

The unit, powered by a 75 H.P.
steam engine, is capable of pro-
ducing enough current to oper-
ate the entire FMA factory and
freezer plant and the city water
system to boot. “According to
specifications given by plant
manager Rudy Hellman, it has
a rated capacity of 75 kilowats.
The small emergency unit recent-
ly borrowed from TP&L has a ca-
pacity of 18 kilowats.

Installed to tie in with the
FMA’s 150 H.P. steam boiler the
emergency power is available at
the mere turn of a wvalve. Since
steam pressure is available at
any time, it can be put to work
any moment it is needed. Ana
it is not even dependent on gas
pressure, A stand-by oil burner
recently installed as a precau-
tion against gas emergencies is
also ready whenever needed.

The city of Muenster will also
benefit from the emergency unit.
Special connections with the No.
1 well and the reservoir booster
pump will assure a steady flow
of water to the main water tow-
er. In the recent emergency the
smaller unit handled only the
No. 2 well and only while the
unit was not needed at the FMA
plant. What little water the city
got came from the ground level
storage tank under low pressure.

A separate building to house
the emergency unit will be erec-
ted soon, but the exact location
was not decided Wednesday. It
will either join the west end of
the plant or will stand alone
some 150 feet farther west near
the city's reservoir.

The unit, formerly wused to
power a large laundry in Dallas,
became available when the
building was occupied by sanother
firm. J. W. Hess, Rudy Hellman
and Herman Swirczynski drove
down to look it over Monday and
sent three of Steve Fette's trucks
to pick it up Tuesday. Still in ex-
cellent condition it is good for
many years of steady service or
scores of years of emergency
service,

Washington, D. C., March 12.—
We have let Saturday slip up
on us again before writing this
newsletter which means we have
to send it air mail in order to
reach our district papers in time,
This delay was occasioned prim-
arily by the bitter debate in the
House over the extension of rent
controls. We have not yet dis-
posed of this bill on which final
vote will be taken on Tuesday.

Tommorrow I am flying down
to New Orleans with the Immi.
gration Subcommittee to see the

landing of the first boat load of
DPs to dock in the Southwest
Heretofore, all havé gone into

New York City., The Committee
will fly back to Washington Mon-
day afternoon. It is doubtful that
we will learn much on this trip.

I have just finished examining
a huge contour relief map in the
main lobby of the House Office
Building. This is probably the
largest such map in the world, It
required -the work of 20 engineers
and a period of 8 months to
build. It depicts 50,000 square
miles of land extending from
Hoover Dam to the Mexican bor-
der and west from the Colorado
River to the Pacific Ocean. The
map contains 250 separate pieces

and is built to scale. It follows
closély engineering maps. which
took 16 surveying parties more
than 4 years to prepare. The
Hoover Dam is 727 feet tall and
creates Lake Mead, the largest
reservoir in the United States.

The cost of Hoover Dam and its
tremendous power plant exceeds
$£500,000,000.00. All of this cost
will be repaid- by the users of the
water and electricity, largely

IT'S AWFULLY LATE

By George Peck

The Administration and Con-

gress are flirting with disaster
in their policy of “Better late
than never” regarding national

defense and especially about air-
power.

It is agreed by the military
experts that America must have
top-grade airpower to maintain
its safety and all are unanimous
in pronouncing that to assure
building that vital airpower, we
must have a program covering a
minimum of five years.

In 1948, after several years of
study, Congress authorized the
beginning of a 5-year program
on a minimum basis. It appro-
priated enough money to {inau-
gurate the program. It was es-
timated that, followed to its lo-
gical conclusion, by 1953 we
would have a first-grade airpo-
wer, with good, new planes, per-
sonnel to fly and maintain them,
and production facilities ade-
quate not only to handle replace-
ment but for quick expansion in
case of emergency.

That was last year,
as Congress digs
budget, this program has van-
ished into thin. air. Originally,
the 5-year program called for 70
air groups by 1953. Under the
new proposals this is to be cut
to 48 groups. After spending a
full year arranging the business
of airpower for the next five
years, aiming at a safe, sure
goal, our Air Force now learns

that these plans are to be scrap-

ped.
This is nothing short of sui-
cide. The complexity of modern

aircraft plans and production will
not permit year-to-year jug-
gling. Airpower must be careful-
ly planned in advance and. then
followed through on a business-
like, rational basis.

In the opening days of the 81st

Congress, Representatives Carl
Hinshaw (Calif.), vice-chairman
of the Congressional Air Policy

Board, expressed his feeling and
that of other Congressmen about
this threat to our national saf-
ety. Said Mr. Hinshaw:

“While all of the groups that
have surveyed the problem, re-
commended an Air Force of 70
groups, the budget that has been
given us proposes only 48 groups.

“Thig budget is so startling
that there is very little one can
say about it except to ask for
an explanation. What in the in-
ternational situation has justified
the abandonment of the long-
term plan that competent auth-
orities have deemed so essential?
How have our foreign relations
improved to justify abandoning
the 70-.group program? What
reason is there for ignoring the
findings of the Air Coordinating
Committee, the Senate Committee
to Investigate the National De-
fense Program, the President's
own ‘Finletter Commission,” the
Congressional Aviation Policy
Board, and the survey of Stan-
ford University?

“This budget means that air-
craft production programs, just
barely started, must be cut back.
Indeed, the cutbacks with their
attendant layoffs of skilled wor-
kers already have begun. In ad-
dition, large sums of ‘money al-
ready expended for tooling, for
expanded facilities and for re-
cruiting of workers, will be was-
ted. Yet, we are going to waste
these sums of money and toss
our expansion plans out”of the
window. We will have to repeat

the process_of tooling up and! =

expanding sometime, only it will
be ‘more costly, We will have lost
time,"

From all the hot arguments as
to whether we require a 70-
group Air Force or whether a 48-
group will suffice, one thing
stands out like a sore thumb —
the basic necessity for long-ran-
ge planning, and a following
through on those plans. This na-
tion just cannot afford to be “too
late with too little” in planes,
personnel and production facil-
ities. It is true that “it's better
to learn late than never,” but
it's awfully late right now.

town. Since the queen's job is to
lag eggs to keep the colony go-
ing, you can get rid of the colony
by killing all the gueens.

The main town may be 15,
20 or even 100 feet in diameter,
with many entrances leading
from the surface to the under-
ground cavities. It won't do much
good to treat the smaller ant
hills surrounding the central
town, says Allen C. Gunter, as-
socite extetnsion entomologist of
Texas A&M College. You've got
to get the -central colony where
the queens are. 7

The smaller ant hills are con-
nected to the main colony by un-
deground passages, which may
sometimes be a quarter of a mile
long. It's through these subways
the workers carry the cut leaves
to the central town,

A two or three percent chlor-
dane solution, made up of a
chlordane wettable powder or an
emulsion form, may be used in
the control of cut ants, says
Gunter. Pour about a half gallon
of this solution down each open-
ing of the colony

Another good method is to dig
up a shovelful of dirt at the sur-
face opening to the passageway
into the interior, then pour a
barrelful of water down this pas-
sageway. As the last gallon or
two runs down into the ant hill,

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Notes On Soil
Conservation

Waterway sodding is getting
more attention in the Muenster
work unit area than ever before,
according to officials of the lo-
cal unit, who point out that this
soil conservation practice is one
of the jobs that is not hard to
do but is hard to get started on,
Every farm has one or more wa-
terways that receive runoff wa-
ter and these become eroded
ditches without some sort of
erosion protection. A permanent
grass cover is the best possible
protection. Farmers are observing
that runoff water from good
stands of grass is never very
muddy.

Some of the farmers in the
Muenster work unit area who
have been sodding waterways this
week are Eugene Klement, Tony
Hesse, Joe and John Kleiss, Tony
Walterscheid, Felix Becker, Roy
Townsley, Al Schmitt, Henry
Sicking, C. B. Sears and Clem
Hofbauer. These farmers are us-
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ing Bermuda grass sprigs and the
waterways are all in cultivated
land. The average size of the
waterway is 4 acres and the av-
erage area contributing runoff
water is 75 acres. This 'area, when
terraced, will require an average
of three miles of terraces,

F. J. Hacker has seeded a wa-
terway to a bluestem grass mix-
ture and will use it for meadew.

J. H. Coursey has seeded two
waterways to the bluestem grass
mixture.

J. A. Denison is seeding a 5
acre plot to Indian grass for seed
production, He is planting the
grass in three foot rows to allow
for cultivation and fertilization.
Indian grass is an excellent na-
tive grass and the demand for
seed far exceeds the supply.

At the same time we have to
be realistic "enough to under-
stand that the government can
hardly favor a lower level. Its
tremendous debt, accumulated
during the depression and the
war can be met only with cheap
money.

Lest we forget, another factor
may possibly be involved, And
that's communism. This isn't to
insinuate that the people who
guide our destinies are reds, but
only to observe that industrial
strife, spiraling inflation, and any
other disturbing effect on the
smooth operation of our nation-
al economy all fit in with com-
munist objectives. In this con-
nection let's be mindful that
reds and pinks have always been
emphatic about adjusting our
economy by raising wages. And
let's also be mindful that their
recommendations as a rule are
anything but good for the coun-
try — because they are fanatical-
ly dedicated to the overthrow of
our government.

Getting back to that report
from the U. S. Department of
Labor concerming the proposed
75 cent minimum range, let's
take a moment more to notice
a very firritating characteristic,
the kind that is apparent in far
too much of the propaganda com.
ing out of Washington bureaus.

The story says the 75 cent

minimum wage law should be ot
great benefit to small merchants
and farmers although both groups
are exempt from the law's re-
quirements. Get the idea? Here
are two groups of citizens being
reminded in Washington’s subtle
way that they have another op-
portunity to get something for
nothing, therefore they should
support the law,

'roh muech-of our do-good leg-

islation is promoted by playing
up the idea that certain groups
will have easy pickings and other
groups will be stuck with the
cost. Eventually the easy pickings
and the costs are both pretty
well spread out, but everybody
seems to notice that his own
costs are far greater than his
receipts.
