City’s leasing rights sought

David Jones attended the
Monday, Dec. 7 meeting of
the Muenster City Coun-
cil hoping to procure leas-
ing rights from the City for
the water tower. Jones is
the owner of West Texas IT
which is officed in Muenster.

“m trying to bring an-
other alternative to internet

service to Muenster and the
water tower is a good place
to start,” noted Jones. “I look
to start a wireless service
company and then branch
out from that. I'm planning
on building from Muenster
west.”

Jones said he would have
to get internet from the

Lindsay or Gainesville area
and beam it in by microwave.
He said he’s working with an

engineering company out of
Kansas on the project.
Alderman Steve Taylor
asked if Jones planned to
offer other services. Jones
said he did, but at this time
was only saying internet and
voice over IP service which is
also telecommunication. He
said that he feels Muenster
is underserved with only one
provider and that he feels it

Texas Farm Bureau selects
Knauf for teaching award

Of the many teachers
nominated by county Farm
Bureaus in Texas, Michele
Knauf had the honor of be-
ing selected as Agriculture in
the Classroom Outstanding
Teacher. She was nominated
by Cooke County Farm Bu-
reau and accepted the award
last weekend in Arlington at
Texas Farm Bureau’s 82nd
annual meeting.

Michele teaches fourth
grade at Sacred Heart Cath-
olic School in Muenster. She
began her careerin education
as an aide at Muenster ISD
for 1981-82. Then from 1985
to 1993, she was an aide at
Sacred Heart Catholic School
(SHCS). She earned a Bach-
elor of Science degree from

Texas Woman’s University in
1994 and became the second
grade teacher at SHCS from
1994-2010. In 2010, Michele
moved from second to fourth
grade. In 2001, Michele ob-
tained LEAD for Alphabetic
Phonics Certification and in
2013 received her Spalding
Method Certification.

She grew up on a farm
in south Texas where her
father, uncles, and cousins
raised cotton, vegetables,
and fruit. She passes her
knowledge and appreciation
of farming, agriculture, and
the people who live that life
on to her students.

“It’s the hands-on things
that excite the kids the
most,” noted Michele. “It’s
the learning about life, life
on the farm, life in the fields.
When you get into the Sci-

ence and even the Social
Studies learning about how
this place is different from
this place and all of that,
they get excited.”

Some of Michele’s favor-
ite projects include planting
and maintaining a peren-
nial flower garden, hatching
baby chicks in an incubator,
dissecting flowers to see the
various parts, and examin-
ing owl pellets to learn what
their meal had been that
day.

“We talk a lot about the
cotton,” said Michele. “Dad
grew cotton and my uncles
did. So I saw the cotton in-
dustry from little on and
then the citrus industry.”
She said they also grew pep-
pers, tomatoes, broccoli, and
cabbage. “We didn’t grow

A Winter Wonderland

On Sunday evening. Dec.
6, Muenster’s Main Street
came alive with sparkling
lighted floats, antique ve-
hicles, Christmas music,
and children waiting for the
arrival of Santa. The Muen-
ster Chamber of Commerce
held its annual Christmas
Parade on Sunday. It was
scheduled for the Saturday
after Thanksgiving, but was

canceled due to the drench-
ing rains predicted for that
day.

According to Chamber Di-
rector Lilly Palmer, there
were 30 entries in the event.

Lilly remarked, “The
Muenster Chamber Of Com-
merce was so excited about
this year’s ‘A Christmas

Winter Wonderland Parade.’
For the Parade being on its
second year lit up and being
rescheduled - what a great
turnout we had. I was per-

sonally very impressed by
the efforts of our Board of Di-
rectors’directions in the line-
up and with the pre-parade
organization and involve-
ment. It made this evening
possible for the businesses
to ‘shine’ with their creative
and inspirational floats and
their decorated store fronts
which were en‘light’ing.
“Working with the City,
entertainment, and our lo-
cal businesses make all the

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up with a family garden,” she recalled. “Gardening was all
around us. We would just go to this uncle’s field when this
was ready or Dad’s field when this was ready. We didn’t
do any canning because there were things growing all year
long down there. We didn’t have to worry about that. I had
to learn to can when I got up here because even at Christ-
mas time we were picking tomatoes out of Uncle Edward’s
field full of tomatoes because it doesn’t freeze down there.”

Beth Bartush wrote in a letter of recommendation to Tex-
as Farm Bureau, “Michele Knauf has a true gift of instill-
ing an interest in agriculture and its importance to our
society, into her students. This is observed when you walk
into her classroom and are welcomed by the sounds of baby
chicks and the excitement of the children as they begin to
explain what they have been doing and why these chicks
are in school.”

A parent, Rep. Drew Springer, wrote, “The children,
themselves, were the best recommendations for Mrs. Knauf
when they frequently came home sharing details of her ef-
forts in the classroom to relate agriculture to their lives. My
wife and I distinctly remember the excitement the kids felt
as they were actually encouraged to get their hands dirty
while planting seeds and plants in their perennial wild-
flower garden on the school campus next to the playground
for all to enjoy. Mrs. Knauf always had some project or ani-
mal in the classroom actively showing animal life cycles.
She used these to let the children see, first hand, how the
animals were an integral part of our agriculture-based com-
munity.”

And the children do learn as the late SHCS Principal Ralf
Rondon had written in his letter, “Mrs. Knauf’s teaching
has advanced the curriculum goals of our school and this
has been reflected in our standardized testing scores. Mrs.
Knauf’s students have routinely exhibited the highest rate
of growth for our elementary school.”

Michele remarks about teaching, “I like learning along
with the kids. I like seeing their faces light up when they
finally really see what we're talking about or when they
get the concept, or when they’ve discovered something new,
too. Then they are hollering for everybody to come see what
they found. It’s fun. And, it’s neat to hear their point of view.
They, a lot of times, will think of things that you’d have
never thought of and that’s pretty cool too. So many differ-
ent ways of looking at things.

“I'm really very excited about it! I just thought it was a
great honor to be picked out of the whole state,” remarked
Michele on receiving the statewide award. She was told
that there were quite a few applicants. As the Agriculture
in the Classroom Outstanding Teacher, Michele will get to
take an expenses paid trip to the National Agriculture in
the Classroom Conference in Arizona next summer. She is
thrilled to get the opportunity to meet with other teachers
from across the nation and share in what they have been
doing in their classrooms.

Also, both Michele and Cooke County Farm Bureau re-
ceive $300 cash.

Michele praised Cooke County Farm Bureau President
Robert Klement and his wife Gloria for all the work that
they do for the County Farm Bureau and for putting on the
Ag Days in the spring for the County 4th graders. She said
that Gloria was very helpful in assisting with getting the
application prepared for Michele.

Michele’s husband Bob ranches in Cooke County. They
have two daughters. Tanya who is married to Jody Fleit-
man and Kristen whose husband is Ross Harris. Their
grandchildren are Ali, Hayden, James, and Mitt Fleitman
and Landry Harris.

Michele looks forward to learning more interesting things
during the workshop in Arizona which she will share with
her students.

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would be a benefit to the City
to allow competition.

City Administrator Stan
Endres asked Jones about
his request for exclusive
rights to use the tower.
Jones said that there would
be a lot of money invested
in equipment that would be
sensitive to interference. He
asked for an exclusive for at
least two years.

Endres said that they
would have to advertise for
bids so all interested parties
had the opportunity to bid.

Jones stated that it would
be beneficial for the City
to go with a local company
such as the one he proposed
rather than one that is not
local. With his, the sales tax
would stay in Muenster.

With no objections from
the Council, Endres said
that he will check with the
lawyers at TML (Texas
Municipal League) and if he
is told they must advertise
it, prepare the bid proposal
and advertise it. The matter
will be discussed further in
the January meeting.

A mobile home located at
419 Sylvan Lane has fallen
into a state of disrepair
to the point that the City
felt it had become a health
hazard to the neighborhood.
It has missing doors, broken
windows, and a ceiling that
is caving in.

Endres explained that the
CCAD records show that it
is owned by Pam Dittfurth.
When contacted by Endres,
Dittfurth said that she had
sold it to Patricia Seymour.
Endres has tried to contact
Seymour and the trailer
park owners about the
mobile home but has gotten
no response from either.

Pictures of the trailer were
shown to Council members.
Endressaidithad only gotten
this bad in the past year.
He asked them to declare
the trailer a Hazardous
Structure and they did
so unanimously. Certified
letters will be sent to all
concerned parties notifying
them of the City’s intention
to demolish and remove the
trailer. Most likely, the City
will have to bear the expense
of the demolition.

Muenster Volunteer Fire
Chief Mitch Creed gave
the past month’s report.
They were called out for
three wrecks, two medical
calls, and one gas leak for
about 40 hours of service.
They started an inventory
inspection system to help
out with grants. He said
they were not aware that
they were required to have a
lot of that information. The
new truck is scheduled to be
built on Dec. 12.

Plans are being made
to start the 2016 hydrant
testing. They think that one

additional gauge checker
will be needed.
Chief Creed said that

they have some individual
donors who would like them
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to get started on the new fire
station building. This will
require them to get a loan.
The land it is to be built on is
in the City’s name and that
will have to be addressed
when applying for the loan.

Following the  Police
Report, Alderman Taylor
added, “People are doing
more internet shopping
which means that there are
more UPS and FedEx drop
offs. This could be an open
invitation to thieves to pick
up your gifts. People need to
be aware of that.” He added
that sometimes it is possible
to receive an email when the
package is delivered so that
you can go home and bring
them inside.

The Muenster dJaycees
plan to fence their one acre
property by the ballparks.
When they purchased the
property, they deeded all
but that one acre to the City
for the ballparks. They had
their property surveyed and
found that the lines were
not quite designed the way
they’d like. They proposed
a land swap with the City
that would move the Jaycee
property line further north
and not as far east. It would
not change the amount of
land to either the City or
Jaycees. This request was

approved.

Administrator Endres
reported that TxDOT
engineers have made a

decision on the KMB walking
trail. Engineer Mike Hallum
told Endres that most of the
trail will be left in place.
A new portion of the trail
will be constructed south
and west of the current
track. They will lower the
steep grade to make it ADA
approved.

Water levels in three of
the City’s water wells were
measured last month and
it was welcome news. With
all the rain this year, #4
increased by 15 feet, #5 by
22 feet, and #6 by 35 feet.
Prior to this, levels had been
dropping yearly.

The City’s Code Book
has not been updated since
August 2007 and there have
been 73 ordinances approved
since then. Endres asked and
received Council approval to
get a cost estimate to do an
update. Endres will present
the estimate at the January
meeting.

In other business
conducted at the Dec. 7
meeting, the Council:

e Approved renewing
the contract between the
City and the Friends of the
Muenster Public Library.
The City provides $18,000
towards the operation of the
Library. Alderman Clifford
Sicking, a member of the
Library Board, abstained
from voting.

e Approved the purchase
of new lights and garland for
the City’s decorative street
lights. The total amount of
$1,367.28 was paid from the
Hotel/Motel Tax Fund.

Dec. 8 is the anniversary of
the founding of Muenster.

* Approved the payment
of bills totaling $103,956.33.

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Hornets making history’

The Muenster Hornets
were alive and swarming
Friday night in their Quar-
terfinal match-up with the
Tenaha Tigers, as the Hor-
nets scored a record-setting
victory. This is the first Hor-
net football team to make
it to the Semi-final, Final
4 Playoff Round. The win
pushed Muenster to a 13-1
record for the season.

“From the offensive side,
they were bigger than us
up front. We ran them down
and began building momen-
tum halfway through the
2nd quarter,” noted Coach
Brady Carney.

Team stat comparison
gave Muenster a total of
345 yards compared to Te-
naha’s at 307. The Hornets
got in 58 plays averaging
5.9 yards per play, while the
Tigers had 66 plays for a 4.7
yard average. The Hornets
found success on the ground,
pounding into the Tiger de-
fense for 248 yards.

“From a defensive stand-
point, we did a few things
early that we had to ad-
just. After that, we played
an excellent game,” Carney
added. “Our biggest posi-
tive was our ability to team
tackle. Our defensive backs
did an excellent job against
their passing game.”

Carney also noted that
Muenster’s offensive line did
a great job against Tenaha’s
big defensive line to control
the line of scrimmage. The
coach credited the kickoff
team for their excellent job
covering the ball and Trace
Klement and Blayne Jones
on their punting.

The Tigers took the open-
ing kick, but the drive ended
when Chase Deeken inter-
cepted a pass. The Hornets’
first drive started with
Blayne Jones buried for a 15
yard loss. Muenster punted
on 4th and 15.

After Muenster’s defense
forced Tenaha to punt, the
Hornets got a great return
from Chase Deeken who
hauled the leather 31 yards.
A penalty for unsportsman-
like conduct placed the ball
at midfield.

Muenster gained only 6
yards and punted. From
their 2 yard line, Tenaha
started a 14 play drive. With
less than 2 minutes remain-
ing in the 1st stanza, the Ti-
gers were on the board with
a 33 yard field goal.

Clay Stevens returned Te-
naha’s kick 29 yards to the
Hornet 42. Muenster had a
chance to score when a Jones
to Parker McGrew pass play
got the Hornets down to the
Tiger 20 yard line, but the
Tenaha defense held, forc-
ing an attempted field goal.
Three plays later, Muen-
ster’s offense was back on
the field after Jones picked
off a Tiger pass.

It was four downs and out
for the Hornets. After the Ti-
gers failed to hit a 1st down
on a series of plays, they
were forced to punt from
their own 14 yard line.

Runs by Dalton Bartel and
Jones, and a Jones to Carson
Trubenbach pass took Muen-
ster to the 2 yard line where
Trace Klement snuck in to
get the Hornets on the board.
Bryce Herr got the point af-
ter for a 7-3 score with 5:50
on the clock.

A 55 yard run allowed the
Tigers to take advantage of
the field position, wasting
little time ringing up the
scoreboard again for a 10-7
score with 4:58 remaining in
the 2nd quarter.

Deeken was on the re-
ceiving end of the kick and
scampered back 42 yards to
the Tiger 43. The Hornets
followed, putting together a
six-play, 43 yard drive, high-
lighted by a Jones to Herr
42 yard pass play. The drive
ended with Bartel crossing
the goal line from 2 yards
out. The 2 point conversion
pass was no good for a Muen-
ster 13-10 lead with 3:11 re-
maining in the 1st half.

The Tigers got in one good
play before punting. The
Hornets could do nothing
with the ball and punted
after three downs as time

ticked away.

Both offenses were silent
in the 3rd quarter. Muenster
punted their first posses-
sion after they couldn’t move
against the Tiger defense.

The teams exchanged
punts before the Tigers put
together a long drive, but
came away with no points
after bogging down in Hor-
net territory.

Under the 2 minute mark,
Jones found McGrew with a
20 yard pass. Bartel moved
the sticks with a 20 yard run
the next play. A 29 yard run
by Klement got Muenster in-
side the Tiger 20. The first
score of the 2nd half came 24
seconds into the 4th period
when Bartel plowed into
paydirt from 4 yards out.
Herr added the PAT for a 20-
10 score.

Muenster’s defense was
not finished clipping the Ti-
gers’ claws. The next play,
Jones intercepted a Tenaha
pass and returned it for 6
points. Herr added another
point to give Muenster a 27-
10 lead with only 32 seconds
off the clock.

Tenaha punted, Muenster
fumbled, Tenaha punted as
minutes ticked away. Muen-
ster then put together a
quick drive.

Highway bill restores crop insurance

After weeks of uncertainty,
a highway bill approved by
the U.S. House and Senate is
expected to save federal crop
insurance from $3 billion in
cuts included in the Biparti-
san Budget Act.

An agreement between
House and Senate Ag Com-
mittee leaders was said to
be in the works to restore
the funding in an omnibus
spending bill, but that agree-
ment came into question soon
after the announcement was
made.

Agricultural organizations,
like the American Farm Bu-
reau Federation (AFBF),
spent days speaking to leg-
islators and discussing the
importance of crop insurance
for American farmers in an
effort to save the program.

“They are fulfilling that
promise. That was a little
bit scary. We’ve done several
hundred Hill meetings and
certainly discussions and let-
ters saying this $3 billion cut
would truly cripple the crop
insurance program. I think
we made a good faith effort
and it is a success,” Mary
Kay Thatcher, senior director
of Congressional Relations
for AFBF, said in a Newsline
update.

The president is expected
to sign the bill once it reaches
his desk, but Thatcher warns
more attacks on crop insur-
ance are expected to move

“I think it’s also a reminder
to us that this issue is not go-
ing to go away. It will be back
in 2016 with a vengeance, we
already know that from our
opposition already saying
we’ve got bills in the works,
we see editorials in the pa-
pers kind of on a daily basis,
so this is not the last time
that I will have to defend crop
insurance,” Thatcher said.

According to Newsline,
restoring the cuts to crop
insurance through the high-
way funding bill also means a

long-term plan for American
transportation.

“In the end, they've come
up with a five-year bill, pretty
good options in there and we
feel very positive. We're cer-
tainly supporting the trans-
portation bill in its passage,”
Thatcher said.

The bill includes over $300
billion for highway projects
over the next five years. The
legislation also revives the
Export-Import bank.

The bill passed the house
in a 359-65 vote, the Senate
approved in an 83-16 vote.
