If anyone of us has con-
sidered neglecting his poll tax
because this happens to be a
political “off-year’”, now is
the time to give it more
thought., As things are shap-
ing up there will be plenty of
opportunity for voters to get
their money's worth out of
that $1.75 investment.

First of all, we've heard
about the special election on
April 4 to name Lyndon John-
son's successor in the Senate,
also the probability of a run-
off to determine which of two
high men will be the eventual
winner of the race. Judging
from the number of candidates
already announced, it is fairly
certain the run-off will be
needed. There's two elections
already, both vitally impor-
tant to every citizen and
easily worth the time and
cost of qualifying for a vote.

For us of Cooke County an-
other special election also
seems to be in sight. A peti-
tion just put in circulation
will ask county commissioners
to order an election on a tax
supported bond issue to fin-
ance a county hospital. This
has special significance to
Muenster in that it would im-
pose a tax burden in addition
to the volunary obligation we
are assuming to build our own
hospital. Self interest prompts
us to be qualified for a vote
in this election.

Besides, there are regular
elections that come up every
year, for the city council and
the school board. Hot contests
have  developed in each of
those elections. Though none
is indicateq at this time, it
could happen again. A person
who cannot vote may be
sorry.

And, of course, still other
elections could develop. Other
city or county issues could
come to a vote. Whether or
not they do, it's still a good
idea to be prepared. Definitely
this appears to be anything
but an off-year for voters of
Muenster,

After the recent general
election it's a good idea also
not to underestimate the value
of a vote. Kennedy’s margin
of the nopular vote was con-
siderably less than one per-
cent. In Hawaii he won by
only 21 out of 185,000. That
percentage applied to our
local elections would make a
single vote the deciding fac-
tor. Perhaps some of us can
recall when a local option
election in this county was
decided by one vote. It can
happen again. A vote can be
most important, and the per-
son who neglects to qualify
for it may have reason to
regret.

Civic duty is another point
to remember in this matter.
Inherent in our status as free
people is the sacred obliga-
tion to vote conscientiously
in electing officials and de-
ciding issues. It is the Amer-
ican way of accepting respon-
sibility and whoever fails in
it is unfair to himself and his
neighbors.

Actually, the matter of re-
sponsibility applies even to
payment of the poll tax, re-
gardless of the voting right
connected with it. By an un-

SCS Seeks More
Flood Control on
Elm Watershed

More reservoir construction
on Elm Creek, with practical-
ly an assurance that the main
stream will be confined to its
channel from now on, is the
goal of a new flood prevention
program now receiving the at-
tention of directors and tech-
nicians of the Upper Elm Red
Soil Conservation District.

Dub Tippie and Jack Mec-
Ferran of the Muenster and
Gainesville SCS offices dis-
closed that efforts are under
way now to secure easements
for reservoir construction on
several additional sites of the
Elm watershed. The new
double purpose of protecting
bottom land immediately be-
low them and also reducing
the total volume of water that
gushes down the main ehannel
after a heavy- rain.

The present system of
reservoirs provides control for
about 40 per cent of the wa-
tershed, McFerran explained.
Total area of the watershed is
about 100,000 acres and the
area controlled by all reser-
voirs is slightly over 40,000
acres. The new program, if
and when completed, would
bring another 12,000 acres un-
der the control of detention
reservoirs. Overall control
then would be about 50 per
cent of the area.

The value of existing struc-
tures was shown in 1957 and
1958 in heavy rains which
previously would have caused
severe flooding of bottomlands
east of Gainesville. At that
time water left the main chan-
nel at only a few places. In-
creasing the control by 10 per
cent, it is believed, would
prevent flooding in even
heavier rains.

Most control at this time is
on the area west of the union
of Big Elm and Dry Elm, near
Lindsay. A few more sites are
wanted on that area but most
control is wanted north and
west of Gainesville,

Gov. Adlai Stevenson has

been named as ambassador to |
the Uniteq Nations. From his |

world travels and his meetings
with Mr. K. he should be well
aware of the deceit of which
the Reds are pastmasters. We

wish him well in his most
difficult assignment for our
country’s prestige may well

stand or fall on his ability to
match wits with the masters
of deceit. Henry Cabot Lodge
did a masterful job as UN
ambassador, but with all the
new members of the General
Assembly, Stevenson’s task
will be even tougher than
Lodge had to perform during
his tenure.

The total
national income Qf these 51
nations is smaller than that of
France ($36-billlion), and their
combined contribution to UN'’s
annual budget of $63-million
is less than seven percent.
Yet, they can “call the tune
while the US pays the piper.”
They can dictate the policies
of UN. ¢

It is our opinion that UN
was created to keep
world peace, and today that
means peace between the
Soviets and the Free World
led by the US.

Communist influence is be-
hind the riots, rebellions and
unrest in all parts of the
world. Africa is a fertile field
for her to sow the seeds of
World War III. Will she do
that, anq will she decide to
wreck the UN if she cannot
reorganize it to serve her
purpose?

NO INCOME TAX

Not one penny of your per-
sonal income tax is used by
the Federal Government to
finance any part of the gov-
ernment authorized by the
Constitution ™f the United
States of America. It does not
pay a soldier, a sailor, or a
marine. It does not buy a tank,
a ship, or a plane or bullets or
clothing or food. It does not
pay the President, the Vice
President, Senators, Congress-
men or any other person on a
job authorized by the constitu-
tion.

Now here is how it is used.
In excess of $6 billion is used
to pay farmers to grow more
wheat, corn, cotton, tobacco,
ete. that the public can con-
sume, and they are also paid not
not farming. In excess of $5 bil-
lion per year i1s used as so
called Federal Aid to States
which has been one of the tools
used by the Federal Govern-
ment to destroy the sovereignty
of the States. Approximately
84 billion per year is being
used to construct in foreign
countries highways, airports,
shipping canals, and to build
plants in foreign countries
which are competing with
American private enterprise
and with no investment in
their plants. It is used to
finance the TVA program and
the TVA fertilizer program
which competes with private
enterprise.

It is used to finance 700
large Government owned
corporations that are split into
3,000 companies and each
competes with every known
phase of American private en-
terprise. This is done TAX
FREE, RENT FREE, OVER-
HEAD FREE, and with no
possibility of loss. They just
raise our tax. The value of
these government-owned corp-
porations is estimated from
50 to 100 billion dollars; and
if these were sold to private
enterprise this amount of
money could be deducted from
the national debt, and these
same corporations would go
on American tax rolls, paying
the corporation tax, city tax,
county tax and school tax,
thereby helping to finance all
local issues, and since it would
eliminate the annual loss of
38 billion dollars, which is
the exact amount of personal
income tax paid, the personal
income tax can be and should
be abolished.

It is estimated these corp-
orations would pay corporate
income taxes to the Federal
Government in the amount
of 8% billion dollars per year
and this could be used to re-
duce the debt annually, and
through the repeal of the 16th
Amendment, the United States
of America could and should
be debt-free within a period
of 25 vears.

Current events give special
interest to a statement which
has been issued by 277 of the

nation’s Roman Catholic bis-
hops, including five U. S.
cardinals. As reported by
Uniteq Press International,

they view with grave concern
a decaying trend toward con-
formity and call for a revival
of traditional ideals of In-
dividualism “before it is too
late"”, They find that “we have
been faced by a frequent lack
of truly responsible leadership
both on the part of manage-

ment and of labor.” In at-
taining social welfare goals,
they believe, ‘“pressures are
growing for a constantly
greater reliance on the col-
lectivity rather than on the

individual.” Further that, “An
inordinate demand for bene-
fits, most easily secured by the
pressures of organization, has
led an ever-growing number
of our people to relinquish
their rights and to abdicate
their responsibilities . in-
tensive socialization can
achieve mass benefits but man
and morality can be seriously
hurt in the process.”

The statement of these high-
ranking churchmen is directed
to parents, businessmen, labor
leaders and to government
which has done so much
through a philosophy of wel-
fare-statism, to undermine in-
dividualism and personal re-
sponsibility.

According to records at the
local Soil Conservation Ser-
vice office there is still a need
for over 200 waterways to
provide safe terrace outlets.
There are also over 30,000
acres of old field areas .or
bare grasslands that need to
be planted to adapted grasses.
These are acres that are pro-
ducing only a fraction of the
forage that they are capable
of producing, and because
they are bare for long periods
of each year, they are sub-
ject to erosion.

Though the 1961 agricultural
Conservation. Program, the
Federal Government will
share with farmers and ranch-
ers the cost of carrying out
approved soil and water con-
servation practices which in-
clude the planting of grasses.

For example, in Cooke
County the payment rates for
planting Common Bermuda
grass roots are as follows:
roots, «sodding, etc., $7.50 per-
acre, fertilizing at the rate of
20-20-0 per acre, $2, for a
total of $9.50 per acre. In
Montague County the cost-
share on the above amounts to
$10.20 per acre.

The cost of planting Coastal
of Midland Bermuda is also
very reasonable this year.
Many landowners cooperating
with the Upper Elm-Req Soil
Conservation District to pro-
tect and improve their soil
prefer the faster growing
higher producing hybrids.

If waterways or improved
pastures are needed, make
plans now to get these and
other grasses planted as soon
aspossible.

“The National Founda-
tion has the distinction and
the honor of having ex-
hausted its March of Dimes

funds for patient aid,” Basil|

O’Connor, its president, an-
nounced recently.
“Therefore, the March of

Dimes has a $45 million job to
do in 1961,” he added.

“But we always have had a
tremendous job to do and have
relied on the American people

for financial support through|,

the March of Dimes each Jan-
uary,” he said. “At the same
time, however, we do not live
just from year to year but
build broad research, educa-
tional and patient-aid programs
for much longer periods. Con-
tinuation of these programs
will require $45 million in
1961."

Speaking of the “urgent
monetary needs of the 1961
New March of Dimes,” to be
held Jan. 2-31, the leader of
the world’'s largest voluntary
health organization explained
that in 1960 about one-third of
its 3,100 chapters had gone into
debt to meet hospital and other
bills for aid to polio patients.

“But our chapters are proud
that they have not built up
bank balances at the expense
of human lives,” he said.

*Since 1938, when The Na-
tional Foundation (for Infan-
tile Paralysis) was organized,
a total of $325,200,000 has been
spent for direct patient aid to
polio victims. In 1960, the bill
was about $13,250,000 for some
40,000 of the polio-stricken. Al-
though the Salk vaccine has
been available to the public for
five years, patient-aid costs re-
main high chiefly for those
stricken before the vaccine was
developed, or for those who
since 1956 neglected to get in-
oculated and thus contracted
polio.

March of Dimes monetary
assistance to individual polio
sufferers has sometimes been
extremely great. To cite two
instances only, patient-aid costs
in the case of Mrs. Ingeborg
Cully, of New York City, thus
far have totaled about $25,000
and the end is not in sight;
while expenditures for Tommy

Davey, six years old, of Boston,
have reached $50,000.
