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Completely baffling fo this
column is the Administration’s
proposal to reduce tariffs on
foreign trade and at the same
time to provide financial as-
sistance to the firms and em-
ployees who are expected to
be hurt by foreign competition.
If this policy is going to cost
us, why is it even considered?
The big objective, it seems,
is to pursue our theories of one-
worldism to the limit by creat-
ing a more favorable business
climate for other nations re-
gardless of the cost to ourselves.
This could be an extension of
our political theory which per-
mits repeated surrender of our
own interests for the sake of
greater harmony in the big
happy family of nations.

To idealists the idea may be
appealing. But to realists it
presents the possibility of ser-
ious trouble. First of all, what
about the firms and workers
concerned? When tariffs are
lowered or removed American
business faces direct competition
with foreign business, which
has the advantage of being
able to produce more cheaply.
Wages in those other countries
are less than half of ours. And
equipment, as a result of our
foreign aid program since the
war, is as efficient as our own.
Foreigners have a big advant-
age over us. They can under-
sell us in our markets as well
as theirs. Many American
firms will go broke, and their
workers will be out of jobs.

To offset these losses the ad-
ministration proposes to help
distressed firms get established
in other lines of manufacture
and to help train distressed
workers for other jobs. But
what kinds of new business and
new jobs do they have in mind?
You can be sure that the in-
genuity behind American free
enterprise is already pursuing
all known possibilities, all of
which are already subject to
the pressure of foreign com-
petition. Or perhaps the ad-
ministration is relying on
technological progress to keep
developing new opportunities
as fast as they are needed to
keep our economy sound. But
then, what's to prevent foreign
competition from entering the
new fields and taking business
away from our new firms? It's
hard to see how we can expect
to win in this kind of game.

Equally puzzling is the gov-
ernment’s apparent lack of
concern with the problem it
creates for itself. If business
and jobs will be lost, as the
government concedes, tax re-
venue will drop sharply. But in
the face of reduced income the

government proposes to take on |
the added expenses of support- |!

ing distressed firms and work-

ers. How's that going to be ac-
complished by a government|

which is already operating in

the red? Unless by demanding|
still higher tribute from tax-|

payers who are not wiped out
by foreign con}petition? In
which case the increased tax
can become a dangerous hand-
icap to many of the surviving
businesses.

As all of us are aware, this
i1s not how the proposal is pre-
sented by its advocates. By
complicated manipulation of
economic theory they expect
big benefits to offset the ob-
vious problems. But to our sim-
ple way of thinking, the pro-
blems are inevitable whereas
the compensations are far from
assured.

Probably the most baffling
feature of this whole affair is
the government’s artificial ap-
proach to the world trade
snarl resulting from its own
economic policies. For many
years it has pursued the theory
that ever rising wages and
salaries are essential to econo-
mic progress. With tragic short-
sightedness born of political ex-
pediency, it has favored re-
peated demands of big labor
bosses until millions of Amer-
ican workers priced themselves
out of the world market. Now
that the day of reckoning has
arrived it seeks to correct its
boner by subsidizing those who
are hurt. :

That isn't the real solution.
It's only relieving the pain in-
stead of curing the ailment. If,
as the facts reveal, our high
wage standard is the cause of
our trouble, reason demands
that we drop that standard to a
competitive level. The nation’s
need is the method whereby
business and labor can take
care of themselves, not this
provision for salving ‘tHeir
wounds indefinitely.

This suggestion will seem to
many as the rankest economic
heresy. But only because they
are convinced that big pay is
essential to progress. Now the
time has come for them to
realize that prosperity depends

STILL — “CENSORSHIP
BY TAXATION"

For some years there has
been much controversy over a
“censorship by taxation” rul-
ing imposed by the Internal
Revenue Service. It holds that
a businessman, in making out
his tax returns, cannot deduct
as a business expense the
money he spent trying to in-
fluence legislation. It was ap-
plied to many businesses —
notably the investor-owned
electric industry which, for ob-
vious reasons, has extensively
used advertising and other le-
gitimate agencies of expression
in presenting its side of the life-
and - death public-vs-private
power issue.

Now a House Committee has
tentatively decided to take
steps to guarantee the right to
speak without incurring heavy
tax penalties. And the danger
is that people may come to be-
lieve that the Committee re-
commendations properly and
adequately take care of this
manifest injustice.

They do nothing of the kind.
They go only a part of the way
— and a small part. Specifical-
ly, they would allow the dedu-
tion only of expenses incurred
in connection with “legislative

appearances” — that is, in giv-
ing formal testimony before
legislative bodies. Such ap-

pearances, obviously, are a rel-
atively minor means of reach-
ing the public with one’s views
pro or con on legislation. Still
non-deductible, for example,
would be newspaper advertise-
ments a businessman might take
out to discuss such matters as
zoning ordinances and taxes,
or letters and pamphlets mail-
ed to employes and stockhold-
ers about some issue with legis-
lative overtones.

One bill — the Boggs Bill
— would revoke the IRS rul-
ing and really assure freedom
of speech and petition. Until
such a bill is passed, we will
continue to have ‘“censorship
by taxation”.

Col. Joe Fletcher, Assist-
ant Director of the Texas De-
partment of Public Safety for
the past 17 years, has resigned
to become Secretary-General
Manager of the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers
Association in Fort Worth, ef-
fective March 20.

Standard Symbols
Feature State’s
New Hichway Map

The pioneering Texas High-
way Department — originator
of a proposal to standardize
symbols on state maps for
easier understanding by motor-
ists — features some of the
new symbols on its 1962 Of-
ficial Highway Travel Map.

A four-color beauty with
“See Texas” as its theme, the
new map is now available free
to the public.

In 1956, Texas recommended
that a standard set of symbols
be adopted for use on all state
maps — to make the maps
easier to read for motorists
crossing from one state into
another. This proposal was
eventually adopted by the
American Association of State
Highway Officials and within
the next few years all official
state highway maps will be
using these accepted standard
symbols. When this standard-
ization is effected, none of the
road symbols should be “for-
eign” to a motorist traveling
anywhere in the United States
— provided the map he con-
sults utilizes AASHO symbols.

Use of the AASHO color
symbols indicating the net-
work of Interstate, U. S. and
State highways, and Farm to
Market roads in Texas key-
notes the major changes in the
latest edition of the popular
travel map.

On the new map, U. S. high-

ways and Farm to Market
roads — both formerly indicated
in black — are now In a red

band and a blue band respec-
tively. Shields for U. S. high-
ways remain red; but Farm
to Market road shields, which
were black, now are “boxes”
in blue, too.

Officials of the Texas High-
way Department said that
markings for the State high-
ways will remain a black band.
Also, Interstate Highways will
retain their two narrow black
bands with a red center. This
is the standard symbol for show-
ing Interstate Highway Sys-
tem.

Multilane-divided highway
miles now completed and
shown on the new map total
2,131 miles. They include sec-
tions of the seven National
Systems of Interstate and De-
fense Highways throughout
Texas.

This year’s map has more
than 698 Farm to Market and
Ranch to Market road miles
added. Approximately 20,848
miles of the state’s more than
33,000-mile Farm to Market
road system now under main-
tenance are shown on the map.
So are the 26,921 miles of In-

terstate, U. S. and State high-|.

ways.

The 1962 map plots 1,828
cities and towns. It also fea-
tures twelve insets, which are
not city maps but maps show-
ing major routes in the state’s
dozen largest cities. They are
Amarillo, Austin, Beaumont,
Corpus Christi, Dallas, E1 Paso,
Fort Worth, Houston, Lubbock,
San Antonio, Waco, and Wich-
1ta Falls.

Free copies of the new Texas
motoring map may be obtained
by writing the Texas Highway
Department, P. O. Box 5064,
Austin. The map also is avail-
able at the 25 highway district
offices and eight Tourist Bur-
eaus throughout the state.
County tax offices have map
cards for requesting copies of
the map.

Distribution of the 1962 Of-
ficial Highway Travel Map 1s
estimated at 750,000 copies, but
demand for this motorist’s must
might push the estimate near
the million mark.

on the ability to have life’s
necessities and comforts.

This column has always con-
tended that rising wages were
unjust to workers. Resultant
rising prices Iinvariably offset
their gains. Meanwhile the
value of savings decreased.
Workers were victims of the
inflation caused by their own
wage increases.

By that same reasoning it
follows that our nation’s best
way to recover from its present
strain is to work toward a re-
duction in wages and prices.
Properly handled that would
retain the real value of a per-
son’s pay check while adding
value to his savings.

It's true, this method pre-
sents big difficulties. Workers
burdened with heavy install-
ment payments and business
with big inventories would
have to make sacrifices. But
still the method presents no
greater problems than that pro-
posed by the administration,
which also has big difficulties
ahead. And it does have the
merit of restoring a good old
American virtue of reward-
ing thrift rather than penaliz-

ing it.

Above all, this is the solution
to our nation’s economic woes.
If pricing ourselves out of the
market, both foreign and do-
mestic, has caused our trouble,
the only answer must be to get
competitive again. That'’s “the

only way to keep people work-
ing. That’s the only way to
keep prosperous.

This calls for real statesman-
ship on the part of government,
industry and labor. For the fu-
ture of our nation let's hope
they will be equal to the job.
