President Kennedy, return-
ing from his trip to Europe,
was described as tired and
disillusioned. In view of the
fact that his visits to French
and British heads of state

were very pleasant, that
leaves only one conclusion. He
must have had an unpleasant
conference with the gangster
boss of the Kremlin.

It's easy to imagine Khru.-
shchev's attitude at the meet-
ing. Inspired by recent succes-
ses of the red movement in
Laos and Cuba, and gloating
over this nation’s embarrass-
ment in both incidents, he no
doubt felt inclined to apply
his ugly and domineering dis-
position to full advantage.
Putting it mildly, our presi-
dent isn’'t likely to be pleased
by what he heard.

If so, perhaps it isn‘t too
much to hope that some good
will come from the meeting.
We can get some satisfaction
from the report that no deals
or concessions were made. At
the same time we know that
our president is better ac-
quainted with his foe. He
should have a better under-
standing of what to expect
in the future, a stronger con-
viction that it is foolish to
continue going along with the
red co-existence hoax, which
Tom Anderson, fiery editor
of Farm and Ranch, describes
as an immoral, impossible and
gutless fraud.

Before the meeting this
column considered the summit
conference as a waste of time.
And it would have been dis-
appointed if the President had
returned beaming confidence
that he haq made progress to-
ward world peace. That would
have been a sure sign that he
was taken in by Khrushchev's
treacherous assurances. But
the depressed attitude offers
a ray of hope. It's possible
that JFK knows the score
more thoroughly than ever
before. If so, the trip was
worth while, and we can look
forward more confidently to
a revival of our old time
American spirit.

Possibly another encour-
aging sign was the absence
of Secretary of State Dean
Rusk at the Vienna encounter.
Rusk was there, but the Pres-
ident did not call on him for
help. Does this mean' that
JFK will depend more on his
own judgment and less on
Rusk’s in dealing with the
commies? We hope so. To our
way of thinking the man who
helped dupe this country into
accepting the Chinese red
take-over as an agrarian re-
form is not really qualified to
serve on the President's cab-
inet. He has to be lacking in
either judgment or principle.
We're somewhat assuredq by
this sign. We'd be even more
pleased if JFK depended less

on him, or, better still, re-
placed him with someone
more dependable.

Another sign of possible

significance was a remark
Tuesday that an attack by
Russia on any of the Euro-
pean countries will touch off
a nuclear attack by this
country on Russia. It may
have been idle talk. It may also
have been a warning to the
Soviets that our dander is up.
Though said by a lesser official
of the government, it could
be Kennedy's answer to a
Khrushchev threat about Ber-
lin or Western Europe.

Squeamish people may shud.-
der at the thought that such
talk points to war. But lots
of others will welcome it as
the only way of dealing with
the reds. If more firmness had
been exercised by us years
ago the world would not be
in its present pitiful fix. If,
at last, we stand our ground,
perhaps we can still stop the
red: conquest. Whether it
works or not, the sure fact is
that it cannot be as futile as
our former weakness.

Regarding fears of World
War III, we might as well be
realistic and understand that
there is less danger in firm-
ness. If we meekly allow the
red conquest to go on we'll
soon be unable to resist it
And when the reds are con-
fident they can win we'll
surely have war . . . or sur-
render. On the other hand a
show of courage can*possibly
stop the red advance, or even
turn it back.

We can imagine that Pres.
ident Kennedy, as he returned
from Vienna, was aware that
the years ahead are about the
most critical in the nation’s
history, and that policies
adopted by this administration
may determine whether, free-
aom and dignity will survive.
If he had that vision his ser-
iousness is understandable.
He faces an enormous re-
sponsibility, He also faces a
staggering problem of getting

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Weather Delays

Harvest of Extra
Fine Gram Crop

Muenster's grain crop this
yvear is one of its best but
farmers are getting uneasy
about losing some of it to the
weather,

Harvesting has been excep-
tionally slow. First maturity
was retarded by cool damp
weather. Then, when grain
was ready, rain delayed the
cutting. Drizzles on Saturday
and Tuesday stopped com.-
bines until noon, and a good
shower Wednesday probably
stopped them for two or three
days

Following Wednesday's short
hard rain, no damage was re-
ported, so the grain still can
pull through without serious
loss. Meanwhile the moisture
was most welcome to all
growing crops. So far the sea-

son has been favorable even
though it is causing some
WOrry.

Reports from local grain
dealers indicate that about

one fourth of the local wheat
crop has been harvested, also
that the average yield for the
area should be near 30 bushels
per acre. Some is poorer, but
some is much better, going as
high as 40 bushels or more.
The quality is the best ever
for this area, testing 62 and
63.

Reports on oats are equally
good, though spotted. Some
fields are poor, some are es-
timated up to 80 bu. per acre.
Generally, it is the best here
in , many years. Tests too are
the best ever. Walt and Leo
Becker claim some oats test-
ing 39.

The moisture measure for
the month so far is 1.15 inch.
Readings for the 3rd, 6th and
7th added to .16 and that for
the 8th was .99

Rainfall for May was 3.18,
about two inches below nor-
mal for the month. Total for
the year to now is 14.06 inches.
The total through May was
12.91 in.

It is 72 cents a square yard,

which falls considerably short
of meeting the city's actual

It would seem that not all
is well within the vast Com-
munist empire, despite the
claims of enormous progress
that come periodically from
Moscow and Peiping. One of
the greatest problems, it has
become obvious, lies in the
food supply.

Soviet's bread basket, was
given the sack for failure to

produce. Two other top of-
ficials were given one more
chance — on an “or else”
basis.

Both the Soviet Union and
Red China, columnist Robert
S. Allen reports, have been
frenziedly buying food from
other countries. To obtain
foreign exchange, Russia has
sold big blocks of her pre-
cious gold supply on the
London free market. In China,
the food shortage is appar-
ently still graver, with fam-
ine and starvation rampant
in some areas. The crisis 1§

“widespread mismanagement
and bungling, and extensive
pilfering and sabotage.”

In this short article we

would like to draw attention
to another unenviable first of
Uncle Sam's achievements (?):
He is first in giving incentives
for not working.

Nikita Khrushchev proudly
boasts that because of the
communist dictatorial system,
Russia is first in putting peo-
ple to work. The Russian peo-
ple have no choice—they work
at what and when they are
told or else.

But here in “free'” America
workers are free to work at
what or when they please. No
penalties are meted out for
not working. On the contrary,

our architects of the welfare
state bend every ‘energy to
create incentives for either
not working at all, or for
soldiering on the job.

The outstanding of these
incentives is, of course, un-

employment benefits. No one
quarrels with the basic idea
of paying wages for a limited
period to workers who just
can’t find employment. The
trouble is in the abuse of un-
employment benefits. We
have carried them almost fo
the point where it pays a
worker to ‘be permanently
unemployed.

So chalk up another {first
for the U.S.A. Let Russia hold
to her. ¢laim to be the first

nation to send a man into
space — the U.S.A. is the
first in rewarding workers

for not working.

SECOND CLASS PEOPLE

People who want to be paid
without working enough to
earn it'are second class peo-
ple, not Americans. People
who want to be protected
withont having the courage
to fight, and earn their own
protection, are second class
citizens. People more anxious
for security than self-respect,
comfort above accomplish-
ment, for “peace in our time”
above integrity . . . all these
shallow, self-seeking, small-
souled people are dragging
America down to the second-
class na‘ion status.

For a hundred years of hard
working self support, America
was respected, prosperous, un-
selfish without being made a
fool.

Run this nation once more
by hard work — and for those
Americans with self-respect,
not for whiners— and we'd
sweep that scornful “second
class” sneer and all excuses
for it down that rat hole
where it belongs.

Rules to Follow

When Involved
In Auto Accident

Vacation time is near. Soon
millions of people will be
driving about the country,
and automobile accidents will
occur with increasing fre-
quency. What should a per-
son do when involved in an
accident?

At such times it is hard to
keep your wits about you and
know just what to do. It is
therefore a good idea to plan
in advance jJust what you
would do in event of a smash-
up. Here are a few simple
rules that every driver should
commit to memory:

1. STOP! Failure to stop
can result in serious criminal
consequences.

2. RENDER AID. If anyone
is injured: (1) Render first
aid. (2) Stop bleeding. (3) Call
a doctor or an ambulance or
both. (4) Do not move an in-
jured person in any way that
could possibly add to his in-
jury.

3. PROTECT THE SCENE
FROM FURTHER DAMAGE.
You may be liable for dam-
ages to approaching drivers,
unless they are properly
warned. If the highway is
obstructed at night, have
someone turn his headlight
beams on the wrecked vehic-
les,

4, CALL AN OFFICER.
Policemen, Highway Patrol-
men, Sheriffs and their depu-

ties are trained accident in-
vestigators whose testimony
may be invaluable in esta-

blishing your civil claim for
damages.

. 9. GATHER INFORMA-
TION ... WRITE IT DOWN.
Don’t trust your memory.
Don’t guess — be specific.

Measure skid marks. Step off
distances. Be sure to obtain
names and addresses of wit-
ness. You are required by law
to exhibit your driver’s license
to the other driver — and he
must do the same.

6. BE CAREFUL WHAT
YOU SAY. Even if you feel
you probably are to blame, it
is best to make no admission,
You may learn later that the
other driver was equally at
fault, or more so. Emotional
comments can be miscon-
strued by others, or may be
misquoted. Whatever you say,
make 1t factual.

7. SEE YOUR DOCTOR if
there i1s the slightest chance
you may be injured. Serious
injuries do not always result
in immediate pain or blood-
shed.

8. CONSULT YOUR LAW-
yver Immediately. The sooner
yvour lawyer is brought into
the matter, the better he can
advise you and protect your

rights. He can obtain state-
ments from the witnesses
while their memories are
