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A proposed new law to 
catch a lot of Texas tax dod-
gers is the one to raise regis-
tration fees on cars and trucks 
and drop the property tax 
assessment on them. That 
should have been done years 
ago. In most places a person 
with only a car listed as per-
sonal property can ignore his 
ad valorem tax bill and get 
away with it. But the person 
paying tax on real estate is 
stuck. If he fails to pay the 
tax it is charged to his pro-
perty. Eventually he has to 
pay to clear his property title, 
otherwise lose the property. 

As the present law is en-
forced, it seems that many 
counties and cities are inex-
cusably negligent. If officers 
were sent out to collect either 
taxes (plus costs) or cars, we 
can be sure few owners would 
neglect their obligation. 

We hope the legislature will 
approve the idea, and that 
Texas voters will approve the 
amendment. To our way of 
thinking, its fairer as well 
as more efficient to combine 
registration fee and ad val-
orem tax. It gets all the tax 
on a car in. one transaction 
and, equally important, it gets 
the tax dodger. 

Reports getting around say 
that lots of Liberal Demo-
crats will go fishing on the 
day of the Senatorial election. 
They may as well. Fortunate-
ly, for the welfare of Texas, 
this is one election in which 
they will have no influence. 
This time we have a cinch to 
get some good conservative 
representation in Washington. 
Blakley and Tower are both 
okay. It's a pity they can't 
both be elected. 

Concerning our relations 
with other countries, how 
about those two press re-
leases from New Delhi on 
April 21? One says Prime 
Minister Nehru deplored US 
"intervention" in Cuba and 
charged that this nation had 
fostered, armed a n d en-
couraged the anti-Castro in-
vaders. The other report said, 
that a senior Indian finance 
minister had left for Wash-
ington with orders to seek 
$638 million in foreign a i d 
from us. It's hard to find 
words to describe such a com-
bination of attitudes. They 
insult in one statement, ask 
for help in the next. 

In the first place we're tired 
of being taken for granted 
as the world's Santa Claus. 
And we're even more tired 
of the so-called neutrals par-
roting the communist propa-
ganda. By what twisted rea-
son to they-  blabber that 
Moscow intervention line 
when the facts clearly show 
that red intervention caused 
the mess? . . . and long be-
fore we became involved. 

That's' the frightening thing 
in the current world conflict. 
Countries like India, who see 
their neighbors being taken 
over by the reds, and who live 
in constant fear of being taken 
also, lack the understanding 
or the principle to present 
such affairs in their proper 
perspective. It's happening 
all over. No wonder Khru-
shchev is gloating. The signs 
show that his goal of world 
domination is approaching fas-
ter than even he had antici-
pated. 

We hope that our nation-
al leaders can see the signs 
as plainly as the commies do. 
Maybe then they'll quit pidd-
ling and get down to the ser-
ious business that lies ahead. 
The situation is most urgent. 
It calls for drastic action. 
We've got to realize that free-
dom and human dignity are 
being relentlessly pushed 
back and their chances of sur-
vival are getting slimmer 
every day. 

It's gratifying lately to hear 
President Kennedy say that 
the reds will be driven out of 
Cuba. We hope that day is 
near. But we must realize also 
that Cuba isn't the only place 
that needs liberating. Lots of 
other freedom fighters all 
over the world need help. 
Our job, if we are to succeed 
in the end, is to adopt the 
method the reds have used 
these many years. We've got 
to take the initiative. We've 
got to see that freedom's re-
treat is stopped and the red 
menace starts losing. How to 
do it is an enormous problem, 
and we hope our leaders are 
equal to it. They must find 
the way. If they don't our 
children will be living in slav-
ery.

Practically none fell 
in spoth near Red River. 

Crop prospects at this time 
are fine for wheat but rap-
idly getting bad for practi-
cally everything else. Wheat 
seems amply supplied to pull 
through for an abundant 
yield. Oats is fine at this time 
and can develop into a record 
breaker if it gets more rain 
soon. Otherwise just a fair 
yield seems likely. 

Spring plantings, such as 
corn, sorghums, etc, a r e 
hurting. They need a good 
soaker soon. Pastures, too, are 
showing the need of rain. 

Muenster Civic League and 
Garden Club's annual spring 
flower show, scheduled for 
Saturday, has been cancelled 
. . . because of the scarcity of 
flowers that are worth show-
ing. 

Mrs. Ben Luke, general 
chairman made the announce-
ment Wednesday after talk-
ing over the situation with 
Mrs. L. B. Bruns, club presi-
dent, and members of the 
flower show committee. 

All agreed that this is not 
the time to show flowers. High 
temperature and hot wind 
last week followed by Sunday 
night's storm left gardens in 
a sad condition. So, the club's 
show this year is postponed to 
next fall. 
• Local ladies are not the 

only ones to have their plans 
spoiled. The same happened 
to Gainesville's flower show, 
also dated for Saturday.

Pavement Project 
Will Start Soon 

Muenster's 1961 paving pro-
ject is due to begin very soon, 
possibly by the end of this 
week, according to informa-
tion given at the city council 
meeting Monday night. Work 
will be done by H. M. Scott 
and Son of Denison. 

Several separate jobs will 
be included in the complete 
project. The biggest is 6 blocks 
curb to curb on Walnut from 
the highway to Sixth. An-
other block of new pavement 
is on Fifth between Walnut 
and Pecan. 

Other jobs will renovate 
existing pavement. Pecan from 
the highway to Sixth will 
have broken edges repaired 
to the orginal width then all 
will receive an additional one 
course surface of asphalt and 
crushed rock. Similar treat-
ment is planned for three 
blocks of South Hickory. 

Seventh Street in front of 
the public school will have 
a 12 foot strip at each side 
torn up and the base re-
shaped and re-packed. Next 
comes a 1 course surface on 
the two side strips, then an-
other course for the entire 
width. 

On Fourth pavement will 
be widened to tie with curbs 
built by Earl Fisher and Joe 
Horn.

The voters in Cooke County 
have shown their objection to 
a plan of taxation as a double 
burden. There is a trend of 
thought developing, especially 
in the rural areas, that some 
people in Gainesville do not 
realize, how much business 
Gainesville enjoys from the 
rural area. The imposition of 
a tax liability would be proof 
of the lack of appreciation for 
such business. This loss of 
good-will would certainly af-
fect future favorable business 
relations. 

These remarks are made to 
confirm our plans for the 
hospital project in Muenster. 
We have the assurance of 
prominent physicians a n d 
surgeons now in the area and 
others planning to come to 
Muenster a n d neighboring 
cities and, towns to sufficient-
ly staff our hospital.

Other Latin American coun-
tries, including Brazil, have 
become equally indifferent to 
Christianity.

Money Order and 
Special Delivery 
Rates are Upped 

Proposed increases in money 
order and special delivery 
fees starting July 1, 1961, were 
announced today by Postmas-
ter General J. Edward Day. 

No changes in special de-
livery fees for first class mail 
are planned. 

Special delivery fees for 
second, third and fourth 
class matter will be increased 
by 10c in each of the non-
first class fee brackets as 
follows: 

CURRENT FEES 
1st class other 

Up to 2 pounds 	30c 45c 
Over 2 to 10 pounds 45c 55c 
Over 10 pounds 	60c 70c 

PROPOSED FEES 
1st class other 

Up to 2 pounds 	30c 55c 
Over 2.  to 10 pounds 45c 65c 
Over 10 pounds 	60c 80c 

The increases for this ser-
vice are expected to yield 
about $2.5 million in addi-
tional postal revenues, based 
on current special delivery 
volume. 

Money orders up to $5 and 
over $50 will be increased by 
5 cents. The new money order 
schedule will combine the 
present 15-cent and 20-cent 
fee brackets into one at 20 
cents. It also splits the present 
30-cent bracket at the $50 
level, raising to 35 cents the 
fee for denominations up to 
$100. These changes will af-
fect over 100 million money 
order transactions. Based on 
this volume, new revenues 
would total about $5 -million.

The Balance Sheet of Agri-
culture, 1960, published by the

dation sales have occurred, 
rising market prices and the 
strong demand for land have 
enabled owners to recover 
their original equities and 
often to realize capital ap-
preciation.
