T. Cole, chairman, LeRoy Hay, 
vice-chairman; Kenneth Riv-
oire, secretary-treasurer. 

The group will support the 
recently formed Southwest 
Animal Health Research Foun-
dation in its drive to do some-
thing about the animal health 
situation. Its purposes are to 
receive and disburse funds, 
and sponsor research and ed-
ucational programs on animal 
health-including diseases, in-
sects and parasites-to the end 
that these hazards of livestock 
production may eventually be 
controlled. 

"Animal health," Chairman 
Cole said, "is not only a con-
cern of the producer but the 
economic loss also effects 
business and consumers. We 
all have a lot at stake in this 
program."

Indications are that the next 
session of the national legisla-
ture will be asked to boost 
postal rates in order, to wipe 
out annual ruge deficits in 
the Post Office Department. 

That's one solution to the 
difficulty, a typical federal 
solution. When the income 
fails to meet the expense of a 
certain operation, increase the 
income. Don't bother about 
decreasing the outgo. That just 
isn't being done in govern-
ment, even though it is ac-
cepted as sound procedure in 
the business world. 

In this case our gripe is not 
directed only at the usual in-
efficiency in federal money 
matters. Bad as it is, we're 
about reconciled to charging 
it off as normal waste. But 
we believe that lots of beefing 
is in order when millions of 
dollars of our postal deficit is 
thp direct result of subsidiz-
ing a gigantic subversive oper-
ation of our enemy . . . the 
distribution of hundreds of 
thousands of tons of commu-
nist propaganda absolutely 
free through our mails. 

To the average person this 
statement seems so fantastic 
that he is inclined to question 
its correctness. It's hard for 
us to imagine a department 
of our government giving free 
service in distributing mater-
ial which is intended to poi-
son the minds of American 
people. Just the same, it is 
happening. And here's how. 

Our country is participat-
ing in a world wide agreement 
whereby the country of origin 
collects the mailing fee and 
the country of destination 
honors the sender's stamp and 
makes delivery without charge. 
As originally planned it is a 
reasonable arrangement, based 
on the assumption that each 
nation sends as much as it 
receives and therefore breaks 
even in the long run. Mean-
while the system simplifies 
handling for all, so it's a good 
deal all around . . . at least, 
so everyone thought. 

But, as might be expected, 
the Soviets seized the agree-
ment as an opportunity to 
cheat. They use it as a meth-
od of sending tons of propa-
ganda material through our 
mail. Their agents over here 
prepare long mailing lists. 
Russia, the country of orgin 
sends out the printed poison, 
and we obligingly deliver it 
for free. You and I, in our 
tax remittances, are paying 
for this service by helping 
make up our postal deficit. 
Nov the PO Department sug-
gests that we,  pay for it di-
rectly by putting extra post-
age on our mail, 

Regardless of what Congress 
does about rates, we have a 
right to protest. Whether they 
are raised or not we are the 
victims of an international-
sucker game . . . which is all 
the more infuriating because 
it makes us pay the bill for 
harm that is inflicted on us. 

To us it's amazing that pub-
lic officials permit this raw 
deal to go on. Simple pride 
demands that they refuse to 
let the Soviets make fools of 
them. Integrity demands that 
they quit subsidizing an oper-
ation that is aimed squarely 
at our destruction. That's not 
how they look at it, however. 
To them anything goes as long 
as it demonstrates our efforts 
to get along with the reds. 
We'll go the limit in proving 
our willingness to co-exist, in 
standing by our agreement in 
spite of red cheating. 

The absudity of this situa-
tion becomes all the greater 
as we notice how Russia keeps 
its part of the bargain. First 
of all, officials over there cen-
sor all mail, including person-
al and business correspond-
ence. If anything is men-
tioned that does not meet of-
ficial approval the letter is 
confiscated. Many strictly per-
sonal letters fail to get 
through, and propaganda does-
n't have a chance. Soviets re-
fuse to deliver even legitimate 
mail. We deliver anything. 

Isn't it time to correct this 
abuse? How can our officials 
pretend to have the interest 
of their country at heart when 
they permit such a shabby 
deal to continue? 

Another matter apparently 
destined to get lots of atten-
tion in the next congressional 
session is the trade agreement 
with foreign countries. Wheels 
of the administration insist 
that we must make more con-
cessions in order to insure a 
booming foreign business. We 
have to help other countries 
sell more over here so that 
we can sell more over there. 

Theoretically that sounds 
fine, until it bumps into the

Completion Nears 
On Detail Plan of 
Local Hospital 

Completion of detail plans 
for construction is the next 
immediate goal in the Muen-
ster hospital project, and indi-
cations are that they will be 
ready soon after January 1, 
according to a recent report 
received by J. M. Weinzap-
lel from the architect, J. R. 
Killibrew of Wichita Falls. 

Next step then, he added, 
is an invitation for bids, and 
if all proceeds normally the 
construction can possibly be-
gin about April 1. 

Final approval has been re-
ceived on preliminary plans, 
both from the State Health 
Department and from the 
Health and Welfare Depart-
ment of the federal govern-
ment. On reaching that stage 
the directors authorized t h e 
first payment on their pro-
ject, a partial payment of the 
architect's fee. 

Meanwhile much remains to 
be done by the community. 
As pointed out by the hospital 
board chairman, J. M. Wein-
zapfel, the cash fund is still 
considerably under half of the 
project's requirement. 

Exclusive of the fund set 
aside for operation, the amount 
on hand is about $115,000. 
The total needed to meet the 
estimated cost is $287,000, an 
increase of $37,000 over the 
original estimate. This means 
that between now and date of 
completion the community 
will have to raise about $172,-
000 in cash. 

About $100,000 of that 
can be regarded as assured, 
Weinzapfel said. It represents 
the approximate amount to 
be expected from outstanding 
pledges after allowance is 
made for a normal percentage 
of persons failing to back up 
their pledges. So the pro-
ject needs between $70 and 
$75 thousand in addition to 
present cash and subscriptions. 

Recent donations and pledge 
payments average $1000 a 
week. That is satisfying, Wein-
zapfel said, in that it indicates 
continued interest and activ-
ity. But it's not near enough. 
A lot will have to be raised to 
meet the goal. 

He again emphasized the tax 
advantage in giving property 
instead of cash to the drive 
and urged prospective donors 
to inquire into the possibili-
ties..

Most of us, of course, em-
ploy no servants at all.

During the last fiscal year, 
reports Tax Foundation, fed-
eral civilian payroll costs 
reached an all-time high $13.6 
billion, which works out to 
$242 for each and every A-
merican family. Per family 
cost in 1947, by way of con-
trast, was only $134. 

The annual cost of civilian 
agency payrolls rose 55 per 
cent from fiscal 1955 to fis-
cal 1961, as against only 28 
per cent for civilians employed 
by the Department of De-
fense.

"Through county organiza-
tions such as ours, every live-
stock producer and other in-
terested person will have an 
opportunity to support the 
Foundation and its programs. 
Producers are being asked to 
contribute on the basiS of 50 
cents per head for adult cows, 
horses and steers and 10 cents 
per head for sheep, goats, 
swine, and deer," Cole said. 

Contributions may be made 
to any member of the com-
mittee. All monies collected 
will be passed on to the Foun-
dation for support of existing 
research facilities and con-
duct of large scale field tests. 

Chairman Cole said, 'We 
know this first program will 
cost several million dollars, 
but if we can remove the 
screwworm from the scene, 
the annual savings will a-
mount to several times the 
cost of the control effort."

The minimum price that 
North Texas processors will 
be required to pay producers 
for Class I milk during De-
cember 1961 will be $5.594 per 
hundredweight for milk test-
ing 4.0% butterfat. For each 
tenth of one percent (0.1%) 
that the average butterfat con-
tent of such milk varies from 
4%, the price will be adjusted 
by 7.6 cents.

Progress on the Flood Pre-

vention Program continues to 
gain momentum in the Upper-
Elm-Red Soil Conservation 
Distpict. Floods that damage 
our 	bottomlands, 	road s, 
bridges, crops and other prop-
erty are a serious hazard in 
much of the District. To cut 
down on these losses, the Dis-
trict is sponsoring Flood Pre-
vention Programs on the fol-
lowing local watersheds: Elm 
Fork, Little Elm, Denton 
Creek, and Big Sandy Creek. 

Two floodwater retarding 
structures have been com-
pleted this yeati on Elm Fork, 
making a total of 88 completed 
on this watershed. One more 
is under construction at the 
present time. Work was started 
in the Clear Creek Watershed 
this year with construction 
started on seventeen struc-
tures. Many of these are com-
plete and the rest of them 
are expected to be finished 
early next year. 

The success of the program 
is the result of cooperation by 
the landowners who furnished 
easements for the construction 
of the detention dams. With-
out the whole hearted inter-
est and support of these peo-
ple, the program could not 
succeed. 

The. district received invalu-
able assistance and support 
from several local groups in 
moving forward with water-
shed progress this year. These 
groups are: The Clear Creek 
Watershed Authority, t h e 
Montague and Cooke County 
Commissioners Courts as well 
as the Elm Fork and Denton-
Big Sandy Watershed Associa-
tions.
