PURCHASE RECORDS
MUST BE KEPT BY
ALL COTTON BUYERS

Cooke County cotton buyers, who
are required by the 1940 marketing
quota provisions of the Agricultural
Adjustment Act to keep accurate
records of all purdhases from pro-
ducers, will be able to do this as a
part of their routine work, accord-
ing to J. T. Biffle, Jr., chairman of
the county AAA committee,

A record of purchases from pro-
ducers with white marxketing cards
was not required in past years. This
year such a record must be main-
tained in addition to the records and
reports which buyers during the past
2 years made for purchases from
producers with red and blue market-
ing cards, and which they are also
required to make this year.

Pointing out that no special rec-
ords are required for white market-
ing cards, J. T. Biffle, Jr. said that,
as a general rule, the business rec-
ords ordinarily kept by the buyer
will contain all the information
necessary, with the possible excep-
tion of the serial number of the pro-
ducer's marketing cara.

The regulations under the act re-
quire that the cotton buyer’s ree-
ords contain the following infor-
mation: (1) the name and address
of the producer; (2) date of pur-
chase; (3) original gin bale num-

“ber; (4) weight of the bale or the
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lot of cotton purchased; (5) amount |

of the penalty collected, if any; and
(6) the gerial number of the mar-
keting card or certificate by which
the cotton was identified when mar-
keted.

“It is preferred thar the buyer
make no change in his regular rec-
ord-keeping: system, other than to
record some necessary tnformation,
which he previously did not enter
on his accounts, ledgers, or other
records.” J. T. Biffle, Jr. said.

Any buyer who desires to keep a
separate record of the information
required, however, can obtain the
necessary forms from the county
AAA office.

“The buyer must always examine
the marketing card, J. T. Bffle, Jr.
said. “If the producer does not show
his card, the buyer must make a re-
port to the county AAA office and
remit with his report the marketing
penalty. of 3 cents a pound on the
entire amount sold. If the card seri-
al number is not on the record, it is
assumed that the buyer did not see
the card and he will be required to
submit the report and to pay the
penalties due.”

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Fall Market To
Depend On Well
Finished Turkeys

25,000,000 Pounds Of
Birds in Cold Storage
From Last Year

Albert Brient, County Agent

It is only two months from now
until we will be marketing our first
crop of 1940 turkeys. For your in-
formation there is still a large carry
over of turkeys in ccld storage. At
the present time there is apprexi-
mately 25,000,000 1lbs. of turkeys
still in storage but these birds are
moving into the channels of trade
very nicely. But with this fact in
mind, I think we should give careful

consideration to our marketing pro-
gram for this fall.

The market is going to demand a
well finished turkey this year in or-
der to be able to dispose of the tur-
keys at a reasonable price to the
producers. Unfortunately in the past
we here in Texas have not been pro-
ducing as good quality turkey as we
can produce. Most of the turkeys
still are range turkeys and during
the late summer the range is pretty
well depleted and the turkeys do not
have sufficient amount of feed and
especially green feed. During the
growing period they consume large
quantities of insects and as a result
of this are quite often heavily in-
fested with intestinal parasites. Be-
cause the quality of our Texas tur-
key has not been what it should be,
there has been a penalty placed on
it which in some cases amounts to
$1.00 per bird over turkeys market-
ed in other states. It is up to all of
us to see that the turkeys we market
this year are in good condition and
ready for the market at the time
they are sold.

The Texas Poultry Federation,
composed of Texas poultry produ-
cers, hatcherymen, feed manufac-
ers, buyers of poultry products and
others, is definitely interested in
carrying out a program this year
that will enable Texas turkey pro-
ducers to place on the market this
fall the best quality turkeys that
have been sold from this state.

It is very important that we start
a fattening program for these tur-
keys now. Before they are placed on
a fattening feed, it is good manage-
ment to see that these birds are
thoroughly treated for intestinal
parasites so that they can be placed
on a fattening feed and get maxi-

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JAVELINAS ARE INCREASING

AUSTIN, Texas, Sept. 18.—Jave-
linas, also called Collard Peccary,
the only native North American
wild hog, are increasing in Texas,
reports of game managers to the
executive secretary of the State
Game, Fish and Oyster Commission,
indicate.

The increase is largely due to the
protection given this game animal
by a state law which went into ef-
fect last year. It is now unlawful to
shoot Peccaries except during the
opening season of Nov. 15 to Dec.
31. It is permissable to kill two dur-
ing a season.

Javelinas are more common in
Southwest Texas counties. They
formerly ranged in far more areas
than they do now, but the killing of
them for meat, for their hides and
for their bristles threatened the ex-
tinction of these animals.

Judging from requests for infor-
mation concerning javelina hunting
received by the Game Department,
a large number of hunters from
other states will invade Texas seek-
ing Javelinas during the open sea-
son. Their heads are regarded by
many sportsmen as a finer trophy
than deer heads.

DOVE DONT'S

AUSTIN, Texas.—Sept. 3.—With
dove hunting under way pertinent
DONT’'S which, if followed, will save
sportsmen considerable trouble with
state and federal game wardens have
been formulated by the Texas Game
Department’s executive secretary.
They include:

Don’'t shoot doves before sunrise
nor after official sunset.

Don’'t shoot from a car or from,
or along a public road.

Don’t shoot doves with any gun
except a shotgun larger than ten
gauge.

Don't forget to plug your gun to
three-shell capacity.

Don’t forget your hunting license
if you leave the county of your resi-
dence.

Don’'t kill more than 12 doves per
day and do not have more than 12
in your possession, white wings and
mourning doves,

Don't forget to clean your gun well
before taking that first hunting trip
of the season.

Don't shoot when you cannot see;
there might be another hunter be-
hind those trees.

Don’'t leave gates open and always
get permission to hunt on private
land; the trespass law is rather se-
vere.

Don’t forget that the quail season
does not open until December 1.

mum results from the feed con-
sumed. If you have a small flock of
turkeys you may be interested in
giving them individual worm cap-
sules to rid them of the intestinal
parasites or if you have a large flock
you will perhaps be interested in
using a flock worm treatment in the
mash, You can secure poultry worm
capsules or poultry worm powders
through your local feed dealers,
hatcherymen, or drug stores. If you
are unable to get these from these
parties you can contact your local
county agent or vocational agricul-
ture teacher. I would like to just
mention in this connection that there
are a number of very reputable con-
cerns putting out poultiy remedies.
These are licensed companies and
handle their products through local
dealers. There are a few pedlers of
poultry remedies that are not put
out by reputable concerns and I
would make certain that the product
I use does come from a manufac-
turer with an established reputation
and I would be very leary of buying
from house to house pedlers that
are handling poultry medications.
After the turkeys have bpeen thor-
oughly treated for intestinal para-
sites then I would put them on a
good fattening ration. This may
either be commercial or home mixed.
If you are using a commercial fat-
tening feed, then I would utilize all
of the home grown grains that I
have. In finishing the turkeys it is
best to confine them a a small en-
closure of an acre or so of land, de-
pending of course upon the number
of birds to be finished. I would keep
the fattening mash before them in
open hoppers and keep grain before
them in open hoppers and in addi-
tion to this, see that they have plen-

Sulfa-
thiazole wag designed primarily to
attack staphylococcic infections, as
sulfanilamide deals with the dread
streptococcus.

Sulfathiazole was used in treat-
ment of pneumonia and did its work
here with fewer unfavorable reac-
tions than sulfapyridine but, the real
“kick” came from the dramatic out-
come of the first test in a virulent
dysentery infection.

This disease heretofore has been
fought without the aid of any spe-
cifiec curative agent. Serums and var-
ious forms of medication have been
tried without consistent or extensive
results.

As usual when the presidential race gets
under way, we begin to hear some wonder-
ful things about both candidates. Listen to
either side’s claims for just a little while
and we see prospects of a millenium. Po-
litical theories, all of them fine and noble,
are already pointing a way to the land of
milk and honey.

There’s going to be a heap of disappoint-
ment.

We
have unscrupulous men who take advan-
tage of others. To sum it all in one expres-
sion, we are lacking in justice.

What many of us do not appreciate is
that democracy and Christianity run hand
in hand, that our constitution is based on
Christian principles. The one professes the
dignity of man and demands such virtues
as justice, honesty, decency and brotherly
love, the other acknowledges the dignity
and gives free rein to the virtues in its
guarantee of liberty. Weaken those virtues
and emergencies arise, our government
must restrict our liberties, we begin drift-
ing toward dictatorship—toward slavery.
It is inevitable.

When men refuse to obey their con-
science they invite some outside force to
demand obedience of them. We see it in
every law of the land. When peopie failed
to control themselves, when they resorted
to unfairness of any kind, the government
had to set up regulations.

Theories of government are meaningless
without the moral background which sup-
ports them. No matter who our next presi-
dent is, we wil] have trouble unless the im-
provement comes from the people. Perhaps
one man is more competent than another
to cope with the difficulties, but lasting
success will depend on the people.

After all, the president is only a leader
doing the best he can with a bungling pub-
lic that is a severe handicap on the best
laid plans and the most capable admmls-
