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Texans are both miffed and
amused by Bob Kennedy’s bon-
er in Indonesia last week. Most
of them resent the remark that
the annexation of Texas to the
nation “was not a very bright
spot in American History.”
That goes against the grain of
any real Texan, who is con-
vinced that no other state, and
not even the thirteen original
colonies, can boast a more
heroic struggle for freedom
and independence than Texas
does.

The funny side of it is that
the statement was so utterly
ridiculous. Bobby simply put
his foot in his mouth. The slur
iIs absurd because it has no
basis in fact. And it makes him
look silly because it reveals his
lack of information on the sub-
ject. Lots of Texans are laugh-
ing and more will be laughing
after their anger simmers down.
Actually, the joke is on Bobby,
not on Texas.

If that incident had happened
over here, this column would
have been inclined to gloat
over his discomfort. After all,
it is gratifying to see a Yan-
kee's belittling remark about
our state turn into a boomerang.
There's another element In
this incident, however, which
prompts this column to sym-
pathize.

Only a few days before Ro-
bert did a fine job of stand-
ing up to a gang of communist
hecklers in Japan. When he
finished telling them off and
the crowd finished cheering the
reds were thoroughly squelched.

But then, in Indonesia, he
permitted himself to be suckered
by a loaded question which
included the false premise that
Texas became a part of the
Union as a result of U. S. ag-
gression. Bobby wasn't on guard
for that one. Or maybe he just
did not know any better. He
accepted the premise and a-
pologized. “Some Texans might
disagree, but I think 1t was un-
justified. It was not a very
bright spot in our history. Not
one to be very proud of.”

The big disappointment is
that he muffed the opportunity
for another big- triumph over
a red heckler. He could have
said that United States did not
lift a hand in the Texas-Mex-
ico war. Furthermore that no
nation ever fought a more
heroic war to win independence
from a ruthless tyrant. And
finally that annexation, after
ten years of independence re-
sulted not from any effort by
the Union but from an ap-
plication for admission, actual-
ly the third application, pre-
sented by the sovereign and
independent nation of Texas.
There was not one single bit
of aggression in all the state's
history. It's a shame that Ro-
bert did not throw that fact
back into their teeth.

We hope Robert will learn
two things from the affair:
that the spot of history, after
all, is one to be proud of; and
that it pays to be on guard
when a communist asks ques-
tions.

Regarding communist tricks,
Commentator Paul Harvey
mentioned one lately that de-
serves the attention of all the
nation. Many is the time we
have heard communism re-
ferred to as a religion. The
reason 1s that most reds are
so completely dedicated to their
belief and their evil creed is
so basically a part of them, like
other people’s religion. Also
because the nature of their
conflict with the rest of hu-
manity so often involves reli-
gious principle, hence leads to
the assumption that their doc-
trine has an element of religion
in it.

But think of the possibility
if we will all concede, as some
already do, that communism is
a form of religion. Next the
reds will seek complete free-

Date Nears for
Move into City’s

New Post Office

The date for moving into
Muenster's new post office is
drawing near, probably the first
or second week of March.

The deciding factor, says
Postmaster Arthur Endres, is
acceptance of the building by
the Post Office Department.
Though it appears to be ready
it still needs a few finishing
touches before inspectors will
give their OK.

Also on schedule is a formal
opening, the date for which
will be set later.

Located at the corner of
Walnut and Second, the new
building with its parking and
service areas of concrete paving
occupy a quarter of a block.
The building is red brick with
about two thirds of its front
footage built of solar glass . . .
a gray tinted glass which ab-
sorbs heat and glare.

Both inside and outside it is
designed to offer the latest de-
velopments in postal service,
The double door entrance leads
to the box lobby, which has
400 lock boxes and drawers
and room for another section
of 100. The present post of-
fice has 300 boxes.

The Increased box space,
along with other expansion of
facilities is estirhated by postal
officials as adequate for the
next thirty years.

To the right of the box lobby
1s the service lobby for selling
stamps and money orders, mail-
ing and delivering parcel post,
delivering general delivery mail

Between the two services 1s

a double door which will be
locked when the service
area 1s closed. This arrange-

ment makes the letter drop un-
avallable except when the post
office 1s open.

As explained by Postmaster
Endres, this apparent mistake in
design 1s not really a mistake.
Postal inspectors recommend
method to avoid tampering and
theft of letters, which would
be possible if the letter drop
were located in the box lobby,
which will always be open.

Depositing letters will not be
inconvenient, however. Avail-
able at all times is the outside
collection box located at the
curb of the one way driveway.
Mail from it will be picked up
just before each mail dispatch,
so a person can mail a letter
any hour of the day or night
with assurance that it will go
out in the next dispatch. Loca-
tion of the box will permit

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FORGING OUR OWN CHAINS
By Robert Morris, Pres.
University of Dallas
I recently engaged in a tele-
vision debate with a distin-
guished professor and during
the hour-long discussion raised
the danger involved in the sur-
render of our military establish-
ment to the “U.N. Peace Force,”
The professor blandly assured
the television audience that our
State Department plan, al-
though already submitted to the
General Assembly, i1s far from
execution and that it would be
carried out only if certain con-
ditions were met in the months

and years ahead.

I find that this remoteness is
the average reaction to this
very real program already
adopted as policy by our State
Department. Most people, when
they realize that a plan already
exists to turn all our nuclear
and convential armament over
to the United Nations “Peace
Force,” are disturbed. But they

quickly recover and say “They
could never put that one over.
That would mean that the U.N.
‘Peace Force' would rule the
world and our form of govern-
ment would be dissolved. That’s
fantastic.”

The fact of the matter is that
the plan is being implemented
assiduously. Congress has al-
ready passed legislation setting
up a Disarmament Agency to
assist in the planned disarma-
ment. Ambassador Adlai Stev-
enson 1s speaking and writing
that “we must be prepared in
the West for the restraints on
self-interest which a worldwide
system of law and policing im-
plies.”

The United Nations, too, 1is
working to implement the plan.
An Eighteen Nations Commit-
tee, slightly pro-Soviet in re-
presentation, 1s now meeting in
Geneva to work out the details.
Secretary-General U. Thant ap-
pointed Paul Hoffman as Chair-
man of a reorganized Economic

force In the hapless Republic,
it 1s being hailed by our State
Department as a great success!
Both of the enabling resolu-
tions of the Security Council
authorizing force in a purely
domestic area in contravention
of the U.N. Charter were un-
animous which the Soviet Union
would have voted against and

even vetoed, if it deemed it
desirable. Yet the State De-
partment insists the venture

had the opposition of Khrush-
chev.

Senator Thomas J. Dodd has
wisely said:

“If the Katanga intervention
IS accepted as a precedent, it
will sanctify the abdication of
our foreign policy to the United
Nations; it will open the way
to UN intervention in the in-
ternal affairs of member na-
tions; and it may commit us to
supporting a whole series of
wars that are favored by the
Afro-Asian bloc and the Sov-
lets.”

The very day after Senator
Dodd made this observation
the leader of the very articulate
Guinea delagation to the U.N.
warned that the African nations
would resort to violence *“to
free” Angola from Portuguese
rule if the United Nations did
not do so. He contended that
breaches of the peace are justi-
fied if the liberation of colonies
proceeds slowly. He conceded
that the U.N. Charter does not
provide for ‘“de-colonization”
but contended that this and
“disarmament’” are the prime
1ssues In the world bodies to-
day.

Thus begins the pressure for
a U.N. invasion of Angola, a
second undertaking of the U.N.
Peace Force, just as Senator
Dodd warned. The Soviet ap-
paratus has long made Angola
one of its prime targets in Af-
rica.

Thus while we prepare for a
transfer of our sovereignty to
the U.N., the U.N. comes more
and more under the influence
of our enemies. We seem to be
forging our own chains.

The ADA’s

One of the most powerful
political action organizations in
the United States is the Amer-
icans For Democratic Action,
generally known as the ADA.
It was founded during 1947.
One of the founders was Sena-
tor Hubert H. Humphrey, who
was mayor of Minneapolis,
Minnesota at the time. Hum-
phrey described ADA’s aims as
“militant political action from
the grass roots right through to
the national level without turn-
ing into a third party. move-
ment.”

The ADA’s Fourteenth Na-
tional Convention was held in
Washington, D.C., from May 12
through May 14, 1961. The
resolutions adopted give a g}']ood
insight into the things for which
the ADA stands. In their reso-
lution on Asia, the ADA called
for unification of Korea under
the U.N.; more aid to the pro-
Soviet “neutralist,” Nehru of
India; and recognition and ad-
mission to the U.N. for Red
China.

Their
America said that the U. S.
should give “moral and political
support” to what the ADA called
“democratic regimes of the
Americas.” The next sentence
gave an indication of what
they meant. The resolution
stated: “Alleged anti-commun-
ism should not be used as an
excuse for U, S. aid to dicta-
tors.” Informed Americans have
noticed with alarm that govern-
ment leaders on America’s side
in Latin America are widely

referred to in the press as “dic-
tators,” while communists and
pro-communists are called Pre-
miers or Presidents.

The ADA resolutions called
for “total disarmament” under
the control of the United Na-
tions.

iIn the House of Representa-
tives, only to see them die in
the Senate. For example, the
House has twice passed my in-
dustrial safety legislation, only
to have the Senate kill it. The
Governor 1s now pledged to
support it. Accordingly, I am
asking the people to promote
me so I can seek the passage of
such measures in the Senate.”

In the House, Hughes has
been chairman of both the con-
gressional and legislative re-
districting and the public lands
and buildings committees, and
vice-chairman of the committee
on: municipal and private
corporations. He has also been
a member of the House com
mittees on judiciary, criminal
jurisprudence, insurance, claims

and accounts, and counties.

“I believe the day-to-day
work I have done on these
committees for twelve years
has equipped me with facts
and experience to defend the
interests of our district and

make a good senator.” he said.
At present, Hughes is chair-
man of the House of Represent-

atives Insurance Investigating
Committee. This committee
recently reported 1its findings

that the premium rates on
automobile insurance should be
reduced without unfairness to
the companies.

In a statement to the voters
of the ninth district, Hughes
sald on this subject: “The com-
mittee worked diligently for
many days and nights inves-
tigating the recent . 23 percent
automotic rate Increase In
automobille insurance premiums.
We found evidence we feel
shows that a substantial reduc-
tion 1n automobile insurance
rates 1S necessary and justified.”

Hughes pledged to continue
his fight in the House for
higher teachers’ pay, more ade-
quate financing of the public
schools, the farm to market
road program, and the welfare
of our older citizens.

He will continue to seek more
reasonable wages and hours
for our firemen and policemen,
a cause for which he has been

the floor leader in the House
of Representatives.
In 1951, he was one of the

floor leaders who led the fight
that saved the farm to market
road program from the attempts
of the big city delegations to
ruin 1it.

In every session since 1951,
he has authored or co-authored
the teachers’ pay-raise bills
and of course has voted for
them. He has been a staunch
supporter of more reasonable
financing for our public schools.

“In 1953 1 started the fight
to control unrestricted and un-
reported lobbyist activities in
Austin by sponsoring the lobby
control law. In 1955 I co-spon-
sored this law again. We fin-
ally got a measure enacted into
law in 1957, but it was not all
that we desired, and I want to
continue the fight to tighten
up the controls on the Austin
lobbyists as a member of the
Senate,” Hughes said.

“Since 1951,” he continued,
“I have co-authored and sup-
ported legislation to place a
larger portion of our tax bur-
den on out-of-state gas pipeline
corporations. I have helped
lead the vigorous fight against
the general sales tax, and while
voting against it to the end,
co-authored other measures that
would have financed our
needed programs and improve-
ments.”

Consistantly for the last
twelve years, Hughes has voted
for those measures for the wel-
fare of our senior citizens, 1n-
cluding higher pensions and
other benefits. He has also
consistently voted for veteran’s
legislation.

He co-authored the latest bill
which would have gone a long
way toward giving our women
citizens equal rights under the
law.

As a public official who 1is
also a Democrat, Hughes has
supported his party loyally. He
has been named a delegate to
the state Democratic conven-
tion a number of times. In
1956 he was a delegate to the
Democratic National Conven-
tion In Chicago from our dis-
trict.

Hughes was born in Sherman
35 years ago. Graduating from
Sherman High School in the
closing months of World War
II, he enlisted at 17 i1n the
Merchant Marine and after a
speed-up fraining program Ssaw
service in Asiatic and European
waters. He graduated from the
University of Texas in 1951
with both the bachelor’s and
the law degrees. He is a Baptist
and an active member of many
fraternal and civic organiza-
tion, including the Sherman
Chamber of Commerce,

“I believe the Texas Senate
should help us make sure we
keep our states’ rights,” Hughes
sald. “The Senate should re-
present, not out of state inter-
ests, but Texas interests. As a
senator, I will do my part to
see that the legislation we pass
makes for more vigorous state
and local government and there-
fore protects us from the iIn-
decisiveness which leads to
centralization of government
in Washington,” Hughes said.

“I hope you will conclude
that I have .worked hard for
our district and have earned
promotion next' May 5th”
Hughes said.

dom in their Satanic program
by hiding behind our constitu-
tional guarantee of freedom of
religion.
